About fifteen
minutes after smoking the last pipe he be-
came stupid and Mr. Krech and the China-
man began their efforts to arouse him. The
Chinaman gave him some Chinese gin,
which he drank, and then Ah Chung told
Krech he wouldsoon wake up all right.

After waiting till 12 o'clock Mr.Krech
fell asleep and slept till2 o'clock, when he
was aroused by the Chinaman, who said
he could not hear Matthews breathe any
more. Terribly alarmed, Mr. Krech ex-
amined the body, but could discover no
signs of life. He hastened to summon a
physician and the brother of deceased,
W. 8. Matthews, who was in the camp.
On returning to the cabin they found that
all effort was useless, as Mr.Matthews was
dead. Deceased was 49 years of age. He
leaves a widow and three children livingin
Minneapolis. Mrs. Matthews is indelicate
health. Mr.Matthews was wealthy. The
Chinaman and his wife, keepers of the
"joinL'' are under arrest.

CHURCH FACTIONS.

The Catholics iv Red Lake Falls Dis-
agree— The Churelt Burned.

Red Lake Falls (Minn.),September 22d.—
St. Joseph's Catholic Church was discov-

ered on firelost night at midnight, and be-
fore the llames were gotten under control
the church and contents were totally de-
stroyed. This fire is the sequel to the in-
tensely bitter fight which has been raging
between the French and German Catholics
of Polk county for the past six months.

The fire was incendiary, as the men who
were the firat to the scene claim they saw a
three-gallon can of oil underneath the
altar.

The Catholics here are much affected over
it. Each faction claims the other guilty of
the crime.

Rev. Father Moriel, who was at first sus-
pected by his enemies, was at the West Side
for three hours previous and at the time of
the discovery-, and so he is disproven of
anj- personal part inthe affair.

A feeliDg of depression pervades the
whole Catholic community. Bishop Ire-
land is severely censured for his laggardly
attention to the troubles here. He was ex-
pected to show a more statesmanlike atti-
tude in the matter.

CALIFORNIA FRUIT.

AFriendly Article in a New York Paper
on the Product of Our Orchards.

New York, September 22d.— The Sun
to-day printed a column article concern-
ing the sales of California fruit in the East.
A friendly tone is manifested. Itsays that
California fruit brings twice and thrice
more than domestic fruit.

The California fruit trade inthis city has
increased over tenfold in three years, and
the product ot Pacific slope orchards and
vineyards is now competing with the do-
mestic product and beating itout of its
boots, bo to speak, inspite of 2 r>oo miles of
disadvantage under which Californianß
labor in comparison with local growers.

But one great thing in favor of California
fruit is the way in whichit is packed. If
the "yellows" cannot be cured the Del-
aware peach orchards are to be moved, and
California fruit willtake the place of Del-
aware.

Sfdv Hopkins Murders His Wife and
Mother-in-law.

Bellefoktk (Pa.), September 22d.— At
Phillipsburg to-day Seely Hopkins, aged
25, shot and killed both his wife and
mother-in-law, and then made an unsuc-
cessful attempt to killhimself. Hopkins
was engaged in numerous quarrels with
his wite during the past two or three
months.

Two weeks ago he left home, returning
yesterday. They had another quarrel this
morninp, when Hopkin3 shot his wife
dead. He then rnshed to the third story,
where his mother-in-law waa, and shot her,
too, killing h<r instantly. Hopkins then
went to a neighboring livery stable, where
he attempted to kill himself, firing two
shots at his head, but doing little damage.
When taken into custody a letter was
found in his pocket accusing his wife of
infidelity.

DESPERATE NEGRO.

He Resiste Arrests and is Filled Full of
Lead.

Kansas City (Mo.), Septeniber 22d —A.
special to the Journal from Miami, Mo.,
says : Aconstable of this town was called
upon last night to arrest Whitfield Powell
for threatening to killa white man with
whom he had quarrelled. Powell was
known to be a desperate character, and the
constable swore in two deputies to assist
him in making the arrest.

Powell
opened fiie on them and held them at bay
for a time, •lightly wounding two of the
officers. Finally the front door of the bar-
ricaded house was broken in and a volley
ofshots fired nt the negro. Two of them
took effect, one in the leg and one in the
shoulder. He was arrested and locked up.

BARNARD'S WILL.

Disposition of Hi*KMute—His Wife Well
Cared For.

New Yoek, September 22d.—The will of
the late President Barnard, of Columbia
College, has been admitted to probate. Bar-
card gives the astronomical apparatus to
his wife for life;thereafter to the college.
Allthe books his wife cares for are left to
her, the rest to go to the college. The
estate goes to his wife in trust for her life
time, with subsequent small bequests to
relatives, and the remainder to Colombia
College.

Of the funds, $10,000 is to found a Bar-
nard college fellowship for encouraging
scientilic research, the income to support
an alumnus of school of mines.

A gold medal, to be known as the
"

Bar-
nard medal," is to be cast, and a copy of
the medal to be awarded at stated periods
to the person who shall have made such
discovery of physical and astronomical
science, or such novel application of science
to purposes beneficial to the human race as
in the judgment of the National Academy
of Science in the United States shall be
deemed most worthy of such honor.

Court yesterday morning, and afterwards
they were driven several miles into the
country. In the afternoon they were ban-
queted, and later, several hundred Creeks
assembled to hear the speakers. Mr. Man-
sur said that the future policy of the Gov-
ernment would be against making any
more treaties with Indians, but contracts
simply, as the Government did not wish to
bind itself to any future policy toward the
Indians. The "p°wer of the Muskogee
Court should be enlarged.

Congressmen Perkins, Bakerand Springer
disabused the minds of the Creaks that
they desired to take their land. They ad-
monished them to oreanize aa a State and
be admitted into the Union.

He wil!then begin the practice of
law.

Dbnvek (Ooi.), September 22d.— The
Colorado Mining Kxchange yesterday
adopted a resolution to investigate the con-
stitutionality of th« Act restricting the coin-
age ofsilver, aud appointed a committee of
three cousialing of" Messrs. Wynkoop, Gil-
lespie snd Westonall, prominent mine-
owners, with authority to employ the
nece&.sary legal counsel.

The committee purpose to visit the mint
at Philadelphia with100 ounces of silver,
and demand it be c >mcd into dollars.
This being refused, they will bring suit
against the Ulrector of the Mint for dam-
ages, thus bringing the subject to the atten-
tion of the United States Supreme Court.
