Stricken Down With Heart Disease at

Nara, September 25th.—Judge Chan-
cellor Hartson, an old resident of Napa,
and well known throughout the State,
fell dead at his home at ten minutes past
one o clock this afternoon. The caunse of
his death was heart disease. He was 64
years of age and a native of New York
State. :

BURNING  FORESTS.

Terrible Ravages in Several Parts of the

skirts were reached this morning. The
flames swept down Surtzer’s <canyon, burn-
ing the ties and bridges of the Park Beli
line and endangering the houses in the
outskirts. Atnoon the entire fire depart- ]
ment turned out and met the conflagration
at the head of Sixteenth street, where its
advance was checked. The city is filled
with smoke, and cinders are falling in the
business districts. The progress of the fire
now seems to be across City Park, which
will bring it to the eastern portion of Flor-
ence Hights, where costly residences stand.
No news has been received as vet of casual-
ties, but many ranch houses are known to
have been in the track of the fire. The
fire was started by a rancher burning
brash.

SANTA CRUZ RANGE BURNING.

It
was in the matter of the application for a
writ of habeas corpus for Walter Hoyls
and Millard Rambo, two East Portland
Salvation Army men, who were arrested for
the violation of an ordinance recently
passed by the Common Council of East
Portland, which provides that no person
or persons may preambulate the streets of
that city singing in a loud tone of voice or
playing musical instrnments without a
special permit granted by the Fire, Health
and Police Committee of that body. His
Honor decided that the ordinance is in-
valid, and based his opinion upon three
objections presented by Hon. George H.
Williams, counsel for the Salvationists,
viz, It isin excess of the power conferred
upon the Council by the charter ; that it is
in contravention of the State or Constitu-
tion of the State of Oregon, inasmuch as it
grants & privilege to one class of citizens
denied to another; and third, because of
unregulated official discretion.

BANKERS' CONVENTION.

They Meet, Make Speeches and Have a
Banquet.

Kaxsas City, September 25th.—The an-
nual Convention of the American Bankers’
Association met here to-day. The city is
gaily decorated. The Convention was the
largest ever held by the Bankers, {fully 1,000
being present from all parts of the country.

The Convention was called to order by
President Parsons, of St. Louis. Addresses
of welcome were made by Governor Fran-
cis and Major Davenport, and responded to
by Mr. Parsons, who spoke at length on
the growth of the banking system.

William P. St. John, of New York, read
an able paper on legal tender. He opposed
free coinage and outlined as a substitute
a proposition that the Secretary of the
Treasury be required to buy and coin
$4,000,000 worth of silver bnllion each
month, providing that not more than
99 cents or 412} grains of silver
be the amount of silver to be contained in
the silver dollar; that with the coinage of
silver legal-tender notes of the Govern-
men be withdrawn, doilar for dollar, as
silver is issued, and gold and silver certifi-
cates be made legal tender. The paper was
referred to a committee,

At this point the Interstate Commission
was brought in, escorted by Major William
Warner. The Commissioners responded
with short speeches to the call made upon
them by the delegates.

In answer to loud calls for ** Warner,”
the ex-Congressman was introduced by the
President as ‘‘the man who don't want
an office”” The Msjor asked to be excused
from making & speech.

Afier the transaction of some routine
business the Convention adjourned until
to-morrow. '

DEATH OF

One of England’s Greatest Prose Writers
and Poets,

Loxpon, September 25th.—Eliza Cook.
poetess, died to-day at Wimoledon, where
she lived in seclusion for many years

[Eliza Cook was an English authoress, born in
Southwark, London, in 1817. Her father was a
tradesman in narrow circnmstances, and her
mother dying when Eliza was 15 years of age,
her home was neither pleasant nor heppy. She
had early evinced a taste for literature, and
now sought in inteliectual purs:
the hardships of her situation. In E ye-
came a contributor to the London Wesk'y Dis-
patch, and wrote for other periodicals. In 1840
a collection of her poems under the title ot

**Melaia and Other Porms,”” was published in
London. In 1819 she became the editor of Eliza
Cook’ s Journal, a weekly public X

TANNER'S VERSION.
He Tells a Friend All About His
moval From Office.

St. Louis, September 25th.—The Republi-
can will print to-morrow, from Caldwell,
Ohio, a special dispatch giving a copv of a
letter said to have been received by Private
Dalzell from Commissioner Tanner, un-
der date of September 19th. In it Tanner
says he is taking no part in the duties of
his office, holding himself on leave until
his successor qualifies.
