BANKERS' CONVENTION.

After Passing a Number of Resolutions
ItAdjourns Sine Die.

Kansas City,September 2tith.—ln the
Bankers' Convention to-day a resolution
from the New York delegation, recom-
mending that such action be taken as will
revive the American merchant marine, and
one from the Kansas delegation, which
wanted the Convention to indorse the ob-
ject of the Texas Coast Deep Harbor Con-vention, to be held at Tooeka on October
Ist.

Both were vigorously discussed and
finallyreferred to the Executive Council.

The Secretary's report showed an in-
crease in numbers during the past year of
157, the totaimembership now being 1870.

Sneed of Kentucky oflered a resolution
that Section 098 of the Revised Statutes of
the United States, governing National
banks, should be so amended by Congress
as to expunge the clause governing foifeit-
ure of interest. Sneed condemned the
usury laws ingeneral. A resolution was
also proposed that all banks should be
amenable to the State laws of the State in
which they are located. It was not just
that so heavy a penalty should be meted
out to National oanks for usury, when the
State banks were not amenable to the same
law. It was finallyreferred to a special
committee, which reported recommending
that Congress be requested to amend the
lawin question so that the penalty would
be a forfeiture ofonly the amount ofinter-
est over the legal amount.
The liveliest discussion of the Convention

occurred over the report of the ExecutiveCouncil, recommending that the paper read
by Mr.St. John yesterday on coit.oge be
referred to the next Executive Council.

The recommendation provoked a long
debate. Finally a plan was adopted to fully
consider St. John's proposition and take a
vote on it by mail after the Executive
Council has sent its report to the delegates.

The Nominating Committee made a ie-
port recommending the election of Charles
Parsons of St. Louis as President of tiie
Association, and Morton Michael as Vice-
President. Adopted.

The new Executive Council chosen, with
very few exceptions, is the same as that of
last year. The Convention adjourned.

PLEASANT PILGRIMAGE.

A Large Number of California Toiuplars
Going to Washington.

San Fbancisco, September 2Cyh.—The
Calilornia delegaliou of Knights Templar
willcross the continent iv good style to at-
tend the Triennial Conclave in Washing-
ton. Itis estimated that at least 350 Knights
and their families will start on this pil-
grimage. Three special trains will take
them East and the railroad agents inter-
ested all agree that never before have
knightly pilgrims started withbetter travel-
ing facilities for the journey.

The Oakland party will start Sunday
evening from Oakland pier. A dining-car
of the Hurlington route is expected to
reach here Saturday and willbe attached
to the train. The party will stop over at
Salt Lake. Denver and Chicago, and will
reach Washington on Monday, October 7th.
The Golden Gate Oommandery will start
at 2:30 r m. next Monday.

The Sacramento Coa-njandery willjoin
the party at Sacramento. They will then
run through to Chicago, stopping there
twenty-four hours to be entertained by the
Chicago Knighis. Washington will be
reached Sunday afternoon, October 6th.

The California Comnianciery party will
start next Tuesday morning and willrun
through to Washington without stop-over,
reaching there ab iut noon Sunday follow-
ing. All the sleeping coaches of these
trains wiilrun solid to Washington. The
Knights will not return by special train,
but after the Ccmlave willseparate. The
round-trip tickets testing $107 75 are good
for sixty days.

At Carne-

gie's Edgar Thomson Steel Works at
Braddcck to-night, furnace "C," one ofthe
largest blast furnaces, gave way at the bot-
tom and tons of molten metal, like water
f.scaping froiu the reservoir, ran out. The
furnace had not been working properly
during the day and Captain Jones, the
general manager of the works, called to-
night to see ifhe could ascertain the cause.
He was workine with a number of men
near the bise of the furnace when the bretk
occurred.

In an instant flames shot forth, and the
hot metal exploded and felilikesheets of
water. That any one escaped instant death
is marvelous. Captain Jones was horribly
burned, and physicians are unable to state
to-night whether he will live or not.
Michael Quinu was so badly burned that
his flesh peeled off. He cannot live. John
Mokake was badly burned about the body.
Ned Quinn was badly burned about the
chest. Two or three other workmen whose
names itis impossible to get to-night, were
severely irjured and may not recover.

Captain Jones is wellknown throughout
•he Unite iStates and Europe wherever
iron and steel is manufactured.

The names of the other work-
men who were burned are Patrick Hughes,
Michael Conner and John Needen. Michael
King, a Hungarian, was present when the
seething mass poured out of the furnace,
and as he cannot be found it is feared he
has been covered up. About six carloads
of ruoltfn metal poured out of the break.
The terrible rush of liquid steel knocked
Jones down in the pit. Fortunately befell
between two trucks or he wonld have been
burned to death instantly. When removed
from tbe pithis clothing had been entirely
burned from his body. The loss to the
company willbe quite heavy.

At midnight Captain Jones was resting
easy. Physicians say he willrecover. Two
others willdie.

DISASTROUS SPECULATION.

The Big Boud Tunnel and Mining Com-
pany on the Feather Collapses.

Buffalo. September 26th.— One of the
largest financial enterprises in which Buf-
falo speculators ever engaged has practi-
cally collapsed and the net loss is $2,000,-
--000. The enterprise alluded to is the Big
Bend Tunnel and MiDingCompany, with
the principal office in this city and a branch
at BigBend, Butte coun'y, California. The
field of operations is at the latter place.

The capital stock of the company is $20,-
--000,000, of which $2,000,000 has been paid
inand sunk almost beyond redemption it
is feared by the stockholders. The Presi-
dent of the company is Ray V.Pierce, of
this city, and Dr. Pierce is at the head of
the enterprise and owns from sixty to
seventy per cent, of the stock, and the
shareholders are widely scattered through-
out the country.

THROUUH A HUGE TUNNEL.
The Feather river, inButte county, Cali-

fornia, is rich in its deposits of gold, and
the north fork of tbe river, called Big Bend,
was always considered particularly rich in
the way of gold deposits in its gravelly bed.
A friend ofDr. Pierce called his attention
to these deposits, and about live years a?oDr.Pierce orsanized the Big Bend Tunnel
and Mining Company. The scheme was to
divert the stream from its natural bed
through a huge tunnel, thus exposing the
rich golden deposits supposed to be lying
along the bottom of the river.

GREAT KXPECTATIONS.
Visions of untold wealth floated before

the stockholders, and there never was any
difficulty in disposing of the stock as fast
as it was offered on the market. The ex-
pectations of the shareholders were of the
most sanguine sort, and many predicted
that Dr. Pierce would become the richest
man in America. Every stockholder ex-
pected to become a millionaire, but, alas !
these dreams have gone to naught, for the
bed of the nortn tork of the Feather river
has been drained, and shows far more
gravel and bowlders than gold.

pe. pierces circular.
Dr. Pierce, President of the Big Bend

Tunnel and Mining Company, in a circular
to the stockholders, announcing the future
of the company, says : "Since the issue of
bulletin No. 1. on September 29, ISBB,
there has been no mattrial change in the
prospects developed by our mining opera-
tions last year at Big Bend. Tbe vast
quantity of bowlders uncovered completely
handicapped our operations and made
them so expensive as to prevent a realiza-
tion of profit. In fact, in view of the ad-
verse developments of last season and the
work and further experience of this season,
it is doubtful if our mines ever can be
worked at a profit. Certainly not at (he
present prices of labor, nor unleßs some
more economical method may hereafter be
invented for handling the vast quantity of
b jwiders which exist in the river bed.

VAST <JUANTITIES OF GOLD.
"Our operations demonstrated the fact

that there is a vast quantity of gold in our
claims, but, in the face of the obstacles
mentioned.it seems impossible to extract it
at a profit.

"The total output from onr mines last
season was $17,832. This did not pay the
cost of actual mining operations. Some of
the ground washed was quite rich and
everywhere gold was found to exist insuffi-
cient abundance to have paid largely, but
for the unexpected obstacles."

THINGS RUN ECONOMICALLY.
During August of this year. Dr. Pierce

says Ilie output was about $12,500,
"

but,
"

he adds, "itis doubtful if we shall be able
to domuch better than pay expenses this
season. Everything has been done to
operate cheaply and effec;ively, and every-
thing else likely to facilitate the work that
experience could suggest has been done."

In conclusion, he says: "But after all
our efforts and as much as we regret to
acknowledge the fact, yet we are quite pre-
pared to admit at present that we see no
prospect of realizing our former expecta-
tions with respect to these mines. Great
as is our disappointment at this unfavor-
able termination of our great undertaking,
we at least have the satisfaction of know-
ing that we were not more at fault in our
judgment with these mines than were the
most experienced mining experts of tbe
Pacific coast, and that we have been de-
feated by no fault in manasement, but by
the existence of unfavorable conditions
which could not possibly have been fore-
seen or supposed to exist, and which were
only disclosed when tbe mines were fully
opened up by our excavations in the bed
of the river."

WHY IT WAS \ FAILURE.
Inanswer to an Associated Press corre-

spondent, Dr. Pierce said: "The sta'ement
that our company has collapsed is mi£-
leading and uncalled tor. Tne company
can pay all its debts, ifithas any; itis per-
fectly solvent. Itis true our expectations
have not been realized in the venture, but
we have stiilvaluable property, some four
thousand acres of territory, which can be
utilized to advantage for irrigation and
other purposes. The operations were cai-
ried out as at first planned, with evc;y
prospect of success; but the outlook, for
the presence of the great bowlders under
the sand changed the entire tendency of
the venture; and instead of producing gold
at a profit,itseems tobe a losing operation.

injured. Jn t<hort, according to the ethics
of the ring, it was a "fraud." The Presi-
dent of the club is reported to have en-
tered the ring and driven the pugilists
out, exclaiming at the same time, that he
was too disgusted to fittinglyexpress him-
self. The spectators who had assembled
to witness a brutal exhibition, and thus
gratify the morbid taste that prize fighting
caters to, were also loud intheir denuncia-
tion of the boxers because there was no
slogging, since it was that they had
come to see. The club makes a public de-
fense on the same ground, that it was a
iame affair in effect, and that there was
no slogging. Now it is not denied that
there was scientific boxing in plenty by
the matched men, and since the claim of
cheso athletic clubs is that they are en-
eoanging the "manly art of self-defense,"
and are not promoting brutal exhibitions,
Ihe position of the club provokes a smile.
Was n.t the contest in the highest sense
an exemplification of the "art?" Were
not these men so skillful in "self-defend"
that neither was able to do the other in-
jury? Iftwo professional boxers can stand
a.p and give and take through sixty odd
round:-, and each so well protect himself
from the other as to escape without a
scratch, is it not one of the best evidences
of drill in the "manly art?" Let the
truth be told; the disgust of the club offi-
cers and the spectators was caused by the
fait that the men were .such accomplished
boxers that neither had his face beaten
Into a jelly, nor his, ribs smashed, and
neither was knocked insensible, or made
a lit subject for the ministrations of a
surgeon.

Eds. Record Union: No doubt your

many readers (especially those who have
spent the summer months or weeks at this
health-giving resort) incline to the belief
that there is littleof interest going on here-
abouts at this season of the year, as they
possibly lean to the opinion that for the
time being we who (trom necessity or on
pleasure bent) still remain here are tem-
porarily cut off from civilization, that we
are dying ofa plus of time hanging heavily
on our hands, or that we are busily engaged
in building or repairing toboggan slides, in
anticipation of a snowstorm which shall
effectually cut us offfrom the outside world
for a few months. Such, however, is far
from being the case, for such weather as
now prevails at Bartlett Springs cannot be
excelled for comfort and the general enjoy-
ment of outdoor sports of all kinds at any
given point on the Pacific Coast, and such
a condition of things promises to continue
until the rainy season sets in for "keeps,"
which will be about the first of December.

Nor is there a particle of exaggeration in
this assertion. The mornings and even-
ings are cool and pleasant, while the days
are bright and springlike, with a maxi-
mum temperature of 77° and a minimum
of 47° during September, October and No-
vember, while in the winter months (as
per records kept by George \V. Yount the
year round) the maximum is 70° and the
minimum 34°. Under such a showing it
can readily be imagined that Sergeant Bar-
wick would have a "picnic" ifhe should
take a notion to run up here and take a
few observations at this"season of the year,
and itis certain that he would need to look
up more weather adjectives than are con-
tained in his "log-book"' did he desire to de-
scribe correctly the unapproachable and de-
lightfulseason which is now upon us, and
which is in such marked contrast to that
which prevails in many of the valleys
throughout the State.

DAY AND EVENING AMUSEMENTS.
Andnow, as regards amusements, let me

tell your readers what they consist of dur-
ing this season of the year". Inanticipation
of giving excursions to Clear Lake, the
management some three weeks ago secured
the services of the Dixon Brass Band, of
twelve piece 3, and outdoor music is given

tunnel," killing "rattlers" on the trails, and
also in visiting the tunnel, where an effoit
is be-ing made to obtain a supply of water
for domestic uses and fire purposes. There
is every prospect that this experiment will
prove a success, too, as the flowof water
keeps increasing as the tunnel is driven
into the hillside, so much so that the daily
output now exceeds 5,000 gallons. Occa-
sionally
