WANTED-TEN DOLLARS.

InDecember, 1887, Peck made a verbal
lease of the land to Nahl fortwo years. For
the first year's rent Nahl was to grub off
the bank of Butter slough and dig a drain
ditch about eighty rods long. The second
year he was to pay a rental of $100.

He went on the land and put incrops of
potatoes, alfalfa, etc. The first year he did
not do any of the grubbing or ditch-dig-
ging, as he agreed to. and at about the ex-
piration of the year Peck went to him and
complained of his non-action. Nahi re-
fused to give any satisfactory assurance
that he would do the work, anil Peck gave
himnotice that he must leave the place, to
which Nahl paid no attention.

Peck then commenced suit against Nahl
for unlawful detainer, and pot judgment
against him lor $iGO, damages holding over,
and also a writ of restitution placing him
(Peck) in possession.

Nahl appealed from th<> judgment of the
Justice's Court to the Superior Court.

Pending this appeal, the plaintiff com-
menced the action in ejectment, which is
now on trial. The testimony was con-
cluded yesterday, and the arguments will
be made on Saturday.

The defense hold that a lease of land for
more than one year is not good, unless it
be made in writing, but that in any case
the plaintiff forfeited his claim to hold pos-
session by neglecting to carry out the terms
of the lease.

Nahl claims that no time was specified
in which the work was to have been done,
and that it was optional with him to do it
either the first or second year. The
Messrs. Johnson and W. A. Gelt are attor-
neys for Nahl, and J. H. McKune and C.
W. Baker forPeck.

Much of the session otJudge Armstrong's
Court was occupied yesterday in the trial
of the case of J. Nahl vs. A.J. Peck. This
is a suit in ejectment. The land inissue is
a ten-acre tract in the vicinity ofCourtland.
The plaintiff has been the lessee, and the
defendant, the owner of the land, is an ex-
tensive land-owner in the southern end of
the county. The facts are about as fol-
lows:

RESTS ON HIS SANITY.

"Cox is not in our employ. Bad egg."

He was positive that the
company would have paid the draft, and
if they had not he would have been down
(had he not ben arrested) and settled the
thing there himself.

Judge Buckley said he did not like to
convict a man of such an offense ifhe
really did not intend anything wrong, but
he took the case under advisement until
today. IfCox can "rake up $10 the case
willprobably be dismissed.

Keep George Cox Out of Jail.
The examination case of George T. Cox,

charged with obtaining money by false
pretenses, was heard in the Police Court
yesterday. Cox is the man who, repre-
senting that he was in the employ ot a
San Francisco paper manufacturing com-
pany, went tothe store of A.S. Hopkins &
Bro. and obtained the loan of $10, giving
as security a draft on ihe San Francisco
firm for that amount. Mr.Hopkins, after
giving Cox the money, telegraphed to the
Bay to see if the matter was all straight,
and in reply received a telegram which ran.
thus:

SEVEN TRAMPS.

A NEW ENTERPRISE.

Mohr &Toerk's Pork Packing Establish-
ment.

The city of Sacramento, by reason ot her
favorable locatiou as a trade center for a
large territory, points with pride to her
many private enterprises. Among the fore-
most of these is the extensive pork packing
establishment of Messrs. Mohr & Yoerk on
J street, between Teeth and Eleventh.
Within a very short period a large four-
story brick building, with all the modern
appliances, has been added to tne original
plant. So widely have this firm, and their
enterprise, become known that during the
recent St3te F.iir a constant throng of visit-
ors from all sections of the country poured
through their buildings. Many who called
expressed themselves as highly gratified
with that visit, as it was the first opportu-
nity they had ever enjoyed of witnessing the
woikings of an establishment of that char-
acter. Notwithstanding the apparent cem-
pleteness and convenience to do a large
amount of work, new improvements are
continually being amde. The most recent
is the addition of a new engine and steam-
dryer. The latter machine is intended for
grinding bones and all other refuse matter
about the buildings into a tine powder for
fertilizing purposes. The working-up of
this stuff each day promotes cleanliness
and prevents all offensive odors. Hereto-
fore tliis refuse has been cast away. Now
it will be prepared so as to be valuable for
gardens, orchards, etc. Competent judges
say that this substance makes one of the
best fertilizers for blue-grass lawns, as it is
free from foul seeds, which is the great dif-
ficulty with stable manure.

TOO OBLIGING.

The company is willing to furnish San
Francisco with either 30,000,000 or G0,000,-
--000 gallons daily. Itexpected that the city
would pay for laying the pipe lines neces-
sary to bring the water to the city, and Mr.
Yon Schmidt nrged that all the pipe used
should be made there, to give employment
to about five thousand men for a consider-
able period.

THE OEXEBAL PLAN.

The plan is to bring the water from Lake
Tahoe to a large reservoir (o be constructed
near Auburn, Placer county, and to pipe it
thence by way of Sacramento, across the
Straits ofCarquine z, down to Oakland and
under the bay to San Francisco. All the
towns between Auburn and San Francisco
are to be supplied, ifthey want the water.
Accompanying the proposition was a pro-
spectus of the cjiupany descriptive of the
source ofsupply— Lake Tahoe— and giving
the following information as to the inten-
tion of Ibe promoters :

Distance from Lake Tahoe to Dutch Ra-
vine reservoir, Newcastle. From Lake Ta-
hoe to second dam in bed of Trnckee river,
3.75 roilee; length of canal from second
dam to Hardscrabble tunnel, 5 miles; length
of tunnel, Hardscrabble route, 5 miles;
down bed ol American river, 12 miles;
canal from American river to Dutch Ra-
vine, GO miles. Total distance, 85.75 miles.The lineof works from Dutch Ravine reser-
voir will be via Sacramento, Fairfield, Be-
nicia, Oakland, Alameda, to San Francisco.
From reservoir, Dutch Ravine, to San
Francisc> (pipe), 122.44 miles. Total in
miles from Luke Tahoe to San Francisco,
208.1!) miles.

NO END TO THE SUPPLY.
The idea of the company is to deliver the

water into reservoirs to be builtby the city.
Itwould require about three years tocom-plete the work, end would give San Fran-
cisco an inexhaustible water supply. In
proof of this, Mr. yon Schmidt states thatLake Tnhoe was such a large body of
water that a drainage of 137,000,000 gallons
daily for a period of one year would notdecrease its depth over a foot. The use of
Lake Tahoe as a source of water supply for
San Francisco, Sacramento and other
places, was but a matter of time, and, un-
less the municipality procured the water
rights now, itwould probably pass into the
hands of a private company and would be
lost forever.

THE NATOMA COMPANY'S OFFEK.
There was aiso laid before the same

committee a proposition from WilliamJ.
Wilsey to supply the city with 75,000,000
gallons of water daily from the American
river for$1,200,000.

BACBAMBSTO'S OPPORTUNITY.
In case San Francisco should accept

either of these propositions the water
wouldhave to be carried past Sacramento.
In fact, each company expects

—
ifits offer

should be accepted— to supply this city,
and '.*.?progress of their negotiations with
the San Francisco authorities will be
watched withinterest. The Sierra Nevada
lakes and rivers contain the water, and the
valley cities require it, hence itwouldseem to be only a question of time as to
when pare mountain water willbe sup-
plied to the cities and towns ot the valley.

INCORPORATED.
Yariou* New Orgiinizatioiix File Their

Declarations of Purpose.
The following articles of incorporation

were tiled ivthe Secretary of State's office
yesterday :

The Union Sunday-school of Weaver-
viile.

The Riverside City Band.
Pacilic and Oceanic Trading Company,

organized for the purpose ot tradiDg in
goo'ls. wares and merchandise on the Pa-
cific coast and islands in the Pacific ocean,
for transporting freight between said
place?, and for establishing trading stations.
The principal place of business is in San
Francisco. The capital stock is §.10,000,
and the Directors are Henry L.Sherwood,
B.L. Sherwood, T. H. Minor,C. E. Bowen
and C. X. McCounell.

There is now before the Water Commit-
tee of the San Francisco Board of Super-
visors, for their consideration, a proposition
(which also interests Sacramentans), made
by A. W. Yon Schmidt, President of the
Lake Tahoe and San Francisco Water Com-
pany, to furnish that city with30,000,000
gallons of water daily from Lake Tahoe for
the sum of $15,000,000. The company is
composed of A. P. Hotaline, Nathaniel
Holland, Robert Simpson, Edward A.
Breed and himself. The proposal was
made for the company inperfect good faith.

Officers Eldred, Harvey. Eider and
Crump yesterday made a descent upon a
camp of tramps in the brush near the V
street levee and bagged seven head. Two
of the number, Harry Steele and A. Gra-
ham, were found dressed in clothing re-
cently stolen from an outbuilding in the
lower part of the city, and accordingly they
were booked for burglary.

But the ''dandy" of the gang is a man
who gave the name of John Schilling. He
panned out rich. Inone pocket he had a
nickel-plated revolver, with every chamber
loaded. In another was a fancy spring-
barked dirk-knife with a narrow blade
about six inches long and sharp as a razor.
He also carried a fine pocket compass, and
had $22 in coin on "his person. Against
him was entered a charge of carrying con-
cealed weapons.

It does not seem reasonable to suppose
that a man leading the worthless life of a
tramp, camping in the brush and incom-
pany with thieves, could have come by so
much wealth honestly, while the possession
of two death-dealing weapons

—
a pistol and

a dagger
—

naturally gives rise to the sus-
picion tnat he is a dangerou3 customer.
The Police Court should thoroughly sift
his case, and ifpossible learu something of
his antecedents.

Arsenal About With Him.

One of Them Has Coin, and Parks an

inhis petition tor a writ of prohibition
Clayburjjh gives several interesting reasons
for his request. He alleges that at the pres-
ent time, and during' the trial, Judge
Campbell owned 2i>7 acres of land that
formed part of the Tache ranch, and for
which he said he would not take $50 an
acre. He paija man named J. \V.Chisum
$2,000 for it. The other reason given is
that ina portion of the ranch and in some
S.OOO acres of land adjoining it,which is
owned by the lessees, they constructed
some 150 miles of irrigation ditches, at a
cost of $200,000. Because of this fact they
got a legal right to use larpe quantities of
water from the Kern river, and over which
they have had troublesome lawsuits with
many influential people in Fresno county.

'

These suits engendered such a bitter feeling
that, as Claybuigh asserts, it was mainly in-
strumental in giving rise to the suit to have
Clarke's lease declared void. Realizing
this alleged popular prejudice, Clayburgn
says th*lessees wanted a change of venue
be fure the trial beean, but JuJge Campbell
would not grant it.

Judge Campbell, before whom the case
was tried, rendered a decision on June
29th last. He decided that the lease was
void, on the ground that Clarke was insane,
and that the land was worth $6 an acre,
instead ol $3. at the time the lease wes en-
tered into. But on account of the improve-
ments made by the lessees he ordered that
they be paid $154,000 on surrendering the
lease.

The legality of the lease was contested
by Charlotte F. Clarke, the wife of the
lessor, on the ground that he was insane
when he made it.

Tacho Kanch Suit.
[San Francisco Examiner, Sept. JGth.]

The famous litigation over the rancho
Laguna de Tache, comprising 54,160 acres
of land in Fresno and Tulare counties,
added another avenue to its legal labyrinth
yesterday. It came before the Supreme
Court on the petition of Simon Clayburgh
to have an alternative writ of prohibition
issued forbidding J. Is. Campbell, Superior
Judge ofFresno county, from appointing a
receiver in the case and from having any
further judicial connection with it.

The Supreme Court granted the writ and
set October Ith as the day when Judge
Campbell shall show cause why he should
not be perpetually eDJoined from presiding
over the case. Inthe meantime all further
proceedings are stopped.

Judge Campbell was to have appointed a
receiver to-day.

The points involved in this big land suit
can be briifly suminariz?d. 9imou Clay-
burgh, Aucuat Heiibron, Adolph Heilbron,
Isaac Poiy, Celia Clayburgh and S.C. Lillis
have possession of the land by virtue of a
lease from Jeremiah Clarke, its owner.
The lease was made May 1, 18S0, and was
to run ten years, with the privilege ofa re-
newal for four years and six months. Un-
der the lease they were to pay an annual
rent of$(i,500 and have the right to sell any
of the land ior $3 an acre, such purchase
money to be paid to Clarke. Ifmore than
$.i an acre could be obtained, the difference
was to belong to the lessees. In case of all
sales of land the rent was to be proportion-
ately reduced. Ifa renewal of the lease
were made, then at its expiration the
lessees were to huve tne privilege of buying
ail or any portion of the laud at $2 50 an
acre.
