THE ¥RENCH REPUBLIC.

Boulanger Admits That It is Placed on
a Solid Footing.

Paris, September 29:h.—The decision
which has been reached not to fix the date
for the meeting of the new Chamber of
Deputies until after the second ballots have
been beld a week from teanorrow, has left
unaltered the resolution of the Ministers to
hold a special session ¢f Parliament before
the close of the year. The main object of
this session will be to verify the electoral
re‘vrns and give the electoral members an
official confirmation cf theirseats. Another
object in view is to obtain the consent ef
the Deputies to several credits which the
Government wishes to secure at as early a
date as possible. : ;

Reports received here of interviews
with Boulanger in London state that he
frankly admite that the second ballotings,
however favorable they may possibly be
to the opposition rcoalition, cannot aller
the fact of his defeat at the polls. He in-
<dulges in an impotent expression of his
rage at the results of his canvass, and says
that the power of the Government is now
known te have practically no limits. He
asserts that the Republicans will now
-enact & serious of arbitrary measures and
will increase the list of prescribed men of
the Boulangist party. The Cabinet will
<continue to enlarge the budget and to an-
nounce deficite in it, and will burden the
people of France with taxation. The na-
tions! mnisery will grow under this govern-
ment, aud will be enhanced by iphegent
divisions of the Government majority into
groups of opportunists, radicals, left center,
workingmen's party, etc. ?

This, he alleges, will cause a violent rup-
ture and great suffering throughout the
country. The nation will then rise and
squelch the wretches. A brief season of
political and social chaos will then ensue,
and then will come the era of Boulanger.

I need scarcely tell you that these iav-
ings of the shallow tool of the mischief-
makers excite only smiles of amusement
among sensible people bere, and are likely
to disgust even those who voted with the
Boulangist faction.

It is reported that the Governorship of
Indo-China has been offered by the Gov-
ernment to Jules Ferry. Thisisa sure
indication of the desire of the Republicans
to get rid of the disturbing influence of
the leader of the Opportunists in the
Chamber of Deputies, but it is doubted if
Ferry would accept. The offer sounds like
sarcasm, considering the Tonquin affair,
and the caricaturists are pretty sure to make
use of it and to utilize Ferry’s famous ncse
once more.

DEATH OF A GENERAL.

A [Skeich of the Life and Exploits of a
French Soldier.

Paris, September 29th.—General Louis
Leon Cwsar Faidherbe is dead. He was
born at Lille in 1818, and educated at the

olytechnic schools of Paris and Metz. He
Eegan his military career in Algeria in 1845
and in 1848 he went to Gaudaloupe. In
1850 he returned to Algeria, where he con-
structed the advanced fort of Bou-Saada,
and took part in the campaign against the
Kobyles under General 8t. Arnaud in 1851,
and in the highlands under General Bos-
quet in 1852. He received for his services
in this disaster the Cross of the Legion of
Honor. He was subsequently sent to
Senegal and intrusted with the supreme
government of the French possessions. He
recaptured from the Moors the left bank of
the river Trarza, annexed the coasts of
Baol, Sine, Saloum and Casamanza.

The chief military exploit of General
Faidberbe was the one against El Hadji
Omar, which he successfully carried on.
He quitted Senegal, but aflairs got into
such a bad state that he was returned with
the rank of Brigader-General. He was
afterwards appointed to the chief command
of the subdivision of Bone in Algeria. He
was conspicuous 1n the war with Gexmany.
In 1870 he was nominated to the chief com-
mand of the Army of the North. He was
elected a Deputy in 1371, but resigned be-
cause be did not approve of the disbanding
of the National Guard. Afterwards he was
sent on e scientific mission to Upper Ezypt
and elected Senater in 1579, He was the
author of several works treating of the
races among whom he had been thrown
and their relation with other countries,
and hed been a constant wiiter to pericdi-
cals,

She is Tossed a Cauliflower, but is Equal
to the Occasion.

Loxpoxn, 8eptember 29.h.—Bessie Bell-
wood, famous in connection with her de-
fense of Lord Mandeville from the attack
of an enrsged cabman, continues to keep
herself before the public.

On Friday night she sang at the Glasgow
Gaiety Music Hall, and was rewarded with
a cauliflower thrown from a box occupied
by five young men.

Bessie picked np the vegetable and threw
it back with the agility of a shortstop mak-
ing an out at the plate. Then she burst
into tears and wept on the stage, while the
five humorous youths were summarily led
out by their five collars.

BrirGrapg, September 29th.—Ex-Queen
Natalie arrived to-day. Her presence was
totally ignored by the Government offi-
cials, bot she was received most enthusias-
tically by the crowds that thronged the
streets through which she passed.

The reception was spontaneous and the
enthusiasm of the people weas indescrio-
able. It is estimated there were 50.000
persons in the streets. After the brilliant
rinmphant progress to her residence the
ex-Queen was obliged to appear on the bai-
<ony to respond to the multitude.

This evening the city was illuminated

ud throngs of citizens are in the streets
singing the national bymn. The Russian
Minfster and all attaches of the Russian
Embassy visited the ex-Queen, remaining
for half an hour. The Palace gates were
closed during the day and guarded by
troops.

Those Mexican Claims.

Paxrs, September 20th.—An association
of holders of Mexican bonds has been
formed for the purpose of obtaining recog-
nition from the Mexican Government of
the French loans of 184 and 1865,

The committee of the association asks
for repayment of the bonds at par, less 164
francs repaid by the French Imperial
Government after thedownfall of Maximil-
ian, learing a total of 802 francs per bond.
M. Spuller, Minister of Finances, upholds
the validity of this claim in spite of Mexi-
€o’s stipulation on resuming diplomatic re-
lations with France in 1850 that France
should abandon all claims.

Deonouncing the Italiaus,

Dusrix, Beptember 26th.—Archbishep
Logue, the Catholic prelate of Ireland,
preaching in the Armagh Cethedral to-day
referred in the strongest terms to Italv's
treatment of the Pope. He declared the
Italian peasantry were over-taxed and in a
worse conditien than the Donegal Conne-
mara peasanle; that the Italians were emi-
grating faster than the Irish, and that
the Italian Government had ancircled the
Vatican with troops, knowing that if the
Pope departed press would seon grow in
the streets of Rome.

Distribating the Awarde.d

Parrs, September 29th.—The Exhibition
awards were disiribated to-day. President
Carnot and Premier Tirard made speeches,
in which they expressed hearty thanke to
the foreign powers and exhibitors whe bad
coutributed to the great success and the
brilliancy ot the Exhibition.

Premier Tirard announced the award of
900 grand prizes, 513 gol3, 9,690 silver and
9,623 brorze medals, and 8,070 honorable
mentions.

Another Strike Threstened,

Lospos, September 20th.—The Postal
clerks held two large meetings here to-day,
and formally protested against the rate of
pay they are receiving and the treatment
of their demands by the Secretary. They
have decided to forin a union, and a s'rike
will probably fullow unless their grievances
are adjusted.

RBotterdam Strikers.

Rozrervas, September 20th.—The strik-

ing dockmen heve sppointed committees
to confer with the companies and orzanvize
relief measures. The aniwmosity of the
slrikers sppears to be culy against the
glévedores, who are gocused of swesting the

Floods in Mexico.
Crty oF MEXxIco (via Galveston), Septem-
ber 29th.—The city of Celaya is aimost en-
tirely inundated. Many families have
sought refuge in the former Convent of
St. Francis. The railroad traffic is im-
eded. Heavy storms are reported at
alenque and on the Guadmalan frontier.

BeruiN, September 29th.—The Kreuz
Zeitung states that the Reichstag will be
dissolved befcre the end of the year, and
‘there will be no time for the consideration
of the military bill.

SETTLING THE STATE.

Steps Being Taken by the Southern Pa-
cific Company.
[San Francisco Alta, September 28th.]

Very large sums of money are annually
spent by the Southern Pacific Company for
the purpose of attracting immigration,
with the end in view, of course, to increase
their own business and at the same time
benefit all classes of trade, The ‘‘Southern
Pacific Company Colonization Agency” is
the latest venture of the railroad in the
matter of advertising the State. Its main
office is located in this city, and will be in
charge of Bernhard Marks and S. W. Fer-
gusson. The agency will furpish. free of
charge, all the information at its command
regarding Government lands, and will en-
deavor to settle them up. Every part of
the State will be considered, and settlers
suited to each section will be sought.
Bernhard Marks, the general agent of the
agency, will go East at once and proceed to
learn in the most practical manuner the
best methods to reach the thousands of
people who have been interested in the
Pacific Coast and are yet undecided as to
where they wiil locate.

In speaking of the purposes of the
agency Mr. Fergusson said yesterday: “We
all know that Oregon and Washington
Territory have been trading on our popular
climate and at the same time profiting by
the cry of cheap lands in those districts as
compared with the so-called high-priced
land of our State. The idea is prevalent in
the East that no good land can be had in
California without paying therefor a fabu-
lous price, when in fact California land,
considered from any standpoint of fair com-
parison is infinitely cheaper than land in
Oregon or Washington, and cheaper than in
the older settled portions ot the great Mis-
sissippi valley or the Middle and Eastern
States. They are cheaper than in any
place else in the United States, considered
independently of climate, cheaper than
any place else in the United States for
growing wheat, barley, rye, root crope,
vegetables, and for all kinds of general
farming, and finally, cheaper than any
place else in the United States, acre for
acre, considered alone on producing capac-
ity. When considered from the real stand-
point of true value, including climate, pro-
ducing capacity, availability and the very
many other adjuncts which cannot be
truthfully claimed by any other country in
the world, Calitornia lands are cheaper by
a hundred-fold than are the lands of any
other State or Territory in the Union. As
cheap land is the greatest attraciion in the
world to the average immigrant, and as we
bave the cheapest lands, we should talk of
them more, write of them more. Keep
that one idea constantly before our friends
in the East and the effect will be great.”

In no instance will colonists, immigrants
or intending settlers be charged anything
for the services rendered by anyone con-
nected with the agency. On the other
hand, everything connected with the in-
stitution will be furnished and paid for by
the railroad company. All that can be
done will be done free, and in addition it
is hoped to save the settiers thousands of
dollars in the way of reduyctions in the
price of land wherever they focate. Large
trac's being settled by this means and
without the intervention of middle men, a
very large saving can be made in favor of
the settler and at once eliminate the spec-
ulative element.

When asked if he did not anticipate op-
position from real estate firms in this city,
Mr. Fergusson said: ‘“No, we do not ex-
pect opposition from real estate men. On
the other hand, we expect their best wishes,
and in some instances hearty co-operation.
The real estate men of San Francisco are
quick to see what will be to their benefit,
and in this case cannot help seeing at once
that if we succeed in heading a large num-
ber of people in this direction they are
bound to be benefited in a greater or less
degree.

“The agency will at once send men to
Denmark, Sweden and Norway, also to
London and Liverpool, and only the best
classes from our own and the foreign coun-
tries will be bocked. We want men of
some capital, a great deal of energy and
common sense, and, in short, parties who
bave in them the making of first-class,
small-scale farmers. If we can bring a few
thousand suck settlers to this country who
will become home-mekers, and thereby
add to our material wealth and producing
capacity, we will be satisfied.”

This agency is not charged with the sale
of railroad land, and is especially advised
not to make any effort to sell the lands of
the Messrs, Crecker and Huffman of
Merced.

That is
one reason why champagne is so high-
priced. Bottled cider wili champagnize if
raisins are put in it. Some years ago 1
put up a barrel of cider for the White
House. The steward insisted en putting
a whole raisin in each bottle. I told him
a quarter of a raisin to a bottle was guite
sufficient, but he had his own way. The
result was he didn’t have a bottle.” Every
bottle exploded from the pressure.)'—

CALIFORNIA FRUITS.

THE MOST PROFITABLE ONES IN VARI-
0US SECTIONS.

Excelient Grapes Raised at an Altitude
of 2,500 ¥Feet—State Bosard
of Horticulture.

[San Francisco Bulletin, September 28th.]

“ A regular meeting of the State Board of

Horticulture was held yesterday, a limited
attendance being present. Decorating the
main table in the room were two boxes of
dried white figs, specimens of two varieties
of pears, some soft-shell almonds, and a
box containing three varieties of grapes,
which were finelcoking samples of the
fruit. In the absence of Professor Hilgard,
who was kept away by the recent death of
his son in New York, Judge Stabler, of
Sutter county, presided.

M. A. Walter of Contra Costa county, A.
W. Foster of S8an Rafael, and C. T. Sadier
of Santa Clara county joined the Assccia-
tion. .

Accompanying the grapes before men-
tioned was the following letter:

BARREN HILL NURSERY,
NEvADA CrTY, September 25 1839, §

Edward J. Wickson, Secretary State Horticult-
ural Scciety—-DDAR Sig: To day I send by ex-
press a box contaiping samp es of grapes, not

recisely to show you what can be done in that
ine right in the mountains at an elevation of
2,500 feet, but rather to show you what beautitul
and valuable varieties are some of those grapes
that I have introduced from abroad. * * =
The red is the Flame of Tokay, which, you will
notice, colors well in the mountains. The
white is the Blanc de Calabre, a very fine and
good table variety, with a tough stem and thick
skin, making it a very nice sh pfln gra In
the same compartment you w:ll find duly la-
beled four bunches of Muscat Sarbelle, a
large .and delicious Muscat. The blue is
the Ramonia of Transylvania, a very large
dark-blue grape and a good eating grape. My
collection of grapes numbers 241 varieties,
which I have divided into five classes, viz:
Extra Farly, Early, Medinm, Medium Late and
Very Late. The four varieties contained in the
box belonf to the fourth epoch of maturity or
medium Iate and at the altitude (2,500 feet
ripen about the middle oi September. * # =
The Ramonia always matures in this sltitude,
while the Cornichon and Emperor do not.

A discussion on the Kelsey plum en-
sued, the general tenor of the remarks be-
ing that it was one of the most profitable
fruits that could be grown in this State.
Robert Williamson of Sacramento said the
Kelsey plum tree was the only Japanese
variety that he would recommend. The
only way in which to obtain a large tree
was to graft on six-year-old apricots. Ifit
is grafted on nursery stock the tree will
never grow large. The plum is a late one,
and the best shipping plum grown in this
State.

The subject of discussion for the after-
noon was then taken up, but Robert Will-
iamson of Sacramento was the only one
who spoke upon it. The subject was:
“What Fruits aud What Varieties are the
Best to Plant this Winter.” In introduc-
ing the subject Mr. Williamson seid that
one fruit was almost entirely overlooked
in California, and that was the apple.
Early apples could be grown at a good
profit in the Sacramento valley, and he in-
stanced the fact that this fruit sold in the
San Francisco market this year for $1 to £1 50
per box, while in Denver as high as $3 per
box was paid for them. Even at this price
the fruit was not easily obtainable, and the
supply is growing scarcer every wvear.
Winter apples would do well in the Sierra
and the Santa Cruz mountains, in the bay
counties and along the north Pacific coast.
There was no neceseity for sending to Ore-
gon for this fruit when just as fine speci-
mens could be grown in this State. Fruit
growers were content te say that apples
could not be raised here and then let the
matter rest without trying. On account of
the codlin moth the early apples might be
the more profiiable, as the pests did not at-
tack these trees as much as they did those
of later growth.

Peaches, also, would be a good fruit to
plant this winter. The treeis a compara-
tively short-lived one, and those planted
early in the history of the Siate are now
dying out. The tree is a profitable one,
and there is never an overplus of the fruit.
Of the early varieties he preferred the Tuz-
can Cling and the Eirly Crawford.

Apricots are and always will be a profit-
able crop.

Prunes do well over a large area of the
State and thereis always a demand for
them. Wherever they grow to advan-
tage orchardisis cannot do beiter than
plant them. He believed the Silver prune
to be a better article than the French
prune, and was of the opinion that from
this time on, more of them would be
planted than of the latter variety.

Almonds pay well in some sections of
the State, but he would not recommend
their planting in Southern California. For
some reacon they did mnot do well there,
fnd many orchardists were grubbicg up

heir trees. The best growing and most
prolific variety of this nut tree which
he had yet met he called the Texas
Prolific. He had found them near
Dallas, Texas, where they had been raised
from seed!icgs. Some few have been in-
troduced into this State, but they are not
vetold enough to bear, and it might be
that the change would not be a benefisial
one for them. He did not know, however,
that such would be the case, and hardly
thought it would.

The tree, par excellence, however, he
believed to be the fiz, and he believed this
industry would be the largest in California.
He was in expectation ot seeing the time
when California fies, raisins and prunes
would drive the imported articles from the
markets of the United States. The White
Adriatic and the Verdora were both good
figs, the latter, if anything, being the bet-
ter. Externally they look alike, but while
the White Adriatic has a red inside, the
other has a white mear. The San Pedro,
known esthe White Smyrna, is the largest
fig grown in the State. ~ When artificiaily
dried, it is one of the finest looking of the
export fizs, but it cannot be dried in the
sun. The common purple fiz of California
is a strong grower and an immense pro-
docer, and even at three cents per pound
for the dried _article is a most
profitabie tree. The White Isthmus isa
good fig. The Pacific White would be an
extraordinary good fig if it were not for its
tongh skin. If some means could be
found for softening this, the tree would be
much more valuabie. The Bulletin import-
ation of fig cuttings, he knew of but two
trees which did not drop their fruit before
coming to maturity. These trees wera se-
cured from his orchard, along with seyeral
others, by Mr. Parker of Penryn. The
tree was a heavily wooded one, a strong
grower and the fruit exceptionally fine.
He bad within a short time set ont
several of these trees which did not
mature in his Sacramento orchard, near
Penryn, and hoped in a shorttime to be
able to iell whether it wes locality and
climate which had prevented the fruit from
maturing. The best country for the fig he
believed to be the foothills of the Sierra,
where the soil was of a granite formation.

One other tree which had been imported
to this State from Southern Europe was
doing exceedingly well and promising even
better. He referred to the olive, which
will do well at many places in California.
So far, the majority of the olive groves
have been planted along the coast, but this
is not the best locality for the tree. He
believed in planting it back in the Sierra
foothills in the same kind of soil as that
used for the fig. Here the trees
were mnot troubled with the fog, and
were more healthy, while they yielded
just as heavy crops and were just
as rich in oil. The old Spanish or
Mission olive he believed to be the best,
notwithstanding the fact that many new
varieties had been imported of late. The
picholine olive has got a black eye, which
it did not deserve. To be sure the fruit is
small, but the trees can be planted closer
together, und for twenty yvears an aere of
the picholine variety wil! outyield, both in
weight of fruit and quantity of oil, an acre
of trees of the Spanich variety. After
twenty vears, hewever, if there were any
advantage, he believed it would be with
the Spanish trees.

Before Mr. Wiliiamson resumed his seat
eoe of the growers present asked him why
be did not mention the orange. The
speaker then said thet he considered tu's
ona of the best paying crops in California.
He peaid a high compliment to tha Qroville
oranges, comparing them with the oranges

more than thal of the northern-grown fruit,
leaving tho palo of the Oroville orange
{ weizhing three and one-haif ounces more
than (hat of a Rivervide orange ¢f ihe

of Scuthern California to the disadventage
of the latter, Iu this connecticn he men-
tioned an experiment he had made. He
took a Riverside seedliog and an Oroville

seedling of the same siz2, and both excel-

lent specimens of the fruit. The Oroville

Lhowever, weighed two c¢uuaces
than the one from Souihern
while the skin of the latier

same size. The latter orange was also in-
ferior in flavor to the Oroville fruit. Lemons
will do well in certain seciions, and are
more profitable than oranges. They are
not properly bandled however, and are
ggnke_nuy left on the tree too long before
picking.

At the conclusion of Mr. Williamson's
remarks the old Board of officers was re-
nominated for the ensuing verm, and the
meeting adjourned.
