
A GROWL AT THE POSTAL DEPART-
MENT.

Itis probably wellknown to the travel-
ing, and what is known as "the stranger
public," that the most difficult of things
to accomplish is to procure by purchase a
postage stamp in a city without going to
the postolfioe. We knew of an instance
recently where a citizen desiring to mail
a package after the postoffice stamp-win-
dow closed, traversed almost the entire
length of J and X streets in the vain en-
deavor to purchase ten cents' worth of
postage stamps. Our own experience in
San Francisco recently was, that between
Mason and Battery streets, on Market, and
between Post and Washington streets, on
Montgomery and Kearny, such a thing as
a postage stamp could not be procured
even at donble its value, except at one ob-
scure place, the very last one would be
likelyto enter ui>on such a quest. As to
procuring a special delivery stamp ineither
San Francisco or Sacramento, without a
trip to the postoffice, that is a
matter of impossibility, though the Gov-
ernment makes a net proßt of two cents
upon the use of each one and encourages
their sak\ Indeed, in nearly all cases in
either city, where inquiry is made for
"stamps," the applicant is treated with a
gruflhess and evidences of a weary sort of
Utooyanoe that tells the tale of soured dis-
positions among shopmen because of the
multiplicity of applications to purchase
posture stamps, which initself proves how
much the public is inconvenienced. Now
and then an accommodating stationer or
druggist is found in a large city who keeps
postage stamps, postal cards and postal
letter sheets for sale. But these people are
rare, and when discovered are found to be
phenomenally sweet-tempered, amiable and
lovers of the humankind in the broadest
sense. As such kindly creaturen are few
the opportunities to procure Uncle Sam's
public frank is very limited. Ina day and
age of public conveniences, when we can
have the use of the telephone messenger
call, postal box, street car, the bootblack
and the ever present saloon at every dozen
Or so steps, it is rather singular that no
provision has !>een made to accommodate
the public with facilities for procuring
Government stamps at official stations well
distributed. As the custom now is, the en-
tir< | 'blic of a great city must visit the
jxistoiiii-e,no matter how distant, to pro-
cure bo -mall an article as a one-cent
stamp. It would be a public convenience
and a positive blessing ifthe Postoffice
Department at Washington would estab-
li-h officialNations for the sale of stamps.
Thi> it can do without the expenditure of
a dollar. Leiitsimply make a small dis-
count upon the sale of postal supplies of
the kimi indicated to hotel-keepers, sta-
tioners, druggist", and such other "people
of the counter" as it may on application
tad UKonmce of bonum integrity desig-
nate M "<'!Hcial sellers of postal \u25a0applies."
The percentage off -liould bo sufficient to
cover the interest ar.d compensate fur the
trouble involved. Under Mich a re^ula-
tiou the nrrcnurj number of shopmen
woulil engage in the business, since the
limitation of official designation would
give some character to the position. Cer-
tainly KKneUtiag of this kind or in this
direction should be done to accommodate
the public, which is now seriously incon-
venienced inso small a matter

placency wholly foreign to the American
character inall its other manifestation?.
We ought to have such good roads in the
United States that every sort of a wheeled
vehicle could be rolledsmoothly and easily
over them, no matter what the motive
power employed; but in fact our highways
are so notoriously bad that all vehicles ex-
cept those drawn by animals, are by neces-
sity excluded from them. Unlike the
older nations, our civilization willieave
no monument to its memory inits roads
for future ages to contemplate, ifwe pur-
sue the policy of the present, and put up
with the mud abominations the rural dis-
tricts now endure.

Ifthe report is truth that large num-
bers of Chinese are arriving inMexicoand
passing through for Texas, itmeans that the
Restriction Act is to be disregarded and the
United States invaded by Chinese in defi-
ance of the law. Texas has aland border on
the Mexican line of about 1,000 miles.
That the revenue authorities can effi-
ciently guard such a long stretch of
boundary with the present small force
accorded to them, is out of the question.
We must put a revenue detective force
along our entire foreign border large
enough to prevent the excluded fromcross-
ing over, or else submit to the Restriction
Act becoming a dead letter for want of
officials sufficient to command respect for
it. Unless we greatly mistake the temper
of the American people, this attempt on
the part of the Chinese to bring into con-
tempt a Federal statute reflecting the set-
tled policy ofthe country willenkindle an
indignation that will result in the rigid
enforcement of the law.

France has proved to the worldby this
last success in throttling her enemies, that
she has a staying quality even hei friends
have not accorded her. She has demon-
strated that there is an innate love of lib-
erty in the hearts of her people which
has vigor sufficient to maintain free gov-
ernment, and defy the plots of priests and
monarchists, of Church and Prince, of the
altar and the crown, to establish the
domination of the clerical and the rule of
the titled aristocrat.

Wk recall that during the war and all
the troubleous period just preceding it,
there was no paper that so much or more
bitterly derided Abraham Lincoln, as the
Louisville Courier-Journal. It was not
brutal in its assaults, as were some of the
Southern journals, but it was none the less
incisive, bitter or harsh. The characters
of men rise in grandeur and reveal all
their fair proportions as they recede in
time. Here now through the perspec-
tive of twenty-five years is the view the
Courier-Journal takes of the character of
the man at whom, when close at view, it
pointed the finger ofscorn :

To the conduct of public affairs Lincolnbrought all the qualities of a great man's head
and heart. ODe can nol read ihe public records
ofthat period without feeling a new respect forthe President ;a new admiration for his siujjle-
nessot purpose; for his un-elfieh patriotism;
for his lucidity of thought and evenness of tem-per ;lor the clearness in which he stated his
pisitirm, and for the earnestness and eloquence
with which he appealed to the hearts and con-
sciences ofhis countrymen for their 6upport.

FISH PROTECTION.
The Fish Commissioners' Energetic Depu-

ties Doing Excellent Work.
Deputy Fish Commissioner Callundan,

of San Francisco, returned to tbis city
yesterday from the Klamath river, in Or-
egon, whither he had gone by direction of
the Fish Commissioners of California and
the Governor of Uregon, to put a stop to
the destruction of salmon by the fisher-
men. A dam had been placed in the
river without leaving a fidhway, 'and
salmon were being caught in great
numbers. Deputy Callundan arrested
but the jury that tried them in the Justice's
seven fishermen, for lishing out of season.Court could not agree. The owners of the
dam were seen, and they immediately con-
structed a fish-way, so that the salmon
could pass, and the nuisance was thereby
abated.

Special Deputy Fish Commissioner J.
M. Sullivan and Ed. Riley have also re-
turned from the headwaters of the Sac-
ramento river, where they went to enforce
thelftw rtstrainin^theownfr;- of millsfrom
dumping their sawdust into the river.
They arrested William Sulleway & Son,
mill-owners at Sissons, and also Nelson
Anderson, a large mill-owner at Swtet-
briar. Each was fined $50 in the Justice's
Court, aud promised to see that sawdust
was not emptied into the stream in future.

Deputies Sanders, of Susanville, and
Smith, of P.acerville, report that the own-
ers of mills in their respective counties
have complied with the law.

The Fish Commissioners hold a meeting
to-day at the Labor Bureau in San Fran-
cisco.
