CHARLES CROCKER ESTATE.

Twenty-four Millions of Dollars Dis-
tributed—All Satisfied.

San Francisco, October o:h.
—

The estate
of Charles Crocker, the railroad magnate,
received the final attention of the Probate
Court today. Mr.Crocker died in August,
1888. His willleft the bulk of his estate to
his widow, sons and daughter, the latter
being the wife of Charles B. Alexander, a
New York lawyer. Colonel Charles F.
Crocker of the railroad company, and
William H. Crocker, the banker, sons of
the deceased, and executors under the wiil,
made a partial d<stiibution in December
last, when they paid to Mrs. Mary Ann
Crocker, the widow,$000,000, to Charles F.
Crocker $150,000, to W.H.Crocker $150,000,
and to the two-last named, as trustees un-
der the will for certain purposes therein
defined. $150,000; also, to all three parlies
named as trustees, a like sura.

The estate was appraised on the Bth of
last July at $24,142,474 84; and the matter
beard in Court to-day was the final report
and account of the executors. They re-
ported that they bad paid off all claims
against the estate, except thai; of Nicholas
Lulling, in the shape of six promissory
notes against the Pacific Improvement
Company and aggregating $1,075,000. They
had also paid to the sisier of deceased,
Mrs. McKee, $30,000, and to allthe servants
inthe personal service of Mr.Crocker the
sum of $100 each for each year of service.

This was as the willdirected, and under
the muster-roll there was paid to Miss M.
M. Madden and William Harris, $1,100 ;
Daniel Carmody, $1,200; Miss R.C. Dun-
lop, $500 ; Thomas S. Williams, $300 ;
Frank Kables, $200. and Annie Carlsen,
Amelia Nelson, Ned Fnzsinimons, John
Eiston, AhJim and AhTom $100 each.

The executors ia their report say that
they have now, in pursuance of the terms
of the wili,distributed and paid to the
heirs and legatees the full balance of
nearly $23,000,000. of which the widow's
share was $2,Btit> 244 75. They asked an
order of Court confirming all their acts.
This was granted. Colonel Creed Ray-
mond, attorney of the estate, and Mr.Alex-
ander were present at the hearing. Mr.
Alexander resides in New York. An affi-
davit by him was tiled with the account
Betting forth that he was very familiar with
all the property of the estate, and that it
had been fairly and judiciously appraised
by the appraisers appointed by the Court,
namely : W. E. Brown, Martin White
and John W. Roberts. ArJidavits by bim
and his wife and all the other parties in-
terested as heirs were separately presented,
approving of all that had been done by
the executors.

This morning the
cases were called in Judge Rix's Court for
decision. Before deciding the cas» the
Court stated that as a deei-ion had already
been made by the Superior Court it wa's
useless forhim to hold the defendants, as
the cases would be appealed and his decis-
ion reversed. There was no use inc.in-
Ticting the men, for he would not be up-
held. Prosecuting Attorney Dunne said
be had nothing to offer but circumstantial
evidence, as the officers who made the ar-
rest informed him that they conld not
swear that they caught the defendants in
the act of playing.

'Let the responsibility rest where it
properly belongs,"- said Judge Kix. 'Itdid
not originate in th» Police Courts, and I
concur withJudge l^wler when he says
that too much evidence must be secured
before aconviction can be bad. Ihave no
other course to pursue inview of the Su-
perior Court's position in the matter than
to dismiss the cases."

•fileda lengthy report to-day that amounts

to a protest against the discharge of Deputy
United States Marshal Neagle without the
form of a trial by jury. The Grand Jury
does not condemn or approve the act of
Neagle, or say a wordconcerning the cause
of the tragedy of the killing of Terry, nor
intimate in any way condemnation of
Neagle. But it protests that he could
have had a fair trial in San Joaquin;
that the spirit of our system is that
all killing of a human being should
be examined into by a State Court
of proper jurisdiction, and that a verdict
should be had in the case froma jury of
the people. It protests that the' State
Courts are competent to administer the
laws of the United States and of the State,
and it expreses its regret that the Terry-
Neagle case was not examined into as cases
of homicides usually are, and concludes
that had Neagle been tried and acquitted
by a jury in a State Court his vindication
would have been the broadest and most
complete known to the law._

'•BLACK BART."

The Famous Highwayman Believed to
Have Left the Country.

San Francisco, October 4th.
—
Itwill be

good news to all nervous stace passengers
to know that Charles E. Bolton, better
known as "Black Bart, the P. O. S," has
left this part of tne country. Such is the
firm belief of the many detectives and
Sheriffs interested infinding the celebrated
robber.

He is a most incorrigible outlaw, and no
one willregret his departure. His recent
confinement of ov<=r tour years in Sau
Quentin apparently had no influence what-
ever ininattdog u:m to mend his whys.

Within six months after his release, in
January. 1683, he was at his old tricks, and
since then at least three robberies are
known to have been his work. The offi-

cers who lookpd the cases up arc thor-
oughly satisfied that he robbed the Ukiab,
Shasta and Caiuptouville stages during the
past year. The Carajtonville robbery was
his last exploit. He then obtained a gold
bar worth $2,200, the property of ihe ex-
press company. This has never been of-
fered for sale, s jfar a3 known, and the pre-
sumption ia ihat Bart has too much discre-
tion to negotiate for itin this country. He
is believed to have gone either to Chiua or
Australia.

The special officers of the express com-
pany have lately sent out a number of
photographs of the "lone highwayman,"
and it is thought this agitation alarmed
him and made him decide to take a foreign
trip for his health. Over thirty robberies
of stages and express boies, beginning
ia July, 1883, are attributed to Bart, but so
shrewd was he that evidence sufficient to
convict was never obtained, except in two
or three cases. When he was finally
caught, in 1883, he pleaded guiliy and se-
cured a light sentence.

LOST ON THE OCEAN.

A Collision In Which ManyLives are Be-
lieved to Hut i'lteen Lost.

Sr. Piebre Miquklon, October 4th.—The
transatlantic steamer Geograpbico, of the
Bossiere line. Captain Pauset, from Mon-
treal to Sjuthampton, with cattle, sheep
and a cargo of general merchandise, which
left Sydney, C. 8., Tuesday, collided with
the Nova Scotian sailing vessel Minnie
Swift forty miles offSt. Pierre, Wednesday
morning. The Minnie Swift sank within
two minutes, drowning two women, three
children and ten men. The others, with
part oJ the nrew of a Norwegian vessel, who
had previously been picked up, got on
board the steamer, which also sank. Two
boats, containing about thirty-five persons,
which put oil from the steamer early in
the morning, are missing. The; third boat,
with the Captain and fifteen others, was
picked up by the schooner Sister Belle and
brought here.

SERIOUS DISASTER.

PAN-AMERICAN DELEGATES.

The Southern Delegate* Surprised at
Uncle Saui'it Artillery.

New York, October 4th.— The Pan-
American delegites reached here on the
Yorktown this morning. The embarka-
tion at West Point was made in boats, of
which there was a small fleet.

Colonel Wilson and Romero had seats in
one of the small craft wellinadvance of
the others. As they approached the York-
town a file of marines was drawn up on
the port side and the officers stood bebind
Commander Chadwick with uncovered
beads as the distinguished visitors crossed
tbe gangway.

The visitors were introduced to the Com-
mander by Superintendent Wilson, and
preparations for departure immediately be-
gun. As the ship gathered headway a sa-
lute was fired. The interest ot the foreign
visitors had been enlisted by the proceed-
ings up to this point, but they were aroused
almost to enthusiasm when, under direc-
tionof the officer, the machine guns began
to belch forth at >':\u25a0 tervals of two and a
half seconds until fourteen shots had
shrouded the vessel in smoke.

Small parties of guests were placed in
charge of the various officers, and explored
every corner in the ship.

Many of the delegates are non-ccmmittal
as to what city of the United States they
would most care to visit upon the occasion
of a world's fair in 1892. Some, however,
are outspoken. Francisco Silva, of Vene-
zuela, regards New York as an eligible site
for the fair.

Chicago willgrow, and be inhis opinion,
highly eligibleas a fcite for the next world's
fair. So confident is he of the growth of
the United States, that for the third next
world's fair in America, he deems San
Francisco as a fair candidate for the hon-
ors. New York was reacted at 3:30 when a
salute of seventeen guvs was fired in honor
of Senor Silva, Secretary of the Treas-
ury of Colombia. At5 o'clock party were
transformed to steamer Puritan bound for
Boston by way of Long Island Sound.

BLALNE AS CUAIKMAN,

Some or the Delegates to the American
Congress Object.

Chicago, October 4th.— A Washington
special to the Herald (Dem ) says :Biaine's
American Congress, whose surface has ap-
peared 6O tranquil, really started off with a
storm, which at one time threatened to
wreck the hopes of its projector. The
trouble was all about Blame being elected
Present. On Tuesday, when it became
apparent that the Secretary ofState would be
chosen to preside, the Central and South
American delegates went intosecret session,
and the proposition to make Blame the
President was denounced as unfair, illegal
and unprecedented. The point made was
thßt Blame was not a member of the Con-
gress, and thai he could not preside con-
tinuously. The conference lasted till mid-
nigh*. On adjournment several delegates
declared that they would not attend the
meeting of the Oocgt^p next day at which
Blame was to be elected President.

The delegates from Chile and the Argen-
tine Republic kept their word. They at-
tended neither the meeting of the Congress
nor the President's reception and luncheon,
and have not yet joined the excursion
which the members are making through
the country. Whether they will at any
time participate inthe session of the Con-
gress with Blame sitting as President re-
mains to be Been. It is said that Blame
knew nothing of this opposition.

AT WEST POINT.

The Delegates Received by the Superin-
tendent Yesterday.

West Point, October 4th.— The Superin-
tendent of the Military Academy received
the members of the AllAmericas' excur-
sion this morning. After that Secretary
Proctor and party made the rounds of the
Department from the barracks to the recita-

j tion-rooms. The inspection of the Post
was concluded by an exhibition cavalry
drill in the liding hall. Soon after 1
o'clock the party embarked on the gunboat
Yorktown for New York.

CIIICAGO BOARD OF TRADE.

Another Sen»ation in the Meat Market
Yesterday.

Chicago, October 4th.— There was a sen-
sation in the Board of Trade this morning
over the announcement that the pork clique
had secured an injunction against the Board
of Trade Inspector to keep him from issu-
iu;jcertificates on newly packjd October
pork. The clique yesterday received and
paid for allthe newly packed pork offered,
but itnow transpires that this was the only
pork sold to the clique at a low price. The
high-priced pork tendered them on late de-
liveries yesterday was refused. Aninjunc-
tion to prevent its decline is asked for. The
Directors met in secret session soon after
the Board opened. The injunction, besides
prohibiting the delivery of the pork, also
prevents the Board from disciplining the
members for refusing to take the pork.

MONEY PANIC THREATENED.

New York Hanker« are Calling Their
i.ai^'i t Loans.

New York, October 4:b.— Money in the
Stock Exchange continues string.-nt at ten
per cent, per annum, paid by a majority of
borrowers for the use of money until Mon-
day. Some of the banks Lave called in
loans early and intimated to theii friends
that itcould not be helped. The situation
wa9 aggravated later by the announcement
of the withdrawal of $500,000 more gold by
August Belmont & Co., making $1,500,000
taken by them this week for shipment to
Europe.

This export move caused considerable
surprise. The rates of sterling exchange
are far below the gold shipping points, but
Beluiont &Co. expla'n it by srating that
the gold was shipped to the Rothschilds to
assist in fulfillinga contract maie with the

j Brazilian Government.

ILL-FATED CORONA.

Statements Made by Sons? of the Sur-
vivors.

Nkw Orleans, October 4th.—-A number
of the survivors of the Corona disaster
reached this city to-day. Mrs. Henry
Blanks says: "I was standing with my
sister and had my youngest childinmyarms
in the rear of the boat's cabin, when the
explosion occurred. The chambermaid
came running to us with life-preservers,
which we fastened on. William Fleming,
the pantryman, then came running to us,
and told us to go upon the hurricane deck
until he could get the life-boat down, which
he did in a hurry. We then got into tbe
yawl, and hardly had we been seated when
the boat was swamped, throwing us nil
into the river. I, with my three-year-old
child in one arm, held on "to the wreckage
untilone of tbe St. Louis boats came and 1

saved us. Of ruy sister, Mrs. Huff, who is
a widow, Isaw no more after we cat sized.

'

Captain Sweeney stated that the whole
thing came on so suddenly be hardly nad
time to see anything.

Captain Blanks, who web sittinc in the
barber-chair, was hurled through the cabin
roof and instantly killed.

Others iv the cabin were struck by flying
timbers, among whom was Shrimp Hauna,
who was siting near the clerk's office.

The explosion seemed to go downward,
and the full force was in the rear part of
the boat. Those that were not killed out-
right by flying timbers were pinned down
and scalded to death.

Captain Sweeney said that when the ex-
plosion took place he was on the fore-
castle and thus escaped the timbers which
were flyingaround. He was picked up by
the yawl of tbe City of St. Louis.

PACIFIC COAST FISHERIES.

No Cod' Bank* Found by the Albatro"
Off the Oregon Const.

Washington, October 4th.— ln July the
newspapers of the Pacific coast called at-
tention to the roperted discovery by Cap-
tain Bell, of the steamer A.B. Field, of an
important bank eight miles oIF Nestucca,
Oregon, where he took large number of cod
of excellent quality. The entire region
WBs explored by the Fish Commissioners'
steamer Albstross during September, and
the official report of Captain Tanner, just
received, disproves the existence of such a
bank anj where in this immediate vicinity.
A depth of fifteen fathoms was tourid
about oue mile off along this part of the
coast, while at a distance of eight miles
from the shore depths of from sixty-eight
to eighty-five fathoms occur. The water
deepens regularly from the shore outward,
and the bottom consists mainly of fine
sand, characteristic of Oregon and Wash-
ington. No cod were found by the Alba-
tross in this region.
