Rousing Receptions Tendered Senator
and Mrs. Stanford

AT REDDING AND RED BLLUFF.

The Senator Showered With Flow-
ers by School Children—Ad-
dresses of Welcome.

ReppinG, October 4th.—When the good
people of Redding awoke this morning
they were surprised to find Governor Stan-
ford’s elegant private car standing before
the depot hotel. They had not expected
him until late in the forenoon.

A large crowd gathered about the depot
as eariy as 7 o'clock, and waited patiently
for the Governor to make his appearance.
It was not until 10 o'clock, however, that
the Governor’s reception commenced.

A committee, consisting of Major Culver-
house, Sheriff W. E. Happing, C. C. Buck,
J. W. Gorden, Judge Aaron Bell and
Frank W. Smith, were escorted to the Gov-
ernor’s car by Edward Curtis and intro-
duced. They paid their respects and
tendered the Governor and his wife a

HEARTY WELCOME TO REDDING.

Mr. and Mrs. Stanford shook hands and
chatted pleasantly with them for some
time, on the growth of the city and old-
time occurrences there, with which the
Governor was familiar,

The committee then withdrew, and the
immense dining hall of the depot hotel
was immediately thrown open for a public
reception.

The ladies of Redding had beautifally
decorated the hall with flowers and fes-
toons of smilax, so that it looked a verita-
ble fairy-land. About four hundred chairs
were arranged for the ladies, and every one
was occupied, while fully as many more
gentlemen stood up and crowded into the
aisles.

Mr. and Mrs. C. C. Bosh and Mr. and
Mrs. Culverhouse were selected as a com-
mitiee to go and escort the distinguished
guests from their car to the hall.

When Governor Stanford and his wife
entered, the people all stood up and bowed
profoundly when the guests were intro-
duced. Frank W. Smith called the assem-
blage to order and introduced C. C. Bush,
who had been selected to deliver the

ADDRESS OF WELCOME.

Mr. Buosh said: “I had hoped that this
pleasant duty would be placed in other
hands, as it might then be given more elo-
quence and more force, but, be that as it

“may, I can say that no one weuld be more
earnest and sincere than I in extending to
you, on behalf of the citizens of Redding, a
most hearty and cordial welcome to our
city.

“We welcome you with all our hearts,
not alone because you are a Senator of the
United States, but because you are a citi-
zen of this State, to whom we are indebted
for so many deeds and kindnesses,

“There are those here to-day who knew
you when the State was in its infancy and
you were engaged in laying the foundations
for what it has now become. There are
those here of every political party, and of
every nationality. They appreciate the
work you have done in building their hcmes
for them, as well ss protecting them when
you were Governor.”

The speaker went on to refer to the
changes which were brought about by the
railroad for the benefit to their city since
the advent of the railroad in that vicinity.
The city of Redding has sprung from s
waste, which was only a refuge for jack-
rabbits; where her finest buildings now
stands were once thickets and swamps.
“But,” said Mr. Bush, *‘this is not what we
are here for. We are here to testify to our
esteem and estimaticn of your worth as
well as that of your estimable wife,
without distinction of birth or of station.
Oar children will do homage to you for
that great and munificent gift to them, the
Stanford Jr. University, as will every other
child in the State

Throughout Mr. Bush’s address he was
frequently interrupted by the assemblage,
who could not restrain their hearty and
earnest concurrence in the sincerity of
the speaker's remarks. When mention
was made of the Stanford Jr. University,
Mrs. Stanford was visibly affected and
sobbed.

THE GOVERNOR'S RESPONSE.

Senator Stanford replied to the address
as follows: * Citizens, ladies and gentle-
men of Redding: We thank you from
the bottom of our hesrts for the sincere
and earne:t demonstration on your part.
The remarks of Mr. Bush remind me forei-
bly of the great advance of California in
the past thirty years. I have seen a new
generation rise around me, and I am proud
to say it isa generation that will be an
honor to us who have reclaimed the State
from the wilderness.

*Not long since 1 had occasion to visit
Ban Jose, when a celebration of the Native
Sons was in progress. I was greatly struck
with the intelligent, honest and fine ap-
pearance of the young mei: who are to be
our successors. They all uppeared to be
young men of great worth and character.
Califernia is indeed a great State. The
poor man need fear nothing here if he has
the physical ability to till the soil. I have
had occasion to see how different it is in
the East. Want is not infrequent there. I
have known men to have to work four
months of the year for their board alone.
It is not so here. All that is wanted is the
physical ability to work, and the poor man
can live as well and sleep as well as the
man who lives in the palaca,

“Now aword or two about the school
which myself and wife are establishing
and which the gentleman kindly alluded
to 2 moment ago. It is our idea in
founding such a school to advance hu-
manity. For that reason the bhighest
branches will be taught there, and it will |
be the constant aim to do most for hu- |
manity,

‘* Ladies and gentlemen, I take the great-
est pleasure in meeting you all. I have
been in California so long that I feel that I
am part of California. All of its cities and
towns are my homes. Its children are
mine, and I love them all. To me all Cal-
ifornians seem like kinsmen.”

OTHEER INCIDENTS,

The Redding band rendered an eppropri-
ate selection at the conclusion of the Gov-
ernor’'s remarks, after which the people
formed in line and one by one were intro-
duced to the Governor, and by him in turn
to his wife. The hand-shaking was a most
notable and impressive feature of the recep-
tion. Rich and poor were alike cordially
greeted, and the Senater had a pleasant
word for all.

The babies were fondled by Mrs. Stan-
ford and the mothers complimented. Af-
ter everybody had been given an oppor-
tunity to see and talk with the guests, the
latter were escorted outside, where carri-
ages were in waiting and the party was
driven to the public school-house on the
river bank.

There nearly 400 school children wel-
comed the Governor and his wife. The
Governor addressed the little ones pleas-
antly and advised them to attend strictly
to their moral and iotellectual learning
while young, because the fature of the
nation depended upon them. Mrs. Stan.
ford told the children about her 800 little
kindergarten pupils in San Francisco, and
added that she and her husband now
claimed all the little chiidren in the State
as theirs.

The carriages were again entered and the
guesis driven about the city to various
points of interest for an hour, after which
a return was made to the train, and they
left for Red Bluff shortly after 1 o'clock.

3oth Mr. and Mrs. Stanford expressed
themselves as highly pleased with their
reception, and said they were sorry they
had to leave so soon.
At Tehama's Capital.

Rep BLurr, October 4th —The big town
clock was just tolling the hour of 4 this
afternoon, when with a shriek and a whirl
Governor Stanford's special train rushed
into the depot. Bat the citizens were not
caught unawares, and were waiting fcr ke
arrival of the distinguished guests.
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Band was playing ‘“Hail to the Chief” when
the train came in. : ;

An extra engine dressed in bunting and
draped with flags was also waiting, with
instructions to take charge of the Gov-
ernor's car and take it to the Pavilion,
where the ceremonies were to be held.
There were no hitches in the arrangements
whatever. A committee of prominent citi-
zens and off.cials boarded the Senator’s car
and took charge. ;

The people cheered lustily when the
Governor appeared on the platform to re-
ceive the commitiee. The car was taken to
the Pavilion, where a still larger crowd was
waiting.

The building was profasely decorated
with bunting and flowers and was crowded
almost to suftocation with school children
and enthusiastic residents.

The band headed the guests as they en-
tered the hall and played national airs,
The Governor and Mrs. Stanford were
seated on the stage and listened attentively
to the opening song by the school children.

General N. P. Chipman, Chairman of
the Committee of Arrangements, called the
assemblage to order and introduced the
guests,

AN ELOQUENT ADDRESS.

G. G. Kimball then delivered the address
of welcome. He said : “Forsome unknown
reason, I, a plain business man, have been
selected to extend to you, Governor and
Mrs. Stanford, a most hearty and cordial
welcome on this cccasion. This is to me
the supreme moment of my life. At last
my heart may speak out and say what it
has long yearned to say to you, and to the
peopie of Red Bluff. :

* Twenty-eight years, ago when a boy,
poor and distressed, I appealed to you,
Senator, for aid at your home, which was
then as humble as mine is now. Your kind
words and assistance lifted me up, and
made me what I am. Then why should I
not on this occasion lift my voice with the
people. That kind act was characteristic
of your great heart.

‘**Search the history of this common-
wealth, and you will not find a record of
another man aud his good wife who have
so consecrated their lives to doing good.
Look at that great institution at Palo Alto.
It will stand as a monument to your
munificence for ages to come. Historians
will never be able to compute the number
of hearts you have made light.

“But I have said enough. Allow me to
extend to you the hearty welcome of these
people to their city.”

A FUSILADE OF FLOWEES.

When Senator S:anford rose to reply ke
was subjected to a fusilade of bouquets and
nosegays from all sides by the school chil-
dren. He laughed good-naturedly and
took the floral shower without a flinch.
When the last bouquet had been thrown
he was standing knee deep in flowers.

He replied to the address of welcome
earnestly and eloquently. “I am deeply
impressed with this reception,” said he.
“I have been before people of California a
great many years, and love them dearly,
and when they return it in this manner it
fills my heart with joy. In regardto deeds
accredited to us, [ can say that we have
only done what our hearts told us was
needed, and that is the advance of buman-
ity intellectually. Intelligence is what
marks out civilization everywhere. Idon't
claim any great merit in the endowment of
the school at Palo Alto.

“I hope all the little children I see before
me will have an opportunity some day to
attend this school. It is our intention to
bave equal facilities for both sexes.

“The scope in this regard has not hereto-
fore been large enough. I went to see our
schools become the educator of the educa-
tors.”

The Governor then spoke at some length
in regard to the great benefit ot the kinder-
garten work, after which he concluded by
thanking the people heartily for the royal
reception accorded him and his wife.

The pecple applauded long and lound
when he had finished. The Governorand
Mrs. Stanford then shook hands with all the
school children and citizens who presented
themselves during the next hour.

It is estimated that the Senator and his
wife shook hands with fully a thousand
persons, while the pumber of persons who
participated in the reception was 3,000,

THE IRRIGATION PROBLEM.

Senator Stewart on the Work Done by
the Arid Lands Committee,
[San Francisco Alta, October 4th.]

Senator William M, Stewart of Nevada
arrived here yesterday morning. The Sen-
ate Committee on Irrigation, of which he
is Chairman, has closed its investigation,
and its members have gone to their re-
spective homes. To a reporter Senator
Stewart stated that the committee has been
on theroad fifty davs and has taken the
testimony of nearly 400 witnesses, distrib-
uted through the fo:lowing States and Ter-
ritories : Minnesota, North and South Da-
kota, Montana, \Vashington, Oregon,
Idaho, Utah, Nevada, California, Arizona,
New Mexico, Texas, Kansas, Colorado and
Nebraska. The principal irrigation sys-
tems in the United States have been vis-
ited, and a careful otservation made of the
development and prectical results of their
various ditches and :: “igating canals. The
great ariesian welle oi the Northwest—
some of them 2000 feet deep—have been
examined and their workings noted. The
commiltee also examined a number of
sites for the storage of water, including
great natural basins which need but little
effort to constitute them gigantic reservoirs,
capable of irrigating millions of acres of
land. A number of lakes were also exam-
ined in order that the committee might
note their adaptability for purposes of irri-
gation. Principal emong these was Lake
Tahoe in California and Neyada.

Altogether the committee has made

a

| journey of some 12,000 miles, and has gath-

ered a vast amount of information upon all
phases of the irrigation problem. Upon
one point it has found entire concurrence
among farmers and fruit-erowers who have
resorted to irrigation. That is, that crops
are rendered not only more certain, but
much more abundant, by getting water just
when theyneedit, rather than when the ac-
cident of rainfall supplies it. Of many
estimates adduced as to the advantage
afforded in this respect, the lowest is that
by irrigation the crop is twice as abundant
as when dependent upon rainfall alone.
Other estimates grade the crop produced by
irrigation all the way from three up to five-
fold greater than that which is dependent
on rainfall.

The results of the investigation will be
embodied in a report to be made to the
Senate during the approaching session of
Congress. Senator Stewart speaks with en-
thusiasm of thecommittee’s work. Hesays
he regards the problem involved—the
reclamation of our many millions of acres
of arid lands—asone of the most serious
and important that has ever been presented
to the people of this country, a problem the
solution of which is fraught with the ut-
most consequence to the masses who now
seek, and will continue to seek, homes in
the West.

The agportionment of the receipts of the
Synod between incidental expenses and
mileage was referred to the Committee on
Mileage and Finance.

The statistical report of the Presbytery
of Benicia was read and accepted.

The report of the Treasurer was read and
referred to the Auditing Committee.

The Committee on the Nevada College
was continued for another year.

A report was submitted by the Commit-
tee on Paoblication and Sabbath School
Work, and in accordance therewith the
remainder of the afternoon session was de-

The Earl of Galloway was arraigned in
Duomfries yesterday charged with inde-
cent behavior toward a little girl named
Gibson. He pleaded not guiity. His trial
was set for October 14th.

William C. Endicott, Jr., son of the ex-
Secretary of War, was married at Lennox,
Mass., Thursday. to Miss Louisa Thorn, of
Boston. Among the guests were ex-Presi-
dent Cleveland and wife,

Near Bedford, Indiana, Thursday a con-
struction train on the Mackey Railroad
left the irack. Nineteen out of twenty men
on the train were seriously injured, six dan
gerously hurt, while two will die.

Miss E. Normau, the daughter of a well-
known citizen of Victoria, B C., eloped
Thursday with James Paul, a szilor on the
man-of-war Swifitsure. The father had ob-
jected to the sailor’s suit, hence the run-
away.

The regular meetings of the Cabinet
were resumed yesterday afternoon. All
members were present except Secretary
Proctor. It is understood that the vacancy
in the Pension Office was one of the topics
considered.

The body of a Frenchman named Peter
Roughen was discovered in a rocom at the
Hoit House at San Diego Thursday after-
noon. He had committed suicide by cut-
ting his threat, and bad been dead about
forty bours.
