The American Congress Delegates

Inspecting New England
Manufactories.

NEW ENGLAND.

Whe American Congress Examining the
Manufacteries.

Bosrox (Mass ), October 7th.—The Inter-
mnational American Congress has finished at
a late hour the first day of a week to be
spent among the factories of New England,
and which will end at Niazara Falis on
Saturday nighi. Until then the delegates
will not sleep in a hotel bed and the pros-
pect of livingin a palatial special train for
a week has, for most of them, a charm and
novelty.

The delegates made an early start.
Breakfast was served at 7:30, and within
an hour afterward the special train was
speeding on its way to Lawrence Mills,
where calicoes, sateens, velveteens, reps
and dress goods are made.

This is probably the largest textile man-
ufacturing plant in the world. 1t employs
gix thousand persons, who earn $7500a
day. Its thirty buildings contain 180,000
cotton spindles, 35,000 woolen apindle;,
6,660 power looms, and its yearly output is
100,000,000 yards.

Its fifty acres of floor is covered with
machinery that would make a pathweay
three feet wide thet a man walking an or-
dinary gait would require two days and
nights to cover. The importance of the
display seen here by the delegates can
hardly be overstated, for these are goods
the trade in which with South America is
now controlled by France and England.

Henry 8Saltons entertained the delegates
at Lawrence and told them that the United
States could compete with any country in
the world in cotton goods and thatail
these manufactures were perfecily honest.

After lancheon the delegates visited
Congressman Russell's paper mills, where
they saw massive logs transferred into
cream-laid note paper.

From Lawrence the specizl train carried
the Congress to Lowell. Here are hosiery
mills, where raw cotton is made into knit
stockings and underclothing at a rate of
300,000 pounds a week. Carpet works
where 100,000 pounds of raw wool every
week is made into 7500 yards of ingrain,
Brussels and Wilton’s carpet and rugs,
much of the raw material coming from
South America and au enormous worsted
factory.

At 3:30 the special train was again
boarded and the Congress ate dinner dur-
ing the return journey to Boston.

To-night the delegates attend the theater.
During the night the special train wili
ran to Maunchester, N. H., where to mor-
row the factories wlll be inspected. To-
morrow night the Congress will be ban-
queted at Portland, Maine.

Many telegrams were received to-day to
urge the extension of the western journey
but it is authoritatively announced that
the schedule will not be changed.

FAST TROTTERS,

Belle Hamlin and Harry Wilkes to Meet
Next Friday.

New Yorg, October 7th.—By all odds
the most important trotting event of the
season is the return match between Harry
Wilkes and Belle Hamlin, which will be
decided next Friday at Fleetwood Park.
The contest is especially interesting as be-
tween the best and fastest representatives
of the George Wilkes and Almontbranches

_of the great Hambletonian trotting family.

It will be the first appearance cf Belle
Hamilin, the second fasiest mare in the
world by the record, on a track convenient
to New York. She is generally regarded
as the most complete combination of equice
beauty and trotting speed in the world, but
her owner’s notorious unwillingness to
start her in a race of more than three heats
has created a not unreasonable doubt as to
her staying ability. Asto her speed there
can be no question. Her record of 2:10%,
made this season, sufficiently proves i,
since no mare except the incomparable
Maud S. has ever surpassed it.

Belle Hamlin beat Harry Wilkes at Buf-
falo last August easily enough, but he is
said to be & much better horse now, and
those who credit the theory of the mare's

faintheartedness bel eve that the up-grade
in the third quarter at Fleetwood will ruin
her chances of Victory. Harry Wilkesis a
perfect trotting machine. He knows mno
gait but a toot, and his courage is indomit-
able. He can trot as fast around the turn
as in the stretch, and if Belle Hamlin
makes a mistake he should beat her.
There is little to choose between the two in
the matter of actual speed, for he has a
record of 2:133, and at Mystic Park re-
ceatly he trotted a mile in 2:16, the last
guarter in 32 seconds, a 2:08 gait. There
are plenty of horses that can trotthe first
quarter fast, but very few can cover the last
quarter of a fast mile at such speed. So
far betting on the match has been at even
fizures. Next Friday the mare will proba-
bly have the call.

WAR ON SALOONS.

The Catholic Clergy of Brooklyn Will
Make a Fight.

New Yorg, October 7th.—The leading
Roman Catholic clerzy in Brooklyn have
taken up the fight against the saloons in
politics, and are making a quiet and most
effective fight. They have organized a so-
ciety known as the League of the Cross,
and 750 members live in one parish—that
of Father Joseph Fransiolli. This is identi-
cal with the movement started in -London
by Cardinal Manning and by tha Paulist
Fathers in New York. While the Roman
Catholic clergy of Brooklyn disclaim hav-
ing any political principals to extend, they
are generally opposed to the sale of whisky
and beer at every street corner, particularly
in the tenement districts, where these
riotous resorts absorb the scanty earnings
of workingmen upon whose industry thou-
sands of women and children are depend-
ent.

The municipal election occurs on Novem-
ber 5th, and then, as Father Fransiolli says,
every Roman Catholic voter will be ex-
pected to do his ntmost to drive out of the
city the politicans who stand in line with
the brewers and aid theirs:ruggle to multi-
ply thesaloons. “The brewers are the men
who capitalize these corner dens of vice,”
said Father Fransiolli yesterday. “They
hold mortgages upon nearly every saloon
in Brooklyn, and the saloon-keepers them-
selves are merely their tools, who could
not make a livelihood in any respectable
calling.”

Although a majority of the league are
Democrats, partisan politics will have no
effect upon their action. All candidates
will be visited. Those who will not pledge
themselves to oppose the extension of the
liquor interest wili be opposed at the polls.
Politicians look upon the new movement
with rot a little anxiety.

SHARP OFFICIAL.

A Political Scandal Which May Upset
Manitoba.

CHicAGO, October 7th'—The Times' Win-
nipeg (Man.) special says: For some time
past there have been rumors of serious
trouble among members of the Cabinet of
the Manitoba Government. To-day it has
leaked out that one of the members who is
in open hostility furnished information
that a big row really existed and that it is
likely to cause such a split that the down-
fall of the Government will ensue. The
cause of the split is that Premier Green-
way and Smart, Minister of Public Works,
recently discovered that Attorney-General
Martin, who is also Vice-Presideut of the
Nortbern Pacific & Manitoba Railroad, had
been profiting to a considerable extent
through his connection with the company
by using other members of the Govern-
ment as a sort of a cat’s-paw.

When the Northern Pacific Company ex-
pressed a desire {o enter Manitoba as a
competitor of the Northern Pacific Com-
pany, the negotiations and making of
terms were left to Martin, who, it appears,
practically conceded everything to the Ca-
nadian Pacific, satisfying the interests of
the company in ell respects and thereby
gaining considerable boodle which his col-
leagues never shared. They blindly rati-
fied all the agreements, however, and all
they bave now is the laugh of the cunning
Attorney-General.  Martin left for the
United States some time ago, and the last
heard of him was that he would visit Cali-
fornia Isefore he returned to Winnipeg.

THE BLIND ACTRESS.

An American Actress Who at One Time
Was a National Favorite.

Boston, October 7th.—Mme. Albertini,
the blind actress, whose death efter a lin-
gering illness occurred in New Bedrord
yesterday, had a very checkered career.
Hannah Manchester was her name, and
she was born at Tiverton, R.1., in 1830.
When but 15 years old she married a circus
performer and went with him upon the
road.

Her debnt upon the stage was made at
Augusta, Maine, as Sophia, in “The Ren-
dezvous,” in a company of which Wyze
man Marshal was leading man. By his
advice she took lessons of the once famous
Pauline Desjardens, who came to this
country with Fannie El!sler,and soon be-
came almost her teacher's equal as a dan-
seuse.

She appeared in “The French Spy,” and
then as Dot, in “The Cricket en the Hearth”
with Frank Chanfrau for a number of
years. Mme. Albertini had a company of
her own cn the Pacific Coast and then vis-
ited Australia.

This was the beginning of her misfor-
tunes. Captain Ralph Chandler, United
States Navy, found her in an asylum at
Ballarat, a victim of Colon fever, and to-
tally blind, and brought her to America in
theSwatara., This was in 1875 Since that
time Mme. Albertini has been an invalid,
living with her sister in New Bediord.

PETER JACKSON,

British Sports Think He Is More Clever
Than Jem Smith.

NEw Yorg, October 7th.—A special to
the Sun from London says: Peter Jackson
made his first public appearance in L.ondon
this week, boxing three rounds with Jack
Fallon at the Westminster Aquarium.
Ialion wes cbviously out of condition and
made a poor showing. The critics were
impress=d with Jackson, and his physiane
and agility have met with high prais® from
sporting writers. He has not yet shown
bis qualities as a boxer, but next week,
when some better men will oppose him,
he wili have an opportunity of proving his
mettle,

On the whole, English sports believe that
Jackson 1s a much cleverer boxer than
Smith, and when the two meet at the Peli-
can Club the colored man should win, un-
less it hes been found convenient to ar-
range anoiher draw beforehand.

The white champion of Australia,
Siavin, who has had some difficulty in ar-
ranging matches to suit him, is now train-
ing for his match with Bill Goode, which
takes place October 17'h. Slavin has also
challenged Woolf Bendoff, and has agreed
to stop him in eight rounds.

COUNTERFEITERS,

An Itinerant Baptist Minister Said to be |
at the Head of the Gang.

Ixpianaroris, October 7th —The Orange
county farmers who were arrested Satur
day evening for counterfeiting were brought
here. The leader of the gang is Henry
Crow, an itinerant Baptist preacher. He
admitted his guiit and made a full confes-
sion, implicating ail the men under arrest
except iwo. The gang has been making
counterfeit coin for two years, and confed
erates in half a dozen States have peen
regularly supplied with it by express. It
was not circulated in the immediate vicin-
ity of operations except by one man, named
Walsh, who traveled through the county as
a huckster. One of members of the gang,
Robert Williams, is 83 years old. It was
at his house that much of the work was
done. Qnaccount of his extreme age he
was released from castody on sigaing his
own bond. All of the others were held.

Building a New Road.

Dexver (Col.), October 7th —The con-
tract for the construction of the Rio Grande
Junction Railroad, which is being puilt
jointly by the Colorado Midland and Den-
ver aud Rio Grande Company, has been let
to Corry Brothers, of Ogden, Utah.

This joint track is between Rifle Rock
and Grand Junction in this State, and is
sixty-three miles in length. When com-
pleted it will cornect with the Rio Grande
and Western, which is now broadening its
gauge line easiward from Ogden. The
contract requires the line to be completed
by April 1st next, with a heavy premium
for an earlier completion.

Military Court Martial,

OmanA (Neb.), October 7th.—The Court-
martial for the trial of Cap'ain Charles A.
Dempsey, of the Second Infantry, on a
charge of assaulting his superior officer,
Lieutenant-Colonel Joshuna Fletcher at
Fort Omaha, convened at the headguarters
of the Department of the Platte in this city
to-day.

The assault is alleged to have been
made on the 9th of June last when Colonel
Fietcher was commandant at the post, and
to have grown out of a charge made by the
Ceolonel that the Captain had been unduly
intimate with Mrs, Fletcher.

New Issue Recommended.

New Yogg, October 7th.—A morning
journal says there is no authority for the
statement that the Atchison plan will rec-
ommend to the security-holders an issue of
$150,000,000 of four-per-cent. bonds to take
up the outstanding obligations, and an
issue of $80,000,000 to §90,000,000 worth of
income bonds, the rate of interest on which
will mot be determined until the Board re-
ceives the expert’s report, which is now
being prepared.
