THE SOLE PRODUCTS OF A FOOTHILL

Bis Grapes Don't I"ay, so He Makes
Wine— That Doesn't Sell, -.<> He

Drinks ItHimself.

It takes all kinds of people to make a
world. While some men are getting rich
at raising grapes for the Eastern market
others are daily becoming poorer at grape-
growing. The reason is that the former
grow varieties that are indemand for table
nse and whichmake liae varieties of wine,
whilethe latter are wasting their time and
labor in producing the more common
kinds, which are not iv demand for table
use and are equally as undesirable for
wine-making. Yet, after the first expense
for roots or. cuttings, it costs no more to
cultivate a good variety than a poor one.
Growers of Tokays and other desirable table
varieties are netting from $100 to $140 per
ton for their fruit, while the growers of
the Mission and other common kinds can
scarcely afford topick their grapes for what
the latter willbring in the market. Indeed,
for some kinds there is no market at all,
and the grapes are allowed, inmany cases,
to rot on the vines.

A few days ago a Record Union repre-
sentative, whileon a jaunt in the foothills,
came upon aranch occupied by a man who
hails from beyond the Atlantic. There
were Jew evidences of thrift about the
place, although a railroad runs through the
premises, and within a hundred yards of
the house in which the family resides. On
a neighboring hillside was a small vine-
yard, the vines in which were nearly ob-
scured by weeds. There was a considera-
ble acreage that had been cleared years ago
(by some one else, ofcourse), and'which is
capable of producing all kinds of fruits

—
figs and olives doing especially wellin that
locality. And yet this land had been made
to yield nothing but a few tons of hay, of
ordinary quality and worth but little in
the market. Meeting the proprietor near
his house, the followingdialogue ensued :

They were about as wild as young
quails, and scattered inalldirectionsat the
stranger's approach.

In a shed near by was the wife ami
mother, still young, good looking, shy and
stalwart. She was engaged inshitting some
heavy wine vals, by the aid of a great oaken
lever that looked as ifit weighed quite as
much as the

The visitor had beard enough, and bid-
ding the man and his wifegood day, strode
ofl, fully satisned with the day's exper-
ience. Ithad explained away that hither-
to mysterious and puzzling conundrum —"

How is it that some men thrive on a
farm, whileothers starve at the same bus-
iness?

Here was a foothillfarm that should not

only support a family well, but make
money for its proprietor, if properly
worked. Ue slopes were splendidly
adapted for ffuits of ail kinds, which could
be placed on railroad cars within an hour
after being picked, and through the level
land run3a living stream of water that
could be made to irrigate mary acres that
\u25a0would grow abundantly potatoes, beans,
and many other marketable products. Yet
practically no eflort was made to test the
wealth-producing qualities of the place. A
few measly Misbion grapes were raised,
and as they had no market value they
were made into a questionable quality of
wine. The latter, also having no value,
was kept on the plane and drank by the
proprietor. The baby crop was regularly a
saccess, and because it was so the owner of
the ranch was losing heart. AH that was
left for him to do (according to his own
story) was to go into his cellar and drown
his sorrows in new wine that might safely
be warranted to killa tenderfoot at forty
yards. Such is life

THE SELBY TROPHY.

A Prize that Any Club Might be Frond

The Selby trophy, won by the Pacific
Sportsmen's Club, of this city, at the trap-
shooting tournament of the Slate Sports-
men's Association at San Jose, last week,
is a fine piece of work. It is something
over a foot in bight, and consists of an
onyx shaft, or column, resting upon a cir-
cular pedestal of the same material. The

latter is surrounded by a coin silver railof
fillagree design. On one side of the shaft,
at its base, is a representation, in silver, of
a box of the Selby cartridges. On the op-
posite side a bammerless gun rests upon a
shrll case. The column is supported by
two pigeons, delicately chased in silver,
with extended wings. Above the pigeons
on one side are a pair of hammerlets guns,
crossed. On the other side a shield of sil-
ver, upon which to inscribe the name of
the winning team. Surmounting the col-
umn is an exquisitely

'
carved pigeon

in pure silver, just in the act of
taking flight. The pigeon rests
upon a lump of horn silver ore.
Evtry portion of the trophy is per-
fectly and most elegantly finished, and a
more fitting, more artistic or richer testi-
monial has never been competed for in
California. Its value intrinsically is great,
but its artistic worth is vastly greater, and
the winning team may well be proud of
the splendid evidence ofskill.

The trophy is to be held by the winning
club for one year, and the club winning it
three times becomes its permanent owner.
The State Sportsmen's Association has se-
lected Sacramento as the place for holding
its meeting next year.

SCHNEIDER RELENTLESS.
Wicks .\ Co. 'a Agent Arrested for Olitain-

W. F. Burns, agent for the firm of S. G.
Wicks &Co. of San Francisco, was brought
to this city from Grass Valley yesterday by
a Deputy Sheriff and locked np in the city
prison on a charge of obtaining money un-
der false pretenses. The warrant for
Burns' arrest was sworn to by Fred
Schneider of this city.

Recently Schneider commenced suit in
the Superior Court against Wicks ifc Co.,
for the recovery of $1,000, which he alleged
was illegally held by the defendants. He
complained that the defendants induced
him to purchase from them the right to
manufacture a certain lubricating oil, of
which they held a patent, for $1,000. They
agreed, also, to return the money to him, in
case he made a failureof the business. He
did make a failure, and now wants his
money back.
