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RUROPE VIA PANAMA.

FROM THE GOLDEN GATE TO THE
EIFFEL TOWER.

Edward Carlson’s Interesting Lecture
Last Evening at the Sacramento
Business College.

A large and select audience filled the
apacious hall of the Sacramento Business
College last evening to hear the lecture of
Edward Carlson, of San Francisco, on “A
Trip to Europe via Panama—From the
Golden Gate to the Eiffel Tower.”

Mr. Carlson being a business man and
not an orator, rather surprised bis hearers
with his eloquence and descriptive powers.
He was listened to with marked attention
throughout, and in relating the observa-
tions he had made during his travels car-
ried the audience with him.

E. C. Atkinson, Principal of the cocllege,
introduced the lecturer in a few chosen and
brief remarks.

Mr. Carlson prefaced his remarks by say-
ing that to those who had never made the
trip about which he was to speak, the few

notes he had collected would prove inter-
esting. Bat those who had been over the
same course be requested to compare their
impressions and recollections with his, He
passed through the Golden Gate, he said,
on the 12th of January of this vear on the
ood steamer San Blss. After referring
acetiously to the ocean voyage, the idio-
cyncracies of the passengers, the officers
and cooks, he cast atichor before Mazatlan.
Mazatlan, h2 said, was a beantiful picture
when contemplated from the steamer's
deck. But upon lancing and inspecting
the place, the Californian's opinion is
greatly altered. The streets are unclean,
and everything indicates indolence.

Manzanilla was the next stopping place.
On the way there the spot was passed
where, in 1863, the ill-fated steamer Golden
Gate was beached while on fire. All that
remains now of the vessel is one of her
Eaddle-wbeels, standing upon the white

each, a monument to the 450 nnfortunates
who there met a watery grave,

Manzanilla is cleaner and neater than
Mazatlan, but this, he explained, was ow-
ing to the fear the natives have of yellow
tever. Acupulco, the next place, presented
equally as dirty and indolent a picture as did
Mazatlan. Other unimportant places were
passed and then Panama wasreached. The
Bay of Panama struck the speaker as
resembling much the Bay of San Francisoo.
The city did not impress the speaker with
its beauty. The streets are narrow, the
houses of crumbling adobe, and the climate
oppressive. The trip across the isthmus
was a great disappointment. Thirty-two
years ago, when Mr. Carlson crossed the
1sthmus, it was a iagnificent feature.
Now, instead of tropical Howers, chattering
monkeys and parrots, and sleepy alligators,
the iron heel of improvement had made a
deep, but dismal impression — improve-
ments in ruins. Here and there a few
negroes were seen at work, but the most
that was to be seen was a mass of abandoned !
machinery, locomotives, dredgers, etc. !

The steamer trip from Aspinwall to New
York was uneventful, as was also the voy-
age across the Atlantic to Hsmburg. An-
cient Hamburg's notable buildings were
briefly referred to, and then the speaker
branched off into a vivid description of the
conflagration which a few decades ago com-
pletely destroyed that city and of which
the lecturer was & witness. Like Venice,
Hamburg has a great many canasand
lakes. Many of the older inhabitants—
particularly the peasants—still adhere to
the costumes which they have worn for the
past hundred years. The working people
there are very poor, and have a hard time
of it. This condition the speaker thought
was greatly due to the great and expen-
sive consumption of lager beer. The beer-
drinking habit is one of the greatest fea-
tures of Germany, and Hamburg leads the
empire in this respect. Baut, despite the
encrmous quantity of beer consumed, the
speaker only saw two drunken men
throughout the empire.

Bremen was the next place the lecturer
piloted his hearers to. He led them inlo
the celebrated Rathskeller, one of the larg-
est wine-cellars in the world, and wherein
the purest wine in the world is supposed to
be dispensed. Here the guests are per-

itted free ingress until 10:30 o’clock ». M.,
when the doors are closed. No more guests
are then allowed to enter, but those fortu-
nate enough to be within may remain until
the regular day's allotment of wine is ex-
hausted.

Hanover was next visited, and then Ber-
lin, the German capital. The speaker de-
scribed the public buildings, the gardens,
streets and then the Emperor’s palace.

The train was taken for the return to
Hamburg and then the steamer to Hull—a
cold and cheerless old English city. Liver-
pool, the largest shioping place and manu-
facturing city of Great Britain, was the
next place. Many old and msgnificent
baildings are to be seen here. In spite of
the fact that Liverpool is the greatest ship-
ping center, probably, in the world, a great
deal of complaint is to be heard there on
all sides of hard times. And, indeed, the
visitor is readily impressed with the truth
of this. Mr, Carlson said that during the
few bours he spent in Live-pool he saw
more evidences of poverty than he had dur-
ing thirty years in America.

London was the next place of importance
visited. “To give a description of Lon-
don,” said the speaker, “‘one would have to
remain there for months., As I was only
there a few days my observation was lim-
ited.” He took his hearers, however, to
St. Paul’s Cathedral and there told them
the history of that greatand historic struct-
ure. Hyde Park, where London’s “apper
crast” taking their airings in their carri-
ages, was visited, as was Westminster Ab-
bey and all the other familiar and ancient
buildings and institutions.

It was now time to pack up for Paris.
Instead of crossing the ckannel direct to
that place, the lecturer conducted the audi-
ence back to Hamburg and thence by rail
to Cologne and then to Paris. :

Mr. Carlson contessed his total inability
to describe the World’s Exposition as it de-
served. The massivenessand gorgeousness
of architecture of the Exposition buildings
completely overwhelmed him. The variety
and immensity of the exhibits from every
corner of the globe were bewildering.
Everything was to be found there except
the familiar display of patent incubators.
Bat the greatest wonder of the exposition
was the Eiffel Tower. Beforethe construc-
tion of the Washington Monument, St.
Paul's steeple and the great dome were
magnificent in their hight; but, said the
speaker, if both of these were placed on
top of each other, Eiflel Tower would still
look down upon them. France said to the
world, ‘‘Come and see what we can do;y
and if the world will speak truthfully, it
will say that France has surpassed any-
thing heretofore attempted.

BRUSIE VS. PICKETT.

They Exchange Some Compliments by
Means of Affidavits.

A couple of weeks ago there was pub-
lished in the Recorp-UxtoN a synopsis of
an affidavit filed in the Superior Court by
J. C. Brusie, as attorney for one Ah Sing,
in which appeared some very strong alle-
gations against G. G. Pickett, counsel for
W. H.Bagwell, in a suit in which the latter
is plaintiff and Ah Sing defendant. Ah

ing’s affidavit, in short, alleged that he
g:dgbeen induced by fraudulent represent-
ations to sign a confession of judgment,
under which several hundred dollars of his
money, in the hands of one A. Mouton,
was attached and paid over. There were
some details of alleged transactions which,
if true, would not redoum} to the credil of
11 nor of his counsel. i
B"Ig!::me came up yesterday before Judge
Van Fleet, in the Superior Court, on Ah
Sing's motion to set aside the judgment
awarded to Bagwell. The motion was
based upon the affidavit first referred to,
which attorney Brusie readin a very forci-
ble and effectivemanner. During the read-
ing of the affidavit a consxde_rsble number
of attorneys were present in the Court-
room, as its contents had caused consider-
able comment in legal circles.
Lincoln White and Mr. Pickett appeared
as counsel for Bagwell, and the former
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a long counter-affidavit in which a general
denial was made to most of the allegations
of plaintiff, and some very pointed denials
in regard to specific points. It also con-
tained some allegations concerning the
plaintiff and his counsel that were scarceiy
less sensational than those of the latter.
For instance, after quoting from plaintift's
statements, the affidavit would charge:
“All of which the plaintift, and his coun-
sel, J. C, Brusie, knew to be false,” etc. [n-
deed, so far as the charges and counter-
charges reflecting upon the characters of
the litigants and their respective attorneys
were concerned, the Bagwell affidavit wasa
pretty fair stand-off to that of Ah Sing.

As there was also some oral testimony to
be heard in the case, it went over without
result until to-day.

THAT TRADE-MARK.

The Azavedos Demand $5,000 Damages
from M. S, Nevis.

Some two weeks ago the Superior Court
granted a restraining order, on the com-
plaint apd petition of M. 8. Nevis, enjoin-
ing M. J. & J. L. Azavedo from using
the trade-mark ** Eagle Winery,” on wines
sold by them. The defendants yesterday
filed a cross-complaint, alleging that in
April last they dissolved partrership with
Nevis; that under the terms of the dissolu-
tion Nevis sold to them his interest in the
Eagle Winery; that it was agreed that
Nevis should manufacture and sell wine
by the wholesale, and not do any retail
business for the space of one year; that,
on the other hand, the defendants should
retail the winesof the Eagle Winery, and
none others, and not engage in the whole-
sale business for the space of one year.

They claim the right to the use of the
trade-mark “Eagle Winery,” and demand
damages from Nevisin the sum of £5,000,
beside the cost of the litization. J. W.
Huoghes and A. L. Hart are attorneys for
defendants.

THE WEATHER.

The Season to Date Much Wetter than
Last Year—Yesterday’s Temperature,
The Signal Service records, as reported

by Sergeant Barwick, show the storm that
ended yesterday to have given .54 of an
inch of rain, making for this month and
geasen, 1.20 inches, as against nothing dur-
ing October of last year, and .56 of an inch
for last season up to the same date.

The highest and lowest temperatures
yesterday were 70° and 56°, as against 86°
and 57° for the same date last year. The
highest and lowest temperatures one year
ago to day were 80° and 46°.

The singularity of the storm just past
was the excessive precipitation at Davis-
ville over that of this city, it being over
two inches at the former place, while
Sacramento gives but a little over half an
inch. The rainfall was also heavy at San
Francisco snd Santa Rosa. Dauring the
storm the weather north of this State was
cloudless with a mild temperature. The
barometer at 5 ». M. yesterday was rising.

Cuallen was convicted of petit larceny and
sentenced to & pay a fine of $5, or in de-
fault to serve a similar number of days in
jail.
Thomas Brady had been drunk, but hav-
ing explained that it was his first time in
Court, he was allowed to go.
The case of George Langlois, charged
with vagrancy, was continued until Octo-
ber 25th.

Ernest Anguin and Baptiste Fayie,
charged with vagrancy, were tried and ac-
quitted. E, C. Hart defended both the
prisoners, and no testimony was cffered on
the part of the defense,

It Was Alcoholism.

An affidavit has been filed by Dr. White,
County Physician, with Coroner Clark to
the effect that when he made the autogsy
on the body of the late R.D. Cooper, he
was aware of the fact that deceased had
been engaged in a fight on the day preced-
ing his death, but that the body bore no
evidences of its effects to warrant the as-
sumption that death resuited therefrom.
Oan the contrary, the doctor reasserts that
his examination showed that the cause of
death was alcoholism.

An Emigrant for Seattle.

In the Police Court yesterday, E. C. Hart
asked that judgment be postponed indefi-
nitely in the case of Kitty Crowley, who
was convicted of vagrancy on Thursday-
He stated that the defendant desired to
leave town and go to Seattle, Washington.
The prosecution made no objection, and
Judge Buckley ordered the defendant re-
leased on her own recognizance and post-
poned judgment indefinitely.

Supposed to be James Kessler.

An inquest was held yesterday by Justice
Newton of Washington on the body of the
old man found dead on Thursday in a barn
on the Bryte ranch. There was some evi-
dence going to show that deceased's name
was James Kessler—at least he had so stated
it to be to one of the workmen on the place.
The verdict of the jury was that death re-
suited from natural causes.

He Got Five Years,

In Judge Armstrong’s Court yesterday
George Holmes, the fellow who raided the
Lull House receutly, pleaded guilty to
burglary in the first degree and was sen-
te:rgedrtyo five years at Folsom. The Court
remarked that if he had had judicial infor-
mation of the prisoner having been previ-
ously convic! of crime the sentence
would have been severer.

| JALED FOR CONTEAPT.

WHAT IT COST D. M. VANCE FOR DIS-
OBEYING A COURT'S ORDER.

He is Fined 8300, and Goes to Jail—Ru,
mors of a Serious Charge Grow-
ing Out of the Case.

The imposition by the Superior Court
yesterday of a fine of $300 upon one D. M.
Vance for contempt, in disobeying an in-
junction of the Court, has revived some
interest in the matters growing out of the
trial of that charge. It seems that there is
now pending in the Superior Court of this
county a suit entitled J. C. Pennie, admin-
istrator of the estate of Kate D. McLaugh-
lin, deceased, vs. Sebsstian Visher et al.
Incidental to that scit an injunction was
issued, restraining the defendaunts from in-
terfering in any way with the tenants in
possession of a large number of parcels of
land in SBacramento and San Joaquin coun-
ties, that came to the McLaughlin estate
through the Western Pacific Railroad grant,
and the injunction was served upon Vance,
who was one of the defendants.

Some weekssince, upon the presentation
ot wffidavits, the Superior Court issued a
citation to Vance to appear and show cause
why he should not be punished for con-
tempt of Ceourt, and on the trial of that
charge it appeared that Vance had gone to
a field in posses-ion of one Miner, a tenaut
under the McLaughlin estate, and forcibly
taken one-fourth of the grain, claiming
that he was entitled to it as rent, and to
justify his action he testified that he had
moved on to an adjoining quarter section
of land about a year ago.

The opposing attorney (Judge Denson)
however, showed him an affidavit purport-
ing to have been made by him in the csse,
in which he was represented as testifying
that as late as March, 1889, he was a resi-
dent of the city of Stockton. Vance
promptly acknowledged his signature to
the affidavit, but declared, under cath, that
he never had sworn to it, and had not seen
Charles E. Kelly, the San Francisco Notury
Public, before whom the affidavit appeared
to have been made, and that several other
persons were present when he signed the
paper.

HAS AN UGLY LOOK.

From this staterment it appeared that one
of two things had been done. Either that
Vance committed perjury in swearing that
be bad npot made the affidavit, or that
somebcody had committed another crime in
presenting a forged affidayit to the Court.
Hence, Judge Armstrong called the atten-
tion of the Grand Jury recently impaneled
by him to the maiter, and while, as in duty
bound, the officers having the matter in
charge refuse to give any information, stiil
it is an open secret about the Court-house
that a number of witnesses have been zub-
peenaed from Stockton, San Francisco and
elsewhere, and developments may soon be
expected.

THE COURT'S DECISION,
Judge Armstrong, in his decision vester-
day, recited the fact that on Jannary 7,
1889, an injunction was duly issued from
the Superior Court of this county, epjoin-
ing and restraining the defendants, and all
persons acting under their control, from
entering upon any of the lands described
in the complaint, and from interfering with
any of the plaintiffs’ tenants or agents
therein ; that the said writ of injunction
had been served in due form on defendant
D. M. Vance; that, from affidavits filed by
A. E. Miner and John McCarty, it appeared
that defendant D. M. Vance had entered
upen the northeast gquarter of section 31,
township 4 north, range 9 east, on which
said Miner and McCarty were engaged in
harvesting a crop, as tenants of the plain-
tiff, taken possession of the land and a por-
tion of the crop, and occupied and culti-
vated the same for his own use and benefit.
It appearing to the Court, after & full
hearing, that the acts of Vance were in
violation and disobedierce of the injunc-
tion, and therefore in contempt of Court,
the defendant was adjndged guilty as
charged, and ordered to pay & fine of $300,
and to be committed to the custody of the
Sheriff until paid.
Vance was at once taken in charge by
Sheriff McMullen and locked up. Up to
iast nizht no steps had been taken looking
to his release, but it is presumed that he
will take an appeal and be allowed his
liberty under the appeal bond, unless the
Grand Jury should find an indictment
against him for the more serious cffense of
perjury.

THE DENNERY CASE.

A Legal Entangl t That 8

cult of Solution.

There was a strong array of legal talert
in Judge Van Fleet's Court yesterday, en-
gaged in the effort to solve the intricacies of
the Dennery case, which has now almost
as many sides to it as an octagon fower
Some time ago Mrs. Hannah Dennery, of
this city, recovered a judgment against her
husband, A. Dennery, for about $12,500,

and had an execution levied by Sheriff Mc-
Mullen upon Dennery’s stock of goods in
his store at 516 J street. The Sheriff was
about to sell the property to satisfy Mrs.
Dennery’s jadgment, when some of Den-
nery’s creaitors petitioned the Superior
Court to declare him (Dennery) insolvent.
In the insolvency proceedings an order was
made by the Court restraining the Sheriff
from selling the property until the question
as to the legality of Mrs. Dennery’s judg-
mentshould be determined. In pursuance
of that order the Sheriff has since held the
property under the execution, but without
selling it,

Recently Mrs. Dennery applied to Judge
Vau Fleet for a writ of mandate to compel
the Sheriff to proceed under the writ and sell
the property. An elterrative writ was is-
sued, and came on for hearing before Judge
Van Fleet yesterday. Mrs, Dennery was
represented by Messrs. Johnson, Johnson
& Johovson, while Messrs. Naphtaly, Freid-
ecrich & Ackerman of San Francisco and
Judge S. C. Denson und Add. C. Hinkson
appeared for Sheriff McMullen and the pe-
titioning creditors.

After considerable argument, the Court

held, with Mrs. Dennery, that the orders
restraining the Sheriff from proceeding
with the sale were without juriediction,
and therefore void. The Court was in-
clined to the opinion, however, that the
remedy of petitioner was not by mandamus,
but by motiou, in her original action, to
have the Court compel the Sheriff to ex-
ecute the writ of execution. On that
point, therefore, the matter was taken un-
der advisement,
It is stated that 1f the sale proceeds the
creditors will take other measures to en-
join the collection of Mrs. Dennery’s judg-
ment.

Dangerous Awning-Posts.

It has been the custom to fasten the
lower ends of awning-posts, along the bus-
iness streets, to the wooden sidewalks,
which makes them tolerably safe hitching
posts for horses. But where sione side-
walks have been laid. the ends of the posts
merely rest upon them and are unsecured.
Ii a horse tied to one of these unsscured
posts should pull backward there is danger
that the post would give way, and possibly
cause the collapse of a balcony.
