ITS A SOAKER.

The Storm Lets Dp in the North, but
Floods tke South.

I'asal'Kna, October 23d.—The storm is still on,
with uo indications ot ceasing. There is a
heavy downpour. No damage is leported in
this vicinity. The total precipitation lor the
storm up to noon to-day is six inches.

The heaviest rain of the storm was from 12
noon to 2 r. M. to-day, and il is still raining,
ihe total precipitation at noon was 7.05 inches,
or about one-third of the usual annual laintall.
Business since noon is suspended. The street-
car tracks are washed out, and the cars are
g'andine in the streets waiting tor the rain to
stop. Railroad traffic is also irregular, and
much damage to the streets and property has
already resulted from the last heavy shower"
The wind still holds steadily in the east, and
there are no signs of an end to the storm.
Board sidewalks and crossings are floating |
around. Many houses are Hooded in the base-
ments and first floors. Further and more serious
damage is anticipated.

Los an<;ki.ks, October 23d —It commenced
raining at 11 o'clock last night and continued
the remainder of the night. It came down in
torrents all the forenoon and still continues.
The low land south ol the city is flooded.

Santa Ana. October 25th.—The heaviest rain
yet fell this morning. Itis Hooding the ttreeis
and gutters. Several dangerous washouts have
occured on tbe roads leading across the mount-
ains.

Sas Bf.rkakdiso, October 25th.—Bain has
been falling all day, and the appearance of the
sky indicates its continuance during the night.

Vesti ba, October 23d.—It is still raining this
morning. The total fall since Sunday night is
4.73 inches, 'ihe loss to the bean crop is esti-
mated from 8150,000 to SzOO.OJO.

Bsnor, October 23d.—There was a heavy rain
here all last night. The ground it conpletely
soaked.

Hanfoki', Cctober23d.—Thedamane done to
uuthriuiiit-u alfaila seed by tne late heavy rain
ill this vicinityis tstimateu at «(*ouo. The dam-
age to raisin grapes partly dried is estimated at
SiU 000. The snowfall in ihe mountains is very
heavy. Tulare lake has extended a mile over
its iaie dimensions, and settlers un the bottom
land are in lear ol beiug driven irom their
Claim*.

Vmajja, October 23d.—The rainfall for the
past tweuty-IOUI hours amounted to ill inches;
lor the storm, (Ml; and for the season, AMfl. It
is cloudless new.

Mep.ced, October 23d.—The storm stopped to-
day. Tne weather is pleasant. The rainiall for
the twenty-lour hours ending at 7 o'clock this
morning was .53 of an inch, making for the
storm l.io inches aud tor the season 1.53.

Santa Ckiz, October 23d. — The rain has
cleared off, and tte weather is pleasant.

Gilkoy , October 23d.—The rainfall ye:terday
was .55 of an inch, making 0.00 inches for the
storm and 4.1'» torthe season. Ihe wind is will
south, with clear and cloudy weather alternat-
ing. The larmers are now anxious for a spell
of dry weather.

Lcs Gato, October 23d.— The indications are
that the ruiu is over. Itwas the heaviest raiu
ever known in this locality at this season of
the year, 'ihe total fall lor this rain is 8.53
inches. The total for the sear-ou is 10.01 incaes.
As this is but the commencement of the vintage
in the £ania Cruz Mountains, the crop of grapes
willbe ruined.

Hapa, October 23d.—Kain has ceased. The
total precipitation is 4.54 inches for the season.

Dutch Flat, October 23d.—Raiu has been fall-
ing most ot the time during the latt six days,
with some snow at the summit. The weather is
still unsettled and showery.

Georgetown, October 2Ud.—The storm is ap-
parently over. Two and forty onehuudredttis
Inches more rain fell siuce yesterday, mikiug
6.20 for the storm, aud 7.75 for the month and
season.

Willows, October 23d.—Light showers fell to-
day. The ttorm is apparently over. Large
ranchers suffered some loss on grain and hay,
but the small farmers were all through.

Take cucumbers, for ex-
ample, a luxury of which very few physi-
cians approve. Suppose those cucumbers
go eddying into the diner's stomach as a
part of a mass or hotch-potch of which a
sli 'c ofbeef, half ofa potato, a mouthful of
whitelish and an inch or so of pie form the
leading features. What sort of a death-
pill is that to sling into a decent man's in-
sides? No, sir, let your food be graded to
suit your digestion and all will be well.
Swallow your soup leisurely, then your
fish and meat; after that take a five-minute
rest, and then make your lettuce and cv •

cumbers and sliced tomatoes into .1 salad,
with plenty of oil, and consume it slowly
and appreciatively. Top that oil with a
mouthful or two of hot coflee and a sip of
curacoa, and I'llgive you a dollar for every
minute of indigestion you endure as the
consequence. The average man's stomach
is not a mule, to be driven and bullied
into submission ; it is a pet that should be
coaxed and coddled to do its prettiest."
