
THE STONE-CUTTERS' PROTEST.

At the last session of the Legislature
certain long-needed work was ordered to
be done upon State property. Among the
preservative improvements directed was
certain cut granite work for steps, but-
tresses and posts. But it was provided
that the granite should be procured from
the State Prison at Folsom, and the Prison
Directors were ordered tofurnish the ma-

terial. This was done, and the Capitol
Commissioners (hen employed stone-cut-
ters to fashion the granite into the form
required. After the cutters had been at
work some time the Stone-Cutters' Union,
\u25a0with headquarters at San Francisco, or-
dered the men to cease work because the
granite had been quarried by convicts.
The position of the Record-Union con-

cerning the strike as a remedy is well
known, as also its view of State economy
in the employment of prisoners. In this
particular instance the stone-cutters are

correct in their position, for the simple
and unanswerable reason that the action of
the legislature discriminated against
them. Both the political parties repre-
sented in the Legislature fairly fell over
each other in their hot haste to play the
part of demagogy and convince the trade
unions that they had no better friends on
earth than the Republican and the Demo-
cratic parties. They struggled with each
other to be first in expelling all industries
from the prisons, save only the manufact-
ure of jute, which does not happen to fall
within the line of competition
•f free labor as represented in the Unions.
Having done this, the 6ame legislators
made a sharp about face, and ordered the
work referred to done by prison labor,
though it is directly in competition with
the labor of free quarrymen. This is
making fish of one and fowl of another,
and was an example of unfairness that was
shameful. If all other industries are to
be "protected" by Act of Legislature
from the competition of prison labor, why
not that of stone-quarrying and stone-
cutting? The free quarrynien are as good
citizens and have as deep an interest in
the State and its material prosperity and
the advancement of labor, as have the
cabinet-makers, the joiners, the molding-
cutters and the workers in planing mills
and collar and saddle factories. We pro-

test against this discrimination, and we
sympathize with the stone-cutters in their
complaint against the injustice that
singled them out—due, possibly, to the
tact they are comparatively few in num-

ber, and have not so many votes as the
workers in other industries. Let them
insist that when the State of California
"protects" one industry, that it shall do
even-handed justice and protect all. For-
tunately for the stone-cutting craft, only a

dozen suffer by the " lay-off" that has
l>c<?n ordered; but their calling has been
discriminated against, and they should
demand that consistency on the part of
the politicians that will serve all the
trades alike. It was a small piece of
business on the part of the Legislature,
and the reason for feeling ashamed of it is
broad enough to give all who bad any-
thing to do with the unjust discrimination
aguinst a cl;iss of hard-working, skilled
mechanics, ample opportunity to blush.

The Mayor of San Francisco has vetoed
the slogging ordinance on the ground that
priie-fighting is prohibited by .State laws,
and that no municipality can license that
which is condemned by the law. This is
sound sense. Bat there are no laws against
boxing, and if the San Francisco Super-
visors can draw the line between prize-
figbtiDg and boxing, and regulate the

latter, we are of the opinion that public

good willbe conserved since the State laws
are not strictly enforced against the former.
Against boxin?, such as is taught in well-
regulated gymnasiums, there is not only no |

protest, but it is a branch ofphysical train-!
leg that should have attention. The dia-

tinction between the two is capable of be-
iing defined as clearly as the distinction be-

itween the graceful and manly accomplish-
Iment of fencing with button foils, pad
armor and masks, and the duel with rapiers

or untipped foils and bared breast.

This
is an excellent arrangement. The exhibi-

York, or Virginia, will be impressed by
the fact that we have not feared to first
submit the exhibits to Eastern visitors in
the section where the fruits and other
articles were produced, and where the op-

portunity is open to detect whether there
is any deceit in the matter.

The Chinese in this city, in imitation of
their Caucasian neighbors, have put agents
upon the streets to peddle lottery tickets,
and they are making house to house visit-
ation in that interest, the children being
their principal customers. They are not
deserving of rebuke, since we do not inter-
fere with the white men who are openly
dealing in more pretentious lottery con-
cerns. It would be a mockery of justice
to arrest aad punish a Chinese lottery

broker and not interfere with the white-
skinned policy sharp.

TnE "Trotting Horse Breeders' Associa-
tion"held a racing entertainment at San
Francisco on Saturday, and again the peo-
p'e of the metropolis proved indifferent.
Less than seven hundred attended, and of
these two-thirds were ladies, and one-half
the remainder were dead-heads. The

Horse associations will be convinced after a

while that the people of San Francisco do
not wish, and will not patronize, speed
contests. The place for the speeding of
fine stock is the interior of the State.

Saturday, the 2d of November, -will
retain special significance in our annals as
the day on which, for the first lime in the
history of the Republic, two States were
admitted to the Union at the same time.
On Saturday the President of the United
States signed, in the same minute, two
proclamations declaring that all the re-
quirements of the law had been complied
with, and that the two Dakotas were then
duly admitted to the sisterhood of States.

ASSAULTED AND ROBBED.

Thomas Snllivan Ha* a Rough Experi-

The Mayor and police officer then s'arted
offon a still hunt for the robbers, taking
in all of the usual rendezvous and dives,
and finally found the men they wanted in
the Lafayette Saloon, on X street. The
m jn were arrested and locked up for rob-
tery. They gave the names of John Dela-
ney and Jnnn Brown.

Thj robbed man's name is Thomas Sul-
livan, and he identified the parties arrested
as the persons who robbed him.

Itappears tbat Sullivan had been in the
Californi a House on Front street
during the evening, and when he
left, these men, believing that he bad
money, followed him, and subsequently
assaulted and robbed him. They are both
known to the police and are said to be
pretty tough characters.

PUBLIC RELIEF.
I
The Rules Which Should Gorem the Dis-

pensation of Charity.

Eds Kecord-TJhiox: Tbe book by Mrs.
Josephine Shaw Lowell on the subject of ,
public relief and public charity is a com- I
pilation ofgreat value to the student of the '
questions treated therein. The eubjects
have been exhaustively treated and the
theories advanced may be in accordance j
with the conditions of society in over- j
populated communities like Europe, but j
will not apply iH their entirety to our !
country. The old-accepted Malthusian doc- j'
trine tbat population has a tendency to j
press upon the subsistence of the country 'bus been exploded by one of our own mod-
ern reasoners, viewed under the light of 'our advanced method, as it baa been
proved that it ia comparatively easy to

j make two blades of grass grow where only
one grew before.

For hundreds of years civilized commu-
nities have been legislating to mitigate the
condition of the poor. They have under-
taken very humanely to provide that no i
one shall suffer for the absolute physical
necessaries of life, and it is said that under
legislation there was for about fiftyyears in
England no man who, however idle, vic-
ious or dangerous he might be, could not
obtain from the rates (or taxes on land) I
the means of supporting himself and his
family of six or ten or twenty children and
grandchildren, and under this rule the tide
of pauperism rose higher and higher and
crime increased.

It has been observed in England, and is
equally true elsewhere, that "wherever the
laoorera are unemployed the beer shops of
the pariah are frequented by them," and a
striking illustration is given of one locality
containing 139 individuals, of which only
35, including the clergyman and his
family, are supported by their own exer-
tions, there are two public drinking
houses. It appears from the evidence that
the great supporters of the betr shops are
the paupers.

Hundreds of instances, says Mr. Okeden,
came under my observation, in which the
overseers knew that tbe wages and parish
allowance were spent in "two nights at the
beer-houses, which ought to have been the
week's subsistence for the whole family.'"
For hundreds of years the benevolent sen-
timent of conservative old England has
been levying rates to assist the poor, which
proved more of an assistance to the beer-
shops. It would be cheaper to pension the
keepers of tbe beer-shops and close them
up, than to pention the whole community
and have them open.

Now, poverty is the result of three causes:
The first, is where tbe individual has been
handicapped by nature, and is shiftless,
thoughtless and improvident. They need
constant guardianship and control. The
second cause is niislortune, over which the
individual can have no control. This class
need our tenderest sympathy. The third
cause of poverty is crime and dissipation.
This class need constant correction, and !
should be kept away, as much as possible,
from the influences that have led them
into the life they have chosen.

Mrs. Lowell says in her conclusions,
" tbat while the acknowledgment is made
that every person born in a civilized com-
munity has a right to live, yet the commu-
nity has a right to say tbat incompetent
and dangerous persons shall not, so far as
can be helped, be born to acquire this right
to live upon others. To prevent a constant
and alarming increase of these two clashes
of persons, the only way is for the commu-
nity to refuse to support any except those
whom it can control—that is, except those
who will submit themselves to discipline
and education."

And yet no intelligent effort has ever
been made to prevent an increase of these
classes, and when they have been put
under control In prisons and reform-
atories there has been a constant sentiment
against engaging them in any useful em-
ployment for toe reason that it would
have a tendency to cheapen and degrade
the labor on which otheis were occupied.

Governor Stanford in a recent article
published in the public prints, made this
observation in effect: '"That if every per-
son in the world would surround himself
with all the luxury and elegance which
human skill and energy can supply, the
great reservoir from which we get our lux-
uries would suffer no diminution. Every-
thing we have is taken from the bosom of
the earth, tbe supply is inexhaustible and
is constantly being renewed, and only re-
quires the skill and energy of man to
fashion it for his use."

Now, if the energy of every man could ,
be directed in the proper channel, and
there was no waste of effort, it would be
easily possible for every individual to enjoy ;
the luxury tbat surrounds us. The three
great requirements are food, clothing and
shelter. Food is the great essential; cloth-
ing and shelter are only required as man
extends bis habitation into different cli-
mates. |

In the tropics man exists very comfort-
ably without either clothing or shelter, and
ifhis observation, reason and ingenuity |
had not taught him how to make Ciotbing
and erect a shelter over himself, it is prob \u25a0

able that no human habitations would be
found outside of the tropics. But being
endowed with reason he is enabled to over- ,
come the most stubborn obstacles that na-
ture offers against his migration. If all
men were equally endowed, there would
be no problem for the philanthropist or
political economist to solve. But laws '
have been enacted that came near solving
the problem at the expense, perhaps, of ,
personal independence. In our own coun-
try we have too much of what we call per-
sonal liberty for any such role to obtain :
sanction. Senator Stanford, in his admir- 'able paper, says there are no beggars in
Utah among the Mormons; therere is no
pauperism in the Church of the Latter-
Day SaintP, The reason of this is that the 'Church is the Government, and it is pa- !
ternal government. The priests of the ,
Church are the social, moral, political and
financial advisors of the people.

These priests having the advantage of ,
education and scientific investigation, pre-
pare themselves to a.ivise their people in
the affairs of life. If the farmer is uncer-
tain about when to sow his grain the priest
is prepared to instruct him. The thought-
less and improvident have some one to
look after him and become responsible for
his failure. This system cnr.ld only work
where there was a lack of universal educa-
tion. In our country every individual is

or should be as capable of forming his
own conclusions as the priest would be of
advising him.

The solution of the whole question is
universal education. In the United States
the question of education takes the most
prominent position, and has become well-
nigh universal, and yet there are large
masses of the people who are densely ig-
noraut. Among those people who are pen-
sioDers on the charity of the public, lully
75 per cent, of them are irocn the ranks of
the ienorant. IS per cent, are of tbe de-
praved and vicious els's, and 10 per cent,
are unfortunate and in real distress, s-aoh
as widows and orphans lefc without sup-
port.

Well-educated people will never be
found applying for charity, unless they are
steeped in crime or are engaged in getting
a fraudulent liviug. The improvident re-
quire paternal care and should be placed
in schools and workshops where they
could be taught to be self-reliant. The de-
praved and fraudulent applicants for char- \
ity should be place in a reformatory where
they would given an r pportunity to earn
an honest living, or punished until they
would be content to support themselves
honestly. As his been shown, inteiui>»r-
ance is the cause of most of the pauperism
of our land, or that a majority ot the pau-
pers ofour land are addicted to drink. It
may be argued tbat pauperism leads to
drinking as an alleviation of its miseries.
It is certain that drinkincr lead 3to pauper-
ism, and as paup'rism canno*. c?ass to ex-
ist as long as the drinking babk obtains, it
becomes evie'ent that to reduce pauperism
you must first reduce the drinking habit.,'
Laws should be enacted making pabiic i
almoners in the nature of infants or In-
competents in that respect, and fixing a
penalty against anyone who sold intoxi-
cating drinks to such persons, as is now
done in tbe case of niicore and Indians.

Mrs Lowell says: "The wife and chil-
dren of a drunkard must suffer, no power
can prevent that; the only question pre-
sented is as to the kind ofsnffering. I have
not the slightest doubt that it isa wrong,
and a preat wrong, to give help to the faru-
iiyof a drunkard, or an imti'oral man who
will not support them." She further says
that " deserjed wives mnsc not be treated
as widows, for it bss been fouu*! that to
deal «s tenderly wi'.h firm as sympathy
would oicraie, leads o'her men to desert
their families, trusting them to char-
itable care, and even indues husbands
and wives to play upon the sympathies of
the benevo'.ent by pretended desertions. It
ought to be under- >cd in every canimu-

Dity. that where a man deserts his wifeand
children aad neglects his mon pressing
duties to them and t<> the public, that they
will be left to sillier the fate he ha* pre- |
pared for them."

This seems to be a h-.rsh . ard
yet it is thi i nlv ssf' rote trader *hj *cbcrity can be honestly irspensed. In
trvery commcaitj l.l:.-.-c are ju_: >uca ex- '

ample* of depravity among parents. The
percentage is small.it ia true, bnt the just
dissemination of charity requires aa much
wise discrimination as any problem pre-
sented to our civilization. We always will
have the poor to loot after, in a measure.
What ia needed is some system where we
can give charity without humiliation, re-
formation without abase and useful em-
ployment to all.

CITRUS FAIR.
The Cloud in the South Disappears and

Peace Reigns Once More.
President Green and Director Hancock

ot the State Board of Agriculture returned
by last eveniDg's train from Los Angeles.
They met the Convention of citrus fruit
growers held in that city, and as soon as
they explained to that body the law under
which the citrus fairs are to be held, and j
that they must be under the supervision of
the St-ite Board, all the friction that has
been generating concerning the appoint-
ment of Mr. Hancock to represent the
State Beard and see tbat the State's money
is properly disbursed in promotion of the
citrus fairs disappeared.

The people were told that the Slate
Board did not propose to arbitrarily run
the citrus fairs; it never bad entertained
such a thought; the people must appoint
their own Executive Boards and Eet about
the work in their own way, but the State
Board hsd to account for the money and
therefore must supervise. But Mr. Han-
cock told the people that if they would
select nn Assisiant Superintendent he
would at once appoint him to attend to all
the details, as he did not propose to go to
Los Angeles and get up the fair, nor to run
counter to the ambition of the people to
make it th» best ever held. Ou the con-
trary, he would come some dajs before the
opening and remain till the close and aid
to tbat end, and would only Interfere in
tbe line ofhis duty to see that the State's
money was wisely used, and to prodnce the
best possible results. Tbis removed all
misunderstanding, "and the people mani-
fested their sati'fiction," says Mr. Han-
cock, "by showing us every attention."
The whole trouble arose out of misappre-
hension and was probably due to a mis-
taken view of the purpose of the Legisla-
ture in making the appropriation.

TO HANG FOR TREASON.

Albert Loomens, the Hawaiian Revolu-
tionist, Sentenced to Death.

Albert Loomens, at one time a resident
ofthis city, and one of the leaders of the
Wilcox conspiracy that resulted in the
Hawaiian insurrection of last July, has
been sentenced to be hanged for high
treason.

He was convicted on the 11th of Octo-
ber. On the 2oth, just before the Australia
sailed for San Francisco, he was bronght
into Court and sentenced to death. He
will be hanged on the first Monday in De-
cember.

Loomens will he the only one of the
conspirators to suffer the extreme penalty,
as the Attorney-General has announced
that Wilcox is to be prosecuted only on
the charge of conspiracy, for which the
highest punishment is imprisonment.
