THE SACRAMENTOS DOWN THE OAK-

LANDS AT THE BAY.

San Francisco Bats Out Another Tictory
ut Stockton—Dreary Ama-

teur Itall.

Amateur ball in a League city never was
a success, and never willbe. No amount
of extra inducements will inveigle the
people to the grounds, not even a balloon
ascension.

This proved the case at Snow flake Park
yesterday.

One week ago the park was crowded—
but it was a League game. On that occa-
sion, too, l'rofessor Price was ad-
vertised to make an ascension in a hot-
air balloon and subsequently drop from
the clouds in a parachute. The wind was
high, though, and the Professor postponed
his aerial flight until yesterday. A great
many people, including the Professor,
thought that the balloon had all to do with
the big crowd of a week ago. and the bal-
loonist was accordingly confident that an-
other cTeat crowd would worry through an
amateur game, just for the privilege of
seeing the balloon ascension. He even
laughed at the idea of Gilmore and his big
bacd affecting the attendance.

But yesterday was an ofl-day. The base-
ball exhibition was ofthe school-boy order,
the attendance amounted to about fifty
and the "grand balloon ascension" was a
miserable failure.

The Brighton and All-Americas, the op-
posing nines, proved to be a mixture of all
the amateur clubs ofSacramento and vicin-
ity, with a couple of shelved professionals
thrown in. Batting was the rule of the
day, and so was wrangling among the
players. Most of the spectators took pos-
session ofthe diamond and started up little
games oftheir own, in order to keep warm.
The Brightons and All-Americas insisted
upon playing eleven innings, as they were
having lots offun.

Shortly before 5 o'clock the aeronaut half-
filled his balloon with smoke, and, cutting
the anchor rope sailed upward—but not
very far upward. He just cleared the right-
field fence, and in less than a minute was
safe on terra tirma again, not even having
time to get in his work with the parachute.

EMMA STROOSHYMER.

Funeral of the Unfortunate Woman Yes-
terday.

The funeral of the unfortunate woman,
Emma Strooshymer, who committed sui-
cide Friday, was held yesterday afternoon.
The funeral services at the Coroner's office
were conducted by Rev. J. F. yon Herrlicb,
of the Episcopal Church, and visibly af-
fected the few fallen sisters of the dead
woman who were present. Other than the
minister and a Deputy Coroner the only
man present was the one who was the
cause of the suicide, Hany Morris, the de-
ceased's lover.

The remains were laid to rest in the City
Cemetery.

Morris evidently entertained little feel-
ing for ihe woman whose death he caused,
for while the body was being interred he
stole away and hid among the carriages.
Several beautiful floral pieces were placed
upon the grave. The expenses attending
the funeral were borne by the suicide's late
companions.

The dead woman was born in St. Louis,
where her parents now reside.

Coroner Clark has telegraphed her pa-
rents but as yet has received no answer.
Emma Strooshymer was her maiden name.

PROSPECTIVE VISITORS.

Battery A, K. G. C Would Like to Visit
Sacramento.

Colonel Perrie Kewen, Assistant Adju-
tant-General, has received from Joseph
Berry, Lieutenant of Battery A, Second
Artillery,>T. G. C, a communication to the
effect that the battery is desirous of visiting
Sacramento. The battery proposes to give,
while here, an exhibition drill and ball for
the benefit of some charitable institution.
Colonel Kewen thinks that the battery
should come by all means, and designates
the Protestant Orphan Asylum as the in-
stitution for whose benefit the drill.and
ball should be given.

The battery is a San Francisco company,
and is the oldest military company in the
Stale. It was organized July 27, 1849.

Tin- November Tertn Commences To-day

at the Capitol.

The Supreme Court will meet at 10
o'clock this morning in the court-room at
the State Capitol. The Court meets here
twice a year, on the first Monday in May
and the second Monday in November.

The Justices will consider at this term
of Court about 85 cases, and willbe in ses-
sion until the 19th. The matters to come
up to-day before the Court willbe the hear-
ing of motions of and examination of the
class of applicants for admission to prac-
tice. There will be 22 applicants, among
whom i3alady, Miss Mills ofMartinez.

BUSINESS HOUSES.

SOMETHING CONCERNING AH OLD
TIME ESTABLISHMENT.

The Advantages of This Trade Center
and the Kelatiun uf the "lied

House " to Them,

la reviewing Ihe history and present con-
dition of the business houses of Sacra-
mento, one of the earliest of the large es-
tablishments that by its commercial prom-
inence suggests itself, is that of " The Red
Housk Trade Union," more familiarly
known as "The Red House," situated at

714 and 71G J street and 713 and 715 Oak
avenue.

It was founded by C. H. Gilman, the
present proprietor in 1874, and is to-day a
monument to his peiseverance, tenacity of
purpose and business skill. Beginniog in
a small way, being the first to establish the
one price and open marking system, he has
adhered to them faithfully, been compli-
mented by copyists and has built up a wide,
s'roDg and constantly expanding trade.
From a simple, small and crowded store-
room his establishment has widened and
deepened until it now covers over 13 000
square feet, divided into four doors of 20
feet each by 160 feet in depth, besides 16
feet by 40 of storage space additional on the
Oak-avenue lower floor.

The establishment is divided into four-
teen departments, the uames of which suf-
ficiently indicate the varied character of
the stock carried. The J-street floor first
ou the east contains the boot and shoe de-
partment, eighty feet deep; opposite, the
clothing department, eighty feet; and to
the rear of this the hat and the men's and
youth's furnishing departments, each
eighty feet deep. Next on the west and
front is the fancy goods department, each
side, and adjoining it the dry goods and the
cloak and wraps departments. To tfce rear
ofthese, and running back to the rear wall,
is the millinery supply and millinery man-
ufacturing departments.

On the Oak-avenue floor, to which stair-
ways lead from those already named, on
Ihe east comes the department of trunks,
valises, etc., supplemented by carpet rugs,
on the west side ot this section. The re-
mainder ofthis floor is occupied by the de-
partment of toys, ofwhich, as we write, an
enormous stock is being unloaded. An en-
tire carload, for instance, of children's
wagons have not yet been put in stock.
Adjoining are sections devoted to tinware,
crockery, crystal ware and general notions
in endless variety.

On the west twenty feet of the Oak ave-
nue floor we find blankets, heavy woolens,
etc. and to the rear the offices, rooms,
desks and appliances of the country order
department. The country order business,
by the way, if not originated by Mr. Gil-
man, certainly credits him with being a
pioneer of the system. Under it, elaborate
illustrated catalogues of from 170 to 200
pages, quarto form, are issued fall and
spring. These are sent abroad throughout
the Pacific coast, and result in orders from
all points of the compass. Ifdesired,sam-
pies are sent, and the orders resulting,
whether calling for the nicst trilling
article or * a full stock of goods,
are filled with as much care, faithfulness
and promptness as if the purchaser stuod
before the salesman. The vast majority of
the orders filled are sent out through the
mails, thus insuring speedy and cheap dis-
patch. Neither time can be given nor
space accorded to elaboration of this sys-
tem, into which so many business houses
have now entered. It must suffice to say
that under the Red House system it has
now the entire confidence of the Pacific
coast public, which from Washington Ter-
ritory to Mexico and from California to the
furthermost Idaho line, sends orders either
to fill by sample or catalogue, in the dis-
cretion of the managers of the department
in the Red House.

There are upwards of fifty employes in
the establishment, distributed among the
several departments, and these are engaged
for special fitness for their several tasks.
Concerning the stock carried by the Eed
House, it is to be said that Mr. Gilman
keeps buyers in the Kastern and home
markets, who purchase for him di-
rect, and the middle man is thus
eliminated from the Red House sys-
tem. In many departments the supplies
are made to the order ofthe house. Thus, in
the matter of boots and shoes, of which an
enormous stock is carried, they are manu-
factured at the East expressly for the house,
and to meet the exact demand of its trade,
npon the pulse of which Mr. Gilman lias
so long kept his finger that be knows pre-
cisely what is wanted. So, too, in clothing
and men's furnishing goods, the house
commands, by sample of the stock, the
manufacture of quality and style, exactly
as needed, and this need is always the re-
sponse to the trade demand of the city.
State and coast.

In the millinery department, where
skilled operatives are employed, the man-
ufacture is both for bheU and case and to
the order of the buyer. By a system of
records, any millinery order can be dupli-
cated at short notice, no matter how far
back the order dates. In the dry goods
department the prevailing trade, fashion
and demand, in either silks or calicoes,
woolens or mixed fabrics, are considered
and met. In fancy goods, all novelties,
from silver service to decorative articles,
are kept up to the standard of a substantial
and well ordered establishment, of wide
trade.

Cheapness, consistent with quality, is a
feature of the business, and, in fact, general
cheapness distinguishes the house, due to
direct purchases and in immense quanti-
ties, and to the rapidity with which the
stock ij turned over, owing to the very
broad trade area occupied and consequent
steady demand upon all departments of the
establishment.

Whatever advantage 3acramento has as a
commercial center accrues to the benefit of
the patrons of the Red House. These are
positive, important and unsurpassed, as, for
instance, the centrality of the location of
the city, its many railroad connections,
freedem from dock and drayage charge*,
lowness of rental values of property, ease
of handling goods because of the situation
of the business houses and their contiguity
to the shipping platforms, general econ-
omy in the conduct of business where
large fixed capital in costly buildings, fancy
priced realty and Ihe expenses ofa crowded
metropolis, are unnecessary ; and finally,
the capacity to receive, fillorders and ship
goods on the same day. While the Red
House is thus a general supply establish-
ment, it makes an especial address to the
trade of farmers, it having been Mr. Gil-
man's idea from the outset that the agri-
cultural regions needed better facilities fir
obtaining supplies and goods especially
adapted to their needs.

WAHL'S NOTE.

Kernerleber is Beaten In His Suit tor tin-
Amonnt of It.

On Friday and Saturday cf last week
there was on trial in the Superior Court at
Martinez, a suit of some interest, the parties
to which are well known in Sacramento.
Gotlieb Kernerleber being the plaintiff, and
Christ Wahl, the proprietor of the Colum-
bns Brewery, being the defendant.

The testimony developed that in May,
18S6, the plaintiff left $1,200 with the de-
fendant on deposit, Mr. Wahl giving a note
as security, or a receipt for the money.
Subsequently the plaintiff became the
agent for the Columbus Brewery at Gait,
and conducted the Empire and Phanix
saloons there for about two years, during
which time Wahl paid the note, but Ker-
nerleber retained the same. Suit was
broueht on the sime for $1,180, the amount
claimed, and interest at six per cent, per
annum from May, IRS6.

The case was tried before Judge Jones
and jury, resulting in a verdict for the de-
fendant, Mr. Wahl. W. A. Gett, Jr., of
this city, was the attorned for Wahl.
