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SANITARY TOPICS.

Facts from the Report of the Secretary
of the State Board of Health.
Dr.G.G. Tyrrell, Secretary of the State
Board of Health, reports as follows for the
month of October :

Reports received from 101 localities, with
an estimated population of 846,300, give
the number of deaths at 1,007, which 15 a
percentage of 12 per thousand in the
month, or an annual mortality of 144,
which is a slight increase over the preced-
ing two months, but sufficiently low to in-
dicate a very favorable condition of the
public health.

Reports received from 107 localities
throughount the State indicate an absence of
any epidemic disease. They show, how-
ever, that intestinal disorders prevail to a
considerable extent, and a marked increase
of respiratory affections is apparent in the
counties bordering on the coast, and in the
higher altitudes.

Small-pox.—Dr. R. W. Baum, of Placer-
ville, reports that he was called to see two

atients in a family about seven miles from

lacerville, and discovered that they had
varioloid. The disease was supposed to
have been primarily carried from Carson
Valley, but in so mild a form that the par-
ties did not deem the advice of a physician
necessary. They however returned home
with the eruption upon them, and fourteen
days afterward the patients to whom Dr,
Baum was called developed the disease.
Fortunately they lived off from the public
road, and Dr. Baum has taken so much
precaution to have them properly isolated
and quarantined that an extension of the
disease beyond its present limits is very
unlikely. No other cases were reported
within the State during the month.

Scarlet fever was quite prevalent in San
Francisco; it was also reported in several

laces. In Alameda the Health Officer,

r. T.J. McLean, believes the disease to
have been spread by the carelessness of
parents in permitting children having the
disease in a mild form to attend school, no
physician being called to these cases, and
consequently not reported to the Health
Officer, as they should be. In Alameda,
the Board of Health has very properly
passed an ordinance requiring a placard
to be placed conspicuously on every dwell-
ing containing any case of scarlet fever,
diphtheria or small-pox, making it a penal
offense to remove such notice until all dan-
ger of infection has ceased. This precan-
tion is eminently proper, and should be
adopted by every Health Board and Health
Officer in the State. Such notification of
disease would save many lives, and be an
efficient means of arresting the spread of
these disorders when otherwise they might
become epidemic.

As the evidence increases of the purely
local character of diphtheria in its inception
and the great probability of the destruc-
tion of the infeciing material by germicidal
remedies immediately applied, the urgent
necessity of callingin a medical man in
every instance of sorethroat to determine
its character is apparent, the arrest of the
disease being dependent upon the early
recognition of its character. If delay is
permitted and time given for the poisonous
deposit to be absorbed into the blood,
systematic infection takes place, all the
deleterious effects of the disease are en-
countered, and its power of multiplication
correspondinglv increased. Early recogni-
tion isthe first step towards stamping out
diphtheria.

Typhoid fever was noted in a great many
places. In Los Angeles very many cases
occurred in the orphan asylum, which
may be attributed to defective sewerage, or
other local causes.

Our remarks in the monthly circular of
last month, regarding the contagiousness
of consumption, and the undesirability
of inviting its victims to this coast,
seem to have given great umbrage
to our Southern neighbors, who seem
to look upon the solicitude of the State
Board of Health for the sanitary welfare
of the State as a direct blow at their pros-
perity, and an endeavor to prevent the im-
migration of diseased vpersons into their
midst. The State Board has no such desire
or power; it can only advise the public of
the danger incurred from the promiscuous
mingling of consumptives with healthy
people, which is its duty. M. Delargy, in
a paper contributed to the Journal Hygiene,
points out that certain mountain regions
in Egrope, formerly exempt from phthisis,
have now become infected since intercourse
with cities and phthisical localities have
been furnished, and considers the crowding
together of a large number of phthisical
cases, in the most healthy localities, will
soon have an unfavorable effect upon the
purity of the atmosphere. Indeed, it may
be said that consumption is never con-
tracted except by contact, by association, or
by living in close proximity. The length
of time consumed by phthisis before prov-
ing fatal enables it to infect all susceptible
persons coming in contact with it, hence its
great danger when not isolated. Cadeac
and Malet, by experiment, proved that
tubercular matter will retain 1ts virulence
ten months after drying. Dessication, or
drying of the sputa, seems to be the most
effective way of disseminating the dicease.
Cornet found, that of three hundred and
eleven animals inoculated with the dust
scraped from the rooms occupied by
phthisical patients, that one hundred and
sixty-seven died soon after; of these one-
fifth were found to be tuberculous. He
says, further, that a phthisical patient, to
be innocuous, must never, under any cir-
cumstances, expectorate upon the floor, or
into a handkerchief, but always into a spit-
toon cup containing water, which must be
disinfected aud frequently changed. The
dsnger of contagion from consumption is
not exaggerated; preventive measures are
as applicable to the Southern as they
are to any other part of California, and the
State Board of Health would be derelict in
its duty if it did not point out this fact and
call public attention to the necessity of
cauti.n in dealing with it.

HOME FROM WASHINGTON.

Attorney-Gen. Johnson Combines Busi-
ness and Pleasure at Washington.
Attorney-General Georze A. Johnson has
returned from Washington, D. C. Mr
Johnson went to Washington for the pur-
pose of moving to advance on the calendar
of the United States Supreme Court the
celebrated Naegle case and railroad tax
cases. At the same time he combined
business with pleasure by taking partin

the Triennial Conclave of the Knights
Templar, Mr. Johnson occupying the ex-
alted position of Grand Generalisimo of
the Grand Commandery of California. Mr.
Jobnscn, in conversation with a8 RECORD-
Ux10N reporter at his cflice yesterday after-
noon, said:

“I have been absent from the State just
forty days, and had a pleasant time. The
cases were advanced on the calendar, but
no day was set for their hearing. At the
next session of Congress the President wall
fill tbe vacancy on the Supreme Bench
caused by the death of Justice Stanley
Matthews, and then the Court will set a
day for the argument of the cases, which
will probably be during the latter part of
December or some time in Jannary. While
in Washington I heard the name of Judge
Cooley, a member of the Interstate Com-
mission, prominently mentioned for the
Justiceship.

“ I consider the Naegle and tax cases the
most important on the docket of the United
States Supreme Court. In the East the
killing of Judge Terry was being discussed
at this late day, and the importance of the
Naegle case is fully understood there. The
record of this case, which makes a large
volume, and which I had printed in Wash-
ington, gives a full history of Mrs. Terry’s
trouble with Senator Sharon and the kill-
ing of Judge Terry. Pictures of the knife
and pistol which belonged to Judge Terry
are included in the record. There were
but few copies of the record printed, uwing
to the cost of its publication. Associated
with me in Washington in this case is
counsel engaged by Mrs. Terry. Ishall be
occupied for some time in the preparation
of an elaborate brief, which I will present
to the Court to show that the State has
juriediction in the case. For this purpose
I will have to go to Washington again.”

Mr. Johnson declared that the Conclave
was a grand affair, and he believes that
there is no city in the Union where a Con-
clave can be so successfully held as in
Washington. Pennsyluania avenue was
owned by the Sir Knights on the day of
the parade, in which no less than 17,000
participated. The California Commanderies
came ir for the lion’s share of the atten-
tion paid. They were constantly called
upon by various State Commanderies. At
the banguet tendered to the Grand En-
cumpment of the Untted States Mr. John-
son had the honor of being one of the ten
gentlemen called upon to respond to toasts.

GROWTH OF THEIR FAITH.

President Harrison Visited by a Commit-
tee of Catholics.

WasHINGTON, November 12th.—A com-
mittee from the Catholic Congress in ses-
sion in Baltimore waited on the President
this morning by appointment and pre-
sented him with an address. The Presi-
dent received them cordially and listened
carefully to the reading of the address.
The latter read as follows :

‘‘Representing in measure ten millions of
our fellow citizens, who share in the bless-
ings and the privileges of this Govern-
ment, devoted to its Constitution and laws,
this Congress desires to voice and empha-
size the loyalty and fidelity of the Catholic
people of the United States to the republic
and its institutions, as well as their respect
for the chiet magistrate of the nation. On
the centennial establishment of episcopal
authority in these United States the Catho-
lics of America are in their first Congress
assembled. While rejoicing in the mar-
velous growth of their faith cn thissoil and
returning grateful thanks to God, they
therefore fzel the occasion eminently fitting
to voice also their heartfelt rejoicing over
the perpetuity and the solidity of our civil
institutions, the development of the
spirit of religious liberty and tolerance,
and the material progress and prosperity of
our country, and through you to express to
our fellow-citizens of this great republic in
the spirit of unity and brotherly love. We
desire, while pursuing the dictates of our
conscience in serving God, to march hand
in hand in promoting the best interests of
our common country and the welfare of
society. The Congress bids this commitiee,
while conveying to you expressions of its
respect, to say that it would be a gratifying
pleasure and privilege to have the honor of
welcoming you toits session in Baltimore.”

In reply, the President said he appre-
ciated the compliment paid him by the
visit, as well as the truth of the sentiments
expressed in the address in regard to the
fidelity of the Catholies of the United
States to the Constitution and laws of the
country. He regretted his official duties
would prevent him attending tbe sessions
of the Congress, but he thought he could
promise them that he would be present at
the opening of the Catholic University in
this city to-morrow.

The committee returned to Baltimore in
the afternoon, well pleased with their visit,

COAST NAVY YARDS.

A Rumor That Mare Island’s Capacity
Wiil Be Increased.

WasHINGTON, November 12th —It is not
at ali sure that the site selected for a navy-
vard in Puget Sound,Wash., will be finally
agreed to. It has leaked out to-day that
Secretary Tracy has referred the report of
the Commissioners to Commwodore White,
Chief of Yards and Docks, for his opinion
thereon, and that the latter gave it, and
severely commented on the report.

Just how far he criticizes the site selected
is not known, as the Commodore will not
talk and Tracy is in the same humor; nor
is it known whether White recommended
the non-selection of the site, but from an-
other source it is learned that Secretary
Tracy will probably recommend that no
new navy-yard be established on the Pacific
coast, but that Mare Island Yard be in-
treased to meet any emergency and be the
only yard on the coast. This latter report,
however, cannot be verified, although it
bears undoubted tinge of possibility.

The President’s Message.
WasHINGTON, November 12th.—President
Harrison’s message will be sent to Con-
gress 1n type-writer form. Heretofore it
has been the custom to have the messages
put in type and printed by trusted men at
the Government Printing Office. The
President, however, has decided to depart
from the practice of his predecessors, and
the newspapers will be thrown on their
own resources to obtain this much sought-
after document.

WasHingToN, November 12th.—The fol-
lowing changes have been made in Califor-
nia and Oregon Postmasters :

Californin—John -Quigley, appointed at
Oro Fino, Siskiyou county, vice S. Weeks,
resigned.

Oregon—William Pattison, appointed at
Qzakville, Linn county, vice Joseph B. Con-
roy, resigned.
