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BRIGHAN'S ~BUDGET.

AXNUAL ADURESS OF THE MASTER OF
THE NATIONAL GRANGE,

Delivered in this City Yesterday—The
Business and Progress of the
Past Year Set Forth.

At yesterday’s session of the National
Grange, in open session, Master Brigham
read his annual address, which was as fol-
lows:

Officers and Members of the National Grange:
For the first time in the his ory of our organiza-
tion we mees on the Western shore of the conti-
nent. For this privilege we are indebted tothe
liberality and energy of our brethren in this
State of California.

We cowe not as the gold seekers come, in
esger search for the precious metsl. We come
not from mercenary motives or w gratify a de-
sire to see the sun-set side of the contineut, but
rather 10 greet our sisters and brothers of the
Pacifie slope, and reward their zeal and perse-
verance in the good work, by extending to them
all the privileges and plea-ures connected with
the session of the National head of our organi
zation. We come prepared, nevertheless, to
accept and erjoy the hospitality for which
Califurniaos have a world-wide reputation.

We are not here, however, solely to enjoy our-
selves. We hope 10 be able to devise ways and
means to lighton the burdens and ircrease the
heppiness and prosperity of those who till the
soil. We trust that our mission will not be a
vain ope, but that our united labors will be
crowned with a liberal harvest of good things
for our Order, home, class and country. I tru~t
that the maguitude and importance ot the work
in which we are engaged, will impress every
member with a sense of personal responsibility,
““And whatever we do,” let us “‘strive to do
well.”

CONDITION OF THE ORDER.

Two hundred and four new Granges have
been organized during the year, and several
hundred dormant Granges have been reorgan-
ized. One State reports an increase of 2,(0), an-
other 1,600, another forty-two new Granges, and
the young State of Washington not only comes
into the sisterhood of States, but alse joins our
Natiopal organization with a fully equipped
State Grange.

The reports from several other States iudicate
a degree of prosperity which is very encourag-
ing. Work seems to give practical results, not
alone in additional membership, but also in in-
creased zeal and enthusiasm among the mem-
bers. iu other States, for reasons which will
doubtless appear in the reports of ~tate Masters,
the cause I8 less prosperous. I trustthat our
1abors at this session will tend to revive the in-
terest where ir /s langaishing, and accelerate
growth where the Order is now prosperous,

NEGESSITY OF ORGANIZATION,

‘Every thoughtful farmer must already be con-
vineed of the absolute necessity of a strong na-
nux[nf organization.

We are thoroughly satisfi>d that no plan has
yvet been i which is equal in all
10 the Patrous of husbandry
whie can find nething to enjos

not enjoyment alone, but helps thst will con-
tribute to success upon the farm—comfort in the
home, harmony in the neighborhood, and the
preservation of all the rights of citizen-hip.

We antagonize no other plan of organization,
but are of the opinion that recruits will be far
more effective, when mustered into a veteran
organ ionwith years of experience purchased
at great cosy, than 1hey can possibly be in any
new organisation without the experience which
will euable them to avoid mistakes, which
sometimes prove very disastrous. We earnestly
invite all farmers who realize the mpecessity of
organization to examine critically the Grange
plan and the history of its schievements betore
affiliating with other organizations.
way can intelligeat choice be made,

FINANCIAL BENEFIT OF ORGANIZATION.

Arrangements have been perfec'ed in many
of the States which enable members to supply
their wants at minimum cost, without the rnsk
attending the establishment of stores and facto-
ries, 90 per cent. of which enterprises result in
disappointment end loss to those directly inter-
estcd therein., Every tailure injures the organ-
ization which i{ represents.

We expect in the future to extend our work in
the field of co-operation, and aid our brothers in
the East to supplies of grain, without the added
profits of those who unnecessarily intervene be-
tween prodncer and consumer, and also enable
the Western producer to rz2alize more for the
grain than he otherwise would.

DIRECT TAXATION,

The farmers are manifesting more than usual
interest in the subject of taxation, realizing as
they do, that in every State the average farmer
is unfairly burdened. For wealthy corporations,
and individuals owning stocks, bonds, notes
and mortgages there seems to be avennes of es-
cape from this burden, or at least part of it. For
the farmer whoee all is invested in land, tools
and stock, THERE 14 NO ESCAPE., His property is
on the list for taxation—there every year.

Organized, persistent efforts, will enable us to
close some of the avenues through which much
property escapes its fair share of this burden.
If we neglect to use the means within our reach
and under our own control, organized capital
will continue to dominate those who make and
execute the law, and no relief will be extended
to the farmer.

INDIRECT TAXATION.

Taxes levied indirectly seem to be less objec-
tionable to the people. One form of taxation is
by duties imposed upon products imported from
foreign countries. There is no general objee-
tion to this form of taxation, but radical differ-
ences exist as to the manuer of imposing such
taxes. It is earnestly advocated by some of our
people that these duties shall be imposed for
the sole purpoc:e of raising revenue; others,
with equal earnestness, urge that these duties be
soimposed as to serve a two-fold purpose, viz.,
that of raising revenue, and also for the pur-
pose of encouraging or protecting home iudus-
tries. I do not desire to discuss these differ-
ences in this address, but suggest that they
ghould be thorongly discussed by the farmers at
times when partisan zeal is not aroused

We must remember that there are honest dif-
ferences of opinion on these questiuns: and
honest di-cussion wi!l tend to enlightenment,
but bitter partisan controversy will only darken
the intellect. We are too apt to assume that
the right is the side espoused by our party, and
blindly follow wherever we are led. I hope
thsat under the good influence of the Grange we
shall try and find out what is right. rather than
accept tae dictum of party without question, I
think that we can, and should, agree that when
any policy is adopied it shall app%y to all classes
and interes!s.

If lebor must be protected in the manufact-
uring interests, then equal protection should be
extended to those who work upon the farmsand
in the mines. 1f the manutaciurerof cloth and
leather is protected, so aiso should the men be
who produce the wool and hides. If the farmer
must meel free competition, so also should the
manufactnrer. If a policy 18 thus equally ap-
plied to all industries, we shall soon be able to
decide what is best for the great body of our

In no other

people. Theories may answer for the theorist
but practicel results will alone satisfy the
masses.

INTERNAL REVENUE.

There are indications that efforts will be
made at the next session of Congress to repeal
the laws imposing taxes upon liquors and to-
bacco ; and in view of the fact that it 1s the in-
tention of this body to exert some influence, if
possible, upon national Jegislation, this impor-
tant matter should receive careful considera-
tion, and onr pulicy be ontlined for the guid-
ance of those who shall preseut our views to
Congress.

TRUSTS,

Combinations to limit production and arbi-
trarily control prices are not pew inventions,
nor are they a result, necessarily, of any system
of taxation. Men have learved that it is some-

titaes mors rrofituble to combine, than to com-
pete, aud o long rs this is troe tr will con-
tinne to exi>t unless legisluted out of existence,
It is not au casy matter to prohabit them, apd at
the same time not intertere with legitimate

business, It is a problem for statesmen to solve.
In the ntime the farmers will find a strong
organization s means of defense against unjust
exaction by ‘“Lrusts,” or other combinations.
PEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE.

For several years we have sought to secure
the elevaiion of the Department of Agricuiture,
and avnually my predecessors have reported
the failure of & measure introduced in Congress
for that purpose. Repeated failures did not dis-
courage us. The scotls and sueers of oppouents
—some of them fammers—only caused us to re-
form our lines and return to the field where we
had met defeat. It is my privilege, at this ses-
sion, to report that our perseverance has been
rewarded. The Chief of the Department of
Agriculture will henceforth be a trusted adviser
of the Fresident ; a position from which he can
at all times secure a recognition of the chief
industry of our country, and through th= Execu-
tive make such recomurendations to Congress
as the interes:s .« f agriculture may demand.

1t was not to gratify any personal ambition.
or to create a new office for some *‘place-seeker,”
that we thus labored and walted for the accom-
plishment of this object. We recogrizs the fact
that the President of the United States is not
likely to be chosen from among the farmers;
also that agriculture is not now, and may not be
hereaftar fairly represented in the law-making

body of the nation. We hoped that by thus in® ?
creasing the importance of the Eosit.iou hedty
the chief of the department, that his sugges-
tions and recommendations would have more
weight and influence with Congress and the
President. We also hoped that such r nition |
of tbis great and important industry would tend
wdidgmr_v, and popularize cur calling, in the |
miuds of ambitious young men, and induce |
more of them to remain upon the farm, rather
than enter the already crowded ranks of pro-
fessiouzl life.

The full realization of our hopes and expecta-
tions depend very much upon the selection of
the mau to thus represent our interests. That
he should be a man of character and ability; |
with experience in dealing with men in official |
life, is acknowledged by all. That he must be
in political sympathy with the Administration
is also admitted. But it was the earnest wishof
the friends of the measure tothus elevate the
department, that some man be selected who
had by hi- life-work and associations become
fully iden'ified with American farmers. One
who would at once commaud the respect of
every farmer, no matter what might be his po-
litical affilistions. We wers not especially so-
licitous for the appointment of anygparticular
individual; we wouid have been entirely salis-
fied—throughout the whole country—with the
selection of any one of the Prnmmem farmers
of the Pacific coast, some of whom were sug-
gested to the President. If the location of other
Cabinet officers made it politic to recognize
some other sec ion of our common country,
equal satisfaction would have followed.

It was the farmer that we desired to have
recognized, and not any designated individual.

1t was sincerely hoped that the known wisbes
of this large body of law-abiding, industrious
citizens, would have weight and influence with
the President. aud that be would seek out from
among the millious who till the soil, one of his
confidential advisers. We thought we had good
reason to expect this recognition, in the person
of the msan selected to watch over, and advise,
in regard to the needs of agriculture. It did not
seem unreasonable to ask this, inasmuch as in
no other department was recognition expected.
We fully aud cheerfully acknowledge the high
character and ability of the gentleman selected,
and would have been gratified to see him inany
of the departments for which his public life has
fitted him. But for the Lepartment of Agricul-
ture, we wanted a man identified directly with
that great interest and we do not hesitate to
say taat the selection of one who has never
been considered a faimer was a great disap-
pointment to those who for years labored and
waited for this opportunity to secure recognition
of their class. Auy preterse of acquiesence in
& policy which thus ignores a class representing
fifty per cent. of our pvople, to serve some per-
sonal political purpose is cowardly in the ex-
treme, and unworthy of a true Patron.

I have spoken thus plainly, knowiog that mo-
tives may be misconstrued, and that untriendly
criticism may follow; not tecause I court either,
but because of the position which I temporarily
occupy, as the chief officer of a great national
tarmers’ orgamization. [ am fully determined,
that as such representative. no personal con-
sideration shall restrain me from protesting
when the rights and interests of the farmers are
neglected. 1 have ne apology to offer for the
extended consideration of this subject. We
have in my opinion reached a erisis in our his-
tory. Notio speak plainly now, is to miss the
golden opportunity which comes but once. 1f
we for personal or political reasons hesitate or
hold our peace now, let it be forever, so far as
the selection of the head of the Department of
Agriculture is concerned.

AGRICULTURAL EXPERIMENT STATIONS,

The members of our Order have been active
in securing the establishmeut of agricuitural
experiment stations in the seyeral States, and
will insist that the money appropriated to sus-
tain such be wisely expenced. To secure such
result, we are of tae opinion that the Boards of
control should be composed of progressive,
practical tarmers. No oue not thus directly
connected with agriculture ean thoroughly un-
derstand what problems need the most urgent
attention. In a majority of the States men
who are not practical farmers have been ap-
poiated to coutrol their stations. This is an in-
sult to the farmer and should be resented. 1he
Executives wbo ignore the farmers in selecting
men for such positions should be ignored by
the farmers in Convention and at the ballot-
box. In no other way can we secure a speedy
reform of this abuse. The argument of the
baliot the most obtuse politician can under-
stand, and none are so high, that they can
afford to disregard its plain admonitions.

AGRICULTURE.

The most important American industry is not
at the present time rcmunerative to those en-
gaged therein; and it is our duty to inquire into
the causes which lead to this result. It was
estimated by the Department of Agriculture in
1886, that the total value of agricultural pro-
duction was $3,600,000,000. Of this amount
$133,534,128 was sold in foreign markets, in com-

tition with men who employ the cheapest
abor in the world. It is a well recognized fact,
that the price received for the comparatively
small amount shipped abroad, regulates the
price received for the much larger amount con-
sumed in this country. More than half the
value of agricultural exports were paid for by
agricultural imports ($271,829,131). Will it not
be to our advantage 10 secure our own ma:kets,
rather then go abroad to meet such competi-
tion? I only refer to this matter in order that
it may receive your consideration.

PATENT LEGISLATION,

Our efforts to secure legisiation to protect the
innocent purchaser of patent articles from an-
noyance and costly litigation, or from buying
peace, by submitting to a system of levying
blackmail, have not been successful, and we
must persevere in our efforts. Increased vigi-
lance will need to be exercised to prevent the
extension of patent moropolies. This is ren
dered necessary by the recent formation of an
association for the accomplishment of such ex-
teusions.

FOOD ADULTERATION,

The adulteration ot commodities used as food.
and for cooking, has grown to such an extent
that pure goods have nearly, if not quite, been
driven from the market. The buyer of to-day
can only be sure of one thing, and that is that
he will be swindled, no matter what brand of
goods he may purchase, Speedy reforms must
be inaugurated, or we shall become a nation of
frauds and cheats, We should demand both
State and national legislation of a radical char-
acter, and then see that the laws are radically
enforced.

EDUCATION.

There are various ways of educa'ing the peo-
ple, and the farmers, realizing the necessity of
more practical knowledge, have organized in-
stitutes, clubs, alhiances, wheels, Farmers’ Insti-
tutes and the Grange, all of which agencies are
helpful to the cause of education, and none of
them iutertere with other educational facilities,

Farmers' Institutes have been successfully
conducted in several of the States, and now it is
proposed to inangura'e & nstional system of
Farm Institutes. A bill was introduced into
the Senate last winter providing for the estab-
Jishment of such a system. The bill provides,
among other things, for a Superintendent at a
saiary of £6,000 per annum and 1wo assistants at
$1,000 each, who are to have char.e of the
work, and power to employ such assistance as
may be necessary. Iam assured thatthe bill will
be reintrodueced this winter, and a vigorous
effort will be made to pass it.

I know of no classof citizens who are more
interested in sll efforts to enlighten the farmer,
i1han members of our organieation; and I urge a
careful consideration of this measure, and au
expression of opinion in regard thereto. The
large salaries proposed would inaicate the
probability, that behind the measure are in-
terested, parties who are willing to draw them
But this fact should not be fatal to the pas age
of the bill if it will be worth more to the farmer
than its actual cost, estimated I believe at £600,-
€00. Any system of institutes which contem-
plates sending well fed, and well Paid scientific
gentlemen over the countryto ladle out and
hand down to farmers fine spun theories will be
a failure.

Farmers must be taught to investigate, think
and talk for themselves, and I think better re-
sults can be cbtained by nllm\'inf farmers to
manage their own institutes, without any su-
pervision or interference upon the part of the
pational Government. If the Government de-
sires to help 'n the educational work of fi rmers’
institutes, a more eflective plan can be-devised.
Better results can be obtained by agproprimiug
s small sum for institute work, to be expended
by the organizations now having the work in
charge in the several States, or, where no in-
stitutes are now held, by placing the money for
that purpose in the handsof the Board con-
trollivg the agricuitural experiment station.

THE PRESS,

No agency in cur couutry to-day exerts such
a mighty power as the press. If we are to suc-
ceed we must have a press devoted to our caunse,
edited by able, fearless mer, uncontrolled by
corporate Q swer. or the wealth of controlling
¢ asses. Men who devote life and fortune to
our cause, should be nobly sustained in every
possible way. Their columns bristhing with de-
nunciations of the wrong, and fearlessly ad-
vocating the right, should be put icto eve
farmer's hand to aid and assist him inh
struggle for better things.

I canvot comprehend how a member of our
Order can rest content, or grow without the
theught food and stimulus contained in our
Grange papers. Scatter this good seed and we
shall reap & bountiful harvest.

WOMAN'S WORK.

At thejlast session of this body a committee
was appointed on “Woman's Work in the
Grange,”’ consistinﬁot Sisters Addie S. Hale, of
Connecticut, S. L. Hayes, of Oregon, and M. S.
Rhone, of Peunsylvania. Similar eommittees
bave been apponted in the several State and
Subordinate Granges, and a work has been com-
menced which promises excellent results. The
members of the committee have been very
encigetic and enthusiastic in the work, I am
exceedingly well pleased at the prospect of far-
reaching and eflective help from our sisters,
who never weary in well doing, ana never stop
to ask if a work r'ght and proper is likely 1o
succeed. They, with their fiuer instinets, kuow
t at the cause of truth and justice musttr.umph.
The details of the work will appear in the re-
port of the committee.

INSPECTION RETURNS.

In compliance with the instruciions of this
body. blanks were prepared ana sent to each
State Master, on which to make an abridged re-
port of the iuspection returns from each Subor-
dinate Grange. Some reports have been re-
ceivea, but in & majority of the States ro in-
spection service has been adepted. If State
Masters will secure the services of competent
deputies, and have each Grange inspected and
instruct-d in the work once a year, 1 sm con-
fident that excellent results will follow. I
earnestly hope that this service will be con-
tinued and become one of the agenciesto add
strength ana efficiency to our Order.

INTEMPERANCE.

We are edmonished at every regular merting
of & Grange to be temperate in all things. Every
influence of cur order, finaneial, social, intel-
lectual, freternal and moral is Oppe sed to the
traffic in iotoxicating liquors nsuccessiul
efforts have heen made during the yearto adopt
amerdments prohibiting its manufacture and
sple in several States, The failures of the year
shou'd tesch us the great importance of con-
centratine the influence of those who are op-
posed to the traffic. Its friends have been wiser
then its foes. They have united their farces
wherever there was 1ecessity therefor. They
have pot divided their votes when an issne in
any form was raised. They have vot: d solidly
for the man or party most iriendly to their in-
terests.

They have sucf.eded becavse there was
unity, and the ¥Fies of their op ts were
divided and s
varty—cast for

liquor interest. When temperance | men com-
h'gae cn the men most likely to thos:

supported by the liguor influence, they may ex-
pect to desiroy that influence and bresk its
power, but never until they do so. Unite and
conquer, divide and be defeated.

POLITICAL RESPONSIBILITIES.

Every citizen is responsible to soclety for the
use which be makes of his political power. Be-
iog onme of the rulers of a great people, he
should think well before deciding whom and
what policy to support. The fact that manv of
our citizens do not thus wisely use the ballot is
appa-ant in the corruption and extravagance
which we see around us, Various agencies are
used 1o interfere with the entire freedom of the
ballot. Reforms mnst c¢cme soon, Or greater
evils will follow in the train of those we lament
to-day.

In this emergency the farmer is the hope of
the nation, but unfortunately the same iuflu-
ences which have wrought evil in the city are
extending into the country, and the paid re-
tainers of political “bosses’ are found in almost
every locality. These miserable tools do the
bidding of unscrupulous politicians without
any hesitancy, overturning frequent'y the will
of the people and elect dishouestschemers to
official positions.

There is no remedy for these growing abuses,
except to arouse the people 1o & seuse of their
danger. If the success of these unprincipled
men is not checked, they will soon *‘corrupt the
very sources and fountains of power.” When
the masses have learned to place a money value
upon the ballot. the end of the republiec is near
at hand. No form of government can be worse
than that controlled by corrupt men and
mouey. Every influence of our organization
should be brought to bear to check the tide
that seems likely to overwhelm us. Every man
who loves his couutry shoutd be arousedtoa
sense of danger and urged to use every effort to
crush and destroy the influence of those who
make merchandise of freemen’s rights,

The following from the martyred President is
worthy of our careful cousideration: ‘Yes, we
may congratulate ourselves that this cruel war
is nearly to a close. It hascost a vast amount
of preeious blood. The best blood of the flower
of the American youth has been freely offered
upon our country’s aitar that the nation might
live. It has been, indeed, a trying hour for the
republic, but I see in the near future a crisis
approaching that unnerves me and causes me
to tremble for the safety of our country. Asa
result of the war, corporations have been en-
throned, and an era of corruption in hfih
places will follow, and the money power of the
country will endeavor to prolong its reign by
working upon the prejudices of the people until
all wealth is aggregated in a few hands and the
republic is destroyed. I fesl at this moment
more anxiety for the safety of my country than
ever be ore, even in the midst of war. God
grant that my fears may prove groundless.”

The sacredness of the ballot must be pressrved.
No apparent emergency warrants any interfer-
ence with the right of every citizen to vote once,
and for whom he pleases. And no one has any
right to know for whom the ballot is cast. This
vote must be hovestly counted, and the can-
didate elected by the people must be inducted
into office. The safety of our people and the
preservation of the Kepub ic depends upon the
securing to each citizen all his rights and
privileges. As a means to secure these results,
1 believe we can afford to indorse the Australian
system. or & simiiiar one, of couducting elec-
tions. When the voter is alone with his ballot,
he is free from the control of his employer, in
no danger from ‘“thugs,”” and the man who
would corrupt him cannot know that what he
has bought is delivered. 1 sincerely believe
that many of the existing evils can be eradi-
cated under such a system.

REPRESENTATION IN LEGISLATIVE BODIEA,

The safety and prosperity of every class,
and interest, depends largely upon a fair
representation in legislative bodies. At the
vresent time in the National Congress, and in
several of the State Legislatures, there are very
few representatives of our ciass. Ekven the com-
mittees having charge of our icterests are not
composed of farmers, because there are not
enough of them to coustitute a committee. The
responsibility for this rests entirely upon the
farmers, and they have no right, whatever, to
complain of other classes. They have absolute
power to secure a fair share of representation;
and we must encourege them to use this power,
It we al ow our class to be ignored by managing
politicians, we will deserve to be despised by
every sensible person. We must not demand
more than our fair share of representation, and
we must not accept less.

We must not expect our reasonable demands
to be granted without a struggle on the part of
those who have assumed that tarmers have no
rights which golil.icums and parties are bound
to respect. Nothing, however, should be al-
lowed to interfere with the accomplishment of
this purpose. Farmer representatives may not
talk so fluently as some of our professional
friends, but they can be deFended upon to be
true to our interesis, and will not be the paid
attorneys of corporations or the corrupt tools of
wealthy syndicates. It is estimated that 25,000
persons own one half of the weaith of this na-
tion, and the time is near st hand when the:
will control the other half unless there are rad-
ical chapges in the legislation of the country—
and there is no hope ot this without a change
in the composition of legislative bodies. 1t is
not necessary to interfere with party afliliations
to secure our rights; all parties will grant them
when earnestly and properly demanded. Not
to do so wou'd be to commit politicul suicide.
The Grange is not & partisan organization, and
cannot call political Conventions, nominate
candidates or discuss their merits. But we can
and must urge farmers to secure and retain all
the political rights which numbers and the im-
portance of the agricultural interests will justity.

OUR WISHES PRESENTED TO CONGRESS,

In obedience to the instructions of this body,
I visited Washington to *‘lay before Congress
such matters of legislation’ as were acted upon
at the last session of the National Grange. As
the representative of our Order, I was accorded
a respectful hearing by committees having in
charge matters of legislation upon which we
had defiued our views, and I have reason to be-
lieve thet some good results wiil follow. The
closing hours of a session, however, is not a fa-
vorable time to secure legiclation, especially
when Congress, by rules adopted for the govern-
ment of its deliberations, has made it possible
for one man to prevent the transaction of any
business. (Sensible men should never repeat
such folly.)

In securing a hearing with members, T was
indebted to that indefatigable worker, Brother
A J. Wedderburn, who has become quite well
acquainted with many members, and knew who
were friends and who were not.

1 was also advised and ascited by Brothers
irimble, Whitehead, J. K. Thompson and Lips-
comb. When all that seemed possible at the
ciose of the session had been accomplished, I
returned nome leaving Brother Trimble to
waich legislation, and summon help if our in-
terests seemed to demand it. I do not think it
is necessary to keep a committee constantly on
duty at Washington; but some one shiuld be
authorized to appear for us whenever there
seems 10 be a necessity therefor. I suggest that
care should be used in selecting our representa-
tive, and he should be authorized to speak For
Us only on questions and issues upon which we
have deficed our position, and upon which we
are suthstantially agreed.

There will undoubtedly be need of such repre-
sentative, from the fact that we areadvised that
members of Congress, representing private in-
torests, are already preparng to make an assault
upon the law regulating interstate commerce.
we cannot afford to have this law repealed or
modified, to suit the views of those who have
beeun deprived of some special privilege which
they enjoyed before its passage, to the detriment
of competitors. The Commission, composed as
it is of men ot high character, has been a whole-
some restraint upon those who control transpor-
tation Jines; and we may confidently hope that
if men of such unquestioned integrity are re-
tained upon the Commission we may in the
progress of time obtain reliable mformation
which will allow our law-makers to protect the
public interests without interfering unnecessa-
rily with railway management.

Efforts will be made to repeal or modify the
law regulating the manufacture and sale of ole-
omargarine; aud counteracting influences must
be brought to bear upon our Representarives,
For this purpose some one shounld be clothed
with discretionary power to appear and speak
for us, or the labors of the session and the in-
fluence of our organiza ion will be almoss lost.

LECTURE WORK.

The worthy Lecturer has with voice and pen
continued his labors throughout the year, and
we are pleased to believe, with good results.
The details will appear in the report which he
will submit. I have during the year visited
Gecrgin, Mississippi, New York Pennsylvania
and all of the New England States. As the
head ot this organization I have been grandly
received by the Patrons and farmers of these
States. I have addressed many thousands of in-
tel igent, earnest men and women, and all
seemed to indorse the sentiments uttered. I
hope these efforts will be ably seconded by the
Patrons of the States visited, and that the seed
sown may yield a bountiful harvest. This year

:orkurg of our Order will be long remembered

With this report of the transactionsof the
year, and the few suggestions offered, 1 place
the work of the session in your hands, knowing
that you will not forget the real purpose of our
coming together.
