The Second City in the United States for

Healthfulness—Something About

Her Past and Present.

The Pacific Rural Press, of San Francisco,
has just issued a National Grange edition
of forty page*, handsomely illustrated and
filled with choice and interesting reading

matter. Among the illustrations are ex-
cellent portruita ofthe founders and princi-
pal olficerß of the National Grange and of
the Past Masters of the State Grange; a

view of the birth place of the Order in
Washington, D. O.j views of the E. B.
Crocker Art liallery and School of Design,
of this city; view of the exhibit of Amador
county at the last California State Fair, and
an excellent birdseye view of Sacramento
(taken from one published sometime ago
by the Record U>:ios). Among other in-
teresting features of the excellent paper is
the following article in regard to Sacra-
mento :

The assembling of the National Grange
at Sacramento, the capital city of Califor-
nia, makes timely a reference to its history
and growth.

The city of Sacramento, the county seat
of Sacrameoto county and the capital of
the State of California, is situated on an ex-
tensive plain on the east bank of the Sao
ramento river, just south of its confluence
wi;b the American river. Its latitude is
38° 35' north, and longitude 121 C 30' west.
San Francisco and the I'aciric Ocean are
eighty-three miles distant by rail to the
west, and the base of the Sierra Nevada
Mountains about tweenty miles to the east.

HISTORICAL.
A settlement existed here Ion? before the

cession of California to the United States.
In IS';:> Ji-lm A. Suiter built a fort near the
present site ofthe city, upon a large tract
of land granted to him by the Mexican
Government, This fort is still to be seen
in the outskirts of the city. The graut to
General Sutter covered a considerable por-
Uod ofthe territory now occupied
city, as well as a large area ofiaad adjacent
thereto.

At the time cf the discovery of gold in
1848 there was no euch town as Sacra-
mento. Two miles below, on the Sacra-
mento river, a small town had been laid
out under the name of Sutteryille. but it
had never prospered, the fort stiil being the
center of trade and life. lathe fall of 1848,
after the announcement of the finding of
gold, when tbe mining operations had com-
menced along the Coalmines, American,
Feather and Yuba livers, a central depot
for the sale and distribution of supplies to
the miners became necessary.

A suitable place was found in the pres-
ent site of the city. Mr. John A. Sutter,
Jr., with the consent of Colonel Mason,
commanding a small detachment of United
States troops in the neighborhood, pro-
cured the services of Lieutenant William
Tecumseh Sherman as surveyor, to estab-
lish the street lines, corners, etc., of a
new town.

At this time Sacramento was the town
nearest the mountains, and at the junction
of roads running east and west between
the Sierra Nevadas and San Francisco, and
those running north and south through the
valley of the Sacramento river. It was.
consequently, the tirst town reached by the
parties coming across the plains, most of
which disbanded here.

Being the only point from which most of
the mining districts cf the day were readily
accessible, it became tbe point of distribu-
tion of large amounts of goods. Its popu-
lation was largely of the shifung class inci-
dent to a mining community, who came
and went as the reports of new discoveries
of cold drew the crowd in one direction or
another. Gradually its commercial inter-
ests fell into the hands of men who recog-
nized the value of the surrounding rich
lands, watered by overflowing streams, and
had laith in the development of the coun-
try, and growth of ihe young city, inde-
pendentof the mining population. These
nun founded many of what are now the
leading bouses of Sacramento, and to them
are largely due the erowth, wealth, and
importance of the city.

The city rapidly grew in importance, and
in I>.\>4 was made the permanent seat of
the State Government.' The population
has increased, until it is now about 35,000.

DESCRIPTIVE.
The city is noted far its beauty. It is

known as the "City of the Plain," from its
situation, as the "Capital City' from its
being the Capital of the State, and as the
"City of Roses' from the abundance of
beautiful tree 3, shrubs and flowers, espe-
cially roses, which adorn public and private
grounds throughout the city.

The streets are bread, straight and level.
In the business districts they are paved
with bowlders brought from near Folsom,
and in the other portions of the city they
are generally covered with gravel. Except
immediately in the business center, the
streets are almost uniformly lined with
beautiful shade trees. Nearly every resi-
dence, great or small, has some open
ground about it, decorated with lawn, semi-
tropi»l trees, ornamental plants or flowers.
The mild climate favors their growth, and
they flourish most luxuriantly from one
end ofthe year to the other. The views
adown the long vi3tas beneath the over-
arching branches, with many handsome
residences on either side, are very beautiful
indeed. The buildings in the business por-
tion of the city are chiefly of brick, while
tht1 residences are almost uniformly of
Wpod. Many of the latter are imposing
and beautiful. Most of them are built in
the ornate Italian villa style, with beauti-
fui surroundings of lawn and shrubbery.

The city enjoys the proud distinction of
holding the second place among the cities
of the United States for healthfulness. the
first being accorded to Auburn. New York.
For thirty years the usual records have
been carefully kept, and the comparison
with those ofother cities shows this city to
be as free from any form of disease offatal
chi-racter as any city in the Union, and
more 30 than any other city in the State.
Situated in the midst ofa valley devoted to
farming, traversed by rivers which at times
overflow their banks, mild forms of malaria
prevail to some extent, but rarely become
acute or severe. Epidemics of any kind
are entirely unknown. This is thehappy
result of good sewerage, good water and
good climate.
THE CAPITOL AND OTHEB PUBLIC IXSTITU-

TI.>-

The capital of California was perma-
nently located at Sacramento February i'j,
1864, and in W_" the present Capitol build-
ing was completed at a cost ofab.
000,000. The building is the finest
in the State. In the Capitol Park
are also the Exposition Pavilion of the
State Agricultural Society and the State
Printing Office, in which are printed, in
addition to the usual work for the State,
the text-books for use in the public schools.
The State Agricultural Society has also an
extensive park for the exhibition of stock,
and one of the finest race tracks in the
•world. The State Fairs are usually held in
September. The Masons and Odd Fellows
have each imposing temples in which their
Lodge-rooms are located. The United
States Government has purchased a site for
a Postoffice building, to be erected imme-
diately, for which an appropi iation of$100,-
--000 has been made. The County Court-
house (formerly used for a State Capitol)
cost $200,000, and a brick and iron Hall of
Records has recently been completed at a
cost of $50,000. The County Hospital, built
on the pavilion plan, can accommodate 175
patients, and cost $75,000.

There are in the city -7 hotels, 1 national
and 3 commercial and savings baiik, 3
daily. 2 semi-weekly (German i, 4 weekly
newspapers and 3 monthlies, and 17
churches. The Catholic cathedral cost
$250,000. I here are also 12 public school
buildings, 3 colleges, 4 private schools and 1
art school.

The State Library contains some 00,000
volumes ; and the free public library of
12,000 volumes is maintained by a small
city tax, and with the two-story building
in "which it is contained, is the property of J
the city. The Order of Odd Fellows main-
tains a library of about S,OOO volume3. The
Crocker Art Gallery is also the property of

th ecity. It is a brick and iron building,
three stories high, and in it are contained
some of the finest ptintines and statuary
in the Union, together with an extensive
cabinet of minerals, the property of the.State.

THE SACRAMKKTO SCHOOL OP DESIGN.

Among the attractions which willreceive
the attention ofthe Grange visitors willbe
the E. B. Crocker Art Gallery and School
of Design, which holds its sessions therein.
As stated, the gallery is the property of
the city of Sacramento, bnt the School of
Design is conducted by the California
Museum Association, which has the fol-
lowing Board of officers: President. J. A.
Woodson; Vice-President, Frank Miller;
Treasurer, D. O. Mills & Co.'s National
Bank: Secretary, M. S. Cushman; Direc-
tors, Mrs. Margaret E. Crocker, Hon. J. W.
Armstrong, J. A. Wood3on, Frank Miller,
David Lubin. Dr. George Pvbirn. Charles
McCreary, James E. Mills, James I. Felter,
Hon. Cnristopher Green. These parties
cherish the School of Design generously
and wiseiy, and have brought it to a high
degree of excellence.

SITUATION AND TRANSPORTATION.

Sacraraeuto is a railroad center, with
lines leading up and down the great val-
leys, over the Sierras, and penetrating the
foothill sections. Tne Sacramento river
relates it by steamer and sail navigation
with the bay of San Francisco and the Pa-
cific, and gives it the competitive ad-
vantages that result from the meeting of
ship and railroad. A line ot steamers runs
to San Francisco on the Sacramento river
and the bays, and another as far up the
stream as Red Biuff. The Sacramento
river is spanned opposite the city by a
railroad and wagon bridge, connecting it
with the town of Wasningtnn. Yolb
county; and the American river is bridged
on the line of Twelfth street :md also by a
railroad bridge a short distance above.
All the bridges in the county and all roads
are free.
