The Amy and Navy Overturn the
Braziian Government.

EFFECT ON COFFEE AND RUBBER.

The Minister of Marine Seriously
Wounded—The Imperial Fam-
ily to be Protected.

New Yorx, November 16'h.—At the
office of the Brazilian Consul-General Sub-
Chancellor Redman questioned the revolu-
tionary reports. He considers the fact sus-
picious that the news comes just at the
right time, with favoring conditions, to aid
in the speculation of coffee and rubber.

Probably what occurred was & bloody
encounter between the students of the mil-
itary and naval schools, who have always
beeu very jealous of each other, and seize
every opportunity to fizht. What confirms
this opinion is the shooting of the Minister
of the Navy. It is impossible that a revo-
lation overthrowing the Imperial Govern-
ment could take place hardly one month
after the lest generz! election, which re-
sulted in an overwhelming and peaceful
victory of the Liberals over the Ultra-Con-
servatives. The new Ministry and new
Parhament had a msjority of three-fourths
of the total vote of the country.

The Emperor may be said to be the first
Liberal of the country, and the Republi-
cans are in & minority. Moreover, the new
Ministry is composed of the ablest men in
Brazil, the Premier especially being a
statesman of the highest order, and is not
the man to vield to the rioters or step out
without fighting.

It looks strongly like a coup de bourse,
intended to raise the price of rubber and
coffee. The coffee crop will be short. The
production will be reduced by half, and
this seems a good time to wire such news
to New York.

IT APPEARS TO BE TRUE.

New York, November 16'th.—A. H. Al-
den, Secretary of the New York Commer-
cial Company received the following tele-
gram this morning from his London cor-
respondent. ‘““A Brazilian republic is prob-
able. Exchange is declining. A peaceful
settiement is likely.” The London corre-
spondents of the company are friends of
the Rothschiids, the London bankers of the
Brazilian Government.

L. W. Maurford & Co. received the follow-
ing from Rio de Japeiro: *‘There has been
a revolution in Brezil. The army and
navy combined.”

The Brazilian or S8outh American Agents
have received no further news. One of the
South American stcamers is due to arnve
Tuesday.

The excitemeut continues on the Coffee
Exchange and trading is brisk, but prices
have not gone as high as expected. Fifty
thousand bags of coffee sold at the Ex-
change this morning before the market
opened. Some lots sold at an advance of
forty points over vesterday’s closing.

The following figures are given as show-
ing the probable effect of Brazilian diserd-
ers on the trade in this country: Half of
our coffee, thirteen-sixteenths of oar rub-
ber, one-tenth of our sugar and a consider-
able percentage of our hides come from
Brazil.

THE STORY CREDITED.

WasHINGTON, November 16th.—No fur-
ther advices have been received at the
State Department relative to the outbreak
in Brazil. The Navy Department has no
advices at all on the subject, as the nearest
Unitad States vessels are at Montevideo, on
the South Atlantic Station.

Inquiry at the Brazilian Legation also re-
ceived the same answer. The Brezilian
Minister is inclined to believe the report
true, and thinks it originated between
members of the army and navy, who took
advantage of the fact that so many promi-
nent leaders were out of the country, five
of them being here in attendance upon the
Maritime Conference and the Pan-Ameri-
can Congress.

The two delegates to the Maritime Con-
ference are from the Brazilian Navy, and
are undoubtedly leaders thereof, and the
Minister believes if they had been in
Brazil the revolution weuld have been
stopped before it got fairly started.

The National Bank of Brazil sends a
cablegram that the revoiution was efi'ected
quietly.

New York and Brazilian coffee houses
have been cabled that the army and navy
are for the Republic. Z

A Rio cablegram received at the Coffee
Exchange this afternoon says that the con-
dition is critical; the Emperor is deposed.

REPUBLIC PROCLAIMED,

LoxpoN, November 16th.—A dispatch
received this morning concerning the revo-
lution in Brazil denies that the Mipister of
Marine was killed. He was shot and
seriously wounded, however, by the revo-
Iutionists.

A later dispatch from Rio reports that a
republic has been proclaimed with Senior
da Fonseca as President. The Imperial
Ministers have been placed under arrest
and kept in close confinement, The Pro-
visional Government has guaranted protec-
tion to members of the imperial family.
The Emperor is at his summer palace at
Petropolis, twenty-five miles north of Rio.
All business in the city is suspended.
There is no danger to life or property.

Brazilian securities fell three points on
the London Stock Exchange to-day.

CAUSE OF THE OVERTHROW.

New Yorg, November 16th.—A Posts
Washington special says: From gentlemen
intimately acquainted with Brazilian poli-
tics it is learned the revolution in Brazil
was purely military and only formidable
from the lack of troops outside of Rio to
bring against the revolutionists. The force
in Rio is about 6,000. There are not more
than 10,000 in addition, and they are scat-
tered a!l over the empire.

General Fonseca, who is the head of the
revolution, was accused of insubordination
last July. and the Minister of War pro-
posed to have him Court-martialed, bat the
Emperor forbade it. If the whole force in
Rio are of one mind, things can be carried
with hich hsnd. Parliament is to meet
next Wednesday. Many Senators and
Deputies are already in the city, If they
agree to recognize the new Government,
Dom Pedro’s abdication may be looked for.
If they do not, they will have to go to jail.

The revolutionists control the cable, and
deficite news may not be received for
several days. The revolution comes as a
great surprise. No financial troubles exist.
The August elections were peaceful. The
Liberal Cabinet proposed popular mess-
ures and the Emperor is universally liked.
The coup de main may atfect the statas of
the Brazilian delegates to the Pan-Ameri-
can Congress.

TCO MUCH OF A GENTLEMAN.

NEw Yorkg, November 16th.—The fol-
lowing dispatch was received from a busi-
ness house in Brazil this morning by a
resident partner in this city: “A republic
is proclammed.” Baron Thomsen, a Bra-
zilian Baron in the coffee business here.
who is familiar with Brazilian ‘aifairs, said
this morning that he was not much sur-
prised st the news. The Liberals for some
time have been seeking to overthrow the
Government. The Emperor is too much
of a gentleman to offer any opposition.

MORE CONFIRMATORY NEWS.

New Yorg, November 16th.—A cable-
m late this afternoon received by L. W.
Menford & Co. from John Matthews & Co.
of Rio, says both the army and navy are in
revolt. The downfall of the Emperor is

accomplished and a republic proclaimed.

DOM PEDEO WILL GO TO FRANCE.

New Yorg, November 16th.—A dispatch
received by a private individual from a
member of the Brazilian royal household
is to the effect that a republic has been pro-
claimed. ;

Another message from Eliis, of the well-
known coffee house of Ellis & Holsworth,
of Rio, received by Charles R. Flint to-day,
is confirmatory of the dispatch announcing
the prociamation of a republic.

A native Brazilian atrached to the firm
of Flint & Co. stated that the overtbrow of
the Emperor was altogether unlooked-for.
He had seen a letter written only twenty
deys ago from a leading member of the
imperial hous=hold to & friend in this city,
in which he spoke of the increased pros-
perity of the couatry. The letter also re-
ferred to festivals given in houor of the
Becreiary of the Navy. At the festival the
Brazilian navy was toasted and the health
of the Emuperor drank with secustomed

loyalty. The letter coacluded by saying: |

»Phis talk of a republic is all fancy. As
soon as the people went one let me know
and I'll clear ont.” The young Braziljan
is inclined to the belief tnat Dom Pedro
will go to livein France.
118 EFFECT ON TRADE.

New Yorx, November 16th,—Charles R,
Flint farnishes the following figures of im-
ports of Brezilian products lo the Uni ed

States: Coffee, $35,000,000; rubber, $13.- |
000,000; sugsr, $6,000,000; hides, $1,000,-
000. Of the total imports of such com-
modities from all sources, over half the
supply of coffee comes from Brazil and
thirteen-sixteenths of the rubber.

It is reported that only three months’
supply of crude Para rubber is in the
United States. If none arrives soon there
will be a general stoppage of the rubber
factories in the United States and Canada,

A PROVISIONAL GOVERNMENT.

LoxpoN, November 16th.—6 p. M.—An-
other dispatch from Rio de Juneiro states
the garrison has formed a provisional
Government, comprising Constant, a jour-
nalist named Quintino Bocaquiva and Gen-
eral da Fonseca. The populace is holding
aloof from the revolutionary movements
and believed that the Government will be
able to suppress it.

MANIFESTO ISSUED.

Loxpox, November 16th. —The new
Brazilian Government has issued & mani-
festo announcing that the monarchy has
been abolished.

Various provinces have sent assurances
of support to the new regime. The former
Prime Minister has been arrested, The
Emperor will be treated with the greatest
consideration.

SUPPRESSING THE NEWS.

Loxpos, November 16th.—The Commercio
Du Portugal of Lisbon published a cable-
gram dated Rio Janeiro, Friday, 4:30 ». M.,
reporting that an outbreak had occurred
but the people held aloof from the move-
ment and the Government had bopes of
suppressing the revolt.

From this tardy publication it is believed
the Portuguese, who control the cables at
this end, intercepted and withheld news
unfavorable to the Imperial Government.
It is noticeable that the Exchange here
and the Bourses of Paris, Havre, Ham-
burg, Anterp, Frankfort and Lisbon are
only nominally affected by the news from
Brazil.

AFTER THE EMPEROR.

Lisson, November 16th.—A newspaper
in this city received the following dispatch
from Rio Janeiro:

Troops have stsrted to capture the Em-
peror and his family. The populace is
dazed. Hopes are entertained tﬁat enough
troops will remain loyal to overcome tbe
rebels.

TO PROMOTE PEACE AND LIBERTY.

Buexsos Avyres (via Galveston), Novem-
ber 16th.—Dispaiches from Brazil say the
manifesto of the provisional Government
declares the object of the new regime is to
promote peace and liberty.

The permanency of the Senate will be
maintained, and all anterior legal acts will
be recognized by the new Government.

THE NEW CABINET.

Loxpox, November 16th.—The Brazilian
Cabinet has been organized as follows:
President, without portfolio, Dodora Da
Fonseca; Minister of the Interior, Aristido
Laba; Foreign Affairs, Equintin Boyanews;
Finance, Dr. Berboza; Justice, Campos
Salles; War, Benjamin Constant; Marine,
Admiral Vanderpoitz; Agriculture, Demit-
res Ribero.

General Da Fonseca has command of the
Province of Minis Meras. He was recently
punished for insubordination.

The Chamber of Deputies has dissolved,
and the Couuncil of State has been abolished.
Public opinioa seems to be in favor of a
peaceful trial of the new form of govern-
ment. Everything 1s quiet.

WHAT BLAINE SAYS.

W asHINGTON, November 16th.—Up until
to-night the State Department has received
nothing further from its representatives in
Brazil respecting the revolution there. The
latest cablegram from Rio de Janerio to-
night announcing the situation as ecritical
and the probability of a reaction favoring
the monarchy, was taken to Secretary
Blaine's residence by a California Associated
Press reporter, but the Secretary was en-
gaged.

It was then shown to Walker Blaine, who
after reading it stated that neither the Sec-
retary or the State Department had heard
anything from Brazil ofticially since the
cablegram of yesterday from the Consul-
General. They were anxious to receive
particuiars, but supposed that the revolu-
tionists had control of all the telegraph
cable lines and would allow notbing to be
sent out, and especially no news which
would not be to their interest.

Secretary Blaine was seen later, and cor-
roborated his son’s statement that nothing
had been received to-day from there, and
he declined naturally to express any opin-
ion on the trouble. It is known though
that the State Department officials gener-
ally believe that this revolution was borne
of the proclamation that freed the Bra-
zilian slaves, just as Lincoln’s proclama-
tion intensified the hatred of the Southern
slave-owners.

At the Brazilian Legation to-night the
same lack of definite news was to be found,
and all the newspaper men that called were
eagerly welcomed, in the hope that per-
haps they had some Iater and more favor-
able reports from this his native land.

The Brazilian Minister stated frankly
that be had received no direct advices from
Brazil, and all the news he had was gleaned
from newspapers or sent by friends in New
York.

“In fact,” he said, “if the revolutionists
have control of the country they also have
control of the telegraph lines, and of course
my friends there could not advise me. Be-
sides that, the press dispatches state that
the ministry are under arrest, and there-
fore they could send no word to me.”

He declined to discuss further until he
had official news on the suoject. Other
members of the legation talked of the situ-
ation freely, but desired not to be quoted.
They say that General Da Fonssca, who
appears to be one of the leaders of the rev-
olution, has always been a distiring ele

ment, and is the leader of guite a lairge
following. Some time ago he was success-
ful in having the Minister of War deposed,
since which time his following has in-
creased.

The Governor soon found that his ad-
herents virtually controlled the army, and

strenuous efforts were then made to keep
his followers out of the navy, but without
success, as the young Republicans gained
so strong a foothold there that when this
crisis came the navy cculd not be relied
upon.

The statement in the press dispatches
that citizens generally do not appear to be
supporting the revolutionists, gives en-
couragement to the attaches, as they be-
lieve that the Emperor will have their as-
sistance and thus put down the rebellion,
and all are anxious to hear fuller partica-
lars, in order to ascertain just what
strength the revolutionists have.

CABINET OFFICERS ABLE MEN.
WasHINGTON, November 16th.— Up to
midnight the Brazilian Minister here had
received no official advices from Rio de
Janeiro that added anything to the news-
paper dispatches.

Vhen showed the names of the new
Cabinet he said it was composed of able
men, but they were not all known as Re-
publicans when he lef: Breazil, and he could
not account for the change of sentiment of
some of them.

PLENTY OF CHECKS.

A Southern Contractor Who Was Handy
With His Pen.

Saxta AxA, November 16th.—About
four months ago the Trustees of this city
granted a franchise to James J. Hedges, of
Los Angeles, for water works suitable for
the city. He furnished bondsin tce sum
of 240,000 for the fulfillment of his con-
t-act. Upon investigating the Trustees
found that some of the names on his bond
were placed there without the consent of
the owners, or at lesst by the misrepre-
sentation of tacts by Hedges.

The latter was called to account by the
Board, but he managed to stay them off,
and in the mean time no water works have
been built.

The Board and citizens becoming tired of
Hedges' ways at last protested. One of the
latter on Monday last presented a board
bill for collection. Hedges made outa
check on the State National Bank of Les
Anpgeles. This was not taken and another
was produced. Mr. Ward, the payee, suas-
pected that all was not proper, and con-
ferred with the City Marshal, the latter
having been given 8 check for taxes by
Hedges on the same bank.

Thursday it was ascertained that there
was no money to Hedges' creditin the
bank, snd he was informed of the fuct and
given thirty minates to procure the money
or suffer arrest. He procured the money
from the proprietor of the Richelien Heotel,
settling for a $5 bill that be owed and giv-
ing a check for the balance of the money
borrowed. Goepper, on hearing of the
state of affairs, sought & settiement, but get-
ting no satisfaction had Hedges arrested
for obtaining money under false pretenses.

Then Palo Alto went off his feet but
caught handily and lost little.

He went to the three-quarter pole in 1:39.
Down the stretch he came amid intense
excitement. At the drawgate the horse
went up, swerved to one side, barely miss-
ing the fence. ~Marvin held him with a
strong hand, and the finish was made on a
square trot in 2:12}, breaking his record of
2:12%.

Stamboul was then driven by O. A.
Hickok for a purse of $100, to beat his rec-
ord of 2:13%, also to go in 2:12, to win a bet
of $10,000 between his former owner, Sen-
ator Rose, and W. H. Crawford, who were
both interested spectators. Marvin drove
the runner. The quarter was trotted in
:33. the half in 1:05}, the three-quarters in
1:392 and the mile in 2:12}. The mile was
trotted without a skip or a break, and the
opinion expressed by all the horsemen
present was that it was the prettiest mile
ever witnessed. When the time was an-
nounced the crowd went wild, an immense
shout arcse and hats were thrown into the
air. Hickok was congratulated on all
sides.

It is conceded that if Palo Alto had not
gone off his feet he would have broken the
stallion record of the world. Next Satur-
day Sunol, Palo Alto, Faustino and Stam-
boul wiil be trotted to beat the world’s
record.

Alfred G., by Anteo, with a running
mate, trotted to beat his record of 2:23.
He made the mile in 2:193 Marvin drove
him. The quarters were as follows: :34,
1:10, 2:193.

Palo Alto’s “Sport” was driven to beat
the record of 2:23% but failed, going the
mile in 2:25.

The next race was between Cora C., a
pacer, and Mambrino Chief, Jr., a trofter.
The first heat was won by Mambrino.
Tlme, 2:343.

The second heat was won by Cora. Time,
2:311.

The third heat Mambrino won. Time,
2:393 The finish was postponed until
Monday afternoon.

Two httle boys,
aged respectively eight and ten years, who
gave the pames of Fred and David Decker,
called at the police station and said that
thev were starving. They had had noth-
ing to eat since Thursday morning.

Finally the lads made up their minds to
come to Los Angeles in search of their pa-
rents, reaching here Thursday morning.
Since then the little fellows have walked
the streets, having no place to lay their
heads. Chief Glass turned them over to
Mre. Watson, matron of the Girls’ Home,
who will care for them until some perma-
nent provision is made.

An Insane Woman round Wandering in
the Desert.

Los AxGELEs, Noyember 16th.—The mys-
tery of the 1dentity of the woman supposed
to have been loston the desert ¢ast of Indio
has been solved.

I
arcordisgly paid my fare to that point,
intepding to walk the rest of the distance.
I think I can make it without great
trouble.”

Marrrosa, November 16th.—The exami-
nation of witnesses in the Villeman case
before a jury, on question of insanity, com-
menced to-day. Sheriff Turner, in charge
of the prisoner, testified regarding the lat-
ter's conduct. He had watched him closely
and believed his mind was unsound. Ex-
County Clerk Streeter was present at a din-
ner one evening, after the three brothers
were naturalized. His attention was called
to Ciesar’s strange actions. He noticed his
brotier Aleck restraining him, and subse-
quently noticed similar erratic movements.
His acqnaintance covered ten years. Cwesar
Villeman was sworn and examined through
an interpreter. The defendant appeared
nervous and dazed, but making efforts to
answer correctly.

The physicians were present, and will
give expert testimony to-morrow. The im-
pression is gaining ground that the prison-
er’s insanity is real.

TWO MINERS FROZEN TO DEATH.

The Catholic Churches in Baltimore
Will Make a Fight For
High License.

EX-PRESIDENT HAYES,

Crliiclses the Present Jury
System.

NasaviLLE (Tenn.), November 16th.—
Ex-President Hayes deliverea the annual
address before the National Prison Congress
in this city to-day. A featlure of the ad-
dress was reference to the inefficient jury
system which prevails in most of the
States. He said that the lack of popular
confidence in the fairness and jnstice of
criminal trials begets crime. Delays in
criminal proceedings in these days, when
wealth had such power, offers temptation
to bribe jurymen, and as to bribe taking,
he referred to the Cronin case as a recent
incident, and other examples.

Referring to the jury system. Mr. Hayes
spoke particularly of the technicality that
no man can git on a jury who reads news-
papers. Already this has been expunged
in some States and a rational rule hes
taken its place. It would be far more
reasonable, he said, to exclude from juries
men who did not read newspapers and
who do not form or express opinions from
what they have read. Intelligence should
not be shut out from the jury box.

Another example of our jury system is
the unanimous jury. If five-sixths of a
jury or three-fourths agree upon a verdict
of guilty, and if the presiding Judge ap-
proves the verdict, why shall it not stand ?
Under our republican system the gravest
questions are settled finally by a majority
of citizens, and these reforms depend on
th’?l popular judgment and the popular
will.

Referring to the guestion of convict
labor, Mr. Hayes made a strong plea in
favor of keeping the prisoners employed
in learning the useful irades. He said the
notion that honest iabor outside of prisons
will gain by supporting in idleness convict
criminals is now rejected in quarters most
influential.

He quoted an opinion from the official
journal of the Knights of Labor to support
this statement. Mr. Hayes arguedin favor
of indeterminate sentences for known
criminals, confining such until in the judg-
ment of some tribunal it is evident he is
likely to be a fit citizen.

1f a person is determined upon & crim-
inal life the best thing that can be done
for him and society is to confine him
where he can do no wmischief, and where
his labor will pay for his keeping.

COLLEGE BALL.

The Princetons Defeat the Harvards in a
Grand Game.

Bostox, November 16th.—Princeton de-
feated Harvard in the great championship
bzall game at Cambridge this afternoon by a
score of 27 to 15. The game was played on
Jarvis field, and the assemblage was the
greatest in the history of college atheletice.
It was a perfect day; theskies were bright
aud sunny, the ground hard and firm and
very little wind.

The Princeton delegation massed in the
northeast corner of the ficld. The Harvard
men were adorned with carnations and
chrysanthemums, while bunches of orange
adorned the bosoms of the fair supporters
of the orange and black.

Fally 10,000 pecple were siiting or stand-
ing in the field when the two elevens ap-
peared for practice.

The enthusiasm throughout the game
was tremendous and the college vells deaf
ening. It took fifty-tive minutes to play
the first half of the game. The score then
stood 15 10 10 in favor of Harvard. In the
second half Harvard was the favorite in the
beginning, but the Princetons made & mag-
nificent spurt and at 4:20 had a lead of five
points, and after playing for two howrs and
four minutes won the game amid the wild-
est excitement.

HIGH LICENSE.

A Catholic Crusade Against the Liguor
3 Traflic.

BavrtiMorg, November 16th.—The Catho-
lic Church will begin a crusade against the
liquor evil in this city next Sunday by a
mass-meeting in favor of high license.
There are about 2800 saloons in Baltimore.
It is claimed that a fee of $1 000 would re-
duce their number to about 900, which
would yield $900,000 to the public treasury.
The sentiment in favor of high license is
much more widespread than that favoring
prohibition. Grave doubts are held as to
the possibility of inducing the General As-
sembly at the session which begins in
January to pass a high-license bill. It is
clsimed, however, by the friends of the
proposed reform that the Catholic Church
can exercise considerable influence in less-
ening the work of politicians who favor

high license.
SUICIDE OR MURDER?

A Young Grocery Clerk Found in a Dy-
ing. Condition.

NEw York, November 16th.—At an early
hour yesterday morning & young man was
fonnd lying in a hallway at 231 West Six-
teenth street. In the right temple wasa
ghastly bullet-hole. An ambulance was at
once summoned, and the man was cerried
at once to the hospital, where he died
about an hour later.

He was identified as Charles Brown, an
emplove in the grocery firm of Acker,
Merrill & Condit, and is said to bave beena
cousin of Condit. He was 20 years of age.
The circumstances which led to his death
are not known. The police say that, in
company with a man nemed Cox, Brown
called on & young woman named Marie
Haruf, who occupied rooms in the house in
which the tragedy took place. The two
men quarreled about the woman, and Cox
drew a pistol and shot his rival. Cox was
arrested, and this morning arraignedin the
Jefferson Market Court.

“Pilot King Kid” Killed.

W. T. Murley, known as the “Pilot King
Kid,” entered the Silver King saloon yes-
terday morning while under the inflaence
of liquor. In afew moments Jim Ellis, a
well-known sporting man with whom Mur-
ley had quarreled, entered with two no-
torious women, and Murley opened fire on
him, shooting him twice before Ellis could
draw his gun. Both men emptied their
reyolvers, but only one shot was effactive.
It struck Murley in the left temple, passing
through his head and forcing both eyes
from their sockets. When raised from the
floor he still grasped his revolver in his
right hand. and attempting to replace his
eyes with the other hand, said, “Don’t take
me till I get another whack at him.” He
died in a few minutes.

R. J. Short Knocked Out.

PANAMA CANAL.

Investigation to be Made by a Commit-
tee of Engineers.

GRADERS OF €OTTON

Come Under the Provisions of the Con-
tract Labor Law.

LiverrooL, November 16+h.—The Liver-
pd»l Chamber of Commerce yesterday re-
solved to communicate with Lerd Salisbury
regarding the sciion of the Collector of
Customs at Norfolk, Va., who has informed
the Treasury Department ar Washington
that the employment in the United States
of clerks or graders, whose business it is to
classify cotton for the English markets, and
who are specially trained and sent out by
English brokers, as uunderstanding the
Britsh trade, is a violation of the contract
labor law.

Tre Liverpool Chamber protested against
suczh interference as being detrimental to
the trade, and resolved to request Lord
Salisbury to point out to the Washington
authorities the evil results that must fol-
low such action.

Growing Business.

Beruix, November 16th —The foot and
mouth disease in the neighborhood of Ber-
lin and in the provinces of Brandenberg
and Sileria unfortunately shows no signs
of yielding to the exceedingly stringent
measnres which have been taken against
it by the German authorities. Oa the
other hand, the new enterprise of import-
ing swine from Frence and the United
States, as well as oxen from the latter coun-
try, has proved very advantageous to both
sellers and buyers. These imports have
already begnn to have the effect of reduc-
ing prices here, besides yielding a good
profit to the exporters.

The Nicaragua Canal.

SaNx Juan Der Norte, October 28th.—
Everybody is enthusiastic over the canal.
The American ecgineers will lay siege to
the rock and wake a cut three miles long
which will sever the backbone of the new
world and eventually connect the Atlantic
with the Pacifie Ocean.

To-day the Chief Engineer and Nicara-
guan Commissioner Hart left for Managua
to smoke the pipe of peace and generally
shake hands over the pleasant and prom-
ising state of affairs which have grown out
of the recent little unpleasantness between
Nicaragua and Costa Rica.

Jem Smith Losing Caste.

Loxpox, November 16th.—Jem Smith
has lost caste since his defeat last Monday.
None of his old backers seem inclined to
support him, and though the match with
Slavin will probable come off, his friends
do not seem to be enthusiastic about it.

MORMON TESTIMONY,

A Descendant of Joseph Smith Upon the
Witness Stand.

Savr Lage(Utah), November 16th.—The
Mormons began the introduction of testi-
mony before the Court to-day to show that
no disloyal teaching is given in the Endow-
ment House. Apostle Smith, one of the
leaders of the church, and a descendant of
the original Joseph Smith, took the stand
and testified positively that no oaths were
taken and no penalties imposed upon the
apostates beyond excommunication.

Several monogamous Mormon business
men were sworn and testified that no oath
was taken against the Government, and
polvgamy was not obligatory.
