THE NEW COMMERCIAL BOARD.

A few daysago the Recorp-UN10S very
emphatically expressed its disgust for the
position taken by the San Francisco Cham-
ber of Commerce in refusing to promote
the formation of the Coast Board of Com-
merce. Since then the meeting for the
erection of the latter has been held, and
the San Francisco body has shown its con-
tempt for the ordinary courtesies by send-
ing a delegation to the assemblage for the
simple purpose of creating discord, ap-
parently, by withdrawing. If the scheme
contemplated a disruption of the Coast
assembly it signally failed of its purpose.
The Coast Board has been formed, and on
what we believe to be a sound and endur-
ing basis. It will pursue its course regard-
less of the San Francisco Chamber, but not
in any sort of antagonism to it. The aim
of the new body, as we understand it, is
the conservation of the trade interests and
the prosperity of the entire coast. San
Francisco is the chief port and city of the
coast, and will so remain. If, therefora,
there develops any antagonism in the mat-
ter between the two bedies named, it will
be due entirely to the attitude of the San

E Francisco, which has manifested a narrow- |
. ness of view and shortsightedness that is

! suprising in a body of merchants, who are |
| supposed to be alive to everything that will |
enhance the importance of the trade area

upon which they are dependent. The San
Francisco Chamber should disabuse itself
of the erronecus idea that it constitutes a
force sufficient for the commerce of the
coast, and that there is not need for co-
operation along the whole line between
bodies organized to conserve the interests |
of trade, transportation, production and
immigration, to say nothing of the promo-
tion of legislation that the needs of the|
coast demand.

THE FLYING MAIL.

The successful inuaguration of the new
flying mail, by which letter delivery time |
between the Atlantic and Pacific is reduced
by nearly twelve hours, is a feat upon
which the Postal Department may well
pride itself. But it will he well also not
to lose sight of the fact that this has been
accomplished
and business courage, in the face of what
half the world believed to be insurmount-
able obstacles, made a railway across the
continent possible. The flying mail is the
very least of the beneficence of the mighty
work, but it serves to illustrate how im-
mensely the nation has profited by the
construction of the transcontinental system
and how infinitesimal, in comparison, is
the question of financial obligation of
these transcontinental roads to the General
Government. The truth is, that if the
American people should forgive the rail-
ways their entire “indebtedness” the peo-
ple would still be the gainers by hundreds
of millions of dollars, besides for inestima-
ble added blessings of civilization, for the
upbuilding of the waste piaces, the indis-
soluble linking of the States, the practical
elimination of distance between the point
of production and the market place, the
almost incalculable saving in the adminis-
tration of the affairs of the War, Postal
and Revenue Departments of the Govern-
ment, and other and numerous benefits,
upon which too high a value cannot be
placed. Yet the spectacle is presented at
this late day of here and there an effort to
enkindle the spirit of the unrelenting
creditor, and to renew the fires of antago-
nism against influences that have been the
means of attaining such beneficent ends.
