THE SILVER CONTENTION MEETS.

More Developments in the Gigantic

Swindle Perpetrated by Fred-
ericksen & Co.—Etc.

SILVER CONTENTION.

Temporal-}' Chairman Kuni-iy Make- a
Stirring Speech.

St. Louis, November :26th.—The National
Silver Convention met this morning. Three
hundred and fifty delegates were in their
seats, together with a large number of spec-
tators.

James Campbell called the Convention to
order, and introduced L. M. Rumsey, ofSt.
Louis, as temporary Chairman, and Albert
Singer as temporary Secretary.

Rumsey said: "You are not a law-mak-
ing body.it is true, but as all laws are the
result ofpopular will, and as you have been
almost as popularly sent to represent the
people of these United States as are the
men i^rs of Congress sent to toice the will
of the people in Washington, it follows
that the Congress of the United States may
find through your deliberations and con-
clusions that you are the latest representa-
tives from the people upon the question of
silver coinage laws; that they must obey
tbe willof the people of the United States
and enact laws your body cannot enact,
which will give fo the people of the United
States the privilege of coining their silver
a3 freely as they coin their gold. In so
large an assemblage it would be strange if
there were not those who have some pet
hobby. No doubt it is very excellent and
desirable in some other Convention, but
the time for the discussion of this mone-
tary question is so brief that it is hoped no
extraneous subjects will be attempted to be
pushed upon the attention of this Conven-
tion."'

At the conclusion of his address the
various committees on credentials, perma-
nent organization and resolutions were ap-
pointed, and the Convention took a recess
until 3 p. m.

General A. J. Warner, of Ohio, will be
reported to the Convention for permanent
Chairman and Albert Singer for permanent
Secretary.

The Convention reassembled promptly
at 3 o'clock. The entire afternoon was
spent in the discussion of how the Con-
vention should vote, some contending that
each delegate present should be entitled to
one vote, others that a delegation should
vote its fullstrength by proxy, no matter
how many delegates were in the Conven-
tion. The matter was finallysettled by the
adoption of a resolution offered by Senator
Slewart of Nevada, that each delegation
should be entided to twenty votes, and all
over that number in any delegation should
be allowed one vote each. The Committee
on Permanent Organization reported the
following permanent officers: Chairman,
A. J. Warner of Ohio; Vice-Chairman, J.
M. McMictael of Colorado; Secretary, Al-
bert Singer of Missouri; Assistant Secreta-
ries—I. L. Dana of Colorado, T. J. Palmer
ofKansas aud J. A. Greer of Pennsylvania.

Chairman Warner, upon being intro-
duced to the Convention by Senator Stew-
art, thanked that body for the unexpected
honor. He said that no subject interested
the world more than the silver question.
The questioa has been a vital issue, and in
discussion the bi-metalliste had won a vic-
tory. An attempt to change the money
standard from gold and silver to gold alone
was worse than a mistake. Itwas almost a
crime. The people had suffered more from
bad monetary legislation than any other
cause. The first duty asked is the restora-
tion of the money standard which has ex-
isted for ages, that, silver be placed on an
equality with gold, at the ratio which has
existed. It was the duty of the country,
he said, to restore what should never have
been disturbed, and this Convention had
assembled to decide upon tbe best method
to hi pursued in reaching the desired end.

H. B. Chamberlain, President of the
Denver Chamber of Commerce, on behalf
of that body, tben presented a solid silver
eavel to Chairman Warner.

Noresolutions to be referred lo the Com-
mittee on resolutions were read, and it was
so recorded. Tbe committee is considered
a very strong one. and it is expected that it
will embody the wishes of the Convention
briefly aud so clearly that they willbe
easily understood. After the announce-
ment that there would be a reception at the
Merchant's Exchange to-night, the Con-
vention adjourned.

The interior of the music hall in the
Exposition Building, where the Conven-
tion is being held, presented a surprisingly
beautiful scene this morning. The stage
setting is one of the most elaborate ever
seen in St. Louis, representing the entrance
to a mine in the heart of the Rocky
Mountains. On either hand are giant
trees, and far up the ruineon the mountain
side can be seen evergreens. A tunnel en-
ters the side of a precipitous ledge, and by
an ingenious arrangement ot lights and
mirrors one can see apparently several
hundred feet into the mine. The Califor-
nians entered the hall in a body, carrying
with th»m a gorgeous blue silk, gold-
trimmed banner, the staff of which was
surmounted by a solid gold eagle.

FREDERICKSEN & CO.

More Developments In the Gigantic
Sn indie.

Chicago, November 2Cth.—Sensational
developments are following each other
rapidly in the million-dollar swindle of
Fredericksen it Co , the land agents. To-
night itis asserted that thousands of set-
tlers, mainly Scandinavians, in Kansas,
lowa and other Western Statea, who have,
as they suppose, paid for their land and got
deeds from Fredericksen, have absolutely
no title to it. Dark hints are dropped that
back of Fredericksen were parties in Mil-
waukee who are the real beneficiaries of
tbe gigantic frauds. Wholesale arrests of
clerks and other persons who brazenly acted
as Fredericksen's tools are talked of. To-
morrow the State's Attorney and the chief
sufferers will consult and organize a plan
ofaction. Eight or ten Eastern capitalists
are said by one authority this evening to
have contributed $100,000 to Fredericksen's
coffers, and $70,000 is thought to have
been dropped by a single victim out of
many in Milwaukee.

Another victim, Mr. Cowie, was heard
declaring this afternoon that Fredericksen's
arrest would be secured if it were necessary
to follow him to the end ofthe world. Cowie
says that 200 servant girls in Chicago in-
ves'ed with Fredericksen from $50 to $400
each, and have lest all.

Among the Chicago capitalists who are
mentioned as having h»d confidence in
Fredericksen, and suffered thereby, are E.
G. Southworth, the steel man, and S. W.
Rawson, the banker. Besides these the
losers are said to include the Fort Dearborn
National Bank and tbe Chicago Loan and
Trust Company.

Ki-Governor Rice, of Wisconsin, one of
tbe victims of the swindle, arrived this af-
ternoon. He admits losing $150,000, and
says Cashier Nunnemacbrr, of the Mer-
chants' Exchange Bank of Milwaukee, is
also a heavy loser, while C. D. Hendricks,
a prominent real estate broker of Milwau-
kee, has lost every cent he owned, and has
been forced to aasign. Milwaukeeans be-
lieved that tbe Cbicagoans bad investigated
Fredericksen, and they therefore did not
themselves investigate. Rice says Freder-
icksen's plan was to get an option of a
tract of land from some railroad company
and, representing that he owned it, sell
farms to ignorant emigrants. Abstracts
were furnished by notaries in Fred-
ericksen's office, who certified to anything.
Some weeks ago Fredericksen confessed
to Nunnemacher, Hendricks and Rice that
he bad been issuing fraudulent deeds and
mortgages, but the enormous extent ofde-
ception was not disclosed. The trioof cap-
italists let Fredericksen go ahead and form
a itock company for half a million dollars
to carry on the business, and themselves
took most of the stock. Since tben other
crookedness had come to their ears and
FreJericksen had fled. Rice iaya a number
of large dealers in railroad lands in Chi-

cago hold Frfdericksen's paper, but are
keeping quiet for ftar it will injure their
credit.

To-day Frcdericksen's book-keeper, Good-
bie, was held in bonds of $15,000 until Sat-
urday. Mr. Haugan. who was appointed
receiver for Fredericksen, asked to be dis-
charged. He reported the assets in sight
less than $100.

LYNX IN RUINS.
Twelve Acres Burned, and Six Millions

Won't Cover the Loss.
Lybs (Mass.), November 26th.—A con-

flagration unequaled in years ianow raging
here. The lire started in the four story
wooden building of Mower & Bro., and
soon ignited Mower's brick block in the
rear.

In thi wooden building were located
Mower & Bro. and Klorimond <fc Mower,
shoe manulactuiers ; A. Cherburg, manu-
facturer of dongnla shoe 3, and G. H. &,I.
M.Bennett & Co.. slipper manufacturers;
and the machine shop.

All the buildings within a quarter of a
mile of the Market street depot, including
the Western Union telegraph offices, are
bnrned down. All of the Lynn newspaper
offices and tbirty-five sho6 factories are
also destroyed.

The firemen are now blowing up the
buildings in hopes ofchecking the progress
of the fire. Military companies from Lynn,
Salem and other places are guarding the
streets. The streets are tilled with people
burned out of house and home.

The burned district is at present bounded
by the following streets : Silsby. Mulberry,
Oxford, V/'llow, Monroe, Washington,
Sprir.e auJ Mount Vernon. This includes
every building on the streets named as far
as they extend, and on the following streets
beyond thpji: Ceu'ral avenue, Almont,
Union, Exchange and Market streets.

There is a report that twelve men have
been killed, but it is not verified.

LATER PARTICCLABS.
The fire has now burned to the water's

edge, and can spread no further. The ter-
ritory burned over is from ten to twelve
acres. The ruins are still burning fiercely,
but the flames are under control. The loss
is estimated at between $6,000,000 and $",-
--000.000.

The streets were covered with a network
offallen wires, which somewhat impeded
the progress of the iiremen. The central
station of the Boston and Maine road was
burned flat, and the flames were getting
across Mt. Vernon street. At this juncture
several citizens asked the Mayor to have
some of the brick blocks in Mt. Vernon
street and the Cential Church blown up
with dynamite in order to stop the flames.
The Mayor thought such a course would
imperil lives and be a hindrance to the
firemen. Several small buildings were,
however, blown up down on Exchange
street, but the effect was very slight. A
hopeful feeling prevails, and there ia no
question but that the citizens and the shoe
manufacturers will soon rally from the ter-
rible catstrophe.

Over 6,000 persons are deprived of em-
ployment and 200 families are homeless.
The Mayor has issued a call for aid.

At half-past 10 to night the fire was un-
der control, after burning to the water
front. It is now estimated that the loss is
between five and ten millions. The num-
ber ofbuildings destroyed is 296; number
of brick blocks, 42; mercantile and manu-
facturing establishments, 112; dwellings,
14l\ One hundred and sU'.ytwo families
are homeless.

ANOTHER COKFLAGRATION.
Leechijurg (Pa.). November 26ih.—A

fire broke out ' . this place at 6 o'clock this
evening and for three hours raged fiercely,
destroying a large portion of the business
and residence section of town. Among the
bnildings burned are the Poatoflice. the
Advance building, the Leechburg Bank
building, the Hill Bank building, Coch-
rau's block, Squire's block, and twenty or
twenty-live dwellings and stores. The loss
is between $fro 000 and $100,000. The in-
surance is light. The night is cold and
many homele>s ones will sutler severely
from exposure.

Vandcrbilt's Control.
New York, November26th. —A letter ad-

dr-vseil to Cornelius Vanderbilt has been
cent to the stockholders of the New York,
Ontario and Western Railroad, with the
request that it be signed, to be used as a
proxy at the annual election on Jannarv
15:h. It is believed in Wall street that the
Vanderbilts wilt name the next B.jard of
Directors. President Depew says it is ad-
vantageous for the Central and the Ontario
and Western to work in harmony. It is
reported in Wall street that the Canadian
railroads, especially the Canadian Pacific,
with the Ontario and Western, are buoyant
in London on the authoiity that the Van-
derbilts control the latter, and have traffic
arrangements with the former which will,
when published, provoke hostility with
Canadian roads.

Quite Successful.

Cleveland (O.), November 26th.—At
Wooster. Ohio, two young girls, Hittie
Sang and Minnie Snyder, were arrested on
the charge of burglary. Las', week two
boys, named Shaffer and Eikin, were sen-
tenced to the penitentiary for burglary.
The property they stole has since been ex-
hibited in the window of the store of David
Nice, the man from whom it was stolen.
Miss Sang and Miss Snyder weie admirers
of Shaffer and Eakin. On Saturday they
went to Nice's store, broke the plate-glass
window with a hatchet, and took the stolen
goods away. On their arrest the girls con-
fessed, giving as the only motive for the
crime that they "wanted to do something
devilish."

Deliberate Murder.
New York, November 26th.—James

Tierney, the crippled and aged watchman
on the Morgan Line pier, this afternoon
discharged Joseph Kinney, a 'longshore-
man, for neglecting his work. Immedi-
ately upon receiving his wages Kincey pur-
chased a pistol and returning lay in wait
for his victim. When the watchman re-
turned from his dinner Kinney sneaked
up behind him and shot him in the back.
Tierney started to run, but Kinney fol-
lowed, firiDg shot after shot into his back
nniil he had emptied the last barrel.
Tierney fell against a cotton bale, mortally
wounded. The murderer was arrested.

i*robably a Baseball Combine,

Colcmhus (O), November 2t!th.—John
M. Ward, ofthe Brotherhood, was here last
night, and held a consultation with the Fi-
nance Committee ofthe American Associa-
tion. He was not registered at the hotel,
but was recognized by a number of per-
sons. This is taken as an indication that
arrangements for a combination of the As-
sociation and the Brotherhood are on foot,
although the Association people here deny
it.

Tin Fort Worth Road Sold.

New York, November 26th.—After a
conference lasting all day, between Presi-
dent Adamt, of the Union Pacific, and
President Jones, of the Denver, Texas and
Fort Worth Roads, it was announced that |
the sale of the Fort Worth road had been I
settled, but that the officials were not yet
ready to give up a detailed statement. No
information as to the terms could be ob-
taictd from officers of the Fort Worth
Company.

Steamer Bnrned.
Nkw Yobk, November 20ih.—The Ger-

man tramp steamer Energie brings details I
of the burning of the British steamer San-
tiago at eea November 17th. The crew
was removed by the ship A. J. Fuller, en
route to this port from Santiago. The
cargo consisted of over 2,000 bales of cot-
ton and a large quantity of corn and other
produce. 6he was a screw steamer, of3,183
gross tonnage. The agents here are unable
to estimate the loss.

Natural Gas Explosion.
Dattok (O.). November 26th.—At Haw-

thorne a two-story brick dwelling in the
western part of the city was blown to
atoms at 1 o'clock this morning by an ex-
plosion of natural eas. Two children werekilled, and Scott Hawthorne, his wife and,
father were terrribly and fatally injured.
They were taken to the hospital. The ex-
plosion was heard all over the city.

CALIFORNIA 0N WHEELS.

The Kihii.ilion Will Not be Shotrn About
the State.

San Francisco, November 2Cih—There
are busy times just now in the exhibition
cars that are soon to start Eastward to tell
the people of States beyond the Rocky
Mountains of the wonders of California.
The three cars have been sidetracked at
the Southern Pacific depot, Third and
Townsend streets, ever since they came
from the Sacramento shops, about a month
ago. Carpenters, carpet-layers, curtain-
hangers, plumbers and others have since
been busy, beside most of the chosen crew
of the cars have been putting ie their time
in getting things in readiness. To arrange
the two exhibition cars with taste as well
as strength, and the living car with neat-
ness as well as comfort, has taken time. It
is hoped now that all will be ready to start
on the route outlined by the first part of
next week.

The cars now, althouch not ready for in-
spection, look well. Wines, dried fruits,
preserves, photographs and other displays
are in position. On the ceiling of the wine
car are various Scriptural injunctions and
classical maxims, relative to the value ot
wine properly used. There are some beau-
tiful Yoeemite views, and a long colored
photograph of Del Monte, by Jackson of
Denver, will attract attention. Tbe ex-
hibits are beirjg so arranged that the cars
willpresent an attractive sight t. observers
outside, wines, fruits, etc., being shelved
close against Ihe large windows. The liv-
ing csr has been fitted up very snugly.
Mrs Lauck will accompany Major Lauck,
who will be in charge of the car. To pre-
vent any possibility of clashing of author-
ity it has been distinctly arranged that Jos.
McDonald, of tbe State Board, shall have
full charge of the exhibition, while Major
Lauck is in sole control of the train and all
its movements. The plan to run the cars
about the State, before starting East, has
been given up. A catalogue of California
products, most of which will be repre-
sented in the exhibition, has been compiled
by Advance Agent High, and will prob-
ably be published for gratuitous distribu-
tion. The train willgo first to Los Angeles,
thence to El Paso and Kansas City, and on
to St. Paul and the Northwestern country.
After this it will be sent East, and Vice-
President Mills of the State Board says it
shall not return until fully 1,000,000 people
shall have visited it.

DARING TRAIN ROBBERY.

Maoked Men Hold Cp a Train in Indian
