A NOBLE EXAMPLE.

Colonel Charles F. Crocker has author-
ized the San Francisco press to announce
that his brothers, William H. and George
Crocker, and their sister, Mrs. Alexander,
and himself, the heirs under the will of the
late Mrs. Charles Crocker, have resolved
that so far as can be ascertained, they
will strictly carry out the wishes of their
mother relative to charitable bequests,
though her will gave all her estate to her
children absolutely. With the will were
found certain memoranda indicating that
Mrs. Crocker was preparing data for a
more elaborate will reciting her wishes re-
garding certain benefactions. Upon the
basis of such memoranda the heirs named
propose to distribute the estate.

‘We submit that this is one of the rarest
and noblest examples of high-mindedness
and tender affection. It is very, very rare
to find any persons in this age of money-
getting to whom an estate of millions of
dollars bas been left by a will itself con-
taining no direction as to other disposition,
seeking out the intentions of the testator
that 1#¢ behind the will, and yielding up a
large share of the estate to comply with
such legally inexpressed intentions. By the
declaration Colonel Crocker has made the
heirs of the lamented lady, who was held
in such loving regard in this her early
home, have set an example to the world
that must bear bountifully of good fruit.
Tn carrying out their expressed intention,
théy will erect imperishable monuments to
their o#n characters. Very rarely indeed
do we indulge in remarks concerning mat-
ters privy to the domestic circle, but here
is an example that belongs to the world
and concerns it ; one that should have that

frank and warm commendation and the
honest recognition that it deserves.

THE treaty between Italy and the King
of Shoa, recently concluded, gives the
former country a footing upon the shores
of the Red sea that will amount to Italian
occupation of Abyssinia. It is said by
correspondents who assume to know, that
the English Government already regrets
her consent to the new compact. England
really did the hard work of subduing the
warlike Abyssinian King and Italy reaps
the profits. King Menelek, of Shoa, will
probably find the Abyssinians resisting his
assumption of authority over them, but
backed by the power of Italy they will be
easily cvercome by Menelek. The im-
portance of the treaty that gives Italy her
new advantage is found in the fact that the
Italians now have direct communication
with Central Africa, and an outlet on the
east and northeast for whatever trade may
be developed in that region when the hos-
tile tribes on the east border are finally
subdued, while England, Germany and
France will still find their stations far
from the trade and the routes of travel ob-
structed by unfriendly tribes.

LATER advices con.rm the earlier story
that Stanley experienced the greatest
difficulty in inducing Emin Pasha to leave
the inhospitable province where he had
ruled. Stanley was finally compelled to
threaten to turn about at once and leave
him before stubborn Dr. Schnitzter would
yield. This will be called by many
bravery on the part of the Austrian ex-
plorer, but it bears closer resemblance to
stubbornness and in-
sensibility to danger.

BOGUS MESSENGER.

A Young Confidemnce Operator Narrowly
Escapes Imprisonment.

A well-dressed young man, named B. B.
Owens, a resident of Selma, Fresno county,
was arrested yesterday morning by officer
Arlington at the Western Hotel on a
eharge of obtaining money under false pre-
tenses. Mr. Tanneyhill, proprietor of a
candy-store at 426 J street, was several
days ago visited by Owens, who said that
he was one of Wells, Fargo & Co.’s shot-
gun messengers, and asked for the loan of
$5 until he received hls salary. The candy

man having formed his acquaintance at
Fresno believed him and accommodated
him with the money.

Tanneyhill saw no more of Owens until
yesterday morning, when he met him by
accident. When Owens was asked to re-
turn the $5 he said the express company
would pay him during the day, and then
he would settle. Tanmneyhill doubted his
word, and asked agent Tracy if there was
any salary coming to Owens. He was in-
formed that no person of that name was a
shotgun messenger.

Wells, Fargo & Co.’s special detective,
John Thacker, and officer Arlington hap-
pened to be present and immediately went
in search of the bogus messenger, with the
result that he was arrested. Tanneyhill
did not want to prosecute Owens, but
Thacker insisted, so that he finally sworeto
a complaint.

In the afternoon Owens was taken before
Judge Buckley, who allowed him to go on
the payment of a $5 fine and the return to
Tanneyhill of the money he falsely ob-
taincd from him.

Detective Thacker says that there have
been several persons traveling around the
country representing themselves as Wells,
Fargo & Co.’s detectives and messengers,
and he intends to make it his business to
arrest some of these individuals and have
them punished severely.

WILL SWEAR TO IT.

What a Sacramento Pioneer Saw During
His Eastern Trip.

“Bob” Allen was yesterday relating to
some friends the wonderfal things he saw
while East. Among others was a great
pork-packing establishment at Cedar Rap-
ids, Ia., which Robert inspected through-
out, He commenced at the yard where
the hogs were kept and followed them
through to the room where the pork was
packed. He told how seven thousand hogs
a day wereslaughtered, dressed and packed,
and said that not an iota was allowed to go
to waste—bristles, hair, blood, intestines—
evervthing was saved.

‘You don’t mean to say,” remarked one
of his listeners, ‘‘that absolutely every por-
tion of each hog is utilized in some way ?”

“That’s what I say,” replied the returned
traveler, with emphasis. “I tell you there
isn't a thing wasted but the squeal of the
bog when they first hang him up to cat his
throat !”

Value of the Signal Service.

The following item is clipped from the
Chino Valley Champion of November 224,
in which the value of the United States
Signal Service weather predictions are
highly appreciated :

“Writing of the effects of the October
rains on the raisin crop at Riverside, Grif-
fin & Kelley, Riverside packers, say: ‘Per-
haps 20 per cent. of the first crop was on
the trays more or less cured. As the grow-
ers her_e bad ample warning, every tray in
Riverside was stacked and carefally roofed
over before a drop of rain fell, and we
state it on our honor and veracity that the
damage caused by the rain did not affect
the quality of these raisins in any percep-
tible degree.’

“If these packers had not had warning
of the coming rain they would have lost
about 20 per cent. of their gross pack.
Others profited by the same warning. This
one firm packed about 100 carloads of
choice raisins at Riverside; therefore the
Signal Bervice enabled them to save twen-
ty carloads. A very little expansion of
thought will convince anyone of the al-
most incalculable value in dollars of the
United States Signal Service.”
