Secretary Proctor Says the Country
Demands a Better Navy.

MEETING OF CONGRESS T0-DAY.

The Republicans Have a Bare Quo-
rum in the House—Illness of
One of the Members.

{SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

OPENING OF CONGRESS,

The Republican Caucus Has But a Bare
Quorum on Organization.

WasHINGTON, Deécember 1st.—The first
session of the fifty-first Congress will open
to-morrow. The general expectation is
that an adjournment will not be reached
until next fall, owing to the narrowness of
the Republican majority in the House and
the great number of contested election cases.

The declared determination of the Demo-
crats is to resist the revision of the rules
and the passage of the Federal election law
and tarift bill framed on Republican princi-

les.

4 The business of the day in the House will
be simply thet of organization, which will
be effected by a call of the rcll by the hold-
over Clerk of the House aud the

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

In the usual manner, the Speaker first, and
in accordance with the declaration of the
caucus.

There will be no objection offered to
Reed of Maine for Speaker, McPherson of
Penneylvania for Clerk, Holmes of Iowa
for Sergeant-at-Arms, Adams of Maryland
for Doorkeeper and Wheat of Wisconsin
for Postmaster.

The Chaplaincy isin some doubt. The
caucus nominee is Rev, Charles Ramw~dell,
of Washington, but there are several Re-
publicans inclined to vote for the retention
of Rev. Charles Milburn, of Illinois, the

WELL KNOWN BLIND PREACHER,

Who will be the nominee of the Demo-
crats. Mr. Milburn’s afiliction appeals to
the sympathy of most of the members in
spite of his politics, which are strongly
Democratic. .

Itisnot expected the Democrats will
have a chance to cffer any opposition to
an organization by the Republicans. Bat
three Republicans were absent from the
caucus on Saturday, and two of those have
arrived since. The third is Congressman
Wilber. of New York, who is seriously ill.

This indicates a pretty full attendance of
the majority which, with the members
from the new States, will amount to 169
Republicans. The full membership of tre
House is now 330, the Democrats having
161 of this number. This gives the Repub-
licans a majority of eight, but it does not
give them much over a quorum. Oune-half
of 330is 165, and a quorum is 166. The
Republicans thus bave but three more
than a quornm with a full attendance.

With Wilbur absent they will have but
two.

Shouild the Democrats refrain from
voting, it will be necessary for every Re-
publican to be on hand. There will be
none to spare at any important crisis

It is reported that a point will be raised
against the successor of Congressman Nut-
ting of New York, Mr. Paine, who comes
with a certificate from the Secretary of
State, but without a certification from the
State Board of Canvessers. This State
Board does not meet until the middle of
December, and if the Democrats object to
swearing in the new member until he is
properly certified, the Republicans will
have but one over 2 quorum.

One of the mew Democratic members,
Amos Cummings of New York, is in the
same boat with Payne.

THE PRESIDENI'S MESSAGE,

It Will Not be Delivered Until Tuesday
Morning.

WasnincToN, December 1st.—Owing to
the fuct that the entire day to morrow will
be occupied by the organization of the new
House of Representatives, President Harri-
son’'s message will not be sent to Congress
until Tuesday.

The annual report of Secretary Tracy
will be transmitted Wednesday noon.

The coming Congress will have brought
before it a number of matters with which
the public has become well informed.

Among them are the Blair educational
bill; bills to forfeit land graats, general and
special; to declare trusts ualawful; the de-
pendent pension bill; bills to repeal the
Civil Service and oleomargarine-tax laws,
and various measures relating to the tarifl,
iniernational revenue and genera! financial
systems.

There will also be presented to the Sen-
ate resolutions of investigations made dur-
ing therecess by several Commissions upon
the dressed beef business, the subject of ir-
rigating the arid land, the relation of the
Canadian Railroads to the interstate com-
merce law and the commercial relations
existing between the United States and
Canada, including the Alaskan seal fish-
eries.

The silver question will speedily come
up in some shape.

The tripartite treaty with Great Britain
and Germany respecting the control and
direction of affairs in Samoa is the princi-
pal topic to be discussed under foreign
affairs, together with the proposed new
scheme to promote a commercial union
with Canada with a view to its ultimate
annexation.

MINERAL LANDS,

Suggestions From the Secretary of the
Land Department,

WasHINGTON, December 1st, — In the
General Land Office report of mineral
Jands in railroad land grants, the Secretary
says: It isreported that the work of ex-
amining ex parte mineral entries is*in ar-
resrs about two and a half years, and in
coniest cases about two months.

There have been suspended in the offices
lists of railroad selections involving some
5561 207 acres upon questions as to
whether the company shall be required to
furnish mineral affidavits or not. A ques-
tion presents itself in regard to the min-
eral lands lying within the grant of rail-
roads running through mineral belts and
which would otherwise then, because of
their mineral character, be included within
the railroad grants.

An Act of Congress absolutely and un-
qualifiedly reserves all mineral lands from
the railroad grants made to the most ex-
tended and important railroads of our
country, and this reservation affects the
claim of such roads as the Northern Pacific
to a large portion of its land subsidy.

It also affects to a very cobsiderable de-
gree the Central Pacific and Southern Pa-
cific roads, with some others, and how to
determine what are the mineral lands at
this time, when the roads are claiming their
grants, is indeed a difficult and most im-
portant matier.

Origipally, it was left to the company to
make affidavitin a form adopted by my
predecessors, and by them deemed sufficient
for a long while, but by which it was not
made necessary for the officer taking the
oath to swear to his actual knowledge that
the land was not mineral.

Many of the selections made by the rail-
roads under their gran's were supported by
sach affidavit, but upon the same coming
before the Commissioner of the General
Land Office, he demanded that further affi-
davits should be made, the same as re-
guired from settlers on homestead claims,
whereby the actual knowledge of the fact
that the same was not mineral land was
required to be sworn to.

his the railroad companies have failed
to do, insisting that their claims, made
under the ations at the time existing,
are valid and should be allowed.

This question is not yet determined, but
it is deemed a matter to which your atten-
tion should be invited for the purpose of
having, if necessary, some further legisla-
tion upon the subject.

On one hand itis to be noted that addi-
tional effidavits has been required since the
selections were claimed. On the other
stands that of the absolute reservation of
the law and the right of the pecple to en-
joy these mineral lands, if such indeed
the(rie be among selections made by rail-
roads.

If legislation ig not made on this sahject
the Department wili haveto decide by such

light as may be obtained as to the real na- l
ture of the lands, whether mineral or not,
however difficult the inquiry may be, and
whatever responsibility is assumed.

It is deemed best, however, that a law
should be passed by Congzress enabling the
Land Depariment to thoroughly investi-
gate the character of the lands supposed to
be mineral, and within the reservation of
the law before the railroad is entitled to
any cession whatever,

It would require considerable appropria-
tion for the purpese of investigation and
survey, and connected with this, authority
should be given to the Secretary of the In-
terior to refuse to certify lands to railroads
until there was a clear proof that the same
were not mineral.

The question is most important. Itis
far-reaching in its results, and may aftect
the wellfare and independence of many of
our citizens.

It would not be unreasonable to direct
{hat the paten{s izsued should themselves
contain a reservation of any land therein
described if it proved upon further develop-
ment to be actually mineral land.

The mineral land shculd be preserved
for our people, and there is no claim on the
part of therailroads to obtain these sources
of vast wealth not intended for them that
should be humored to the least degree be-
vend the law.

This I say in no spirit of hostility to rail-
road companies, bat from thorough convic-
tions that the best interests of the Republic
would be served by dividing this vast min-
eral wealth among individuals.

The Secretary joins in the recommenda-
tions of the Commissioner of Indian
Affairs in relation to separatincg the Tule
River and Hoopa Valley Indian Agencies,
and in relation to the intruders on the
Roand Valley Reservation.

He also recommends legislation to pre-
serve the lands of the Mission Indians for
their use.

Of the attemps to secure the coal lands
on the San Carlcs Reservation the report
says that if the inhabitants of Arizona need
the coal contained in these acres, for which
the Indians themselves have no use and
whick they will neither work nor lease to
others, there should be some steps taken
by the Government to have the Indians
compeneated to a reasonable degree, and
the lands bronght into public use under the
laws as established.

Of the re-rating of pension cases, which
is discussed at length, the Secretary says:
The intentisn is to correct all of these
evils for the future under the present Com-
missioner of Pensions, and so far as the
law will allow to exact the return of money
which it has been found was illegally paid.

This will prove a tedious and somewhat
difficult undertaking. But in view of the
enormous sums of money that might have
been expended had not this evil been cor-
rected at the time it was, the Government
may be well satisfied, I think, even if it
should have to lose a large portion of that
already paid out.

Pension legislation is discussed at length
and many of the recommendations sub-
mitted by the Commissioner sustained.

UNCLE SAMW'S NAVY.
Secretary Proctor Submits an Elaborate
and Interesting Report.

WasaiNeTON, December 1st.—The report
of the Secretary of the Navy Department,
given publicity to-night, says : The eflective
force of the United States navy, when all
the ships now authorized are completed,
excluding those which by process of decay
and operation cf law will by that date have
been condemned, will comprise eleven ar-
mored vessels, ¢f which only three are de-
signed for fighting at sea, and thirty-one
unarmored vessels, making a total of forty-
two. )

If the country is to have a navy at all, it
should have one that is suflicient for com-
plete and ample protection of its coast in
time ot war.

1f we are to stop short of this we might
as well stop where we are and abandon
the claim to influence and control upon
the sea. Itis idle to spend our mcney in
building small, slow-going steamers that
are unnecessary in pguce and useless for
war.,

It is little better than a repetition of the
mistaken policy that prevailed in onur early
history, of building gunboats that were laid
up or sold as soon as the war broke out.

The country neecds a navy that will ex-
empt it from war, but the only navy that
will accomplish this is a navy that can
WAZe WAT.

The policy of military apggrandizement
is totally repugnant to our institutions and
is likely never to be entered npon. The
present question has nothing to do with
such a policy, It is a practical business
question of insuring our property and our
trade, in which the commercial cities of
the coast portion, our lake frontier and
centers of production in the interior are
alike interested.

The navy's war ships when the popula-
tion numbered thirty millions included |
ninety vessels of all classes. Before the
completion of the present programme,
which will give a total of less than half that
number, the population will have more
than doubled, and the wealth of our coast
subjact to ipjury or destraction will have
increased tentold

The annual increase of wealth in this
country is estimated to equal that of Eng-
land, France and Germany, and before it
can create an effective navy its population
is ceriain to exceed that of any two of
these Powers combined.

Such a nation cannot be indifferent to the |
events taking place in close proximity to its
own coasts, threatening the freedom of its
commerce and the safety of its sea shora,

Troubles that have arisen and that will
continue to arise in the Gu!f of Mexico
and on the Pacific Ocean concern the pros-
perity and development of the United
States too closely to be ignored, and cur
interests in these localities are too import-
ant to be left lopger unprotected.

The cost of building the navy casts no
perceptible burden npon a country of our
vast resources. It is a premium paid by
the United States for the insurance of its
acquired weaith and its growing industries,
and compared with the interests that are
secured, the rate is low.

It is a cheaper price to pay for safely.
We collect in duties in six months in a
single port & greater sum than we could
spend in building a new navy in six years.

For the past two years the Government
has paid its creditors for the privilege of
discontinuing its debt, before it was dve,
twice the sum we have spent in its recoa-
struction.

The performances of some of the new
vessels is noted. The Secretary then pre-
sents his compliments to Secretary Whit-
ney as follows: In view of these facts, the
extraordinary statement put forth in the
Becretary's report for 1536, and never after-
ward correcied, that the comparison of
these vessels with the Esmeralda and other
foreign ships indicates a ‘“simple abandon-
ment on the part of the Department of an
attempt to reach the conditions which
should have been attained,” musi be set
down as a mere flight of political rhetoric,
absolutely without warrant or justification.
If the Department requires any vindication
from such a charge, its complete yindica-
tion is to be found in the vessels them-
selves

Referring to the necessity for the new
and improved plants for ship-building, the
Secretary says:

On the Pacific coast there are large and
growing interests of vital importance, not
only to that immediate neighborhood. but
to the whole country throughout its length
and breadth.

Among the enterprising and rapidly-
growing cities whick form the bulwarks of
our commercial property in that guarter
there are some, like iacoma and Seattle,
which it is physically impossible to protect
by any land fortifications.

To abandon these cities, defensible only
by a navy, to the possible attacks of an
enemy, and to subject to needless risk
this coast and the vast region which it bor-
ders—a region second in importance to no
other part of the United States—is to be
gailty of almost cnnminal negligence.

The necessities of our vulnerable posi-
tion therefore demand the immediate erec-
tion of two fleets of battle-ships, of which
eight should be assigned to the Pacific
-coast, and twelve to the Atlantic and Gulf.

They must be the best of their class in
four leading characteristics — armawment,
armor, structural strength and speed.

The last is nearly as essential to battle-
ships as it is to cruisers, It may safely be
assumed that, other things being equal,
a battle-ship of the highest speed will asa
rule be the victor in an action, for she can
choose her position and keep the enemy at
a disadvantage.

In addition to battle-ships, the situation

of the country requires at least twenty-four
vessels for the coast and harbor defense.
Their employment—that of floating fort-
resses—requires that they should have a
powerful battery and the heaviest of armor,
combined with moderate draft.

At the present time eight vessels of this
type are under construction, five of which
are recors'ructed monitors.

This would make the future navy consist
of twenty battle ships, twenty coast defense
ships and sixty cruisers, or 100 vessels in
all, which is believed to be a moderate esti-
mate of the proper strength of the fleet.

Of the sixty cruisers required thirty-one
arenow built or authorized. For the in-
crease in the number of cruisers, which are
considered simply en auxiliary to the tight-
ing force of battle ships, we may wisely
wait until the latter are n process of con-
straction.

The question of site for the new North-
west Navy Yard is discussed at length, the
Secretary making no choice between Point
Turper and Lake Weshington.

The estimates for the fiscal year coming
are fixed at $£25,600,000.

LEAD ORES.

Congressman Bartine Interviews the

President on the Subject.

WasHINGTON, December 1st.— Congress-
man Bartine, of Nevada, who was elected
a delegate to the Silver Convention at St.
Louis, found it impossible to get away to
attend the meeting. Mr. Bartine has taken
an active interest in the Speakership fight
and has given it particular attention in the
interest of the coast. It was absolutely
necessary that he should be preserit at the
caucus yesterday, and he gave up all idea
of going West.

Mr. Bartine had an interview with Presi-
dent Harrison yesterday in relation to the
decision recently made by Secretary Win-
dom on lead ore.

The President showed himself very
favorably disposed toward the lead-ore pro-
ducing States, and admitted the justice of
the complaints made by the representa-
tives of those States over Mexican and
Canadian competition.

He said, however, that it was a rule with
the Administration not to disturb the rul-
ings.of its predecessors, and that he could
not, therefore, make any recommendations
in his message. He thought the best thing
to be done with the matter was to secure
from Congress legislation bearing so thor-
oughly upon the tariff upon this sobject
that there could be no misconception on
the part of any of the department.

HOLOCAUST.

The Owners of the Building Charged

with Criminal Negligence—

Twenty-five Lives Lost.
{SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO TEE RECORD-UNION. )

VERITABLE DEATH-TRAP.

The “Tribune” Building Condemsned
Three Years Ago—List of the Dead.

MixNEaPOLIS, December 1st. — Four
smoke-blackened walls towering up about
2 steaming and smouldering mass of ma-
chinery, brick and building debris is all
that remains of the eight-story, brick
Tribune building, in which, antil to-day,
has been printed three daily and a weekiy
newspaper, and where was located 2 num-
ber of offices.

All day a constantly-changing and ever-
increasing crowd of sight-seers thronged
the streets, watching the efforts of the fire-
men to subdue entirely the flames which
they brought under control about 2 o'clock
this morning.

The building has been considered dan-
gerous for some time, its loose coastruction
permitting the heavy machinery to jar the
whole building. There wes

BUT ONE PIRE, JUAPE,
And it was at the end of the building
where the fire raged the fiercest. The sin-
gle stairway was spiral, narrow and dark,
and wound around the elevator shaft.

Three years ago the inadeqnate fire pro-
tection of the building was considerably
agitated, the matter being taken up by the
Trades and Labor Assembly and carried
finally to the city officials, an attempt being
made to have the building properly pro-
tected or condemned, but nothing came
of it.

For some time the Union Lesgue Club-
roum, where the fire started, has not heen
used, and the origin is a mystery. The
room is

CLOSE TO THE ELEVATOR SHAFT,

And the breakine of a window in efforts to
extinguish the flames gave a draft which
quickly carried the fire to the elevator and
cut off the escape of those who had delayed.
A few broke through the stifling smoke
and scorching flames, but others sought
escape elsewhere. ]

Being at the scu'h end of the building
and the sclitary fire escape at the norih
end, the printers were cut off. A number
of them climbed out of the windows and
clung to the ledges waiting for help, which
in several cases came too late.

Their piteous cries altracted the atten-
tion of the firemen and a number of them
were saved, whi'e others fell off the ledges
or dropped from the tfelegraph and tele-
phone wires by the means of which they
tried to escape.

The sight of the sufferings of the burn-
ing and strugglivg men brought tears to
the eyes of the bravest.

A PATHETIC INCIDENT.

One of the most pathetic incidents was
the attempt of Jamez Igoe to escape.
bad got clear of the building and was grad-
ually workivg his way along the wires to
safety, while the crowd below anxiounsly
watchied his brave sttempt to save his wife
and four little ones their bread-winner, but
his strength failed, and a groan went up
from the crowd below as he was seen to
slip and fall to the roof of the boiler-house,
receiving fatel injuries.

He was lifted gently and started to a
drug store, but died few moments,
breathing a last word of loving care for his
family.

A net was stratched to catch him, but he
was too heavy for it, and striking the
ground, he was fatally injared.

So far as learned, nie of those on the
building were quite seriously burned or
bruised in escaping, but it is not thought
their injuries are dangerous.

THE OWNERS OF THE BUILDING REFUSED TO
PROVIDE FIRE ESCAPES.

MixNeEaPoLis, December 1st—Minneap.
olis Typographical Union, No. 42, met this
afternoon and adopted resolutions stating
that the records of the Tribune and Journal
chapels showed that committees had been
repeatedly appointed to confer with A. B.
Nettieton, who at the time had charge of
the building, and begged bim to furnish
proper means of escape in case of fire. This
he refuzed to do. The case was then taken
up by the Trades and Labor Assembly and
a committee of that body labored long and
earnestly with Nettleton, but all efforts
failed. >

The position in which the only fire es-
cape on the boilding was placed rendered
it practicaily useless. A prominent mem-
ber of the Fire Department has said he
had been trying fur three montbs to have
an additional fire escape placed on the
building.

‘ WE MOST SEVERELY CONDEMN THOSE

Whose dutv it was Lo place a sufficient
number of fire escapesin the Tribune build-
ing, and for not so doing in our judgment
this is a proper sabject for the Coroner to
carefully and fully investigate, and place
the blame where it belongs.

Anton J. Dahl, & book-binoder, was on an
upper floor, and it is beiieved that he is
among the lost.

The elevator man, who meade three trips
after the fire broke out, says he saw a man
come from the office and try to escape, bat
a sheet of flime struck him ard the un-
fortunate fellow drew a revolver and shot
himself. It is thought that this was Dahl.

Chief Stettson of the fire department
lays the blame for the loss of life to a lack
of fire escapes.
