beating tiic New Senators In the Classes
to Which They Belong.

Washinbtos, December 4th.—After the
opening of the Senate this morning the cre-
dentials of Pierce and Casey, as Senators
from North Dakota, were presented, and
tbe Senators took the oath ofoffice.

Hoar reported back the resolution offered
by him on Monday providing a mode for
ascertaing by lot the classes to which the
Senators from the three new States—North
Dakota, South Dakota and Washington—
shall be assigned as to their respective
terms oftervice.

Cullom thereupon presented certificates
from the two Houses of the North Dakota
Legislature, designating Pierce es Senator
for the long term.

Hoar contenaed that the Legislature had
nothing to do with tbe matter, which ex-
pressly devolved on the Benate.

Gorman remarked that identically the
same case bad been presented in regard to
the first Senator from Minnesota, when th«
Legislature designated Rice as the Senator
for the long term, and the Utnate decided
that the action could not be regarded by it.

The resolution was agreed to, «nd a draw-
ing by lot (as provided by it) was proceeded
with. The result was that »f the two Sen-
ators from the State of W«ihi»flon Squire
was assigned to the clasj ofBeti«tort whose
terms expire March 3, 1891, aad Allen to
the class expiring in March, 1803. Of
South Dakota, Senator Moody got the short
term and Pettigrew the long term. Of
North Dakota, Senator Pierc* got the short
term and Case the long one.

A petition presented by Cullom of the
Short Horn Producers' Association favora
subsidies for steamships to South and Cen-
tral America, and favors Chicago as the
site ofthe proposed World's Fair in 1892.

BILLS IHTKODUCBD.
Five hnndred and five bills were intro-

duced during the day, among which were
the following:

By Cockrell—Of Kansas City Commercial
Exchanee in favor of St. Louis as the site
for the World's Fair, with Chicago as sec-
ond choice. Also in favor of one cent let-
ter postage.

By Sherman—To make and alter the
regulations as to the time, places and man-
ner ofholding elections for Representatives
in Congress.

By Reaean—To dftine trusts; for the free
coinage of silver; to repeal the Act for the
sale of bonds; to redeem legal tender notes.

By Dawes—Extending the pension laws
(a bill prepared by a committee of the
O. A. R)

By Stewart—To provide for free coinage
of both gold and silver, and for the issu-
ance of coin certificates to circulate as
money.

By Morrill—To refund direct taxes col-
lected under Act of 1861.

By Spooner—Two bills as to the election
of members of Congress. Also a bill to
regulate commerce by telegraph.

By Manderson—To grant pensions to
ex-soldiers incapacitated for manual labor;
to prevent the summary cancellation of
pension certificates, and "provide for the
heariDi: in cases relating thereto.

By Vance^—To repeal the dvil ser :-e
law.

By Evarts—Several bills to increase the
salaries of United States Circuit and Dis-
trict Judges.

By Voorhees—For payment of arrears of
pensions from the date of death or dis-
charge.

By Cullom—To equalize the rates ofpen-
sions in certain cases.

By Farwell—To perpetuate a national
banking system.

By Call—Making it unlawful and provid-
ing for the forfeiture of vessels owned by
subjects of foreign Governments fishing
within three leagues of the coast of the
United States or within any of the bays or
headlands of the United States.

By Paddock—To exempt railway mail
employes and Pos'office Inspectors from
the operations of the civil service l»w; to
provide for the disposal of the Fort Sedg-
wick military reservation in Colorado and
Nebraska to actual settlers; to permit the
organization of national banks with a cap-
ital of less than $50,000 in towns of less
than 6.000 population.

By Morgan—A bill from last Congress re-
ferring the Lorba claim to Court of Claims
for a final adjudication.

By Mitchell—Extending the Mexican
Pension Act to all who served thirty days
or more in any war since 1845.

By Turpie—Granting a pension of one
a month for each day's service in the army
during tbe late war.

By Dolph—That the States of Oregon,
Washington and Montana shall constitute
the Tenth Judicial Circuit, with a new Cir-
cuit Judge; also, a bill for the torfeiture of
a part of the Northern Pacific grant; also,
to repeal the pre-emption and timber cult-
ure laws; also, appropriating $1,000,000 to
enable the Secretary of War to purchase
necessary sites for fortification at such
points where such sites have not been pur-
chased or acquired.

By Mitchell—Appropriating $2,000,000 for
the constructiou of a boat railway at the
Dalles and Celio falls, and at Three and
Ten-mile rapids, on the Columbia river,
Oregon.

By Wilson of lowa—Amending the In-
terstate Commeice Act, so aa to provide
that any article of commerce manufactured
and the sale of which is prohibited in any
State, shall not be transported and deliv-
ered within that State by any transporta-
tion company.

By Reagan—Giving all the holders ofsil-
ver bullion of the value of $50 or more tbe
privilege of having the bullion coined into
silver dollars.

Cameron introduced the subsidy steam-
ship bill introduced by him in the last
Congress.

Dolph introduced a bill providing for
fortifications and other tea-coast defenses,
as recommended by the Board appointed
by President Cleveland to select ports at
which fortifications are most urgently
needed. Among the ports selected are San
Francisco, the lake ports. New Orleans,
•ialveston, Portland, Oregon, and Snn
Diego. The bill appropriates for the pur-
pose $12G,377,800, to be expended over a
period of twelve years. The guns for the
batteries on tbe Pdcific coaat may be con-
structed at the Government gun factory to
be erected on that coast at a cost not to'ex-
ceed $1,000,000.

Senator Manderson introduced a bill i»
accordance with the recommendations of
the Secretary of War, to increase the
efficiency of tbe infantry of tbe army.
Each regiment shall be composed of twelve
companies, with one Colonel, one Lieuten-
ant-Colonel, three Majors, one Adjutant
and one Quartermaster. Tbe bill also pro-
vides tbe number of enlisted men of the
army shall be increased to 30.000.

Senator Cullom introduced a bill for the
riispo?al of all the public lands of tbe
United Btates in California. Oregon. Colo-
rado. Nevada, Washington, Montana, North
and South Dakota, and in other Slates that
may be formed out of the Territories of
Arizona, Kew Mexico, Utah, Idaho, Wyo-
ming ana Alaska, which have not been
otherwise disposed of or reserved before the
acceptance of this Act by the States and
their ratification by Congress. It provides
that those lands shall be ceded to tbe States
in which they lie on condition that the
States shall convey not more than SO acres
susceptible to remunerative irrigation to
any one settler. If the State shall elect to
sell the lands, the proceeds shall be used
for the irrigation of such of the lands as
may be made remuneratively productive.
If the land is given to settlers, it is to be
taxed and the proceeds applied to irriga-
tion purposes.

By Wilson oflowa—Subjecting imported
liquors to the provisions of the law of the
several States.

By Davis— Granting pensions to ex-

soldiers and sailors incapacitated for man-
ual labor and to dependent rela'ives.

By Mitchell—To prohibit objectionable
foreign immigration, encourage desirable
immigration and defend American labor;
also for the admission of Idaho as a Stale.

The Senate then proceeded to executive
business and soon adjourned.

SURPLUS AND REDUCTIOK.
Of the surplus and means of redactionthe Secretary says : "The accumulation of

money in the Treasury beyond the neces-
sities of the Government endangers legiti-
mate business, leads to excessive and waste-
ful public expenditure, and to encourage
extravagance in private affaire. In the
preseace ofiuch conditions it is a manifest
dmy lv wisely guard against a future need-
less accumulation with its fruitful train of
evils. Ifa portion of the surplus revenues
can be used to enlarge our foreign markets,
and thereby advance our commercial and
productive interests, it is the part of wisdom
to bo apply it. The strengthening of our
coast defenses and the building up of our
navy, subjects of national concern, otter
further opportunity for wise expenditures
that would return money directly to the
people. But after making provision lor
such expenditures as may be proper and
reasonable for these purposes, a large an-
nual surplus will still remain, under the
operation ofexisting laws.

"The reduction of the interest bearing
debt ofthe Government by the purchase of
bonds is an expedient resorted to for
returning part of this surplus to the
channels of trade, and is the only
means now open to the Secretary of the
Treasury for the use of this money. To
require from him this measure ofresponsi-
bility and discretion is ofdoubtful wisdom.
The possible successful appeal to this dis-
cretion tempts individuals to rush business
undertakings, in the belief that the money
in the Treasnry will be nsed to avert a
threatened disaster. In the absence ofsuch
discretion in the Secretary, the possible use
of this money would cease to emerinto the
calculations of the business world. It is
manifestly wrong to take money from the
people for the cancellation of bonds to the
saving of only about 2 Der cent, of interest,
when it is worth to them peibaps three
times as much in their business. It is
rather through a reduction of customs re-
ceipts and internal taxes that the unneces-
sary accumulation of money in the Treas-
ury should be avoided."

The Secretary then recommends the
abolition of taxes on tobacco, making a re-
duction of$32,000,000, and of the removal
of the tax on alcohol used in the arts,
making a further reduction of $5,400,000.

TARIFF FOR REVENUE.
Treating of the tarill question, the Sec-

tary depreciated the tariff for revenue as
follows : "The tariff for revenue only con-
templates such an adjustment of duty as
willyield tha largest amount of revenue at
the lowest rates. It means the largest pos-
sible qnantity of importations consistent
with the amount of customs revenue re-
quired to defray the expenses of Govern-
ment. Ifunder the protection of the tar-
iff $300,000,000 of importations would pay
an annual revenue of $100,000,000, to pro-
duce the same amount half the rates under
the tarifffor ravenue only would require
$600,000,000 of importations. The re-
sults of this policy, in the case supposed,
would be to take from the American pro-
ducers their home market for $300,000,000
on products and transfer it to their foreign
competitors, while it would thus deprive
our workmen of employment. It would
also deplete the country of gold to pay for
foreign labor and material, which should
ba supplied at home."

The Secretary goes extensively into the
subject of tariff inequalities and recom-
racnds legislation for the improvement of
customs administration. Fixed salaries
are recommended forCollectors of Customs.
Tue imports during the year amounted to
$745,131,652 and exports to $742,401,375.

SUBSIDIES TO VESSELS.

Subsidies to American vessels are recom-
mended. Tke Secretary says: "American
vessels running between San Francisco and
Asiatic ports and receiving mail compensa-
tion of say $14,445 32 a year, have to com-
pete with the subsidized" shipt) of England
and other countries, and especially with a
new line recently established for the ex-
press purpose of preying upon our com-
merce, both on land and aea. This latest
and boldest attack upon our transportation
interests is backed by subsidies of $300,000
per annum on the line between Port Moody,
in British Columbia, and China and Japan,
and $600,000 on the Atlantic line between
Liverpool and St. JohDS, New Brunswick.
The railroad which forms a connecting link
to these two steamer lines, and thus gives
a through route from Liverpool to Chirm,
has been aided to the extent of $1(>.504,504,
as stated in the annual report of the Pacific
Railway Company. During the past iWca'.
year we paid to foreign steamers for carry-
ing our mails $396,583 81, and to our steam-
ers $109,828 14.

PILVKE PROBLEM.
After thoroughly discussing the silver

question, the Secretary recommends the
following plan: The Issue of Treasury
notes against deposits of silver bullion at
the market price of silver when deprwited,
payable on demand In such quantities of
silver bullion as will equal in value, at the
dnte ot presentation, the Dumber of dollars
expressed on the face ofsilver, or in gold
at the option ofthe Government, or in sil-

ver dollars at tbe option of the holder, and ]
the repeal of the compulsory feature of the
present Coinage Act.

The Secretary desires to call special at-
tention to this proposition, believing that
in the application ot its principles will be
found the safest, surest and most satisfac-
tory solution ofthe silver problem, as it is
now presetted, for the action of this coun-
try. In explaining the proposed measure,
at this time, it is intended to deal only
with its general fi-atures; but if desired, a
bill embracing the details believed to be
necessary to its satisfactory operation will
be prepared and submitted for the consid-
eration ofCongress.

WOOL-GROWERS.

Columbus Delano Makes a Strong Speech
on the T:irill'.

Washington, December 4th. —At the
National Wool-Growere' meeting, a com-
mittee to prepare an address to tbe wool-
growers of the United States was ap-
pointed. Columbus Delano, of Ohio, Pres-
ident of the National Association, deliv-
ered the annual address. He said both
food and clothing should be produced at
home, not purchased from abroad, when
the people who consume them have facili-
ties for their production.

" Influenced by the Act of 1883," he con-
tinued," wool-growing languishes through-
out the United States, and, without relief,
must soon perish. In Texas the wool clip
of 1883 was valued at $9,228,234. In 1887
it was $5,0161(74, showing a loss of $4,211,-
--560. Is it desirable to extinguish the in-
dustry best adapted to this va3t section
under the cry of 'free trade' or ' free
wool ?'

"Cuder the influence of the Act of 1883
our annual clip has been reduced 55,000,000
pounds, while it should have increased at
the rate of two per cent, annually to keep
pace with the Uhtural growth of the coun-
try. To those who favor 'free trade' as our
true policy, I add no protest against free
wool. Ifit be 'free trade' as a system, let
us have it pure and simple, without adult-
eration or duplicity, under the name of
•incidental protection.' Let us do one thing
or the other, and have an economical pol-
icy that is entitled to an honest and correct
name. A 'tariff lor revenue,' with inci-
dental protection, is a delusion and a fraud.
We need a national policy on this subject,
honestly named. If 'protection,' let it be
general and uniform, embracing every
American interest that can be profitably
pursued by our people,"

At the conclusion ot the addrrss the
meeting adjourned and tbe delegates in a
body called on the President and Secretary
Rusk. Tceir brief interview with the
President, as well as that with the Secretary
of Agriculture, is said to have been very
satisfactory.

JUDGE BRKWER.

President Harrison Sends His Name to
the Senate.

Washington, December 4th.—President
Harrison to-day Bent the following nomi-
nation to the Senate: Justice David J.
Brewer, ofKansas, to be Associate Justice
ofthe Supreme Court of the United States:

[David Joeiah Brewer was born In Smyrna.
Asia MiDor, June 2", 1837. He studied at Wes-
leyan Luiveriity and at Yale, where lie was
graduated in lbJO; studied law in the otllee of
his uncle, David Dudley Field, in New York
city: was graduated at Albany Law School in
1S&6; was admitted to the bar in New York city;
engaged iv fanning in Stuckbriu't.-e, Mass.; in
lSdb-S), removed t> tne West and practiced his
profession in Kansas City, Mo., aud attepvard
in Leavenworth. in 18<>1—1 he was a United
states Commissioner, in IJS62-5 Judge of Probate
and Judge ol the Leavenworth County Criminal
Court, in 1565-9 Judge ofthe First Judicial Court
ofthe State, and at tbe same time Superintend-
ent ofPublic Schools; in 1569-70 City Attorney,
and in 1870-S1 Judge of the Kansas Supreme
Court. He tilled the office of Vice-Pre»ident
and subsequently that ol President of the Board
of Education. In 18,84 he was appointed by
President Arthur United Slates Judge for the
eighth Circuit. ]

FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

NICARAGUA CANAL.

Officials Favor the Accomplishment ot
the Great Project.

Managua (Nicaragua), November 12th.—
Meuocal, of the Nicaragua Canal Com-
pany, and the Nicaragua Government
Canal Commissioners, have been cordially
received by President Sacasa and Cabinet,
and the details of the canal boundaries are
settled satisfactorily. The party will start
on their return journey to Greytown to-
morrow.

The work along the line of the Nicara-
gua Canal progresses favorably. It is ex-
pected that by March neit dredges can
open the harbor and excavate tbe same.
Reinforcements on the Atlantic side of
men and material are constantly arriving.
The health of the construction party is ex-
cellent. President Sacasa says: "I am
heartily in favor of the accomplishment of
the Nicaragua Canal. I will do all in my
power to assist."

Several of his Ministers also pronounced
themselves in favor of the enterprise.

LIQUOR TRAFFIC.
The Liberals Request a Popular Vote on

the Question.
London, December 4th.—The session of

the liberal federation at Manchester, was
continued to-day. A resolution was
adopted to demand Iheurgency at the com-
ing session of Parliament fora billembody-
ing tbe "one man one vote" principle.

Resolutions were also adopted favoring
the shortening of the duration of Parlia-
ment; a reduction of the period of residence
enabling a man to vote to three months ;
compulsory powers to acquire allotments;
abolition of duties on tea, collee and cocoa,
and to direct a popular vote on tbe liquor
traffic, and disestablishment of the Church
of England.

Gladstone was given a non-partisan re-
ception in the Town Hall.

He made an address, in which he dilated
upon the value of municipal institutions
as among the best guarantees of social se-
curity.

This, be said, was demonstrated by the
improvement they have eflected in the life
and the condition of the great masses of
the people.

STANLEY AT BAGAMOYO.

The Arrival of Hi« Party Causes a Pro-
found Sensation.

Zanzibar, December 4th.—Stanley has
arrived at Bagarnoyo, accompanied by
Emm Pasha, his daughter Frisa, Captain
Casati. Lieutenant Stars, Nelson, Jephson,
Dr. Parke, Bonny and 260 women and
children. The remainder of the party,
about 350 men, are coming leisurely down
the coast to Baeamercole. All are well.

Stanley's arrival has made a great sensa-
tion here. Business is entirely suspended.
Several dhows have started to meet the ex-
pedition.

Trouble In Belgium.

Brussels, December 4th.—In the House
of Deputies to-day a Eadical deputy, Cara,
denounced the Government for dismissing
Chief Detective Gautier. whom, he said,
had been made the "scapegoat." The
Government itself was responsible for the
employment cf agents to provoke and to
lead excited men into crime. There was a
great crowd assembled daring the discus-
sion, and many collisions with the police
took place ouiside.

Appealing to the Kaiser.
Beblih, December 4th.—Two hundred

thousand miners employed in the Treas-
ury coal mines in Saw district have peti-
tioned the Kaiser to intervene in their be-
half. They complain that even unmarried
men cannot live on the wages they get. as
rations are very dear.

Banl Times in the Faderland.
Viensa, December 4th.—The city is

snowed up again. Provisions are from 15
to 25 per cent, dearer on account of im-
peded communications. The postal serv-
ice is dene on tleighs.

Fully 60 per cent, ofthe shoe and leather
houses of .Lynn were burned out by the re-
cent fire. The number of shoe factories
that went up in smoke was eighty, while
fifteen sole-leather cutters and sixty dealers
in shoe-tops and stiffenings and other shoe
findings were bnrned out. The aggregate
losses to those branches :s over $2,200,000.

RAILROAD MATTERS.

The failure ofthe other members of the
Association to filecopies ofcontracts affect-
ing the competition of passenger business
is assigned as the reason.

At to-day's meeting of the General Pas-
senger Agents a committee was appointed
to confer with the transcontinental lines on
the subject of a division of through rates.
It was agreed that the Missouri river east-
bound lines will raise rates from river
points on December 15th, based on $-'1 50
for rirbt-class and $19 for second.

HOTHIKG ACCOMPLISHED.
Chicago, December 4th.—The General

Managers' Interstate Commerce Railway
Association spent tbe day in a futile effort
to adjust the basis of rates ou the Kansas
City and Nebraska business. A further
etlort willbe made to-morrow.

FORGER ARRESTED.

A Young Lady Who Raised 835,000 by
Forging.

Chicago, December 4th.—Ella C. White,
the handsome young teacher of Elmira, N.
V., who suddenly disappeared a couple of
months ago after the discovery of the fact
that she had fraudulently obtained about
$25,000 by ihe forgery of other people's
names and spent the money in speculation,
was located in Chicago several days ago,
and to-day was taken to Elmira on a"requi-
sition. Since coming here a couple of
morths ago, she has been speculating in
bucket shops, and this resulted in her dis-
covery, descriptions having been sent out
by the Eimira police.

GROVER WOULD NOT HAVE IT.

The Pope Made Overtures Which Were
Not Considered.

Chicago, December 4th. — The JWirV
Washington special says: It is true, as
stated by Dr. McGlynn in bis sermon at
New York last Sunday, that the Pope made
overtures to President Cleveland about two
years ago with reference to sending a Papal
Nuncio to this Government.

Cardinal Gibbons, who resides at Balti-
more, was the intermediary, arid took occa-
sion to souud the President in an interview
about a year ago last March, after he had
discussed the matter at length with Secre-
tary Bayard.

The Secretary, it is understood, looked
favorably upon the proposition, and ar-
ranged an interview between the Cardinal
and the President on the subject, but Cleve-
land immediately repudiated the idea, and
told tbe Cardinal, in a diplomatic way, that
any communication the Pope might have
to make to this Government would be re-
ceived through him with quite as much
favor as if it came through a commissioned
envoy.

POLITICAL TKCST.

Leading Prohibitionist* Seeking to Estab-
lish a Trust Fund.

New York, December 4th —The draft of
a certificate ofincorporntinn by tne leading
Prohibitionists of the United States has
been submitted to Judge Lawrence of the
Sp.preme Court for his approval. It was
proposed to incorporate what should be
known as "The Prohibition Trust Fund
Association." The object was declared to
be "to secure the prohibition aud suppres-
sion by law of the manufacture and sale of
intoxicating beverages, and to that end to
hold in trust for the National Prohibition
party all property that it may receive or
acquire, and to pay the same, as the income
thereof from time to time may accrue, to
the Treasurer ofthe National Committee of
the party, or to such person as said com-
mittee may designate."

The names of the proposed incorporates
are : William T. Wardwell. W. Jennings
Demorest. Horace Waters, John Lloyd
Thomas, Roswell S.Cheves, IsaacK. Funk,
William J. Groo, Francis Crawford, Samuel
Dickie, Clinton B. Kiik, John P. St. John
and A. Hopkins.

After carefully inspecting the document
Judge Lawrence declined to approve the
certificate. "The Act of 1875,'' he stated,
in giving his reasons lor the refusal, "does
not authorize, in my opinion, the incor-
porators of a society to receive and hold
property in trust for a political party, nor
to pay over the income of such property to
the Treasurer of the National Committee of
such party."

A STEW ABOUT OYSTERS.

Suggestive Telegram From Governor Lee
to Governor Jarkaon.

Baltimore, December 4th.—Upon legal
advice Governor Jackson has decided to
temporarily withdraw his proclamation
throwing open the oyster dredging grounds
on Hog Island Hats to the dredgers of
Maryland and Virginia, which threatened
to create trouble with Virginia. Governor
Lee, of Virginia, has telegraphed to Gov-
e-nor Jackson as follows: "Come down
and dine with me. Ovtr an oyster stew
we can discusa this question, as the Gov-
ernors of North and South Oarolina used
to do."

The
party traveled overland in a wagon, and
Graves returned to Summerville and re-
ported that he had left Mrs. Morris and the
children at Jasper. When Morris himself
reached there he found that his family was
not at that town.
