the entire Stiie, as well as past of the
Sierras. In the mountains there was a
heavy snowfall in a short time, but the
two big rotary snow-shoveis of the rail-
road company made quick work with the
track-covering, so no delays ofconsequence
resulted. Up in the Siskiyous, snow be-
came rain and down it came in torrents.
At Middle Creek, three miles north of
Redding, a washout resulted from the
heavy downpour, and about severity feet of
track" was undermined and carried away.
This disaster lielaved the down Oregon ex-
press due here at 7:45 a. m to-day. It will
rt-ach herft early this evening. It is prob-
able that tbe train due to-morrow will also
be delayed, as well as the north-bound
trains. A force of men went up from lied
Blcff, and the work of repair is in active
progress. There has been an enormous
quantity ofrain in this section, and trouble
was anticipated by the raiiway men. At

1 !ta. twenty-eight milea above Redding,
over three feet of rain has already fallen.

Thurston are appointed executors, who
are to devote the income of $4,0G0 to the
keeping of the public cemetery at Makiki,
Honolulu. The remainder of his property
testator bequeaths to his wife. The prop-
erty is valued at $iO,OOO.

Another Captain Kid Yarn—Hunting for
Burled Money.

Gilrov, December 4th. —An old sailor,
Pete Jennings, who has been working on
Miller's Blooiufield ranch, claims to have
been a passenger many years since with an
old pirate, who on his deathbed divulged
the secret hiding-place of a quarter of a
million of treasure in Spanish doubloons,
the place being Wall Island, in the Pacific
ocean, 33 south of the equator, on the
South Ameiican coast.
