Sadden Death at Placerville—Heavy-

Damages by the Floods at
Santa Craz and Gilroy.

HEAVY RAINFALL.

Gilroy Inundated — Hangtoun Creek
Dooming—The Feather aud Yuba.

Panta Ciirz, December Bth.—The San Lorenzo
river is higher than for years. It is now two
inches above the high-water mark of ISiiO. The
Laurel street extension is under water, which
reaches to Pacific avenue opposite. Laurel street.
The island near Front street is inundated, and
the people were removed from houses inboats.
Hund'eds of loss are floating down the stream.
Fears are entertained that the bridges will be
carried away. The city, has employed men to
clear away the logs which have lodged against
the supports. Iwo bridges on the Boulder
Creek Railroad have washed out. The road be-
tween Scott and Waddell creeks is under water.
Travel to Pescadeio is impassable.

No trains over the narrow-gauge arrived to-
day. We have had no San Francisco mail or
newspapers. Fe»rs of the Boulder dam burst-
ing continues. The reprrts received daring the
day that the dam had burst aie false, ir tbe
dam should burst every dam on the river would
be carried away and result in beavy damage.

The high water is caused by the heavy down-
pour of last night and this morning. Huadreds
ol people are on the bridge watching the flowof
water and the rush of logs.

The broad gauge tram from San Franci>co ar-
rived on time this afternoon.

This morning the explosion of a lantern in a
wash-house at the powder works caused afire.
which destroyed the house and the clothes of
the emplojes. Kearny and Mahoury. employed
on the night shift, were bunned, but ucjf seri-
-o'isly. They willrecover in a few days. There
are prospects ofmore rain Dilievening,

Gii.roy, Deceber Sth—Shortly after noon to-
day Ovas creek, cue mile. cait of town, over-
flowed and ran into Gilroy.'' The southern end
of the city is covered with water, which is in
some places three feet deep. It is still rising,
necessitating the people to remove their furni-ture, etc., from the huuses. Several bares andmany fences have been washed away. The
damage cannot be estimated, bnt will certainly
reach up in the thousands. The rainfall has
been heavy and steady all day. The signs lookas if a bijr storm was gathering, so the flood will
come up in the business portion of town. Store-
keepers are busy packing up their goods on
high shelves for fear of water.

lonk, December Bth.—lt has been raininelightly,with occasional hard showers, foreiehtdays giving 10.28 inches for the season. The
streams are rising, and everybody is predicting
an old-fashioned wet winter. The farmers can
do uothinc and business is at a stand-still. It
is now pouring down.

Pi.a(ki:vii.i.e, December ?th.— There is no
abatemi-nt iv the storm. The rainfall to date is
twenty-five inches. Hangtown creek is boom-
ing.

Marysvili.e, December Bth.-The rainfall in
the twuuty-fi>ur hours ending at 4 p. .m. to-da-
was 1.10 inches, mnkiug the season's total to
date 14.52 inches. Total to corresponding date
last season, 5.53 inebev. The sky is clearing.The Yuba aud Feather rivers are'slowly risiug,
but are not high.

Orland. December Bth. —The rainfall for the
stnrro is ;i 57 inches, making for the season 16.73inches. The creeks are very high and water is
standing on tne grain fields everywhere. Stony
creek has run bank full for four days. It is
hither than for ten years previous. This storm
is the heaviest for many years. The damage
cannot be estimated, but will be slight. Three
hundred feet of track near (^ormsntowu is
washed out and a freight train off the track.

Germastown. December Bth —We have had
about au inch and a half of rain in the last
twenty-four hours. The country is full ofwater,
and the grain lau.ls are covered.

Cavucos. December Bth.—The heaviest rain
for the season fell to-day. There were no show-
ers, but a regular southeast storm, flooding the
creeks. The rainfall is 1.32 Incheß for the
storm, making 12 20 inches for the season. It is
still raining.

Santa Makia, December Bth.—It commenced
raining ngain tunday forenoon. The rainfall
for the day was .75 of an inch.

MURDER AND SUICIDE.
The Way of the Transgressor is Hard—

Young Life Blotted Out.
Corning, December Bth.—The early Sunday

morning of this quiet village was disturbed by
the disfharse of pi.-ml shots about:B o'clock in
a notorious house of ill-fame.

An Investigation revealed the following facts:
Lyingacross the bed was Mrs. Eliza.l. Smith
with a bullet hole in her forehead, from which
the brains were oozing.

Near by, upon the floor, was the lifeless body
of a man. by the name of Cimbusky, her mur-
derer. CU-iicned in his righ* ha*:d was the re-
volver with which he had committed the
double murder, and a gaping wound in hisright temple indicated the entry of the ball,
tha* had caused almost instant death.

Mrs. Smith was a comely woman, of about 26
years, a native of San (\u25a0 rancisco, and left herhusband to lead a dissolute life some three
months ago. Cimbusky. a middle-aged man.had become infatuated with ;her charms, and
the theory of the murder is that it was caused
by jealousy.

Mrs. Smith had declared her intention to re-
turn to Orland, and "Doc" Stewart was here to
convey her to that place in a buggy. Rather
than to lose her he, it appears, decided to mur-
der her snd then take his own life. In his coat
pocket was found a Utter from a Jacksonville
(Oregon) lawyer, making a demand on Cim-busky formoney.

The Coroner held an inquest over the re-
main*, nrtcr which the bodies were removed to
Ked Bluff forburial.

THEY ill-sli) THE TRAIL.
Three Days of Weary Wandering While

Lost in the Old Woman Mountains.
Neemes, December Bth.—Considerable un-

easiness has been felt here for the past few days
owing to the reported loss in the mountains of
Conductor David Bruce and Wni. Bethune. On
the morning of the Sth inst. Bruce, a passenger
conductor on the Atlantic and Pacific road, left
to visit his mining claims in the Old Woman
mountains, inteudirg to return on the afte.-noon
of the same day in time to take his regular ruu
west.

He went to Fenner. forty miles west, where he
left the train and walked to Bethuuc'scamp,
two mil's distant. Heie he was joinedby Be-
thuue and three other miners, and the party of
five went to the mountains, fourteen miles off,
returning in tbe afternoon.

When within two miles o( the camp two of
the miners hurried ahead on account of an ap-
proHching storm, leaving Mr. Bruce, Bethune
and the other miner to follow. Several hours
passed, ami as the three men did not show up
the two miners went to Fenner and reported the
matter. To day a party with two Indian trail-
ers was just preparing to go in search of the
missing men, when it was reported that they
had arrived at Homer, a station about twenty-
five miles west of Needles, after having been
lost fifty-six hours.

During these long hours they had wandered
around in the mountains and foothills with no
food to eat and utterly bewildered «s to direc-
tion. To day the sun ceme out, and they made
their way to the nearest point on tbe railroad.
Had it been summer instead of winter they
would undoubtedly have perished.

HORRIBLE ACCIDENT.
A Tivelve-I'ear-Old Boy Decapitated in a

Sawmill.
Astoria (Or.), December Bth.—Fritz Johnson,

the twelve-year-old son of Mrs. Johnson, resid-
ing in the vicinityof the Astoria Packing Com-
pany's cannery, met with a frightful death
Saturday afternoon. He was in Holt's mill
gathering sawdust. In one part of the mill iB
an edger hit, part of itabove and the greater
part of it below the surface oi the table in which
it works. The boy had gone under this table
in quest ofsawdust, and. uot remembering any-
thing ol the swiltiy revolving saw over his
head, raised up quickly.

One of the workmen in another part of the
room beard a smothered cry and 1. peculiar
grating noise Rushing to 'the spot he found
the prostrate form of the unfortunate lad spat-
tered with blood from a hideous laceration of
the head, the upper half of which had been
sawed off. The inanimate form of the child
was removed to tbe house of the heartbroken
mother.

Japanese Sealers.
Victoria (B. C). December Bth.—The Japan-

ese sealing schooner Adele, Captain Hansen,
has arrived here from a northern cruise. The
Adele left port last September, ostensibly bound
tor Yokohama, but it was reported on the
streets that her real destination was the Seal
Inlands in Behring Eea, upon which a raid was
to be made.

When the vessel returned the Captain de-
clined to state anything, but enough was gath-
ered from the crew to tho.v that tbe Adele had
plenty of skins aboard—upward of 600—and
that the object ofthe cruise was prospecting the
seal rookeries in Behring Sea, in which object
the schooner has been eminently successful.

Rough Experience of ". Bark.
Sis Die.^o. December Sth.—The bark Valley

Forge has arrived from Departure bay. coal
laden, after a pcrtlculariy rough and moment-
ous trip of twenty-tour days.

During the first part of th« journey, while of! !
the^iundand the coast of Oregon and Wash-
ington, the storm was to heavy that the vessel's
bulwarks on both sides v.eie staved in, and a
particularly h^avy sea took the top of the cabin

overboard.

Farmer Drowned.
Red Buff, December B.h.—Thomas Maybury

was accidentally drowned Thursday night in
oat creek, a mile west of Proberts.

His body has not yet been found, but his hut,
horse and cart were recovered.

He was a Grand Army man, *member of
Xlansfield Post in Red B lift', a native of New
York, who enlisted in the fuion army in 188] as
Second Lieutenant of Company C, Eighth Regi-
ment, of New York Volunteer Artillery. He
has a brother in New York. lie owned a good
farm and had considerable money.

The Heatheu Chinee.
Maky-vii.le, December Bth.—Two Chinese,

known as Jim and Jake, who have been operat-
ing a garden near this city for a number of
years on leased ground, have decamped, and,
owing to the fact that they were always consid-
ered responsible, had secured enough credit to
cau.-e some of the business men here, as well as
their landlord, to feel their loss to the extent of
something like SI.OCO.

Griffin, President of the First National Bank
and Chairman of the Republican Territorial
Committee, was stricken with paralysis late last
night and died thismoruiug. He eametoSanta
Fe in ISOI, and was a man of wealth, wide influ-
ence, and universally respected.

CHARGED WITH ARSON.
It is ClHimed the Minneapolis Fire Was

Started by an Embezzler.
Minneapolis (Minn ), December Sth.—A re-

port was current at iwlice headquarters and on
the streets to-d»y that a clue had been discov-
ered to the origin ot the fire which destroyed
tae Minneapolis Tribune building, in which
seven lives were lost.

Charles A. Ost om, the defaulting cashier of
the Minneapolis department of the St. Paul
Pioneer /Y(o.«, is inspected of having set fire to
ihe Tribuns building in order to destroy the evi-
dence of his embezzlement.

The Minneapolis office of the Pioneer Prcts
was iOcated in the Tribune building, and it was
found im;.osrible to fusteu the crime ol embez-
zlement upon Ostrom until the books had been
recovered. They were taken frem tbe ruins
Friday. An examination showed they had
been doctored by Ostrorn to hide his stealings.

He was arrested at Bt. Paul and taken to Min-
neapolis, whee he made a statement under
oath that he had embezzled tL',2O3 which he
claims he lost iv gambling.

Although Ostroin confessed to pmbczzlement
he denies that he set fire to the Tribune build-
ing. The fact 1 hat he left the books out oi the
sale on the night of the lire is aga'nst him. but
Ostrom claims he was not in the buildingafter
fj o'clock. He says he expected a charge of
arson would be made against him but he
claims the detective who shadowed him will
corroborate the statement that he is not respon-
sible for the Tribune fire.

AT HIS OLD HOME.

In HU Old Few, in the Old Church, He
Listens to His Old Faster.

Indianapolis, December Sth.—President Har-
rison passed a quiet Sabbath forenoon. He at-
tended church accompanied by his daughter,
walking to and from the services. IMb pastor,
Dr. Haines, occupied tbe pulpit.

The remainder of the time
he passed at the McKee homestead while a few
friends called.

The parade will beof immense
proportions. Sombre drapery of mourning is
Fprearting over the city. To-day shipping dip-
ped its fiaes, British steamships esiiecially, pull-
ing their Sags at half-mast.

New Orleans, December Bth.—The doors of

the municipal building.where the body of 1 avis
is exposed, was open at 111 o'clock this morning,
and thousands were permitted to look at the
leatures of the dead.

The decorators' work is to be seen all over
the city. Business houses and private resi-
dences are draped in mourning A detachment
of veterann remained on duty the entire day.

Frazee, the sculptor, obtained permission of
Mrs. Davis to take a plaster of pans cast of the
face. He completed his labors, and the cast
will be used in the Btatue at Atlanta, Ga.

Colonel Hollingsworth brought to the hall the
old rifle used by him during the Mexican war,
and placed It alongside the body. As Hollings-
worth deposited the weapon by the coffin of his
old commander be began to weep. The scene
moved many spectators to tears

The arrangements for the iuneral are com-
plete. The programme embraces the funeral
procession, which includes a'l the civic and
militaryorganizations in the city.

The body is to be conveyed to the National
Cemetery, two miles and a half from the heart
of the city. The precession will march the en-
tire distance.

WASHINGTON CULLINGS.

Proposed Lfgis'ation on the Pacific
Coast Defenses.

SENATOR HFARSI'-S SILVER BILL.

Congressional Committees That Will

be Named Before the Holi-

days—Capital Gossip.

THE SILVER QUESTION.
Director of the Mint Leech Interviewed

on the Subject.
Washington, December Sth.—Director of the

Mint Leech, in an interview to-day on the sub-
ject of Secretary Wiudom's proposed silver
measure, said it commends itself to his judg-
ment as.the best plan tor the present utilization
ot silver and contains In itself a solution of the
silver problem. "Itwill aflord, Ibelieve," said
Leech, "a ready market for the surplus silver
product of the world, the normal effect ot which
willbe to gradually and rennanen lyenhance
tbe value of silver until it reaches a point so
nearly corresponding with its value in coinage
lhat we can with satcty do away with all tem-
porary measures and restore the law as itex-
isted irom the foundation of the Government to
1573.

"The proposition to issue certificates on silver
bullion is not a new one, but has been advo-
cated in Congress in various lorms by the most
advauced silver men."

"In tbe same manner it has been repeatedly
proposed in Congress to issue certificates on gold
bullion, and in my judgment this proposition
should become a law. Ibelieve it would have
beeu recommended by the present Secretary of
the Treasury but for the feet that he did not
wish to entangle the present measure with any
other proposition.

"Gold bare are used more extensively in the
settlenieut of international balances than coin.
Why is It uot just as degrading to make pay-
ments in gold bars, instead of gold coin, as it
would l>e to receive silver bars and issue repre-
sentatives of coin upon it?

"The plan proposed bythc Secretary is far more
advantageous to the silver producers than the
enforcement of the extreme limit, as in the
present law, for several re.suns, because under
its operations more than 54,000X00 worth per
month could be received. Anyrestriction Act
is a menace to the price of silver.

"Increased coinage under the present law
would not continue indefinitely and it would
be only a question of time when it would have
to be discontinued. By supplying the unlim-
ited market for the product of silver it leaves it
open to all the natural operations of the law of
supply and demand.

"Itis a turious fact that papers representing
the extreme gold tentiment ol the tast and the
extreme silver men of the West, should both
oppose the plaD, and for diametrically different
reasons. The former, because it proposes to
Utilize silver mnre fully as money, and the lat-
ter, beiause they say it degrades silver to the
level ofa commodity. With regaid to the latter
objection, 1 fail to see how it is any more de-
grading to silver to receive it in unlimited
quantities and issue notes upon it redeemable
at the option of the holder in full legal tender
dollars, than the preseut law to buy silver as a
commodity.

"The tendency ol this will be to gradually
and pcrmanen ly enhance its value, thus en-
abling the producers to realize a large price for
their product. At the same time it will ma-
terially enhance the intrinsic value of the large
stock of silver in circulation in this country,
either as coin or its representative.

"Ibeiieve the adoption of the measure recom-
mended by tbe Secretory would in a few years
so enhance the value ofsilver that an interna-
tional agreement looking to the opening ol the
mints of the world, or at least the States of the
Latin Union aud the countries of this continent
ti the free coinage of both metals at a fixed
ratio would not ouly be possible, but desirable,
and readily accomplished. So far as concerns
the criticisms that the p!:m would make a large
addition to our paper currency based ou silver,
and thereby imperil the continuance of the gold
standard, it must be evident to every one that
the predominant sentiment ot the country is in
favor of the use ofsilver as money and the only
thing to be considered is what is the best way to
safely use i.."

PAN-AMERICAN CONGRESS.

It Will Visit, New Cork Next Wrek—The
Southern Trip.

Washington, December Sth.—The Pan-Amer-
ican Conned expect to get down to steady
work this week, ulthough not much can be
done until arter the holidays. Chairman Blame
has Hxteeu committees to appoint from the
thirty lour members, and has no slight task be-
fore him. As soon as the committees are ap-
poin:ed the Congress will hold sessions on
Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays. While
luesdHys, Thursdays and Saturdays will be de-
voted to committee work.

Arrangements for a visit of the Congress to
N( w York City have been perfected. The party
will leave here at 9:80 on ihe morning of Mon-
day, December 10th, on a special train, arriving
at Jersey City that afternoon, where they wiil
be met by a reception committee.

On its arrival the party will then be escorted j
to the City Hall, where Mayor Grant will de- |
liver an address of welcome. Then they will
be escorted to the Fifth Avenue Hotel for
dinner.

The party will remain in New York viewing
the obiec'.s of interest untii Saturday morning,
when an early train will be tnken for Wilming-
ton, Del., where the day will be spent, ac jat
night the party willreturn here.

The arrangements for a Southern trip have
not yet commenced. All that is known is that
the Congress will leave here early in February
by special train and visit in order, Richmond,
Charleston, Savannah, Jacksonville, Atlanta,
Birmingham, Mobile, and New O:leans. This jtrip will be so arranged as to reach New Or'eans !
In time for the Mardi Gras festival, which com-
mences on February 18th. 'J he return trip will
be via Memphis and Nashvi le.

botti by virtue ofprecedent and ability Beyond
lhat nothing is or can be definitely found out of
the personnel of the committees. It is mnler-
stood that all the committees will be announci d |
prior to adjournment lor the holidays, probably
the day betore, and that the recess will betaken
on the 2Uth or 21st instant.

Representative C'lunie is very desirous of be-
ing appointed a member of ths> Public Building
aud (jrouiids Committee. None of the other
racitic coast members are opposing this ambi-
tion At the first call ofthe House Clunie will
introduce a number of bills which he has al-
ready very nearly ready.

Among these is one appropriating f1.000.G00
for the purchase ofa Postomce site in San Fran-
cisco aud one giving San Jose S^H' OuO for a like
purpose, fis well as one providing for the needs
of Sacramento in the same direction. Clunie
can do very much more effective were for the
good of these measures provided he can gut
upon the committee having such matters in |
charge.

The system of fortifications for the Pacific '
coast devised by Representative Clunie. with
the approval of General Ne'son A. Miles, will
be the most complete ever presented to Con
great Prior to coming to Washington Clunie
had several consultations with General Miles j
concerning the matter. The main points cov-
ered by the bill which he proposes to ictrodnce
were thoroughly c-invassed and agreed upon be-
fore CluDie's departure Irom San Francisco.

The system or coast defenses will include a
chain of fortifications extending from Puget
Sound to San Diego, making the United States
proof against invasion on the Pacific side.

That the President of the United Sta.es,
through the Department of Mate, shali invite
tbe participation ofall tbe nations of the world,
and all the States and Territories of the United
rtates.

That the President ot the United State- es-
pecially inrite the Presidents of the eighteen
American sister republics, Italy's Queen aud
the Presidents and sovereigns of ail other na-
tions to visit us in 1892, aud joinwith him in
the ceremonies attending the unveiling ot said
statue of Christopher Columbus.
