Heavy Rains and Snow and Swollen
Streams Thorughout the State.

MAYOCR BYINGTOXN’S RESIGNATION.

Highwaymen Make a Clean Sweep
of a Man’'s Possessions—The
Arrival of the Alert.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

THE STORM.

The Snow-plows Kept in Constant Use
Upon the Sierras.

SAN Fraxcisco December 10th.—The weather
was thick and the sky overcast all the morning.
The wind kept continually veering and endeav-
ored to get out of the rainy quarter; the barom-
eter was rising slightly, but the indications for
a continuation of the storm were good.

In Siskiyou snow has fallen to the depth of
one foot, and reports show that snow still con-
tinues to fall.

As seven or eight feet of snow fell in the
mountains it was feared that the trains ranning
over the Southern Pacific line would be delayed,
and in order to ¢ xpedite the movements of the
cars, the snow-plows have been kept in constant
use, and in consequence all trains were reported
as having arrived on scheduled time.

There is no change in the condition ot the
narrow-gauge line from yesterday, but it was
ascertained at headquarters that everything
would likely be in working order to-day.

Work has been pushed on the washout that
occeurred at Willows Monday, and it was ex-
pected to have that portion of the Northern
Kailway in good condition by this morning.

CENTERVILLE (Alameda county), December
10th.—Crandall's Slough is ruuning through,
and the Alameda creek is full from bauk to
bank. The latest word from Alvarado states
the water is four feet deep in the Chinese quar-
ters, the Celestials not even being able to build
a fire. At Bell ranch bridge a crowd of boys
spent their time in lassoing drift-wood, posts
and rails, of which a great quantity was coming
down.

Cuico, December 10th.—It is still storming.
We have had almost continued rain since Sun-
cay, with high winds. The warm rain has
washed off ten miles of the snow from the
mourteins, and high water is expeeted. The
river is high, but Chico is high and dry six
miles from it.

Nara, December 10th —The storm continues
unabated. 7The rainfall to date is 15 inches.

DixoN, December 10th.—The storm continues,
with no signs of abatement. The farmers on
the lands south and east of this place are be-
coming alarmed, as a great deal of grain is
bound to be washed cut if the storm continues.
No serious damage has yet resu.ted.

OROVILLE, December 10th.—It has rained
every day since November 29th, and for the last
three days almost incessantly., The Feather
river has risen over three feet to-day and is
still rapidly rising. Several stage routes from
the town are completely blocked by water. The
season’s rainfall is over eighteen inches.

NorTH SAN JUAN, December 10th.—There
has been a heavy continuous rainfall since the
30th ultimo, with no signs of leiting up yet.
Nothing like it has been seen within the mem-
ory of the oldest inhabitant. The rain to-day is
extending to the forests, causing the snow to
melt and the rivers are booming.

St. HELENA, December 10th.—The storm for
the past week has been very heavy, and the
rain is pouring down at present. There are vo
signs of abatement. The barometer is low. For
the past twenty-four hours to 5 o'clock this
evening, 2 inches of rain has fallen, making
27.73 inches for the season. The Napa river is
badly swollen. Fears are entertained that the
long bridge on Pope sireet, used a great deal,
will be washed away before morning. Thus far
no damage has been done.

SANTA Rosa, December 10th.—A severe storm
prevails here to night, Rain fell continuousiy
tbhrough the day aud several bridges that span
Santa Rosa creek are in a dapngerous condition
If the rain continues much longer the country
-will be flooded. The rainfall for the season is
18.92 inches.

818s0N, December 10th.—It commenced snow-
ing this morning and snowed hard all day, with
a prospect of & big fall. There was a land-slide
between Duusmuir and Mott, delaying the
north-bound express four honrs.

Ux1aH, December 10th.—Heavy storms still
continue in this section. The creeks and Rus-
sian river are higher than ever before known at
this time of the year. The roads are in an im-
passable condition. Numerous washouts and
slides are reported on the line of the San Fran-
cisco and North Pacific Railroad between Ukiah
and Cloverdale. ‘1he trains are running o1
rebhedule timo.  Five inches of rain has fallen
in the last three deys. The rainfall 10T the sca-
son is 17 inches.

PLEASANTON, December 10th —The storm still
rages. Rain is coming down in torrents, with a
very strong south wind. 1he low lands are
flooded. ‘the rainfall for the season is 11.28
inches., To the same date last season it was
6.06 inches.

SAN MaTeO, December 10th.—The rain for the
last twenty-four hours is.17 ofaninch and for the
season 15.73 inches. 1t is raining hard with
good indications for a long storm. No damage

nere yet.
«TERRIBLE HOLES OF HELL.”

Judge Shafter Denounces the Saloon in
Unmistakable Terms.

SaN Fraxcisco, December 10th.—George Sum-
mers, & youth of 17 years, while cruising along
the Barbary,Coast not long since, indulged in a
Jittle pistol practice, not unusual in that vicin-
ity. He said it was in self-defense, and pleaded
guilty of simple assault. Judge Shafter,in pass-
ing sentence, said: “We have from 2,000 to 3,000
young men here who might be in State Prison,
and who might be there now as well as a year
hence. 1 have no merey for those boys who get
drunk and earry pistols. This is the third case
which comes before me fcom that terrible hole
of hell—the saloon. Your conduct in going
there is excuseless. The sentence of the Court
is that you be imprisoned at hard- labor at the
House of Correction for three months.”

ELLENSBURG STRIKERS.

Employes Confident They Will Win in
the End.

Tacoxa, December 10th.—E. J. Baldwin, one
of the committee from the Ellensburg strikers,
says: “The employes are confident of accom-
plishing what they have started out to do, and
would receive sympathy and necessary as-
sistance from fellow-workmen on the other di-
visions.

“The men on the Idaho division would have
also gone out had it been a Brotherhood strike,
as the matter had been talked of for some
time.”” Nothing could be learned in any of the
offices here beyond the fact that the men have
no grievances and no strike is anticipated on
this division.

SAN JOAQUIN HOMICIDE.

A Mother and Son Take Turn About in
Shooting Robert Kennedy.

SFOCKTON, December 10th.—Mrs. E. Polsky,
thé proprietress of a milk ranch just outside the
city limits, on the Waterioo road, this morning
fatally shot Robert Kennedy, from whom she
leased the premises, known as the William Tell
Gardens.

Kennedy is still living, but cannot live long.
He has made a dying statement, in which he
says that he had an altercation with Mrs.
Polsky about the location of hayin the barn,
where he had the privilege of keeping a horse.
Mrs. Polsky drew a revolver and began shoot-
ing. He threw a pitchfork at her but missed.
Her first shot took effect in the right groin, pass-
ing upward into the intestines. When tke
woman had emptied the revolver she handed it
to her son Allie, aged 15, who had come to her
assistance, ielling him to go to the house, re-
load it and shoot Kennedy.

The boy started off, and Kennedy went to his
own house just beyoud Polsky’s residence. As
he was entering the door the boy came up, and
puiting the muzzle of the pistol close to Ken-
nedy’s head, pulled the trigger, The bullet en-
tered just below the right ear. Its course has
not yet been determined.

Mrs. Polsky has made a sta‘ement saying that
Kennedy began the attack with a pitcafork;
that she pulled a pistol from her pceket to de-
fend hemeif, and it went off accidentally. Both
mother and son a0 under arrest. The Polskys
rent the property where the milk-ranch is lo-
cated from Kennedy, and there have been fre-
quent 'iuarrcls between them and Kennedy.

Mrs. Polsky’s husband disappeared about six
months ago. He was financially embarrassed,
and is supposed to have fled to escape creditors.
The wife has teen running the busiuess since.

ANOTHER JOHNSTOWN HORROR.

Many People Crushed to Death in
an Opera House Panic—Death
of Oliver Johnson.

FUNERAL.

A Rebel Flag Across the Coffin—Fine
Floral Pieces.

NEW ORLEANS, December 10th,.—Owing to the
faet that it was virtually the last day upon
which Mr. Davis’ remains could be viewed, the
people erowded to the City Hall. The march
by the bier was rapid and orderly, and fuilly
70.000 people trod the corridors of the hall dur-
ing the day.

General Early, Governor Lubbeck, of Texas;
Bishop Wilmer, of Alabama; General Young,
ex-Minister to Ru:sia; ex-Governor Mumford,
of Virginia, and George Jones, of lows, were
among the distinguished visitors.

The school children not only decorated the
schools, but came to show their respcet to the
dead. The city is decorated on a grander scale
than ever before in its history.

‘ihe funeral to-morrow will virtuslly pass
through solid walls of black, for there is scarely
a house on the route but what is draped.
Pictures and paintings of the deeeased are
everywhere displayed, and the American flag
is at halt mast over the City Hall and other
prominent buildings.

A few Confederate flags are shown. One is
acrossihe coflin. Among the magnifieent floral
offerings is a ten-foot cross, with a wreath of
smilax and camelias, in the center of which
nesties a dove holding streamers of ribbon upon
which appears the inscription, “Sympathy and
Love of the Confederate Association of Mis-
souri.’” The base isof wheat and ferns, upon
which two doves seem to bave alighted and
canght the ends of the streamers.

This is one offering of many. There will be
seven Governors of Southern States here to-
morrow, besides ex Governor McEnery of this
State, and others. Busine:s wi 1 be entirely sus-
pended, and almost every society in the city
will turn out.

Inspatches from all parts indicate that memo-
rial services will be held to-morrow in almost
every city, town and village in Mississippi and
Louisiana, and very generally throughout the
South,

THE “EVOLUTION.”

A New Kind of a Boat That Will Make
Very Fast Thne.

NEw York, December 10th.—A remarkable
craft will be lauched to morrow from the ship
vard of James Lennox. Itsdesigner and patentee,
Dr. W. M. Jackson, has named it the *“‘Evolu-
tion.”

The boat is built on a new plan, no knees or
frame being used in its construction, and with
the exception of two orthree deck beams the
hull is free from obstruection.

She is 108 feet over all, 23 feet beam and 64
feet deep from the under side of the deckto the
bottom planking. Owing to the tremendous
spread the hull takes from the keel, it is
clalmed she will draw less than four feet of
water. The boat isto be run by hydraulic
power, by forcing water at a great pressure
through three-quarter-inch pipes at the stem or
stern, according to the desired motion, forward
or backward. ‘The ends of these pipes are cov-
ered with movable collars, which can be turned
in any direction desired, being controlled by
levers in the pilot-house, and by this means she
is steered.

Her boiler contains nearly 414 miles of steel
ipe, every inch of which is exposed to fire.
Vith this great heating surface the pressure

obtained forces the water which is pumped in
by another engine cut of the three-quarter inch
pipes at the rate of about 600 feet per second.

The outside surface of the vessel is of polished
mahogany and will offer slight resistance to the
water. From the speed made by a small launch
equipped on the same prineiple, it is confident-
1y expected the Evolution will be able to run
at least 25 miles an hour and possibly faster.

GONE TO HIS REWARD.

The Last Prominent Flgure of the Anti-
Slavery Days is Dead.

BrOOKLY~, December 10th.—Oliver Johnson,
a veteran editor and Abolitionist, died this af-
ternoon at his home in this eity. With John-
son’s death there departs from the world almost
the last fizure of what wasthe greatest move-
ment for the emancipation of mankind.

With the aid of Wiliiam Lloyd Gariison he
oreanized the New England Anti-Slavery fociety
in 1832, This society led to tne formation of the
American Anti-Slavery Society, with its afliliat-
ing auxiliaries, causing the public agitation
which ceased only with the abolition of slavery.

He was mobbed once in Penunsylvania for
lecturing on slavery, and narrowly escaped be-
ing tarred and feathered.

Mr. Johuson has been connected with various
prominent papers in Mew York, besides publish-
ing papers in different points in Massachusetts,
Pennsylvania and other States in which he ad-
voeated abolition.

[Oliver Johnson was born in Peacham, Vt.,
December 27, 1809. He served a printer’s ap-
prenticeship in the office of the Wafchman at
Montpelier, and in 1831 became the editor of the
Christian Soldier. From 1865 till 1870 he was the
managing editor of the Independent, after which
he became the editor of the Weekly Tribune,
which post he resigned in 1872 to become editor
of the Christian Union. He was active in the
cause of anti-slavery, both as a lecturer and an
editor.]

A Panic in the Opera House Causes

woman.

Among the seriously injured were Charles
Vaughn, Albert Owens and a man named Wei-
mer.

There are about thirty others injured, but |
their names cannot be ascertained to-night.

The alarm was false, and there are many
threats againstjthe unknown man who started it.
