POOR JOHNSTOWN.

Some Believe That the 111-Fated City i*
Under Curse.

Johnstown, December llth—The disaster at
the Opera Mouse last night was nu awful illus-
tration of the highly nervous condition of a
largo number of people of that unfortunate city.
I'uder ordinary circumstances aud before there
would have been no catastrophe. There has
been a disposition to draw morbid conclusious
from the Couemaugh calamity, aud it has
fastened itself upon the women, the youug
•oiks and many excitable middle-aged people.
It has been no uncommon thing to hear such
re-marks as: "Well. Iwond<" what will happen
next;" "We have had al' now look cut for
fire;" "Johnstown i« und- so." etc.

There ifno exaggeration in t&ying that there
has beeu an undeiiued, but unmistakable, feel-
ing of foreboding of coming ill, and this is
what led to the Slaughter last night. Those
who first started out went from cuiiosity to see
wher<> the fire was. but th<-v did so excitedly
and the instant effect was a panic.

The bell which struck the aUnr. wna so close
to the theater that it seemed to be Bounding in
the building itself, ai d never was confusion
more precipitate aud awful among nuuian be-
ings

Two crowds fought against each other at the
theater door and a terr.ble loss was the result.

A woinsn said this afternoon that bhe saw two
men actually si>p to tight, when both ol them
had au opportunity to escape. One of them,
with an oaih, said: "It's my lifeor ycurs," and
lie knecked his au'agonist down in ti lurious
manner.

No more deaths have resulted. The number
of dead, as before stated, is ten: twenty-two are
seriously hurt, tome of whom will likely die.
Probable fifty others sustained slight injuries
'1 he funerals of the viciiuis will taa.e place Fri
day.

JEFFERSON DAVIS BUKIED.

One or the Most Imposing AH'alrs Ever

Seen in the South.
New Oklkans, December llih.-The funeral

of Jefferson Davis, wuicb took place iv Metiurie
Cemetery, where his body is temporarily laid in
the tomb of the Army of Northern Virginia,
was one of the most imposing and most memor-
able, in many respects, that has ever been wit-
nessed in the South. It recalled to the minds
of many of the older people, who were present
the grand outpouring of the Southern people
and the universal sorrow and affection dis-
played on that other notable occasion, more
than thirty-rive years ago, when all that was
mortal of another greatly beloved Southern
leader, Joha C. Calhoun, was consigned to his
grave.

Leaving aside all criticism of Jefferson Davi-,
either personal or political, his burial to-day
marks in the history of the country the final
close, iva historical point of view, of the last
chapter of that tumultuous revolution with
which Davis' name is inseparably connected.
The historians of the future will pass judgment,aud assigu to Uie man whose memory to day re-
<t iv-d such universal and npoMuneous tributes
of affection Irom the entire Southern people,
his proper po-ition.

On Monday mqruing, and np to a late hour
lad night the trains on every railroad ltudi: j
into the city, us well as steamboats plyingbe-
tween here nnd points on the rivar for hun-
dreds of inik-s. poured out into the depots
aud river Landings a constant stream of men,
women aud children, military and civil organ-
isations, andiiueinU'.-sot Confederate Veterans'
Associations, from every State in the South.

The Cotton Exchange, the banks and all the
City buildings were closed and all were heavily
draped v»iih emblems of mourning.

The preliminary funeral services were held
on the Urge portico of Ihe City 11-11, which
ov<rooks Lafay tte Square, nud were conduct* d
by Bishop Galiaherol the Kpiseopul Diocese of
New Orleans, who was issisted by Hi>-hiv
Thompson ofMississippi, Dr. Markham of thePresbyterian Church. Father Ilul^rt of the
Catholic Church aud Drs. Bakewcll and Martin.

After the reading ofthe service for the dead
by Bishop d'allaher and some fehort eulogistic
remarks from the other divines, a surj>liet-d
choir, selected especially for ihe occasion, sung
Sullivan's anthem, "Though I Walked Through
the Valley ofU c Shadow ofDeath."

Ever'available inch of space in the square
and about the buildings was densely pneked
with human beings, and tbe streets centering
at the hall were impassable, though the police
arrangements for the preservation oforder were
so complete th.it ronfu ion whs avoided.

The City Ball itself was covered with a pro-
fusion of tings at half-mast, gracefully draprd
with biaik, and over the doors of the main
entrance were suspended Immense billows of
critpi'.

Dpod arrival at the cemetery the full services
of the Episcopal church w.re nnd, and several
eloquent tributes were paid by the officiating
clergy, after wq eh the choir chanted the "Rock
ofAges

At the close of the ceremonies the corßn,
upon which was plac <l tbe swo*d presented lo
Mr. DavH for meiitoriu'is services in the Hlack
Hawk War, was placed In his tomb. A salute
was fired by a detachment of the Washington
Artillery, and thedoorof the tomb closed for-
ever upon tbe body of the man into whose life
had been woven the black woof of a nation's
tragedy.

FREIGHT RATE WAR.

The Chicago aud Alton Locks Horns
With Hie St. Paul.

Chicago, December llth—The Chicago and
Alton road announced at the mcetiug oi the
Western Freight Association today, that it
would make a rate of 18 Cents instead Of22%
cents on cattle, from Ksns-*s city to Chicago.
This big cut i- said to have been made because
the AiMn believes the St. Paul rosd is manipulat-
ing rates ia favor of Myers, the Kan as City
cuttle buyer, who, it is ulleced, is able to pey
I*per cent, more for rattle than oilier Kaueus
•' Ity buyers, invariably shipping over the St.
Paul road.

General Manager Tucker, of the St. Paul road,
deu:es the charges, aud says the rate will be
met. The reduction means s loss of J2>ty)oo a
mouth to the Kansas City roads. Other rates
wil. probably be cut. The Association will
take action on tLe matter before its final ad-
journment.
