
MR. HUNTINGTON ON THE EXCLUSION
ACT.

The Chamber of Commerce ofXew York
has passed a resolution denouncing the
Scott Exclusion Act. It is the office of
the Chamber of Commerce of Xew York
and other commercial bodies to take care
of the commerce of the country. Commei-
cially speaking, the Exclusion Act was not
advantageous to the people ofthe country.

Let us not be misunderstood. Whateve
the moral, social or industrial effect upo
the people of the United States by reaso
of the immigration into this country o
Chinese merchants and laborers, itremain
true that the exclusion of the Chinese, in
commercial sense, will be detrimental t
this country. For illustration, the South
em States produce seven million bales o

cotton per annum, valued in the fibre
$175,000,000. Three millionbales of th
cotton, worth $75,000,000 in the fibre, can
be constructed by the cheapest manufactur-
ing processes, into a coarse cotton cloth,
which finds a market exclusively in China,
and in the form of the fabric will sell for

$75 a bale instead of $25 in the fibre, thus
multiplying the fibre value of the cotton
by three. Tiie Scott Exclusion Act has
operated to reduce the trade in this cloth
and threatens to extinguish it altogether.

When the passenger trade between San

Francisco and Japanese and Chinese ports
supported a steamship linefreight between
the two countries could be carried at a

nominal rate. The result was a large ex-

portation offlour. The value of wheat
was enhanced directly by this means of
the cheapening of communication through
this enticing avenue of commerce. The
subsidence of the passenger traffic throws
the entire burden of support of the line of
steamships on the freight carriage alone.
The result is a rate of freight so high as to
threaten the extinction of American ex-
ports to that country.

Commercially, then, we will sustain a
loss in consequence of the Scott Exclusion
Act. Mr. Huntington sees this clearly,
and denounces the Act in an open, manly,
straightforward way. For the courage

and manliness of his method he deserves
commendation. There are thousands of
people who feel in their inmost thoughts
that the enactment of the Scott bill vio-
lated every obligation of national courtesy;

that it was a harsh and brutal treatment

of the subject. There are thousands of

people in California who believe that
comicercial relation with China ought to

be maintained. They are, however,
greatly in the minority. The majority
view of the general subject in this State is
that, at whatever cost, the Chinese should
be excluded. The expression of an honest
conviction, whatever it may be, is always
to be commended. Jf a man honestly be-
lieves that it is best for a country to shut
its doors against the inhabitants of an-
other country or the commerce of another
country let him say so; on the contrary,

let the expression of contrary opinions be
made with equal openness and candor, and
receive equal toleration.

Mr. Huntington's expression has one
conspicuous advantage; everybody be-
lieves him to be candid. He is charged
with acting in the interests of the Occi-
dental and Oriental Steamship Line. This
is scarcely to be wondered at. He is one
of the proprietors of the line, and that

he should be in favor of its prosperity is
certainly not a matter of surprise. In
short. Mr. Huntington, as proprietor of a
steamship line, desired to establish facili-
ties of commercial exchange between
America and China, to promote commer-
cial intercourse and to build up a trade for
his line. Allcommercial relation is pro-
moted in the same way. When the over-

land railroad was constructed between
California and the Missouri river, itwas

for the purpose of facilitating, encourag-

ing and promoting commercial relations

between the countries connected by it. For

Mr. Huntington to establish a line of com-

munication between America and C'liinn,
and then protend to favor measures which
would deprive it of business, would imply

either hypocrisy or idiocy, and no one living

willcharge Mr. Huutington with either
want of candor or intellectual force. The
establishment of a steamship line be-
tween America and China implies iv the

very nature of things a desire on the part

of those who established it to increase the

intimacy of communication between the
two countries. It is scarcely conceivable
that the propri«tor of a steamship line
\u25a0would be opposed to its prosperity.

If the owners of the Occidental and
Oriental Steamship Line are opposed to

greater intimacy of social and commercial
relations betweea China and America, the
best indication of their sincerity in this
matter would be the discontinuance of the
service and the abandonment of the line

The establishment and maintenance o
guch a line commits its owner* to the doc
trine thai the increase of commercial inti

macy is desirable; that it is exactly wha

the maintenance of the line will produce
To establish such a line and immediately

proceed to the sup,»ort of governmental
measures calculated to take away its !u-i-
--ness, is to plai« one's financial interests iv
antagonism to their conviction of patriotic
duty. For Mr. Huntington to take any

other than the position he has taken would
be the equivalent of maintaining and ea
tablishing a steamship line and declaring

that it is .1 crime against the best interests
of his country to patronize it. Mr. Hunt-
ington's position is simply consistent with
the objects and aims of his whole life. He
is the proprietor of other steamship lines
connecting American ports with other
ports of the world. He is one of the great
leading promoters of the world's commer-
cial exchange. He believes in comity and
amity between nations. He believes ihat
the highest interests of mankind are sub-
served by a judicious and economic ex-
change of the varied products of vary-

ing climates. He is the one Ameri-
can who has achieved a Napoleonic
reputation in the great world of

transportation. Men's views on any speci-
fic subject are always tinged with the color

of their general conceptions. Mr. Hunt-

ington's view of the Chinese question is

simply consistent with the great work of

developing systems of transportation, to
which his whole life has been devoted,
and in which he has achieved such high
distinction.

The territory bordering the Pacific
coast was acquired by the United States in I
the hope of reaching and controling an

Asiatic and East Indian commerce. The
ports of the Pacific coast were to be the
basis of operations in the great competition
for that commerce with the commercial
nations of Europe. That the great com-

mercial interests of this country would
abandon this hope without protest is
scarcely to be expected ; that protest finds
in Mr. Huntington a brave, manly, cour-
ageous, outspoken leader. However we

may disagree with his conclusions, we un-
hesitatingly commend his candor, and en-
tertain an unqualified adiairation for the I
consistency, manliness and courage of his
position.

HEALTH OF THE STATE.

A Remarkably Suiull Death-Rate For
This Season of the Year.

From the report of Dr. G. G. Tyrrell,
Secretary of the State Board of Health, for
the month of November, the following
facts are gleaned:

Reports received from KM localities, with
an estimated population of 884,400, give
the number of deaths as 902, which is a
percentage of 1 17 per 1,000 in the month,
or an annual mortality at the rate of 14 04,
which is a remarkably small death rate,
and indicates a most favorable condition
of the public health. The following towns
reported no deallts: Alturas, Brownsville,
Anaheim, Calico, Castroville, College City,
Folsom, Kingsburg, Knight's Ferry, Lin-
coln, Lakeport, Long Beach, Merced,
Needles, North Bloom field, San Pedro, Sau-
celito, Sierra City and Wheatland.

In Gold Run| Placer county, there has
been quite an epidemic of diphtheria,
which Dr. Miner attributes to the bad sani-
tary condition of the town, and the ne-
glect of sanitary precautions in isolating
those attacked. It is very evident to all
right thinking people that ifwe desire to
limit the spread of contagious and infec-
tious diseases, such as diphtheria, scarlet
fever, smallpox, typhoid fever, etc., a law
upon the statute book will be necessary,
making it compulsory upon all physicians,
nurses or householders, to notify the health
authorities of the presence of inftcdous or
c jntagious disease wherever it occurs with-
in their knowledge. Ifwe had such a law,
and the failure to notify was punished by
fine and imprisosruent, we would, by
timely notification, be enabled to confine
the disease to its place oforigin by isola-
tion, and subsequently, by disinfection, to
destroy the contagion before it had time to
get abroad.

We will grant that with measles and
whooping cough this would be most diffi-
cult, as their most infectious stage is just
before the outbreak of the erup'ion in one
case, and of the typical cough in the other.
In these cases the contagion would be
almost sure to have been diffused to a
greater or less extent before the diagnosi
of the diseases could have been made. But
one of the most useful results of a^aw
making the notification of infectious dis-
eases compulsory, would be the fact that
it would enable health officers to give
timely warning of infected families to the
school teachers and Trustees, so that the
children ofsuch families could be excluded,
for the time being, from the public school,
and the spread of infection staved. From
the culpable carelessness with which chil-
dren from infected premises, or even with
the first symptoms of illness upon them,
are allowed to attend school we cannot
wonder that diphtheria and scarlet fever
are spread. Of course, a great deal of this
is through ignorance of the dangerous
nature ofthe infecting disease, and because
it is generally unknown that the mildest
attack in one child may produce the most
malignant disease in another. Sanitary
education will in time remove this diffi-
culty, especially when the fact is fally rec-
ognfzed that these infectious diseases can
be wholly controlled by timely precaution
and proper quarantine measures.

RANCHO DEL PASO.

Wlmt at Editor Saw at the Great Sacra-
mento Breeding Farm.

The small principality owned by J. B.
Haggin. in Sacramento county, says the
Breeder and Sportsman, is without doubt the
largest breeding establishment in the world,
and lor two years the buyers of the East
have each season vied with one another to
secure possession of the choice yearlings
sent from Uancho Del Paso. In company
with Dr. Monlsarrat, of Lexington, Ky., a
visit was paid this week to the ranch,
where the finest lot of weanlings ever seen
in one collection was examined. The
weather was of the worst, but Superintend-
ent Mackey turned out with his accustomed
good nature and we were enabled tc take a
peep at nearly all of the stock.

Since our return we have been a3ked
many times: "What did you fin:y most
among the youngsters?" The question is
a hard one to answer, for there are so niaDy
good ones that a person is liable to become
confused amid such a grand array, but

I tbere are three so nearly perfection that
they are worthy ot special mention. Sin-
gular to say, they are all by the same sire,
Sir Modred, and for good looks cannot be
beat. The first is out of Rosie 8., the dam
of C. H. Todd and Sorrento, the second is a

I colt out of Carissima, the dam of Cruiser,
and the third is out of Playthine, the dam
of Tournament and Jou Jou. Forindivid-
ual choice these must be given the prefer-
ence; but, as stated before, it was bard to
make a critical selec'ion owing to the
hurried manner in which the colts had to
be seen.

The climatic influences are such that it
is unnecessary to psy the same attention to
foals that the Eastern breeders have to do,
and they are allowed to run at will, eating
the rich and succuleut grasses with which
Rancho Del Paso abounds. Alfalfa plays
an important part in the growth of the lit-
tle ones, and Mr. Mackey is a firm believer
in the theory that it beats all other kinds
of green food in developing bone and
muscle. Dr. Montsarrat had to acknowl-
edge that he had never seen such forwarc
foals in the blue grass region.

The large attendance that is sure to bf
present when the annual sale takes place
wiilbe more than surprised when they se<
the yearling-! of W,<o. The stallions are al!
looking in high fettle, the two Australian?
Sir Modred and Darebin esi*cial!y so. Th<
other thoroughbred stallions are Hidalgo
Joe Daniels, Midlothian, Ben Ali.Warwiek
John Happy, Tyrant, Kyrle Daly am
Hyder Ali. "The brood mares are a superl
lot and cannot be equaled on any othe
stock farm in the country. Maud Hamp
ton and Explosion are relegated to a pad
dock by themselves, while the others an
in bands ofeight or ten in each icclosure

The trolling division is an equally choic
lot and all of them look in the very pinl
ofcondition. The choice colt of the bane
is the one by Antevolo, dam Marbel, lv'
sister to Beautiful Bells. It was well sail
of this colt that he was no more to be com
pared to any ordinary horse than Mra. Lang
try should be compared to a Umatilla Res
ervation squaw, lie is a model and shouli
bring both dollars and fame to Mr. Haggin
This colt willbe reserved for stock pur
poses and will not b«-one of the consign
ment sent East.
