
UNEXAMPLED MENDACITY.

The San Francisco Chronicle yesterday
contained the following remarkable edito-
rial :

tion in Sacramento, As every one knows, theasc of the riverfront and the R-s'reet levees
was glvfti to the corporation under au express
agreement that itwould keep tbem in good con-
dition. Now the company Ins the cheek to
stepinaii'l ask that the chain-gang, now em-
ployed in n pairing streets, be transferred to the
levees. The object, of course, is to save a few
dollars to the corporation, and the result will
be to Increase the already burdensome taxes of
the people ol Sacramento. There is plenty of
work for the eang on Ihe st-ects of that city,
and it should he kept at work on them, and the
Central Pacific should be forced to keep up lo
its agreement. A simple relusal on the pa-t of
the citizens to accede to the cheeky demand
will 1«- lumcient. as self interest will compel
the company to look after tbe levees, injury to
which wi old resu;t iv great traffic losses.

We do not recall an instance of more
unblushing mendacity than that above
quoted. In the first place, the company is
not under any contract to raise the levees.
The city alone can order levees ritised. It
does not occupy the whole of the Front-
al,. •-. '. ree. The narrowest and longest
btreti h of Front-street levee that, should
be raised and strengthened is not occupied
fay the tracks of the railroad company, and
never has been—that is to say, the section
from IIto V street. Moreover, the fact is
that it has kept the space it does occupy
in good repair and never has had any com-
plaint to the contrary.

Whenever the city raised a levee grade
the company has always paid the cost of
such grading as affected its tracks and
builJinjs.

The law ii|K>n the subject is to be found
in Chapter 16 of the Statutes ofCalifornia
relating to the city of Sacramento. The
Act w.:s approved April 11, 1863. Under
the head of the duties of the company re-
lating to levees the law reads:

Section 4. The said railroad shall, at all times,
afu-r using the -aid levee for railroad purposes,

1, and while so using the same, keep
in g "it repair, and mainlaiu at its present
night, such portion of said levee as may be
used by said company for railroad purposes as

!: and shall also make and keep in re-
pair al> accessary crossings over said levee and
railroad.

The railroad company has always com-

plied with this law, and has gone lieyond
it in Liberally aiding the city in levee con-
Stmction and defense. Itwillbe seen that
the law does not bind the company to
mW r.!j_T levre MliuM—-l ti,„. ™,„ „,,lv
lie ordered and done by Ihe city.

Itseems to be agreed by the best medi-
cal authorities of Europe that the in-
fluenza, now causing the continent to
sneeze and confining so large a proportion
of the people in-doors, is what in the far
East is known as the Syrian fever, or "la
Dengue."

that term is generally understood, nor is it
considered a disease especially dangerous.
The theory is advanced that it is the re-

sult of a microbe which as yet is not
undeistood. It is not improbable that the
disease willcross "the pond," and that our
own physicians will be given an oppor-
tunity to wrestle with it. Ifthey fail to
account for it and '.inearth its seat of
power, we have a class tbat, in its own es-
timation can, and the new influenza will
not have time to take up quarters after
arrival before the American patent-medi-
cine men will announce infallible specifics
for itby the dozen.

ing there as I saw it on June 10, !

1 enter the building and ascend i
a Bight ol stairs and here I behold a group of
figures, and among 'hem stand General .lohn A.
Sutter and his noble band, 'fur: ing around I
see J. Wilson Marshall with his old rocker
washing out some dirt, in which he discovered
the first gold ever found in California. Here
again are a group of Indians, aud I recognize
them by their dress as those that were around
the fort iv '48 and '49, and numerous other '
relics of the early days of this State. Leaving
the^e hallowed walls 1see all around me a vast
collection of relics dating back to the iirst dis-
covery of this coast by the Spanish, and these 'had all been donated by the wealthy Pioneers
of our ~tate aud others who bad the love of our
State at heart. And then again Isee before me
prairie schooners such as were used by ihe
early pioneers in crossing Ihe plains (in minia-
ture lorm, of course), and here are the hydrau-
lic rams which were used to extract the gold
from the Sierra*. Really, one is amazed at this
vast collection. Last, but uot least. Ibehold a
magnificent s atue of General John A. Sutter, .
facing the east with bis right band extended
and beckoning to tbe weary traveler then, but
now the Pioneers ol our State, to come and en-
ter Sutter's Fort, and there they would find
shelter aud rest. Now, my dear General, this is
but a fancy picture, but as you should have
much to say in rebuilding the fori, I merely
throw out these few hints, but insist upon re-
stoiing the old fort to as near its former self as
possible, and my woid for it, the millions of
tourists that will visit our coast in tbe next few
years, will not consider they have made the
rounds of the State till Sutter's Fort has been
visited.
