A BUDGET OF INFORMATION FROM
THE REV. C. H. BEECHGOOD.

An Idea of the Great Deluge or Liter-
ature Spread Upon the 1 ;irth—

Pernicious Writings.

Rev. C. H. Beecbgood delivered a very
interest:!: it and instructive sermon yester-

day at Centra! M. E. Chnrch. He took for
his subject, "Books," and his text was from
Prov. xvi . 16: "How much better is it to

get wisdom than gold."
"It is said that from the garden of Eden

four rivers fl :wed to water the earth," Baid
the speaker, "and so the great streams of
literature are flliving to the cardinal points,
and filling the whole earth. Literary
streams of pure, limpid, sparkling, moral
water, flashing out into the sunlight, bub-
bling with life and activity, singing with a
quiet conscience, sending out its reviving
influence to everything upon its banks,
and bearing upon its busom the white lily
of truth as the insignia of purity. Children
plunge into it without ftar ofdanger; women
launch out and trim their sails and fear not
shallows, nor sand-bars, nor whirlpools;
men have spent their lives upon it, and
have recived a generous rebate. There are
also literary streams of black, nauseous,
turbid water, tunneling into the mountains
of character, avoiding the light, hiding
away from the sunshine, sending out their
tributaries of moral disease into the hearts
and minds and souls of the youth; blight-
ing the lives of thousands of women, and
floating the boats ofthousands of men sail-
less and rudderless, out on the great sea of
eternity.

The great ocean of printed matter is a
the flood tide and is covering the bare and
sterile shore of ignorance. Tens of thou-
sands of b'joks horn the press daily. Mill-
ions of newspapers fly like carrier pigeons
to the very homes of the people. Over
450,000 b'loks go forth from the press of
New York alone, a day; and three of her
dailies have an aggregate circulation of
nearly a million and a half. In the days
of Noah the windows Ot heaven were
opened and a great flood was the result; the
waters covered the face of the earth. The
hands of Gutenberg and Faust, directed by
the hand c f Omnipotence, opened the win-
dows of the firmament of letters, and with
their movable type deluged again the world.
We cannot measure the vast depths of this
mighty fl iod; we may sound it in but a
few placet and try to form some mental
calculation. The largest collection of books
of ancient world was the library founded
by Ptolemy Philadelpbius, at Alexandria,
said to have contained 700,000 volumes.
The great library of Pergamus, that was
sent by Anthony as a gift to Cleopatra, con-
tained over 200,000 volumes. Tbe Ambro-
sian library at Milan, with its 140.000 vol-
umes: the Mazarine library in Paris, with
its 160,000 volumes; the National library at
Naples, wi'.li its 200 OJO volumes; tbe Im-
perial library of Vienna, founded by Em-
peror Frederick 111. with its 400,000 vol-
umes; the Itjyal library at Munich, with
its 300,000 volumes, that owes its origin to
Albert V. Duke of Bavaria; the Imperial
library at St. Petersburg, with its 1,000,000
volumes; the great library in the British
Museum, with its 1000.000 volumes; the
great library of France, with its 2 000,000
volumes: and in our own country, the
Astor lib-ary with its 180,000 volumes; the
Mercantile library, New York, with its
ISO,OOO volumes, the Yale library at New
Haven, with its 190,000 volumes, and the
library of Congress with its 350,000 vol-
umes; and we would not forget our own
State library , with its 70,000 volumes, give
but a poor and inadquate idea of the num-
berless volamea of the world.

Magliabecchi, the celebrated librarian of
Florence, lived, ate, drank and slept among
his books. His house was one great pile
of books. The lower rooms were filled
with them, not only on the sides, but in
great stacks upon the floors, only a narrow
ws-jT from room toroom.

"'ti^.porches were filled with books as
far out as the awning would protect them
from the rain. The staircase and upper
rooms were filled with books; he slept
upon them, had them for his pillow, and at
night covered himself with books. He
carried a pan upon bis arm in which a fire
was kept constantly burning to warm his
hands. The world is one monstrous li-
brary ; there are books along all the walks
of life, in all our homes, sacked on tbe
shelves of the book seller, at astonishingly
low prices. Agents call upon you and urge
you to subscribe; advertisements fill the
papers, asking your orders for books. The
angel measured the city, New Jerusalem,
and gave its dimensions; but who can
measure tbe influence ofthis mighty, over-
whelming, irresistible tide of materialized
thought, boundless as the nnexplored and
limitless universe? The pen has done
more toward shaping the destiny of the
world than the sword. Marathon, Hast-
ings, Orleans, Blenheim, Saratoga and
Waterloo did less toward revolution than
did the Reformation and the revival of let-
ters. An author may do more to influence
the fortunes of the world than a statesman
or a warrior, and the deeds and perform-
ances by which this influence is created
may rank in interest and importance with
the decision of great Congresses or the
skilled valor of a memorable field. It is
certainly not too much to say that Homer,
Aristotle, Dante or I, >rd Bacon may take
rank with a Ctemt, a Napoleon or a Well-
ington.

"Homer's Iliad was the constant com-
panion of Alexander. He carried it in a
richly jeweled casket of gold, and at night
he laid it. with sword, beneath his pillow.
The thrilling deeds of its real and imagi-
nary heroes had much to do in molding
the character of the great commander.
Again, the life of Alexander iuspired two
other warriors. Itwas Osar's highest am-
bition to walk in the steps ofAlexander,
and Charles the XII. of Sweden from his
boyhood sought to imitate the great Mace-
donian conqueror. In turn the life of
Cesar inflamed the Turkish Emperor Soly-
man in his campaign through Egypt and
Persia. Take paper and pencil and cipher,
ifyou will, how far up and how far down
and how far out reaches the influence of
the printing press.

" "Amighty influence,' you say, 'is ex-
erted by the press." A mighty influence;
but what is that influence? Is it for good
or is it for evil ? Both. both.

"The pirate of pernicious literature and
nnclean books and papers has circumnavi-
gated the globe with the black flag at the
masthead and many a soul has been made
to'walk the plank' into the abyss of eter-
nal ruin. An epidemic of this loathsome,
moral disease is sweeping over our dear
country into our own community, nay,
into our very bonus, ani the bodies of the
victims are found in the penitentiaries
and dens of shame, and in the asylums for
the imbecile and the insane, and many
more have gone down in an avalanche of
horror and despair. The great heart of
thiscoum.-v about two years «go was made
to stand still, and then again her pulses
were made to beat with a quicker throb, as
the great tragedy of seventeen months' en-
actment was at last brought to a close. I
refer to tbe execution of tne Anarchists at
Chicago. Four men at the command of
the law stood bound hand and foot, with
covered faces, upon the death-trap a mo-
ment and iheu were sprung into eternity.
We listened and wa ched with great anx-
iety for the dispatches, and every eye was
turned toward Springfield and to Governor
Oglesby. My friends, thousands of the
sous and daughters of our own dear homes
are standing upou the death-trap of perni-
cious literature. They are beirg bound
hand and foot, and a black cap is being
drawn over their intellect and over tbe fair
face of their souls. Cm we do anything to
save them " Yes. yes. yes. In the name of
God, yes. Send in a remonstrance, send up
petition after petition to the Supreme Gov-
ernor of tbe universe, let it be signed by
every Chr.stian man and woman in all
the world; stamp it with the blood of
Calvary, and seal it with the groans of
Golgotha. Appeal, appeal to the High
Tribunal. Call for a new trial; and then
make the acquittal sure by excluding from
your libraries and tables every question-
able book and paper and picture.

"You say, 'There are none in mv home !'
God grant it. but such books hide away
from the light. They love the darkness
better than the light, because their deeds
are evil.

••Wiule I was at school one of the Pro-
fess, , i found one of these vile books in the
possession of one of the pupils. Every
one was surprised, but a thorough search
was instigated and twenty or more were
found in the possession of as many more
pupils. Every book and paper should be
held at quarantine until it is known to
carry no infectious disease, and if it be
found to contain the plague, let it bs scut-
tled and fired. Tbe minds of young peo-
ple are Use tbe sensitive plates in the pho-
tographer's camera—a my shot: exposure
le»\ -••• on the soul.

I a boy he was loaned a bad book for fifteen
minutes, and in after life he was never

; able to erase the impression from bis
memory. Benjamin Franklin tells us, iv
one of his letters, that wben a iittle boy
there fell into bis hands a book entitled
'An Essay to do Good,' by Cotton Mather,
and be says: 'If I have been a useful citi-
zen, the public owes all the advantage cf it
to that little book.' Jeremy Bentbam says
that the whole course of his lifewas di-
rected by a single phrase that caught bis
eye at the end of a paragraph in a pamph-
let, 'The greatest good to the greatest
number. 1 George Law, when a boy on bis
father's farm, came in possession of an old,
unknown book which told the story of
a farmer's son who went out in the
woild to seek his fortune, and after
years ofabsence returned home a rich man.
From that moment he became restless ; be
took the hero of the story as his example,
left home, and after a while returned a
millionaire, paid his father's debts and
lived in affluence. Dame, in hisimaginary
journey through perdition, describes an
interview with Paola and Francesca, an
Italian lord and lady, and they ascribed
the loss of their souls to the reading of a
bad book.

"0, the world-wide, eternity-extending
influence ofa book. It may be the leaves
plucked from the tree of life for the heal-
ing of the nations, or it may be the death-
warrant in the hands of a relentless execu-
tioner.

"What can we do to direct in the right
channel this mighty tide ofinfluence?

"The hist thing to do is to put the heel
on the head of the monster of pernicious
literature. Ifyour boy or girl had an adder
or a viper for a plaything you would wade
through Jfire to stamp out its life; and
these vile scorpions of moral poison hide
away, n all of the out-of-the-way places.
They lurk in the barn mangers and in the
hay-loft and in the inside coat-pocket.
Search for them, and let no stone be un-
turned in the search.

'The question has been asked me many
times, 'What do you think of novel read-
ing?' That depends upon the kind. There
are novels that make the life happier and
the heart purer ; novels which inspire to
greater exertion ; that are the drum and
hfe in tbe march of life. The world owes
a debt ofgratitude to Hawthorne, Macken-
zie, Holland and Harriet Beecher Stowe
which it will never pay. Dickens gives
good, lively exercise in every day life.
Scott carries us back through the otherwise
almcst-forgotten past. James Fenimore
Cooper keeps bright the picture of the
primeval American forest ; and a score of
others give lively exercise to the mind and
are salt and spice, rendering more nutri-
tions the stronger literary feast. But the
light, trashy novel, brainless as it is soul-
less, is full of the strychnia and corrosive-
sublimate of society, and unstrings the
nerves and pales the cheek, so that there is
discord in the music of life. In this class
of books life is so overdrawn that the com-
mon, every-day lifeofreality becomes al-
most unbearable. The women are either
angels or demons, and the men are heroes
or villains.

"Women are only women, and men are
only men; and while all men are he-
roes and all women are heroines who fulfill
their mission in life, they are not of the
kind in the novelette, and the reader goes
up and down the earth in vain search for
their ideal. How small tbe font walls of
the humble home appear, how mean the
furniture, how tasteless its life. Ob, for
some prince in disguise, some thrilling ro-
mance. Life is not a fairy land, but a work
shop ; and a man or woman must use the
chisel and mallet, knocking off the rough
corners, before he or she can polish
the statue of a perfect character. 'Life
is real, life is earnest,' and the nov-
elette makes it all a mirage. In crossing
the desert, the weary and thirsty tiaveler
sees just a little way ahead a beautiful
river, or a lake, or a grove of
palms, where there must be a
spring, and would hasten toward
it; but the guide knows too well the de-
lusion. The novelette reader is always
seeing air-castles and dreamingday dreams.
But you say there are a great many good
things even in these light novels, a great
many good lessons. That may be true, but
there is too much poison. The mind is
too much like a filter, the pure, clear drops
of truth pass through and the debris is re-
tained. It you go through a swamp to
gather a rare flower which do you get the
most of, beauty or mire? There are so
many rare gardens of literary beauty, filled
with rich exotics, that there is a great
waste of time wading into a marsh for a
few imperfect blossoms.

"Ionce entered a bookstore to purchase
Tom Paine's 'Age of Reason.' As I stood
looking at tbe book a friend came in.
'What book have jou?' he asked. 'Paine's
Age of Reason,' I answered. 'Did you
ever read it ?' 'Yes, and it did me do good.
It is full of poison. It may not hurt you,
but it is a waste of time. You might be
reading something better.' Ilaid the book
down and went away without it. One of
the best rules to follow is never read any-
thing that can do you no good. Books
should be chosen, as good companions,
with reference to their influence. We may
have for our companions the best and
wisest men of all agea. In good books
great men talk to us and give ns
their most precious thoughts, and pour
their souls into ours. We may dream of
Paradise with Milton, or learn wisdom of
Franklin. And what a wonderful pano-
rama may unfold before us. We may
breathe the morning air of the world with
the scent of Eden's roses yet upon it. We
may view the pyramids and the great
Sphynx ; burning Moscow and sacked Je-
rusalem, and buried Pompii and Hercu-
lanea; tbe Persian hosts of five millions at
Thermopylea, and the brave baud ot Spar-
tan defenders ; the arcophagus.at Athens,
where Paul declared the ur. known God ;
the Roman amiphilheater, wlh its gladia-
torial contests; the conqueror returning
triumphant, with captives chained to his
chariot wheels ; the Swiss villages, sleep-
ing among the Alps; the Alhambra, tue
Vatican ; all are brought before us, and we
may enjoy foreign travel inour own homes.

"I believe tbe press is to do much in the
evangelization of the world. Mark tbe in-
creasing tendency for good. Very little of
infidelity or skepticism in the daily papers,
but many sermons and much Christian
thought. There is an increasing demand
tor this kind of reading. A sermon from
the pulpit may reach a thousand or two,
but the" bread of life is broken among the
millions through the press. May God
hasten the day when the spirit of Christ
shall pervade the literature of our country,
and blot out all pernicious book and papers.

"The first national library in Egypt seems
to have been placed under the protection of
the deities, for their statues adorn the
building. Upon the front was the inscrip
tion. 'The Nourishment of the Soul,' or, ac-
cording to Diodorus, 'The Medicine of tbe
Mind.' Let all our libraries be dedicated
to the God of all gods, and let there be in-
scribed upon all books that find their way
into our home, Nourishment of the Soul.'

"There is one more book ofwhich we
wish tospeak—a book in which all may have
an interest. o,' yon say. 'that is the Bible.'
No, not tbe Bible; but "'The Lamb's Book
of Life.' In Chins, the names of all per-
sons who have been tried for crime are
written in one of two books, which are
called respectively 'The Book of Life' and
"The Book of Death.' Those who are
acquitted may be found in tbe 'Book of
Life,' and those who are found guilty in
the 'Book of Death.' Daniel says, 'Every-
one was saved whose name was found writ-
ten in the book." Aud Faul speaks of
'those whose names are written in the
book." Is your name there, my brother?
Is your name there, my sister? Send in
your request, for He bas said : 'Him that
cometh unto me I will in no wise cast out.'
We may know down here whether our
names are there or not.''

VIEWED BY THOUSANDS.

I SACRAMEKTO. EN MASSE. DOES HOMAGE
TO THE BAGING RIVER.

The Crevasse Continues to Widen, and

it is Thought the Channel will

be Changed.

Old Sol was out in all his glory and brill-
iancy yesterday, dispersing the oppressive
gloom that has for the past fortnight over-
cast the country.

The day was beautilully clear, and the
blue-tinted sky made it, barring a slight
chillness, all that could be desired. The
day of rest, the first since the raging and
turbulent waters of the Sacramento spent
its force, was taken advantage of by thou-
sands of the people of the city, in viewing
with curious wonder the condition of the
now mighty stream.
It seemed as it the entire population had

turned out to do the clay-colored river
homage.

All day long there was a continuous
stream of people crossing the Yolo bridge
and down the levee to the break at Payne's
ranch. The break was the objective point
for everybody, and Washington never be-
fore was honored by a visit from so many
people. At the break there was seen the
mad rushing water leaping in great vol-
umes through the crevasse, aud as far as
the eye could reach a sea of water was all
that could be seen.

The break is widening and the current is
becoming more violent. It is impossible
for steamers to tow a barge up the river
past this place. The San Joaquin No. 3
attempted it yesterday, and the barge came
near being drawn into the break. It is
feared that the break is causing the forma-
tion of a sandbar reaching to the other side.
In that event navigation will be impeded
for some lime. It is thought, too, that the
channel willbe greatly changed.

CONDITION OF THE BAILSOAD.
The railroad between Washington and

Davisville, running through the tule basin,
is being patrolled throughout its entire
length day and night. The water does not
appear to have ailected the land south of
the road, but on the north side the water
encroaches almost to the top of the em-
bankment. The rosd has been banked
with sandbags on that side for several
miles. In some places along the road the
water is twenty feet deep. In the distance
windmills about four feet out of the water
can be seen. A number of carcasses of an-
imals are floating in the basin.

Yesterday afternoon in a special train
Gecrga Crocker, C. B. Alexander, ot
New York, General Superintendent J. A.
Fillmore, Division Superintendent Wright,
and others, inspected the road. Mr.Wright
says that the road is in as good condition
as could be expected under the circum-
stances, and that no danger of the wash-
ing out ofthe road was apprehended unless
there was a heavy wind.

OCCURRENCES IN GENERAL.
For the relief ofH. 8. Moddison and fam-

ily, who lost their home and almost every-
thing they possessed by the break, a con-
tribution box was passed around among
the visitors who went to the crevasse, and
a neat sum of money was collected, as
many of those who could gave their mite.

In the lower portion of Washington,
where the backwater flowed, the services of
of boats are required to carry persons to
and from their homes.

On the Yolo levee, in the morning, a
Chinaman was cruelly knocked down and
beaten with a board by two men. The
Mongolian remained at Constable Tod-
hunter's place for several hours, in hope
that the two men would show up, so that
he could point them out to be arrested.

The forty head of horses on the Tod-
hunter ranch have all been taken to places
of safety.

The men who Fayed the lives of the
Chinamen who were in Payne's barn when
the levee broke, were promised a reward
by the heathens for their gallant life-saving
work. They have not received their reward
yet, though they have asked for it. and
they now intend to bring suit against the
Chinaman who agreed to pay the rescuers
for their services.

John Cummings, who was thought to be
in Moddison's house when it was washed
away, turned up yesterday. He was at
Antelope at the lime of the break.

On Saturday a man called "Uncle Ben-
nie," a member of the Salvation Army,
was in a duck-boat rowing to his house,
opposite Curtis' place in Washington, when
the boat capsized. He was in the water
about three hour!! before he was rescued by
William Harms and another man.

R. 8. Carey was at his Yolo ranch yes-
terday. He says his cattle and hoi ses are
all safe, and that he did not lose any. He
had them removed from the island upon
which they were three weeks ago, and
they are now in comfortable quarters with
plenty of feed.

A few miles from Washington, on the
south side of the railroad, three horses
who were in the flooded districts in Yolo
county, have taken refuge on a knoll pro-
jecting from the water.

A telephone message to the Rkcord-
Union from Freeport, last evening, stated
that the back levee in the Lisbon District,
on the Yolo side of the river, had broken
and that many head of horses and cattle
were in danger.

Tbe race grew more
exciting as it progressed, and the grey-
hounds were at the heels of the prey when
the latter suidenly took refuge under a
lumber pile.

This occasioned a temporary delay, but
the festive sportsmen succeeded in chasing
the fugitive out of his retreat, and then the
race was renewed with increased fury, con-
fusion and scattering of mud.

As an accompanying testimonial of the re-
spect and esteem in which the Mayor is
held by the members, the latter have ar-
ranged to present him with the badge of
the office, a magnificent silk embroidered
sash, which is to remain in his possession.

The society numbers about 4 000 in the
State, and its membership comprises only
industrious, honest and intelligent citizens.
Its principal objects are benevolence and
charity, and its military feature is based
strictly on allegiance to the United States.
The Sacramento branch is composed en-
tirely of old-time residents of this city, and
as a class they have never failed in re-
sponse to help for funds in charitable
causes, nor in participation in all public
celebrations, anaiversaries, etc. P. Gal-
gani is President of the social organization,
and Captain Di Sano commander of the
military portion of the society.
