LONDON'S DISGRACE.

It Will Hasten the Downfall of Royalty
in England.

London, December loth —No one not actually
in the British Kingdom jus-tnow cau appreciate
the enormous present and probabie political ef-
fect of the developments" in "the West End
s-caudals." as they are called. It is the almost
uni versa! expression that they may and probably
willresult in upsetting r.ot only royalty in the
Kiugd'im, but the rule of the privileged classes
hs well. In other words, that they will cud in
biinjdn*about speedily a republic upon the
ruins of the present monarchy and the House of
Lords.

The fact that l'rinre Albert Victor, the eldest
son of the Prince of Wales, and therefore heir
to the British throne, is couuected wilh the
e»«nHat» ettheT personally and criminally, as
ireely charged, or, as officially admitted, by the
connection with them of his intimate triends,
of cour-e makes their political effect most mo-
mentous. It is the opiDiou of every thoughtful
man in the Kingrtora that vhen tbe scandals
are fully inquired into by Parliamcut and all
the frightful details become public property,
either Friace Victor will be deprived of the
succession—a proceeding almost impossible of
conjecture—or that liueen Victoria will be offi-
cially deeUred the last monarch of Great
Britain, and ihat a republic willimmediately
tucceed her dcuth

That this proceedine will be quite feasible
and cou'.d be accomplished without disturbing
the peace of the c untry is believed and openly
difcussed ever} where. The Prince of Wales is
quite a sensible m.;n and as c'osely in sympahy
with public sentiment as was Com Pedro in
Brazil, and he would be as ready to gracefully
bow to the inevitable.

Not only the aristocracy of the peerage are
drawn into the filthywhirlpool,but the names
of the aristocracy of the city. Men whose
names are a power in finance and men who are
constantly to be met in Ixmdon drawing-rooms
are drawn into it m.-<>. Only the American and
some of the conti'iental papers have dared to
pall by name the ti led men who have left their
country for theircoiuury's good.

This lesd« a eo<jiety paper, published to day.
to observe that the American papers meat tread
carefully, because, when the degrading facts
come out, if they do, it willbe found that
some prominent Americans who have been ad-
mitted to Ihc "swell sei" in London are also in
the mess.

IT STILL RAGES.

The Intlneuza Attacks the Rich and Poor
io Palace and Cottage.

LOSDOK, Decpmlier Ifih —Kin? Alfonso has
the inliuenza. In St. Petersburg', where the dis-
ease was first detected, it still rages with dimiu-
ished force. Quite a number of Grand I.Mikes
are suffering from it, while the British, German.
Turkish, Chinese and Persian Kmbassadors are
confined to their rooms.

In Vienna the disease first appeared in the
hospital and laid low the professors dcitors and
nurses, and then attacked the patients. Thence
it spread to the Opera House, dimmed the lus-
tre of local stars, played havoc with the cborus
and utterly spoiled the ballet, fo: nobody cou'.d
sing or d'auce with pocket-handkerchiefs to
their noses.
