It is Stormig Again All the Way
from San Diego to Oregon.

NEYADA COUNTY’S GRAND JURY.

Pan-American Visit to the Pacific
Coast Has Been Postponed—
Oregon Items,

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

ANOTHER DOWNPOUR.

Reports From Different Sections Regard-
ing the Present Storm.

NEvapa City, December 19th.—The rain is
still pouring down here fast, and snow is falling
a short distance above town. The creeks are
booming, 7The rainfall to date is forty inches.

A UBURN, December :9th —For the last three
days it has been storming. To-day there is a
steady downpour.

MARYSVILLE, December 19th.—The wind is

lowing hard from the southeast this evening.
Four-fifths of &n inch of rein fell to-day, with
{»roq)ects of more to-night. The Feather and

‘uba rivers are at a low stage. The water of
the former remains about stationary, and the
latter has risen a half foot to-day in conse-
quence of the s orm. The total rainfall for the
season to date is nearly seventeen inches, which
is but a few inches short of the average for the
entire year ending with June,

REDDING, December 19th.—To-day we have
had the heaviest storm of the season. For
hours this afternoon the rain fell steadily and
beavily, with considerable wind, and at7 p. N,
it 1s still raining,

BurTE CitY (Colusa Courty), December 19th,”

—No warehouse has collapsed here. The cor-
ner of a shed has cav d in s)me little, and
about 400 sacks of wheat were lost. ‘t he main
hcuse is in no danger whatever. It is still
raining.

SaNTA Cruz, December 19th.—It rained heay-
ily to-day. The narrow gsuge trains have
stopped running, owing to small slides. ‘1he
road between this city and Felron is impassable.
The prospect this evening is for more rain.

EoNoMA, December 19th.—A s eady rain has
been falling here all dsy. There are no indica-
tions of iis abating.

SauTA Rosa, December 15th.—It commenc d
reining lsst night, and has continued ever
since. The ground is full of water. If :be
storm continues the country will be flooded.
Four buildings in the western part of te county
are under water. The rainfall for the storm, up
to 2 o’clock this afternoon, is .95 ot an iuch, and
for the season 21.¢7 iuches.

GILROY, December 19th.—It has been rainirg
steadily ell day, with every sign of its continu-
ance to-night. The creeks are all running bank
full, and the Uvas river is almost impassable.
No fears are entertained of an inundation. al-
though there will be a probable slight averflow
near the town from the back waters of the Pa-
jaro. Farmers are almost disheartened about
puttingin a crop. A few days will suflice to get
the foil in condition, but toward Hollister the
adobe land will require we of good weather
for farm operations. But little trading is dore
on account of the inclement weather, and
Christmas stocks are suffering for want of buy-
ers. The season’s rain to date already cquals
all of the previous year.

BAKEFSFIELD, December 19th.—The last four
days’ showers foat up .72 of an inch. The storm
is now over,

TACOMA TATTLE.

Heavy Snow-Storms Prevailing in East-
ern Washington.

TACOMA (Wash ). December 19th.—A heavy
snow-siorm is prevailing in the Cascade Mount-
ains and as far west &s Weston, at the end of
Stampede Tunnel, If the wind blows from the
mouutains in this dirce.ion it will snow here.
All trains are delayed.

A LAWYER'S SUDDEN DEATH.

A telegram was
found on the table addressed to H. M. Bennett,
213 Cherry strect, Seattle, reading: *‘Shall be
back in tbe mora'ng; have to attend to some
business to day.”

The hands ot the de’eased were raised to his
chest but the countenance was ca'lm and the
bed bore no indications of a struggle. He had
robably been in the act of undressing when
mplaint or apoplexy overcame him,

two years ago. H  was highly educated. Ten

days ago he had an attack in a hotel at Seattle.
COAL OIL FAMINE,

A severe oil faumine is probable here and
Seattle retail deasers arc out of oil. Wholesale
houses are no bette: off' and the standa:d Oil
Company’s warchouse is ewpty, hardly a drop
being in the tanks. Prices ere being boosted to
exorbitant rates, as there is no prospects of a
supply within fifteen days.

BEAUTIFUL INDIAN MAID.

Chief Joe, of the Puyallup Indian Resérva-
tion, has a squaw noted for her beauty, and has
been annoyed repeatedly by waite men calling
at his wigwar: and payirg their acdresses,
Last evening, while Mrs. Chief Jo¢ sat alene in
a canoe, a. peleface appeared anud made over-
turcs which she rejected. He seized her, tut
her cries attracted Chief Joe and other Indians,
When the pale face saw Chief Joe, he puiled his
revolver and deliberately shot him, and then
escaped. Chief Joe is shot in the thigh, the
bone being shattered, and he may die. The In-
dians are greatly exciied, and are making every
effort to capture the man, who is well known to
them by sight, and threaten to lyuch him in-
stanter.

PORTLAND PICKINGS.

H. Beemis of Walla Walla Drowned in
the Columbia.

PORTLAND (Or.), December 19th.—Last night a
man fell overboard and was drowned. A rope
was thrown him, butit was of no avaii, as he was
unable to or refused to grasp it. The body was
recovered this afternoon. Papers found on the
hody denote his name to be H. Beemis of Walla
Walla, aged ubout 33 years, It was either a case
of deliberate suicide or accidental drowning.

FATALLY STAEBED,

To day two Chinese called ut the police sta-
tion and stated that a Chinaman named Ah
Foon had stabbed and fatally ivjured Wut Yen,
the proprietor of a Chinese wash-house, last
Monday night, during a row which occurred
over a shortage of 35 cents. The. police are in-
vestigating the matter,

PROPOSED SHORT LINE,

On Tuesday last Judge Rievis, E. W. Whitson,
the banker, and several other gentlemen resid-
ing at Yakima, were in the city and signed the
final papers for the constructicn of the railroad
between Portland and Yakima, 215 miles. The
preliminary surveys have already been made
and the cost of building has been estimated.
Work will begin at this end of the line within
the next three months.

THE PAN-AMERICANS.

Their Proposed Visit to the Pacific Coast
States Postponed.

2ax Fraxcisco, December 19th.—YVice-Presi-
dent W. H. Mills, of the State Board of Trade,
to-day received the following dispatch trom M.
M. kstee at New York: *if you have made

ublic my telegram as to visit of International
‘onferecce to Pacific coast please announce
that the visit is indefinitely po:tponed, and may
not be made.”

The receipt of this dispaich has caused ex-

ressions of dissppointment from al!l interested
in the hoped-for coming of the distinguished
gemlemzn comprising the Pau-imerican Con-
erence. That the indefinite postpouement may
not mean the abandonment ot the visit to the
coast is the general wish of many merchants,
who are desirous of encoursging cur trade with
the Pacific coast countries of Central and South
America. Mr, Estee wiil be urged to doall in
his power to bring about this much desired
visit.

DEFRAUDING UNCLE SAM.

Over Half a Million Property Seized by
Revenue Officers.

Fresyo, December 19th.—The distillery and
property of the Fresno Vineyard Cowmpauy was
seized Lo day by Charles F. Montgomery and M,
A Hicks, Deputy Internal Revenue Collectors,
L. P, Drexler, of S8an Francisco, is the President
of the comp-:i’. and a large stockholder. The
property seized comprices the winery, distillery
premises, and the stock of wines and brandies
cn hand, cooperage and othes personal prop-
&rty, ampounting in vajue to $500,000.

The case was worked up by B. M. Thomss, a
special Internal Revenue Ag-nt, who has been
at it for some time, 1! is estimsted that from
25,080 to 40,000 gsllons of brandy have been
made at the distillery and disposed of, for which
a satisactory accounting has not been made to
the Government. Snit wiil be commenced in
the United States District Court at los Angeles
for a forfeiture of the property. Several per-
sons who haye been identified with the dispossi
of the brandy will be liable to criminai prose-
cution.

This is the largest seizure ever made in Cali
fornia. The property is situated eight miles

east of Fresno, and comprises a large es‘ate,
most of which is in vines, and upon which are
several large wine cellars.

SQUIBS,

A Mother and Son Held to Answer for
Murder.

StockTON, December 19th.—The preliminary
examination of Mrs, Louisea Polsky and her
son Albert for the shootiug of Robert Kennedy
was held to day before Justice of the Peace
Swain, both sides being represented by good
legal eouneel.

The mother and son were held to answer (o
a charge of murder. Mrs. Polsky’s bail is fixed
at $3,000, and the boy is not admitted to bail.

CHINESE GAMBLERS,

The suthorities of this city have lately under-
taken to ttop Chinese gambling, They have
raided several rlucus and arres.ed the gambiers,
but were unable to secure a conviction on a
technicality that the Chinemen were not caught
in the act, for they would stop gambling at the
approach of the oflicers. The policemen now
declare they will batier down the doo?s of every
place where illegal gambling is couducted, un-
til the Chinamen stop the games.

How the Long and Short-Term Senators
Was Decided.

HELENA (Mont.), Dceember 19th.—In the Sen-
ate this moruing no business was tran
acted, but this atternoon a permanent organiza-
ticn was made. A resolution offered by Senator
Baker to have piurality votes carry all questions
caused a hot debate, but it was carried. F. T.
Gilbert was elected Chief Clerk; Pierce Hooper,
Enroiling Clerk; G. A. F. Kelly, Engrossing
Clerk; M. NcQuirk, Sergeant-at Arms; Rey.
Berry, Cheplain; W, Paynter, Page.

As soon as the organization was completed a
resolution to have sixteen pieces of paper num-
bered and {;uL in a hat, then the Sergeant-at-
Arms should draw one, and if an odd number
be first drawn the Senators from the odd num-
bered districts should serve one year, and it
even it should be vice versa, was introduced.

Number twelve
was the first drawn, and the Senators from the
even-numbered districts will serve for one year.

CALLAHAN AND POWDERLY.

Why the Former Brings Suit Against the
Latter.

SCRANTON (Pa.), December 19th.—According
to a lengthy siatement furaished to-day by Gen-
eral Master Workman Powderly, his diffi-
culty with Edward Callahan, which led to the
present prosecution, dates back to the appoint-
ment of the Committee of Knights of Labor in
18-7 to watch State legislation in the intercsts
of workingmen., In March, 1888, Callahan
complaived the cowmittee was negleciing its
duty, ete.

Powderly esked him for his authority tor
stating that “‘members who stand high in the
Order do not want their reports Pubiished."

Catlahan replied that Powderly was dere ict
in his duty. and the committee a sham. In
June, 1888, Callahsn published a letter about
the legislative work and commitice, and said
that after his last letter Powderly circulated an
infamous lie, and thus injurcd his (Callahan's)
political chances badly.

Before the June Conventiop, this yeer. to
nominate Assembiymen, Cailahan complained
to Powder:y that injuriou- stories had been cir-
culated, and asked the publicat on of his let-
ters. later he accused Powderly of vilifying
him by circulating stories which led to his de-
feat, and declared 1f his letter had been pub-
lished it would have saved him. but that Pow-
derly sacrificed him to save himself, as the let-
ter would have exposed Powderly's treachery
to tke Kuights of Lalor.

Powerly publiched a 1ull statement of the dif-
ficuity, together with several of Cellahan’s
letters, ia the Journal of United Labor in August,
1888, in which Le asserted his innocence of the
charge brought by Caliahan end his surprise
at the rash utterauces of the man.

Powderly told a reporter to-cday that he knows
nothipg ot the present case, but supposes it is a
renewal of the charge of conspiracy.

Chandler ca'led up the resolution offered by
him in regard to organizations among naval
officers and the influence of Congressional legis-
lation, and made the s'atement on the subject
that he desired, if possible, to protect the naval
officers from being levied upon and induced or
compelled to pay money (which they could
poorly rpare) for the purpoee ot influencing leg-
islation. He said a year or two ago Thomas J.
Cowie, Past Assistant Paymaster in the navy,
drew up a proper bill for the increase of the
rauk and pay of officers of the pavy. It was a
very comprehensive bill. It contained no feat-
ure of economy whatever. That bill had not
been iotroduced in either House, but it hud
been flitting around privately in priot
In connection with that bill there had
becn a movement organized to secire money
from navy officers. That movement had taken
shape ina certain printed circular. One of
those circulars Chandler sent to the Clerk’s
desk and had read It was from Cowie and
dated December 2, 1889, 1t stated that John H.
Thowmas (Illineis) had teen engaged as an at-
torney to take charge and advocate the passage
of the bill framed by him, for the reorganiza-
tion aud equalization of the pay of the per-
sonnel of the navy, and it expressed a hope
that ali officers would respond promptly to
Thomas' eommunication. In connecticn with
this cireular was one from Thomas himse!f,
which was sent to the {lerk’s desk and read. It
states that he had been rcquested to act in the
matter; that expenses must necessarily be in-
curred. and time and labor must be devoted to
the work, and his (Thomas’), acceptance of the
proposition depended upou its approval by the
officer addressed, upon his sendinz a retaining
fez of €5 and signivg a contract, of which a
form was sent, (o pay & contin_ent per cent.
on his increased pay for one year.

Chaudler added that there were 1,500 naval
officers, and this sttempt to get them into the
movement had taken an extremely offensive
shape. He submitted to the Senate if it was not
extra objectionable and discreditable to thus
attempt to iufluence legislation He did not
believe the contr, even if entered into,would
be legally binding.

CIVIL SERVICE.

Senator Stewart S it is a Delusion and
a Snare.

WAsSHINGTON, Decembar 19 .h.—Senator Stew-
art of Nevada, has come out asoneof the
strongest of the men who go in for the repeal of
the civil service law.

“The whoie theory upon which the civil
service system is based is false,” said the Sen-
ator. ““The history of the world furnishes no
example of where the law euthorizes sccrecy
and relies upon the inpate honesty of men for a
good administration. 1t must ! d that
dishonest men czn exercise unlimited partiality
and favoritism in the examination of appli-
cants. Ffavorites can be mlormed in advance
of the questions to be proposed in any examina-
tion; favorites can be marked high and ac
cepted, and the unfortunate, howerver compe-
tent, can be rejected.

“There is no redress for this. After the ex-
amination four names are to be selected by the
examiners, whenever the appointing power has
a place for ome. The unworthy may be se-
lected, and the action of the Board is not sub-
ject to review. Or an understanding may be
had with the officer who desires to make the
appointment that some favorite shall be in-
cinded in the lucky four. Besides, special ex-
aminations may be, and, il is sailleged, often
are held, to reiiroad a favorite into place.

“The pretended examinations can, in the
nature of thirgs, have bat littie refe. ence to the
fitness of the applicant for the discharge of the
required duties. The mode adopted by busi-
ness men of giving an applieant a trial and of
discharging bim forthwith if he is incompetent
is the only safe method. Under the civil sery-
jce rules an incompetent man hes a six
months’ trial before he can be discharged, and
in tbat time he can, and very frequently docs,
greaily demoralize the service. The trouble
about the whole system of civil seryice is that
it is an irresponsible secret service.”

A Little Tilt Between the President and
the Speaker.

WASHINGTON, Lecempber 19th-—A rumor from
a reliaple source is current about the Capitol to
the effect that there had been a quarrel between
the President end fpeaker Reed. Reed, it is
said, wanted to secure the appointment of some
personal friend of his to a Federal cffice in his
(Reed’s) own town.
