confiscation of the Delagoa Bay Railway, and
American even more lhau English int:«rescs are
involved in tine contention. 'Ihe dispatch ofEnglish gun-boats to Delagoa Hay and fie ar-
rival ofthe American fleet iv the Tagusaresimul-
taneously reported lo day, aud between the twoPortugal is likely to be impressed with the
idea that a day ofreckoning is at hand.

The English case is complicated and intensi-fied by Serpa Pinto* encroachments upon Btit
ish rights in Africa, Mit the American claim
grows out of an act of downright and inexcus-
able spoilaticn by the Portuguese Government.

The Delagoa liay und Transvaal Railways
which is the shortest route from the South
African (old-field to the seacoast, ivas un-
der concession granted by the King of Port>«al
to Edward McMurdo, an American citizen, who
wasa native ofKentucky, and a gallant soldier
in the Union arniy. Itwa-sextiressly stipulated in
the articles o! concession that his American cit-
izenship should not b» waived. Colonel Mc-
Murdo built the road with the aidotKnglish
capital in the face of difficulties which every-
body else deemed insurmountable, only to be
I'oiilronted at last by a threat of the forfeiture of
his concession and confiscation of his property,
unless certain new nud impossible conditionswere complied with.

Under the nre^-s of tinaneial complication
growing out of this threat, find pendiug his ap-
peal to the Unite! States Coverument lor his
protection, the concessionaire's health gave
waj and he dropped dead from paralysis or the
brain.

Immediately afterhisdeeth the Portuguese car-
ried out their tbr.'at against the protests of the
American anil Engliah Governments, and Mrs.
McMiirdoth' ncameto Washington and tiled her
claim for f3,5G0,000, ou the basis of the valua-
tion which the Portngue-e themselves at an
earlier day had placed upon the confiscated
property.

After an investigation which ran through sev-
eral months, and arguments by Mrs. McMunlo's
counsel, Colonel lijgersoll, Secretary Biaine
took up the cause and has pushed it. vigorously
ever since, with the res Dll that Portugal admits
its injustice and now only di-putes the amounts
of indemnity to be paid.

In the present aspect of the case the American
vessels at Lisbon nre not likely to have occa-
sion for hostile demonstration, but their pres-
ence in the uo tin which a I'nited States man-
of-war has been long a rarity, can hardly fail to
have a wholesome effect.

EMPEROR JOSEPH.
He Attends the Funeral of the Arch-

bishop of Vienna.
Vienna, December 21st—The Austrian Em-

peror, ten princes of the blood aud nineteenbishops attended the funeral of the lale Cardi-
nal Ganglbauer. Archbishop of Vienna, who,
although one of the greatest princes of the
church, died no richer than the average suc-
cessful farmer. The poor of Vienna will be
poorer tens of thousands of florins yearly.

From the Cardinal's funeral the Emperor
went h; his palace, there receiving a deputation
of Moravian peasants, who complained thatthey hail been unable to sell their potatoes siuee
the new Spirits Excise Act came into force. His
Majesty gravely promised to look into this pro
saic matter, aud half an hour later he was
praying a', his dead sou's tomb.

QUEEN VICTORIA.
She Will Visit Dublin During the Coming

Season.
LONDON, Dfcember 22d.—The opening of Par-

liament by the Queen iv person is associated
with the announcement of her Majesty's inten-
tion to make a visit of statj to Ireland and a
progress of the country in the summer. It is
believed that this would be attended with
agreeable results, and it cannot be longer put
off, if it is lo retlect, as is undoubtedly the pur-
pose, any glory ujxin lSulfuur and Salisbury.

A uew volume of the Queen's journals is now
being prepared by sir Theodore Martin. It con-
tains an outlive of a novel written by the
Queen, and a selection of some original verses
from the same royal pen. Some of these verses
had been set to music by the Prince Consort.

MEXICO.

IThe National Loan Creates Considerable
Excitement.

City of Mexico, recembcr 22d—The an-
noui cement of the success of the Mexican loan
created considerable excitement. The press
took up the question and demanded an expla-
nation from the Government, which has been
denying that ueirHUtions for a loan were on
foot. Now the officialgazette says it is true Ihe
(iovernment negotiated a loan, but itis intended
for the construction of ihe Tehuantepec Rail-
road. The loan was placed iv different Eu-
ropean money centers, and iv Germany was
taken ten times over.

On the Monterey and Gulf RAilroad work is
progressing rapidly. The officials of the Mexi-
can Railroad (to Vera Cruz) say the Interoceanic
Railroad is not hurting their business.

An English compauy recently made an offer
for the Government tt legraph lines, which was
refused The same company now asks for the
concession of a line to the Guatemalan frontier,
with branches through the country east and
west. It also proposes to establish lines through-
out Central America.

Spanish Republicans.
M.uirip,December 22d.—Efforts of the author-

ities to suppress the agitation in favor of a re-
public in the Province ot Oviedo caused a riot
10 the town ofGijon. The Liberals and Repub-
licans, who assembled ivlarge numbers, refused
to disperse. The police are unable to restore
order. The Governor-General of the province
cleared the ttreets wilh two regiments of in-
fantry. During the rioting one man was killed
and two injured. A number of arrests were
made. There are symptoms of trouble in other
provinces.

Torktown Still Out.
Lisbon, December 22d. — The man-of-war

Yorktown of the United States squedron of
evolution had not arrived hire up to noon to-
day. Admiral Walker reports that the non-
arrival is due to severe weather. The fleet ex-
changed salutes with the land batteries and
Admiral Walker paid an official visit to the
Portuguese officers. The squadron willremain
here ten days aud will go hence to the Med-
iterranean .

A Mate Said to Have Thrown a Seaman

Overboard.
New York. December 22d.—When the Amer-

ican ship Kobert L. Kelknap dropped anchor
this morning off Bedloe's island after a long
passage fr^m San Francisco, a dozen sailors
jumped ever the side into a small boat and
huiriedly pulled to the Battery. They were
greatly excited and seemed glad to be liberated
lrom the clipper which they characterized as
the "hottest" they had ever sailed in.

They stated that the first mate had been in
irons for nearly two months. While off the
Horn the mate quarrelltd with a seaman and
the latter was thrown overboard by him and
drowned. The male was considered a severe
character and never allowed the forecastle
hands any peace while at liberty. He olten
picked quarrels with the men aud maltteated
them on the slightest provocation.

The lielknap is under command of Captain
Staples, who is considered a hard master and
has been in the habit of carrying with him
brutal officers. The vessel left New York a
year ago f. r San Francisco, and on her arrival
at the Golden Gate her crew told a pitifulstory
of cruelty on the part of the Captain and offi-
cers The Heikuap is considered the finest clip-
per in tbe American fleet.

This is a much stronger silver
committee than was anticipated from Reed, and
it is reasonable to expect from it legislation of
an advanced character.

MATTISON DEAD.

Death of an Ex-Congressman Who was
Froinineut Thiriy Years Ago,

Utica (N. V.), December 22d.—Hon. Orsnmus
B. Mattison died to day aged 84. He was a rep-
resentative iv Congress from this district in
the thirty-first, thirty-third, thirty-fourth and
thirty-fifth Congresses. While in Congress in
ISM> and 1867 Mattison was charged with declar-
ing that a large number of the members of Con-
gress were purchasable. The affair caused a
great excitement in Congress and throughout
the country, aud a resolution ordering his ex-
pulsion was otlered in the House, but after a
long and bitter debate it was killed.

Without a Country, Without a Home,
aud Dead Hroke.

Loug daily
dispatches from Lisbon and Madrid have con-
firmed the intelligence recently given that
Portugal is likely to follow the example set by
Brazil. iheGoverumeut here shires the uue;iM-

ness felt iv every chancellery in Europe. If
Portugal takes fire the movement of the Portu-
guese Republicans will, ii is believed, be the
signal of a rising in Sjmiu.

This maybe followed by agitation in Italy
and by a general upheaval oi the social forte*throughout Huror.e.

In regard to the dispute between England
and Portugal over their African possessions,
Bismarck, according to the rtjwrt atloat iv
minbterial circles, lias written to Salisbury, ex-
pressing the hope that nothing will be done to
humiliate the Portuguese Miuistry, in view of
the Imperial catastrophe in Brazil and the po;i-
tl«n ot tbe monarchy in Portugal, face to face
with similar forces to those that cast down Cora
Pedro.

An article in the Xnttonal Zeituihfj indicates
thßt Dismarck favors ihe English claims in this
difference between the powers. Thitt is due
ebi*tly to the intimate relations of the Courts
anil the general concurrence iv their foreign
policy.

FONSECA DYING.

He i- Said to Have Been Mortally
Wonmled by Mutineers.

N'ewYdkk, December J-Jd.—A private cable-
gram from Rio Janeiro states that President
Konseca is dying.

[General Deodoro da Fonseca was the chief
spirit In the military movement which brought
the Imperial regime to an end, aud for which
in • popular demand had been made. Hence it
is that newspapers dated just previous to the
revolution give no ludicalion that a momentous
change of administration was impending. In
short, editors then did not know that a well-
devised military usurpation was about to take
place. Happily, little bloodshed accomplished
the revolution, which seems to have been at all
points successful. The outlook, however, is not ;

altogether satisfactory. While Marshal da Fon- 'seca and his colleagues may be acting iv per- 'feet good faith, and are only awaiting '

the dt liberate choice of the Brazilian
people as to who their rulers shall be,
it must be admitted upon reflection that 'they may abuse their power, which rests upon i
bayonets and the helpless acquit seenee rather 'than the expressed will of the people. Fonseca
is as common a name in Brazil as Smith is in '\u25a0
this couutry. The Fonfeca now at the head of ]
the Provisional Government is f>3 years old. He
fought in the war with Paraguay, and was
wounded at the battle of Itororo. After the
war he organized a military club at Rio de Ja- .
neiro. and the secret ofhis strength is his care- '
fullyfostered popularity in the army. At one
time the Imperial authorities found itexpedi-
ent to send him to a distant Province for a
time. He is now sur reme, aud every friend of
Brazil hopes that he willbe spared and prove
to be another Washington, the father of a pros-
perous republic. 1

Franre.' Stanley is the man who jeered at the
ragged clothes and naked feet of De Brazza. It i

was Stanley who, only the t.ther day, on reach-
ing the coast, rejoiced that tl.e first white man
he met was a German. With blustering obtru-
siveiiess he rescued people who never asked to
be rescued. It is unquestionably Stanley who i

has caused the lo;s ofthe Soudan to civilization.
In short. I regard Stanley as emphatically a
dangerous man and the enemy of all French-
men."

A perfect tempest of discord broke out on
Thursday at a meeting of the Society of French
Artists. It seems that a sub-committee, after
doing a great deal of lobbying among the most
prominent artists and art critic*, decided to re-
commend a commission of ninety, a Sunieme
Court iv the artistic world, to declare the de-
cisions of awards by the committee of the ex-
hibition (imply null and void. The alleged
reasors for this was that an excessive number
of decorations, medals and honorable mentions
had been accorded to foreign arti-ts.

"Honors altogether out of proportion to their
merits.' say the sub-committee, "render so
many foreigners exempt from juryexamination
at the Paris Salon as to be most unfair to Trench
artists, who will be necessary left out in the
cold." It is believed, however, that "sonr
grapes" has a great deal to do with it, and that
the real resson is an effort to satisfy discon-
tented painters who did not get decorations and
honors to which they lelt they were entitled

THE NEW SQUADRON.

Three of the American Frigates Arrive
Safe In Lisbon.

Lisbon, December 22d.—The pride of the
American uavv was sighted at y o'clock this
morning, off Octares. but the Signal Station
reported only three frigates instead of four.
Two hours later the Chicago, carrying the r«n-
nant of Admiral Walker, glided gracefully into
tbe sunlit harbor. Immediately behind came
the Boston and Atlanta. The Yorktown was
not there. On passing Belun the Chicago fired
a salute of twenty-one Runs, which was replied
to by a Portuguese war ship. ThU is the first
American squadron visiting tbe Tagus in five
jears. Justasthe Chicago was dropping anchor
her starboard chain snapped and she lost her
big anchor, owing to defective tackle and faulty
welding.

The flagship was in perfcet trim. Her decks
were white as snow and her brass as bright as
gold. The Admiral said he had as good a pas-
sage aa could be expected across the Atlantic at
this time of year- He met with pretty heavy
weather, and lost the Yorktotvn in midocean,
in a gale of blinding bail and mist. Being
much smaller, she possibly hove to. The other
ships came under easy steam, to save coal
The wtatner experienced was a thorough test
of their teawoithinojs. aud the vessels have
shown themselves lirst-clnsssca^hips.

Just at this moment Captain James O'Kane
arTived from the Bo&ton to make his report His
lirst words were: "Admiral. I am ready to sail
away again at a moment's notice. Of our four
boileis iiotone leaks. We b:ew out our pack-
ice but it was remedied. I thought you were
going to leave me." "No," said the Admiral,
"not a bit of it. We understood your signals,
and slowed down until you signaled that the
boilers were all right. How did your ship be-
have V

•Splendidly." said Captain O'Kane. "We
(hipped ao watertotpeak of, aud hail uo trouble
at all. but waul & day or two to overhaul the
conden er."

At this point Captain John Howell, of the At-
lanta, came in and reported that everything
was all right. To tbe Admiral he said that
nothing was broken. The ship behaved spien-
didlv. Then Captain Robinson, of the Chicago,
joined the party in the Admiral's cabin. He
said that as far as the Chicago went, he was
perfectly satisfied of her seaworthiness aud
speed.

Then all mixed in a general conversation.
The Admiral said: "My ship is dry os a bone.
We con.d have been here two days earlier if we
had vished. We arrived off the coast yester-
day noon, bnt did not want to come in. We
passed the time turning in circles toreeulate
the compasses and then headed out again, but
came on at foar knr>ts an hour."

Said Captain O'Kane: 'The Boston is very
fast. She would have been ahead of every-
thing, bnt it was against etiquette to head the
flagship. The Atlanta had terrible trouble to
keep up with me.'"
