LET A CONVENTION BE CALLED.

The suggestion thrown out by the
Rrcorp-UN10N, that there should be taken
at this time concerted action to induce the
Federal Government to do its duty by the
Sacramento river, has been enlarged upon
by Mr. Alsip iz a letter published in the
Recorp-Uxiox of Saturday, with the pro-
posal to call a Convention of representa-
tive men of the river counties to memo-

rialize Congress upon the sabject.

[t is a wise suggestion, and should be
acted upon forthwith. It makesno differ-
ence whatever whether hydraulic mining
has wholly ceased or not; whether the
raising of the river bed is wholly due to
mining operations or in part to til-
ing the whether there are here
and there lone instances of those who vio-
late the injunctions of the Courts and un-
lawfully mine; whether the deposits in
the cauyons must or must not be re-
strained ; whether the State has done its
duty or the people resident along the

soil ;

river theirs—for present purposes all these
questions should be set aside, and the one
and all-important consideration be the
stimulation of the Federal Government to
the doing of its duty.

The Recorp-UxioN holds now, as it
always has, that the river is a free high-
way, a heritage of the people of the na-
tion, and should by the nation be pre-
served. We have held that it was a mis-
taken policy, as is now confessed by the
mass of the people, to neglect the naviga-
bility of the river for any reason whatsc-
ever. It is the duty of the Federal Gov-
ernment to devise and carry out a
comprehensive schewe of river treatment,
harmonious and embracing all reaches of

the stream, for the one and the only pur- |

pose of improving and preserving its nav-
igability. We have gone beyond that
and still hold to the doctrine that when
the Government enters upon such work it
is its duty to see that its labors are not
overthrown by any sort of trespass.
the Government begins the reclamation of
the river from its present impaired condi-
tion, if any one obstructs or impedes it, or
by any act undoes the work of the Gov
ernment through artificial processes, it is
the duiy of the Goverament to resist such
trespasses, legislate against them, and to
use the entire strength of the Government,
if nee:

be, to enforce its laws.

THE FLAG OF BRAZIL.

Stars Take the Place of the Imperial
Shield and Crown.
[New York Tribune.]
Under the empire, the Brazilian ensign
twas an oblong green flag, with a yellow
' lozenge, the latter cor:taining a green shield
Lsurrcunded by a wreath and surmounted
Lby a yellow crown lined with red; upon
the shield was a globe—crossed from the
fupper left-hand side to the lower right-
Lhand side by a white bar—around which

lwas a double circle, with four small red
[spheres joining the inner circles and the
izlobe at the equator and the poles. The
ilmperial flag was an oblong green field,
‘bearing in tbe center a yellow wreath,
“shield, globe, etc., similar to those on the
"ensign, and baving in esch of the four
corners of the field a yellow lily. The new

4

flag of the United States of Brazil is rep-
resented in the above cat. The old shield,
wreath, crown and double circie are
omitted ; twenty-one white stars, incindiog
+be coustellation of the Southern Cross,
take the place of the old globe lines, and
the motto **Ordem e Progresso” appesrs
on the white band. The colors in the flag
of the republic sre the same as those of
the Tmperial ensign, except that the globe
is blue irstead of green. The tweoty-cne
stars in the new flag represent the neutral
municipality of Rio de Janeiro and the
following named States: Alagoss, Ama-
zonas, Bahia, Ceara, Espirito Santo, Goyez,
Maranhao, Matto Grosso, Minas Geraes,
Para, Parabyba, Parana, Perrambuco,
Plauby, Rio de Jarneiro, Rio Grande do
Norte, Rio Grande do Sul, San Paulo, Santa
Cathsarina and Sergipe.

The decree ot the Provisional Govern-
ment establishing the flag and other insig-
nia of the republic reads as follows :

The Provisional Government of the United
States of Brazil, taking into consideration the
fact that the colors of our old flag commemorate
the victories and achievements of our army and
navy in the defeuse of our fatherland, and that
these colors, independently of the form of our
Government, represent the perpetuity of our
fatherland among the other vations:

Decree that the flag adopted by the Republic
mainteions our traditional and uational colo:s,
gr.en aad yellow, in the following shape: An
oblong yellow and greeu fl g, having in the cen-
ter a blue spheie crossed by an oblique bar of
white runnizg from left to r gh*, with the motto
“ordem e trogressn” with twenty-one stars
emilazosed on the field, among which will ap-
pear the counstellation of Cruzeiro placed in its
sstronomica position. The stars represent the
twenty States of the Repubic and the neutral
muaicipsality of Rio Janeiro

Second -That the national coat of arms ra-
mains the same as the old one, with the excep-
tion that a cap of libarty shall be substituted for
the Imperial crown.

Third - Toat the po tage stamps and the Gov-
ernmen: seais shall have the sphere around
which will be the motto *Republicidos Estados
Uuidos do Brazil ”

Fourth—That all the flags, arms, seals snd
stamps foimed .0 the contrary are ill gal.

ACCIDENTALLY KILLED.

Chung Hang Fille:d With Shot By His
Cousino.

On Sutter Island Friday afternoon a Chi-
naman named Chung Hang was shot and
killed, it is thought, accidentally.

At 1 o'clock on that day, he and three
other Mongolians, Wopg Chung, Charg
Ting and Ah Que, cousins of his, were in
the kitchen of a cabin on the ranch of J. S.
Foster, which place they hold under lease.

Ah Que had just loaded a breech-loading
shotgun, and in letting down the hammer
his fingers slipped, with the fearful result
that the gun was discharged, the contents
entering the person of Chung Hang, who
at the time was standing with his back
turned towards Ah Que. The charge
lodeed in Hang’s back, near the waist,

The wounded man lingered until 8§
o'clock in the evening, when death came
to his relief.

Before the Chinaman died, John Randall,
a neighbor, was called in, and to him the
dying man said tbe shooting was acci-
dental, and occurred in the manner &s re-
lated above.

Ah Que, who is said to be an unusually
intelligent Chinaman, came to this city as
speedily as possible, for the purpose of giv-
ing himself up to the authorities. He ar-
rived at 3 o'cicck yesterday morning, and
at once told Mr. Foster of the killing. In
company with Mr. Foster he went to the
Coroner’s office at noon, and after relating
the circumstances of the killing, delivered
bimself up to Sheriff McMullen and was
placed in the County Jail.

Coroner Clark, District Attorney Bruner
and County Physiclan White will leave by
steamer this morning for the scene of the
killing to hold sn inquest.
