WIND, RAIN AND SNOW.

Snow as Low Down in the Foothills as
Dutch Flat.

Pla< ERVILI.K, December 23d.—It has rained
for the past seven days, and s'; inches has
fallen. The total lor ihe season is Wt.'M luches.
One foot of snow has fallen at the .^ix-mile
House, und there is live leet thirty miles east.
The weather seems to be broken, but the storm
is not over.

Ci.ovKr.DAi.E, December 23d.—The severest
storm of the season is now raging. Thirty six
inches ol rain has fallen to date, hs agaiust ten
incites for the corresponding season last ye-ir.
No damage of any kind is reported. Ukiuh
trains run on time.

Ditch Flat Station, December 23d.—The
storm appears to be over, making thirty-four
Inches of rain for the season, with eighteen
inches of snow ou the ground to-day. The lat-
ter is melting.

Mai:vsvii.le December 23d.—The Yuba and
Feather rivers keep low. They have risen none
to day. Drizzling weather prevailed to-day,
but uo heavy rain tell.

Ciiico, December 2M.—ltis still raining and
enough has fallen to overtop the whole of last
Beaton. The river at Chico Lauding hns fallen
several feet aud snow is low down in the toot-
hills.

San Bernardino, December 23d.—In Canyon
Pass the cut. 295 feet long, Is covered with the
debris ofa land-slide. The track between bee
and I.os Angeles is badly washed in three or
four places. In Temecula Cauyon, San Diego
county, the track and bridges "are almost de-
stroyed. The Orange Division is in bud shape,
and several large bridges here :ire in great dan-
ger. The motor roads are not running nu ac-
count of a soft track The overland over the
Santa Fe is tied up thirty miles from here aud is
no*, expected for another day.

Carson (Xcv.), December 23d.—There are
eleven Inches ofsnow in this city, aud between
twenty and thirty at the Lake, i-iimmitaud ad-
jacent valleys. Allfears of a drought next sea-
son are dialled.

San fuancisco. December 23d.—Iu this city
it was cold all day and threatening. It com-
menced raining :it 7 o'clock this evening and
au hour later was coming down as though it
had not rained this season.

Santa Ana. December 2;id —Rain fell in tcr-
reuts from S o'clock last night uutil 7 this morn-
ing. The Santa Ana river broke over its bauk
and has ll>oded Newp>rt District smith and
west of the city. San Diego creek has changed
into the old channel ulont; the foothills east of
Santa Aua and is Itowin? through the San Joa-
quin ranch. Bridges out on the Southern Pa-
citic and the California Southern betwetn here
aud Los Angeles. No trains have arrived from
San Diego since ytsterday. It has been show-
ery weather all day and threatening to con
tiuue. Great loss will risult from the escaped
waters. Orange couuty rainfall for the past
twenty-four hours was 3.1u inches.

Santa Palla, Tec.ember 23d.—Kain com-
menced falling on the 21st at 2 a M . and since
then l.iKi inches have fallen, bringiui: the total
up to 20.*lfur the season. 'Ihe streams are all
bank full. The roads are inbad condition.

December 23d —At a recent
meeting of the Advisory Board, forty or mo'e
members of the Auti-i>ebris Association of
Sacramento Valley, the following resolutions
were adopted without a dissenting vote:

Wmki:i:.\s, HydauHC mining has practically
ceased, the little that has been done durini: the
past twelve months has been only by stealth,
and by stea.th it is likely to continue for many
years to come. It cau no more be entirely
stopped than can illicit dil illingorother crim-
inal practices: ami whereas, the time has now
arrived when the Secretary °f War, acting Qpon
due information aud knowledge, will untl not-
edly cancel his order of years ago to cense ' .\u25a0\u25a0•.-
eminent work for the retormatiou of the rivers
of Sacramento and Feather, etc.; therefore,

Raotced, 'I hat the President and Direr/us of
the Auti Debris Association of the SacMmento
Valley be and they are hereby advised to in-
struct the manager thereof to use immediate
efforts to cause this order to be rescinded, and a
new order issued, whereby every preparation
for resuming work upon the*c rivers next sum-
mer shall ba made, aud work begun thereon as
soon as practicable.

These resolutions were introduced by Colonel
Edward Woodruff, plaiutilfiv tne famous a'.ti-
debiis suit against the North ISloomfield and
other hydrauiic mining companies.

Dr. C. E. Btone, President of ihe Anti-Debris
Association, says that since the pass-age of the
above resolutions the actiou taken by Congress
in tiie matter had nude it unnecessary, iv his
judgment, for the officers of the association to
make any formal communication ti the Secre-
tary of War ivrelation to the uuexpended bil-
ance of the appiopriatiou for the sacrnmeuto
ami Feather rivers.

Congress, which imposed the restr'clion thnt
the balance should not be expended until the
Secretary ot War should be satisfied that the
hydraulic mining had removed all restriction,
by its late jointresolution, calling for the ex-
penditure of said balance for the preservation of
the navigation of the .Sacramento river, said to
be endangered by the break in the Yolo levee
below Sacramento. Dr. Stone further said that
the rcsolutior.s adopted by the Advisory Hoard
had the entire approval of the oflicers aud Di-
rectors of the association.

Atlanta (da). December !"*!.—Henry W.
Grady dii d this morning at twenty minutes be-
fore 4 o'clock, afier a short iilm^s. He con-
tracted pneumonia when he went to Boston on
December 12th to deliver his great speech at a
banquet given there. Since then he hns been »
very sick man. and the doctors bad given up a 1
hope lor his recovery. His death was expected
at any moment, and his mother was telegraphed
for ou Saturday, aud wus ta his bedside when
he expired.

[Henry \V. Grady was the most widely known
IK-vv^fiaper rxiHU iv the South, withperaaps the
exception of Henry Watterson. He was one ol
the proprietors of the Atlanta Qmitihttkm, and
was a representative of what is called the New
South. Mr. Grddy was a finished orator, and
lms frequently been mentioned as a probable
Candidate for the United Kiates Senate. Ik-
leaves a large circle of friends aud relutises to
mourn his loss.]

Bunker Hill Mouuinent. To-day Dls slaves are
citizens ai:d voters. [Cheers 1 Within ;i le.v
days a young Georgian possessed of equal
genius r but imbntd with sentiments so liberal
that the great Senator would have held him an
enemy to ois State, was the guest of Boston and
with the powers of presentation, and the fever
of dcclHinniiou worthy the beat days and
noble.-t efforts, he stood beneath the shadow of
Bunker Hill nnd uttered opinions iv justifica-
tion rl the suppression of the negro vote, which
were hostile to the views of every man in his
audience, and yet they gave to his argument an
eager and candid hearing, and to nis oratory
unstinted and gt-nerous applause. It was the
triumph of Puritan principles and Pniltan
pluck. [Cheers.] They knew as we know,
that no system of suffrage can survive
the intimidation of the voteror the folsi^c:i-
tion of the Court. [Cheers.] IHblic conscience,
seared by the approval of fraud upon the
ballot, the virtue "and intelligence of the com-
munity, will soon beindlßerenttothe extension
of these methods by the present officer-holders
to continue in power, aud the arbitrary re
versals of the will of the majority will end in
anarchy and despotism. This is a burning
Question, not only in Georgia but iv New York.
It Is that the Government for the peopln shall
be by the people. [Cheers.] No matter how
grave the questions which absorb the attention
and engross their time, the permanence of their
solution rests upon a pure ballot. [Applause]
We forget all differences of opinion, and re-
memlierouly Brady's chivalry, patriotism andgenius. He was the leader of the uew South,
and died iv the great work of impressing its
marvelous growth and national aspirations

Inorder to carry out the plot suc-
cessfully he dressed exactly like Gowen, aud
during the week the lawyer spent in Washing-
ton noted his every movement JHe purchased a
revolver, and returning to Wormley's watched
Gowen, and when the latter left the hotel went
v • to tioweu's room and secreted himself. When
Gowen returned the mnu in the room threw his
overcoat over him and then shot him. The
murde er then, with the aid of an assistant,
escsred by the way of the window. The mur-
derer killed (jowen to avenge the death of a
friend in the coal regions on the gallows.

Mrs.Gowcn and the immediate relatives of
Gowen in Philadelphia have from the first re-
fused to credit the theory of suicide. [Gowen
was a well-known lawyer, and was one of the
attorneys engaged iv the prosecution of the
Moilie yaguircS. lie was at the time of his
death counsel for a railroad, and it was thought
by his friends that overwork had probably over-
balanced his mind and he took his own life.
No evidence had been noted of a tendency to
ward insanity, nor was there anything iv his
business relations that conld lead to suicide. I
