SNOW, HAIL AND RAIN-STORMS.

Several Persons Crushed by a Ter-
rible Snow-Slide at Sierra
City—Etc.

CRUSHED BY THE SNOW.

‘Seven Lives Lost and Homes Destroyed
at Sierra City.

Sierra CrTy, January 3d.—A terribleand
fatal snow-slide occurred here atZ2 o’clock
this afternoon, resulting in seven deaths,

Three or four houses were also com-
pletely demolished, not a trace of them be-
ing left.

The force wss so great that large oak
trees were swept away as if made of paper.

The_residence of I. T. Mooney caught
fire and his wife and daughter were burnt
to & crisp. !

The names of the dead, so far as known,
are:

The end is not yet, and great apprehen-
sion is feared for a portion of the town.

It has been snowing steadily for forty-
eight hours. The mail and express were
obliged to return to-day.

Nothing equal to this storm has been
seen here for years, and should rain follow
the damage to the lower country will be
enormous.

In places the snow has drifted from
twenty to thirty feet.

Communication with Truckee via Sierra
valley has been entirely stopped,and travel
in all directions is suspended except on
suow-shoes.

IONE DRENCHED.

The Town Flooded by the Worst Storm
of the Season.

IoxE, January 3d.—The heaviest rain-
storm of the season here occurred yester-
day between 4 and 5 o'cleck p. m, flooding
yards and cellars, and creating considerable
commotion among women and children,
who were out shopping or returning from
school.

For a while many feared a repetition of
the flood of the 11th of January, 1862, when
one house was washed away and several
persous drowned in Satter Creek, which
runs through the town.

The storm, however, was ¢f short dura-
tion, and did not cause an overflow of the
creek.

Three inches of snow fell twelve miles
above here.

Stages from all parts of the county still
connect with the Amador Branch Raiircad.

MORE TROUBLE SOUTH.

Washouts Again Delay the Trains, and
Worse is Feared.

SAx Ber~xarpINO, January 3d.—Rain
commenced here this morning, and has
been falling in fi:ful showers &ll day.

Fears are entertained of more damege to
the railroads. Cajon Pass is in bad condi-
tion.

Several washouts are reported from the
heavy rains in the mountains.

The overland going East was tied up
here all the afternoon, and will not leaye
before to-morrow. The overland from the
East is tied up at Barstow.

The new piling for the Lytle creek bridge,
west of here, on the Santa Fe road, is
washed out, and a washout is reported be-
tween Los Angeles and Pasadena. The
chances are that no trains will run to-mor-
row. The first San Francisco mail for ten
days arrived at Colton this morning. The
Postoflice officials were busy ell day dis-
tributing it.

The outlook is very gloomy, as another
heavy rain will do great damage.

SEATTLE FROZEN.

Steamers Tied Up and Rivers Rendered
Unnavigable.

SeatTie (Wash.)' January 3d.—The cold
snap and general freeze-up which at pres-
ent exists is the worst known here for
eight years.

The rivers are emptying into Puget Sound
in frozen lumps. They are closed to navi-
gation.

Hood’s Canal is also frozen.

Many steamers are tied up owing to the
fact that they cannot obtain water at Seattle
or other Sound ports, as the water pipes
are all frozen up. They will not use sealt
water, as it rusts the boilers.

The steamer City of Pueblo arrived at 11
o'clock to-day, and reports a strong gale,
accompanied by a blinding snow-storm,
during her passage. The Pueblo wassix
hours behind her schedule.

The Heaviest in Years.

Nevapa Ciry, January 3d.—Sixteen
inches of esnow has fallen in this city in
twenty-four hours. Telegraphic communi-
cation with the lower country was inter-
xupted all day, bat a line is open to-night.
The stage roads to Downieville and Wesh-
ington are closed. Itis the heaviest storm
experienced in years.

Hail an Inch Deep at Merced.

Mercep, January 3d.—The heaviest rains
have fallen here thisafternoon for many
years. It was accompanied by _thunder.
lighining, and hail, the latter Iying upon
the pavements and roofs of houses one
inch deep. An overflow throughout the
valley must necessarily result. The rain
continues to fall heavily up to this hour.

At Bakersfield.

BakersFreLd, January 3d.—Rain bas
fallen all day, the heaviest of the season,
amounting to .39 of an inch, end meking
a total of 4 52 inches. Up to the same date
last vear 1 86 inches fell. The first mail ar-
rived to-day from the south sioce Decem-
ber 24th, owing to the delays caused by the
washout in the southern part of the State.

Down South.

Hovrrster, January 3d.—During the past
twenty-four hours 11 inches of rain has
fallen, making 14 inches for the season at
Hollister. At other peints in San Benito
county as high as 25 Yuches has fallen.
Snow covers the surrounding mountains a
foot in depth. The weatheris warm but
threatening.

TOO MUCH MONEY.

A Big Installment of Government Coin
to be Moved.

WasHINGTON, January 3d.—The Secre-
tary of the Treasury in a letter to Tressurer
Huston. says he is advised that the amount
of gold coin in the vaults of the Sub-
Treasury at San Francisco is now in excess
of 11,000,000, and that the total accumula-
tion of all kinds of money in that office is
upwards of $66,000,000, which amount he
says is far greater than the requirements of
the Government or that locality. In order
that there may be a better distribution of
the assets of the Government, he suggests
the transfer of $2,000,000 in gold coin from
the San Francisco office to the New York
offize, on the best obtainable terms—say
twenty-five centsper $1,000. The details of
the transfer are left to the Treasurer's dis-
cretion.

A dispatch from Philadelphia says that
Willy Gaylord, for years a heavy manipu-
lator of railroad securities and organizer of
railroad corperstions, committed suicide in
a cell in the county prison. He was await-
ing trial on a charge of fraud in negotiat-
ing railroad bonds.

A blow at the grain corners from a new
direction was made in Chicago yesterdav
in the suit begun by Lamson & Co., who
ask that Boyden & Co. be compelled to dis-
clese ail their trapsactions in the corner in
No. 2 corn in November, and to make good
a loss of $40 000 sustained by complainants,
who were prevenied by the coruer from
filling legitimate contracts.

SHE IS SAFE. -

News Received From the Missing Steam-
ship California.

8ax Fraxcisco, January 3d.—This after-
noon Goodall, Perkins & Co. received the
following dispatch, which explains exsactly
the position and the condition of the steamer:

Bowrx's LaNDING (via Gualala), Cal.—Good-
all, Perkins & Co: Steamship State of California
has her eud shaft broken ard ship is disabled.
Life-boat No. 2 arrived at this ;{lnce at 11 this
mornicg and reported ship in latitude 39 deg.
40 min. north, longitude 126 deg. 45 min. west.
She had drifted thirty miles southeast to 8
o'cleck this morning. Send assistance as soon
as possible. All well on board snd ship all
right. C. £TEVENS, First Cfficer.
‘The position indicated is about sixty
miles off shore, and about ninety or a
hundred miles immediately northwest of
port. The assurance that the passengers
were safe was snon bulletined at the com-
pany’s offices and elsewhere in the city.
As soon as the telegram came, Governor
Perkins sent for John D. Spreckels and at
once contracted for a tug to go to the relief
of the vessel. The position of the ship
was not known to Mr. Spreckeis. and he
at once agreed to send out the tug Vigilant
on private contract. Fifteen minutes later
she was steaming out to the relief of the
steamer. Governor Perkins told Mr.
Spreckels at the same time that he ex-
pected that the revenue cutter Richard
Rush would have the steamer in tow be-
fore the arrival of the tuE. If this is the
case, the steamer may be towed in be-
fore to-morrow morning.
Mr. Spreckels says he has no denbt but
that the tug will reach the steamer inside
of six or seven hours. She will pick her
up in the night, and in that case the two
will be in some time to-morrow.
At the ofhice of the Pacific Coast Steam-
ship Company great credit is given to
Mate Stevens for getting word ashore so
quickly. It is not known when the shaft
broke, but judging from the position of the
steamer the accident did not cccur later
than the first of the month. Stevens and
his crew had a pull of sixty miles in an
open boat before getting to the Mendocino
county coast, and the trip must have been
an arduous one. The sixty miles must
have been made in less than six hours, as
the boat would not have been sent out
until daylight this morning.

TACOMA’S MYSTERY.

A Man Suspected of the Murder Ar-
rested.

Tacoma (Wash.), January 34.—-The mys-
tery surrounding the murder of an un-
known man at the Union Lodginz-house
yesterday continues to deepen. Various
rumors were afloat to-day as to the motive
of the murder and the identity of the mur-
dered man.

Early this morning Henry Miller, who
occupied the room where the body of the
murdered man was found, was arrested
and is in jail, where he was lodged for car-
ryiog concealed weapons.

The detectives think the chain of evi-
dence which it is expected will convict
Miller is already complete. A revolver
was found in Miller’s possession when ar-
rested. A clasp knife with a very sharp
blade was aiso found in his possession. He
had no money, and the condition of the re-
volver showed that it had been but recently
fired. Numerous blood stains were found
on Miller's clothes. Over his red-flannel
shirt he wore a lady’s chemise. In one of
his pockets some tickets from a Seattle
pawn shop were found.

WITH GUN

Serious Quarrel Between Two Train
Attaches.

SpoxANE Farrs, January 33.—This morn-
ing Edwin Thompson, a colored waiter on
a sining-car of a west bound Northern Pa-
cific train, became involved in a quarrel
with John Lewis, the news egent. He
grabbed a heavy cut-glass water-bottle, and
struck Lewis on the head, inflicting a seri-
ous scalp wound. Physicians on the train
dressed the news agent’s wound, after

which the latter set about to se-
care a reyolver. It was not un-
til 7:30 o'clock this  eveming

when the train was approaching the city
that Lewis secured a revolver. He then
repaired to the dining-oar and opened, fire
upon Thompson, fired two shots, both of
which took effect, one in the groin and
the other in the right elbow. After shoot-
ing, Lewis jumped from the train and es-
caped. Thompson was brought to Spokane
and sent to the hcspital. It is thought his

injuries are fatal.

Reported Freight Train Wreek.
AvrsrquerQuE (N. M.), January 3d.—Par-
ticulars of a bed freight wreck near Wins-
low are gradually reaching this city. The
train was of thirty-two cars, carrying val-
usble merchandise, mostly imported, and
nearly all consigned to San Francisco mer-
chanfs. It was goiog at a high rate of
speed. On rounding a curve engineer
Frost discovered several head of cattle on
the track. He whistled down brakes, but
it was too late: the locomotive plunged
into them, killing several head. Engineer
Frost and the fireman escaped with slight
bruises, but brakeman White, who was in
the engine cab, had a leg crushed. The
engine with sixteen cars rolled over the
bank and were totally demolished. The
loss on merchandise will amount to several
thousands ef dollars.

Interesting Report From the Department
of Agriculture.

WasniseroN, Janug  3d.—The Decem-
ber report of the Depa aent of Agricult-
ure contains a detailed statement of esti-
mates of the principal cereals, by States,
inciuding the arca, product and values.
The reported area of corn is 88319651
acres, and represents an increase of 2} per
cent. over the acreage of 1883.
The wheatacreage is 38,123,859 acres, and
the report shows it to be 21-10 per cent.
greater than the aggregate in 1888.
A revision of the acreage gives a smaller
area in Iowa, Nebraska, Oregon and Wash-
ington, and a larger breadth in Kansas and
Dskota.
Dairying and meat production have for
vears been increasing on wheat-growing on
{)hie eastern side of the great soring wheat
elt.
The acreage of oats is placed at 27,462,310
acres, an increase of less than 2 per cent.
The yield per acre of corn is very nearly
twenty-seven bushels, or ope-tenth of a
busbel less than the product of 1879, ard is
the largest rate of yield since 1830. The
product as estimated is 2,112 802 000 bush-
els. The largest yields are west of the Mis-
sissippi, Iowa taking the first rank in ag-
gregate produce; and the yield per acre of
wheat is nearly 129 bushels, or one-tenth
of a bushel greater than the November
average of yield per acre. The variation

Starlling Revelations From the Ar-
rest of a Wibilist.

PROMINENT PERSONS IMPLICATED

The Whole Royal Family Was to
be Murdered—The New Rad-
ical Leader.
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A GIGANTIC PLOT.

The Nihilists Would Have Killed the
Whole Royal Family.

St. PETERSBURG, January 3d.—The arrest
Qf the notorious Nihilist leader, Pierre
Grose, at Warsaw has been productive of
disclosures far more startling than any of
the alarming revelations which have come
to the police within the last few days, ap-
palling as they have been.

From letters and documents found con-
cealed in his clothing most damaging evi-
dence is cbtained against many persons
high in Imperial favor and authority, con-
templating not only the assassination of
the Czar alone, but the murder of the en-
tire reigning family as well.

Alresdy many of the conspirators have
been taken into custody, and those stiil at
large are under espionage or being tracked
by relentless police officials.

Several implicated persons were arrested
while attempting to leave the country.
