LABOR ORGANIZATIONS.

Letter From John Burns, the Labor
Leader of England.

London, January 2d —John Burns, the
labor leaJer in England, has issued the fol-
lowing letter:

1\) my friends an'! Jdlow-workiitcn in America:
The year that has passed away has been the
most momentous for labor in Engia d since
IMS. Everywhere the workers have shown an
enthusiam for organization truly extraordinary
in its effeu.s. In London alone 300 trades have
secured shorter hours or better wages and de-
manded successfully from their prwent masters

better conditions This means that 200,000 more
men and women in london have been added to

the ranks of organized labor. The gas stokers
in eight months have made 50X00 members and
reduced their hours, at better wages, from
twelve to eight hours a day.

The baker, who formerly worked ninety and
one hundred hours per week, now works,

through the efforts of his union, only sixty
hours, and lor better pay. In the port of Lon-
don every dock laborer, stevedore, lighterman
and carman is and must be a member of the
trades union. Working women are following
the example of the men, and pressing forward
forbetter times.

Throughout the world the laborer is moving
upward toward the light, the little they are get-
ting making them divinely discontented with
what discomfort remains. In Egypt forced la-
bor has recently been abolkhed. All through
the continent of Eirope. encouraged by recent
labor successes in England, unions are organiz-
ing, while in the colonies labor is marching
with accelerated spied. All this should be en-
couraging to Americaus, who have often been
pioneers.

In America I trust that the workers are im-
bued with the responsibility that American cit-
izenship bestows upon them. They are cit zens
of a Republic that will be the central force and
inliuence of the Anglo-Saxon race throughout
the world, and which, rightly used, may be-
come a power for universal good. All is well if
each one sinks within himself the feelings of
mistrust, jealousy and suspicion and works for
the common good.

In the new rear that is coming Eoglish and
American sons of labor will have an opportu-
nity of showing their sentiments toward each
other by practical efforts to secure internation-
ally eight hours per day. Certain it is that to
keep their relative position wiih other coun-
tries Americans in the new year have work be-
fore them. Believing they will perform it and
regretting my inability, through pressure of
work, to help them by accepting their invita-
tion to lecture through the United States, we
send them from the old country our best wishes
for their success and hearty greetings for the
new year :

WILLIAM O'BRIEN.

He is Likely to Succeed Farnell as the
Irish Leader.

London. January 2i.—Parnell has long
been desirous ofretiring from the leader-
ship of the Nationalist party. The O'ohea
divorce suit may convince him of the ex-
pediency of carrying ont his intentions
without further delay. In that case there
is only one possible successor; that is Wil-
liam O'Brien. He is more popular in Ire-
land than Parnell, and has a greater hold
upon the party generally. Parnell has
practically done his work, bnt it would in-
deed be curious if one so cold and unim-
passioned should be destroyed at last by
such an offense as is attributed to him by
Captain O'Sbea.

At a League meeting in Dublin, Tuesday,
the speakers denounced the attack made
upon the private character of Parnell, and
said that no method was so dishonest bat
it might be tried in the hope to injure the
Irish cause, but that nothing could shake
the love and trust of the Irish people for
their leader. Leamy, a Member of Parlia-
ment, said that they who thought that they
could induce people to forget the services
already rendered by Parnell thoroughly
tailed to understand the Irish race.

UNITED STATES OF BRAZIL.
Interview With the Brazilian Minister at

"Washington.
Washikutok, January 2J.—Dr. Valente,

the Brazilian Minister here, was shown to-
night by a reporter a statement from a
Brazilian newspaper charging the new Gov-
ernment of Brazil with confiscating the
property and jewels of Dom Pedro. After
readingit he &aid : "There is cot a word of
truth in it. and I wish you would contra-
dict it. The Droperty and jewels were
taken charge of by the new Government
for the sole use of Dam Pedro and. his
family, and they have been placed in the
hands of a trustee to hoid. and Dom Pedro
can have them at any time by sending for
them."

Continuing, the Minister said: "The3e
reports were sent out to discredit the new
Government. Dom Pedro was a very
\u25a0wealthy man, and none of his property
has been taken from him. His annuity,
however, was stopped on account of his
being implicated in a conspiracy against
the new Gjverntuent.'^
