TROUBLE BREWING.

Bismarck Appears to be a Better Diplo-
mat Than Balisbury.

L~xpow, Jeuuary 12th.—The Salisbury
Government i3 placing iiself in a very pe-
culiar and dangerous position by conduct
which it has at {east permitted in connec-
tion with the proposed new legislation for
Ireland, and the resuit is apt to be disas-
trous to the Balfour regime. Preparatory
to presenting its new Irish land billin Par-
lisent, the Government has resoried to
exiremely questionable methods for the
purpose of benefiting its friends.

Either directly or indirectly the Govern-
ment party has incited the Land Commis-
gion to act in the interests of the landlords
and to the serious prejudice of tenants by
raising rents under revision. In the new
schedule which has just been issued the
judicial rents iixed in 1874 are everywhere
incressed, which is naturally regarded as
an outrage upon the people.

The fact is that the Commissioners are
lending themselves to downright fraud
which 18 not dissimilar to that which was
practiced in the case of the Act for the es-
tablishment of the Irish Church, when, be-
tween the time that Gladstone introduced
the compensation clauses and the time of
the passage of the Act, some of the Irish-
Anglican clergy contrived to load up the

So well are their plans laid
that they do not doubt success, and the at-
titude of fear and conciliation which the
Governmen f two countries have
betrayed toward the Republicans lends
color to the assertions of the latter that the
court part ire oo weak to cope with
them, and ¢ the bulk of the people are
ready for a nge, or are indifferent.

The Spanish monarchists in the event of
the death of King Alfonso propose the re-
moval of the Queen Regeni. Notwith-
standing her proved ability and discretion
in the conduc: public matters, they do
not think she isstrong enough 1o cope with
the threateni condition of national
affairs, particula:ly as the great strength of
the Reput n party lies in its leadership
by a great & »[ malcontents in the army
and in the ition of some of the
most popt 3
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uunder the cot lofar ary chief. This
would probably be General Lopez Domin-
guez. The monarchical principle through-

out Europe will sustain a severe sheck if
King Alfonso dies now. Whatever the
issue, whether the Republicans be success-
ful or not, the moral effect will be tremen-
dovs, the very precautions of the Spanish
monarchists aiding it to the fullest extent.

CRAZED BY

COIN.

A Large Log:i(‘)’_zmnplctcly Turns the
Head of a French Servant.

Paris, January 12th.— A curious cese
came up before the Seine Assizes at the
Palais de Justice. In 1882 an American
lady, Mrs. Fossart, died in Psris and left a
fortune of about 600,000 francs to a faithfal
servant named Candrian, a Swiss by birth
and about 55 vears of age. Once in pos-
session of this unexpected treasure, which
in his eyes was boundless, Candrian, for-
merly a model of prudence and sobriety,
completely lost his head, and for a number
of months proceeded to paint Paris a beau-
tiful red, plunging into all sorts of dissipa-
tion,

Very soon, howeyer, Candrian ceased to
find pleasure in this feverish and wanton
existence, utterly unnatural to his placid
nature. His load of riches was fast be-
coming too heavy for him to bear, and by
degrees the pgor man fell into profound
melancholy. his mind being forever dis-
turbed by fears that some one would rob
him of his wealth. He saspected his ser-
vants, his friends, his peighbors, every-
body in short, of having designs upon his
gold, and he lived in a state of savage se-
ciusion,

Finally his illosion took a new form.
He became a religious fanatic and imagined
himself designed by Providence to exter-
minate all heretics from the face of the
earth. He was soon remarked as one of
the most devont worsbipers at the Church
of St. Michaei des Batignolles, and one
day in the street he astonished the passers.
by by brandishing a rusty saber and crying
out that it was his mission to destroy the
enemies cf God.

Toward the end of January, 1888 he
called one day upon the cureof the parish,
Abbe Lemare, and announced that he was
about to start on a crusade which might
prevent his return fora long time. He
begzed the Abbe totake chargeof a box
wrhich he said contained his entire fortune.
“The Abbe sccepted the charge, depositing
the valnables in the sacristy. Next morn-
jng the concierge of the house where Can-
drian lodged, found the modern crusader
asleap on the sidewalk. On being aroused,
QOandrian sprang to his feet and exclaimed
4n an inspired tone: “I start on my cru-
sade,’ and with that he sbuflled away
donwn the avenue and has never been ssen

JOAN OF ARC.

A Monument to be Erected to the Maid
of Orleans in France.

Paris, January 12:h.—The receipts at
the Porte Saint Martin Theater are 15,000
francs a night, the largest ever obtained at
that theater. In every guarter of the coun-
try plans are on foot to render signal hom-
age to the Maid. Of tbese proposals the
only two which call for special note are
those of Osiris and M. Pagis, Bishop of
Verdun. The former has notified the mu-
nicipality of Nancy that he will present the
town with Emanual Fremiete's new statue
of Joan of Are.

Further details are now forthcoming cf
the BisLop of Verdun’s scheme to erecta
colossal mooument to the Maid on the
summit of the hill at Vaucouleurs, form-
erly crowned by the Chateau de Baudre
Coury, where Joan was dubbed a knight.
The Bishop explains why he has selected
Vaucoulears as a site for this national
monument. He says:

*Vaucouleurs is a place of souvenirs. It
is also on the frontier, and no one knows
what may happen on the frontier to mor-
row. The place is more fitting, especially
at the present time, for the erection of
this monument, than that where Jeanne
took up her sword and marched against
the enemies of France. This statue on the
frontier would be & symbol of peace, but
at the hour of greatest peril it would also
be an insuperable barrier. It would pro-
tect France by its victorious giaive.”

Joseph Fabre an ex-Deputy, differs
from Monzignor Pagis in his viewsasto
the seleciion of a site for the monument.
He proposes the Castle Abbey of Mount
Saint Michael. Why not, he asks, conse-
crate to Joan of Arc this marvel built on
the summit of a crag, which looks toward
and defies England ?

PERUVIAN RAILWAYS.

They All Pass Into the Hands of the
Government Bondholders,

Lima, January 12th.—The Supreme Gov-
ernment yesterday signed the Grace bond-
holders’ contract, which was authorized by
Congress October 29.h last. Peru cedes for
sixty-six years the raiiways from Mollendo
to Arequipa, from Arequipa to Puno, from
Zuliaca to Santa Rcsa, from Pesco to Ica,
trom Callao to Chicla, from Lima to An-
con, from Chimbote to Seechiman, from
Pacasmayo to Yonan, from Guadalupe
Salavresy to Irpjillo and from Ascope
Paita to Pinra. Also the lands necessary
for their extension and importation duty
free on the material required for their ex-
ploitation, and over three million tons of
guano.

According to the contract the bondhold-
ers are to relieve Peru of all responsibility
in connection with loans of 1869, 1870 and
1872, and extend the railroad, thus open-
ing up immense agricultural and mining
fields and giving life to the great industries
of the interior by the long looked for means
of communication with the coast.

THE KAISER AND THE CZAR.

They Will Meet Next Month to Confer
About Austria.

BeeLis, January, 12th. — The proposed
next interview between Kaiser Wilhelm
and the Czar, which was arranged during
the Czar’s visit to this city to take place in
April, is being burried forward in conse-
quence of the changed relations of Ger-
many and Austria, and negotiations are
now in progress looking to the holding of
the .interview as early as Februsary. This
is believed to be direcily due to the estrang-
ment which has arisen in the relations of
Prince Bismarck with the Austrian Min-
istry through the weakening of the influ-
ence of Count Kalpooky, which in turn is
attributed to the attitude of the Czar in the
Bohemian negotiations.

Why Portugal Gave In,

Lissox, January 12th.—-Glynn Petre, the
English Minister, on Saturday imparted to
Gomes, the Minister of Foreign Affairs,
England’s demand for the removal of the
Portuguese forces, officials and expedi-
tions of every kind from Boakshire, beyond
tne confluence of the Rus and South Seam-
basi, and from Mashonaland. If Portugal
failed he said in twenty-four hours the
British legation woul!d board the Euchant-
ress and await a reply at Vigo.

The King immediately convened the
Cabinet Council to consider the ultimatum.

The Government replied to Minister
Glynn Petre that Portugal, yielding to
strong pressure from a power of first rank,
being too weak to withstand it, would or-
der the withdrawal of the Portuguese from
Shire and Mashonaland, while she would
reserve all rights to the Portuguese crown
in those territories.

It is asserted that this decision was far-
ther influenced by the reports of the inten-
tion on the part of the British to make
naval demonstrations at Suillimaine, Dela-
goa Bay and 8t. Vincent.

“Down With the Ministry.”
Lissox, January 12th.—A mob composed
of students and others, shouting ‘‘Down
with the Ministry,” attacked the British
Legation to-day. They demolished the
escutcheon on the building and smashed
the windows. They then broke the win-
dows of the residences of the various mem-
bers of the Ministry, after which they
dispersed. Itis rumored that Gomes, the
Minister of Foreign Affairs, will resign,

The Panama Canal.

Pagis, January 12th.—Brunet, the judi-
cial liquidator of the Panama Csnal Com-
pany, has received a cable dispatch from
the Technical Commission sent to investi-
gate the condition of affairs on the isth-
maus, to the effect that the canal can be
completed within two years if sufficient
funds are provided. The Commission con-
firms the accuracy of the original plans of
the engineers who laid cut the route and
the scheme of work for the canal, although
it inds some defecis in the works, which
may be remedied.

The Portuguese Yield.

LisgoN, January 12th.—The Cabinet
Council met Jast evening and sat until one
o'clock this morning. It was decided to
yield to Lord Salisbury’s order for the with-
drawal of the Portuguese forces from Shire
District and Massonaland.

The Baby is Better,

Maprip, January 12th.—This morning
tne King’s condition was encouraging. A
small Republican band has cut the railroad
at Venta Cardenas in the Providence of
Jjaen. The band is being pursued by the
civil guard.
