DEFENSE OF THE COAST.

Senator Stanford and Congressmen Mor-
row and Clunie have introduced a bill
into the two Houses ofCongress looking to
the provision f"r the naval and land de-
fense of the coast. In brief, the measure
provides that $1,000,000 shall be appro-
priated for the establishment of a plant for
the finishing and asssembling of the heavy
parts of guns and other ordnance for the
use of the army and navy. The plant is
to be located on or near the Pacific coast.
That $2;30,000 be appropriated for the pur-
chase of a .site or sites near Point Lobos,
at the entrance t<> San Francisco Bay, and
one or more in Admiralitv Inlet or

Puget Sound, suitable for the erection
of defensive works. Cut the sites are not
to be purchased until the proper Board
has examined the offered positions, and
has reported the cost to the Secretary of
AVar.

Xext, 5100,000 is to be appropriated for
the repair and preservation of existing

fortifications and works, in the Division of
the Pacific. Then ?250,000 is appropri-
ated for torpedoes for the defense of har-
bors on the Pacific coast, the purchase of
submarine mines and appliances necessary
to operate them, for needful casements and
cable-galleries, for the purchase of mov-
able submarine torpedoes to be controlled
by power transmitted from.shore stations,
and for the instruction of troops inthe de-
tails of torpedo service; that £13,473,000
K. ,nn.,,...; 1 f.. .1- '- '\u25a0•o-
power coast defense guns ;that $2,080,000
be appropriated for the purchase of320
cast-iron, breech-loading, steel-hooped
rifled mortars of twelve-inch caliber;
that $3,629,950 be appropriated for the
purchase or fabrication ofcarriages for the
guns and mortars; that $5,885,000 be ap-
propriated for the purchase of necessary
materials for the construction and erection
of defensive works on the Pacific coast, in-
cluding steel gun-turrets, hydraulic lifts.
disappearing and non-disappearing mount-

ings and for masonry and earthworks.
The President is to appoint a Board to

select the site first referred to, and pro-

vision is made for the payment of the ex-

penses of that boly. It willbe seen that
the billis a very comprehensive one. It
does not propose any patchwork reform,
but that the systematic fortification of the
coast shall be entered upon on such a scale
that the Government can thereafter pro-
ceed to any extent of development of de
ensive works that the best military jid;-

ment may determine. 'Wisely the bill
does not provide for the character
of the respective defensive works, ex-

cept the aggregation forboth ; all such de-
tail is properly left to future determina-
tion. It is to be hoped that the bill will

jip.ss. It will probably evoke some opposi-
tion, but unquestionably the sentiment of
the mass of the people of the nation is to-
day strongly in favor of thorough fortifica-
tion of the port of San Francisco, and of a
commanding position on Puget Sound, and

for such provision regarding guns and sub-
marine appliances of defensive warfare as
will put the chief points on the coast in a

fair condition to resist assault, and at the
fame time to aflord the commerce of the
Pacific protection incase of war.

California has been subjected for now
two and a half months to ummially cold
and continued moist weather, and there

has been no little complaining in conse-

quence, but how much superior is the
weather of this heritage to the climate

that surprises the people withsuch cyclones
as (track St. I^ouU on Sunday, and that

resulted in the loss of many lives and the
destruction of much property. Let us rest
content and not again be guilty of grum-

bling, which heals no wounds and eases no
pains.

A LOXG dispatch from New York is ex-

tended to inform the people that the pres-

ent epidemic of influenza is not new, for

just one hundred years ago the Inited
States suffered precisely such a visitation
by tie disease. The New York discover-

ers of the fact can find a parallel within a

briefer space of lime. In1832 an epidemic
of "la grippe," more severe than that we
are now suffering, prevailed in this coun-

try.

TERRIBLE CYCLONK.

Detailed Account of its Ravages ivIlli-
nois and Kentucky.

Caiiio (111), January 13th.—The tornado
which viMUU the city of Clinton, Ky., at 7
o'clock last evening did considerable destruc-
tion to property at Wieklitie, Ky., and Mos-
cow, Ky.

The storm at Wickliffe was especially disas-
trous. The following is a partial list of the
damage done there :John Watwood'edry goods
iiure, Samuel Watwood's furniture store,
Brown'l ary goods ttore, Watwood Hotel, Odd
Fellow* and Masonic Halls and Mansfield's res-
tauruut, Hollies' livery stable and Jidwards'
residence were ail blown down.

Among those injured were Judge Powell and
wife, Mrs. Kichardiou, Wick rergusoii, Mra.
Brockman and Mrs. Powell. Mone were killed.

A number of freights cars used as boarding
cars were blown from the tracks and badly
broken.

Meagre reports come from Moscow, from
where the first traces ol the path of the lornud'j
are seen. There the Methodist Church and
i-chool house are in ruins, and in the country
between there and Clinton there are said to be
numerous evidences ol the storm's fury, though
no live3were lost. The storm passed" north of
Moscow, Ky.,thence northwest to Clinton aud
Wiekliffe.

The path of the storm was about a quarter ofa
mile wide, and it leftin its track fallen timber
through a section of forest through which it
passed before reaching Clinton.

The first house Etruck inClinton was the sec-
tien-house of the Illinois Central Railroad, oc-
cupied by John Rhodes aud fnmily. The house
was torn to splinters, and Rhodes and two ofliis
children were instant y killed. His wife and
one child escaped death, but both are danger-
ously hurt.

Among the many other accidents the body o!
John Gaddies was found under ihe debris ofhis
house with an infant inhis arms, Uaddies was
dead but the child was not hurt.

The house ofRobert Johnson, which was on
the brow of the hill, seemed to divide in half,
cutting itin two just below the second floor aud
letting the uprer portion full into its place.
Johnson was in the lower room and the upper
part fell on him, pinninghim to the earth. He
was rescued, but badly injured. His sou Robert
was up stairs aud dangerously hurt by the fall-
ing timbers. Although suffering intense agony
he begged the rrscuers to let him alone anil
help some cue who could live. Bis brother was
also badly hurt.

1he storm struck the town without the slight-
est warniug. Many knew nothing ol it uutil
the roofs ol their houses were fallingabout their
head \u25a0.

Before the storm the evening was warm and
a heavy rain had prevailed all day, but after the
storm it suddenly turned cold and cjustd a
gieat deal suffering. Itia thought ihe city will
be able to supply all the demands lor help* from
the homeless, and a committee is at work seek-
ingaid.

Already a thousand dollars has been sub-
scribed lowaids the charity lund. The part of
the city which stood on the hillside is the por-
tion that suffered from the storm. Medical as-
sistance was tent from here last night.

GOVERNOR CAMPBELL.
He Was Inaugurated Yesterday at Co-

lumbus, Ohio.
CoLLKnrs (O.), January 10th.— Governor elect

Jiinitt- H. Campbell to.>k the oath ofofHce to-day
at noon. His message is comparatively brief.
He recommends that home rule be restored to
all cities as speedily as possible, and enters into
detail as to the needs at Cincinnati. He strongly
commends the system of bal.ot reform com-
monly called the Australian system, and
sketches briefly the success which Ithas me', in
other countries and States. The argument that
it would be a hardship to the illiterate voters is
substantially answered.

On the question of cheaper school-books the
Governor says: "Popular education is the
foundation of freedom and prosperity. Knowl-
edge should be furnished at the lowest ])ossible
cost. The State builds school-houses, provides
teachers and controls eveiy detail of education
save the furnishing of books. Is theie any
sound reason why it should not assume this
(unction a'so?"

He favors abolition of the office ofCommis-
tlie"d"u?ies could be better performed by the
Kailroad Commission, provided there be any
necessity lorState supervision of railroads.

KNOCKING FOR ADMISSION.
Mormons Who are Bitterly Opposing

Idaho's Constitution.
Wami i.vr.ToN, Jinuai y 13th —The Senate Com-

mittee on Territories this morninglistened to
the arguments against and iv support of the
Constitution prepared for the proposed new
State of Idaho.

Dr.,1. H. Wilsin. of this city, speaking for the
Mnrmons, arijued against the acceptance of th^
proposed Constitution, which disfranchised
Mormons, and as-erted that without Mormon
residents, who will thus be cu'.off from citizen-
ship, the population of the territory is not large
enough to warrant making a State of it. As to
the legal effect of ihe proposition, Mr. Wilton
argued that every good purpose wouldbe served
by disfranchising the Mirmous after they were
convicted of crime, instead of disfr&iicbiMiit;
them in advance.

Delegate Dubois, of Idaho, replied fo Mr.
Wilson in a long statement, reciting the history
of the Mormon Church and quoting from the
judicial decisions ivIdaho to sustain his asser-
tion that itwas a criimua' conspiracy. He said
that it was necessary to disfranchise Mcrmuns
in a body in oider to destroy their political
power, which keeps them togeiher. Conviction
for big<my is a difficult matter, and when suc-
cessful does not affect Ihe convict. "The only
way to reach the Mormon Church," Mr.Duboisasserted, "is io deprive itof political power,
and this the Constitution of Jdaho. adopted
with only l/JuO dissenting votes, does.

LIVES LOST IN KKNTCCKY.

Eleven Persons Instantly Killed and
Fifty-three Wounded.

Clinton (Ky.). January 13th.—Eleven persons
were instantly killed, fifty-three wounded, and
sixtyhomes demolished by the teniticcyclone
which struck this village at a late hour last
night.

The names of the dead are: J. A.Rhodes and
two children, Mrs.Williim Bone, Bienettßone,
Walter Nance, John W. Gaildie and iufni-.t, in-
fant of J. C. Hodges, and oac person notidenti-
fied.

The wounded are: Judge E C. Hodges, his
wifeand two children; J. B. Olynn, bis wife,
child and father: C. V.Vojrhees, his childand
two relatives, names unknown: Rev. N. W.
Lit v.wife and two children: I>.Stubblefield
and several members of his family; Mrs. Foster
and two children; Mrs. J. A.hhodes and one
chiM (the later willdie): A. L. Kmerson and
two children, A.J Justis and one child, Win.
Bone aud two children, W. F. Boone, Mrs. John
W Ciaddie and one child, Mr.Jackson, Robert
Johns .v, dangerously hurt; Robert Johnson, Jr.,
willdie): W. K.Nance, bis wifeand child, and
others nhosa names cannot be learned a; this
time.

Tne storm also visited Wickliffe, Ky.,causing
considerable damage to property, but no loss to
life.

Wenzel, a stonemason, and his
family. Weasel's wife and tcree children weie
sittingin the front room of their hoire, which
isa one-story brick cottage, when the storm
arose. Suddenly the house collapsed, and all
were buried in the ruins. Neighbor! came: to
their assistance, and all were taken out alive
and but slightly hurt.

There was a terrible excitement at the Nata-
tornm during the storm. Between COO and 600
girls aud men were there, dancing, as is usual,
Sunday afternoon. The building was shaken,
and seemed upon the point of being wrecked.
Several women fainted, but no one was injured.

The passengers ofthe Ferguson (Mo.) accommo-
dation train had ft narrow escape, and they c TO-
gratulated themsehes now that a dozen ormoic
of them did not have their heads cut off. How
they were tavtd fioin death or injury is a
mirac c.

Colonel Thomas Thoroughman says the train
had left the station aud proceeded as far north-
ward along the riverfront as Knapp street and
the company's lumber yards, when the water
p inred down in such quantities that no one
could see outside the coaches. Slowly the train
proceeded, aud, wten everything looked dark-
est, suddenly there was a smashing of glass
that rose above the din. aud inch planks came
shooting into the coach windows on one side
aud went out at the other, just like they had
been rired from a huge cannon.

What few passengers were iv the pasfenger-
coach crouched down elo-e tr» the lloor. and the
lumber went llyingover iheirheuds. The storm
of planks aud wood wns so heavy it cashed
>-very p*ne of glats in the second coach, aud
the wind jammed it ina pile on the track be-
tween the trucks, stopping the train. There the
curs stood until the stoim abated, when thecrew got out aud cleared the roadway.

A Philadelphia GirlWants t>ne Hundred

Thousand Dollar* as Damages.
New York,January l.'.th —A breach of prom-

ise marriage case, ivwhich the damages are
placed at SliiO.OuO, was begun before Judge In-
grahHin in the Supreme Court here to day. The
plaintiff is Miss Caroline J. Canimerer, twenty-
three years old, the daughter of Robert Cam-
merer, ofPhiladelphia.

The defendant is Clemens Muller, a wealthy
retired real estate dealer and a man of family.
He is about sixty years of age aud a prominent
member of the l.iederkraus Society.

Plaintifftestified that during a ramble in Cen-
tral Park he proposed to her. bhe gave him no
decision then, but on the 17th ofDo,ember, l?tio,
at Philadelphia, he proposed again, and she ac-
ceptedlhim.

toon afterwards she learned he had a wife in
an insane asylum. She demanded au explana-
tion. He said he wouldget a divorce, and later
on assured her that the divoiee had been ob-
tained ivIndiana.
