HOWLING BLASTS.

Sudden Fall In Yesterday's Barometer,

anil Increase in the Wind.
The rainfall that began a short time be-

fore 5 r.m. yesterday was not appreciable
in amount at that hour. The barometer at

5 a.m. and 5 p. m. stood at 30 24 and 29 95
inches, respectively, showing a rapid fall
during the day, which accounts for the in-
creasing velocity of the wind, which at 5
A. M. was 15 miles per honr, and at o P. M.

124 miUs, haying between those hours
reached a maximum velocity ot 28 miles.

The temperature at 5 a. m. and 3 p. M.
was 38° and 44°, and the dew-point 33= and
42°. The highest and lowest temperature
was 47° and 36=, the wiud southeast, and
the weather rainy.

The highest and lowest temperature one
year ago yesterday was 52= and 32°. and
oße year ago to-day 51° and 31°, with a
clear sky.

RIVER CONVENTION.'
An Important Meeting to be Beld inthis

City To-morrow.
The Convention of river counties called

by the Board of Trade of th'a city to con-
sider methods of improving the condition
of the Sacramento river, and to take action
looking to the proper presentation of its
views to Congress, will me..t in this city
to-morrow.

This willbe one of the most important
assemblages of the year, as upon i!s action
may depend the futnre usefulness of the
chief river in the State, which ia now ina ;
deplorable condition, and yearly becoming
worse. The time has come when some-
thing should and must be done

—
if the

Sacramento river is to be used for navigable
purposes in the future

—
and to protect from

destruction a large portion of the great val-
ley through which itcourses. The counties
that have been requested to seed delegates
to the Convention are all largely interested
in having the river improved, and itis ex-
pected their representatives willbe men of
sound and practical views on the subject to
be considered and acted upon. Their in-
terests are identical, and they should have
little difficulty iv agreeing upon what
should be done, and the proper mode of
procedure to accomplish the best results.

AtMarysrille yesterday the delegates se-
lected to represent Yuba aud Sutler coun-
ties held a meeting, atjwhich it was unani-
mously resolved that the Convention fihould
ask Congress for a large appropriation for
the improvement of the navigable waters of
the San Joaquin, Sacramento and Featber
rivers and their tributaries. The improve-
ment of the Feather river was declared to
be especially important to these counties.

RAGING ELEMENTS.
Tlic Snow Kiug Again Wagiug War

A^:iiu>l the K:tilrou(ls.

The fresh outbreak of the storm ha 3
brought trouble to the railroads again.

I.ate Tuesday night the west-bound
freight train, loaded largely with live stock,
was derailed in the snow sheds near Emi-
grant Gap, anil the result was \u25a0 cave of the
sheds for some distance, and a serious
wreck. Several head of stock were killed,
and the fact that the sheds were weighted
down with hundreds oftoni of snow when
they felldid not serve to help matters. A
crew was promptly dispatched to the
scene, and after working all night the road
was finally cleared and the train sent on
its way yesterday.
Itwas not long after this, thnngh, that

the second-class westbound overland train
passed through Truckee. Ithad proceeded
about five miles westward when it was
caught ina heavy snowalide. The engine
got through all right but the slide canght
nearly all of the cars and nparly boned
them. One hundred find fifty sbovel-
ers were sent from Truckee immediately
to dig the snow from under the wheels and
clear the tr-ick. This was accomplished
after six hours' hard work. The delayed
train reached this city at about 2 o'clock
this morniDg. Itwus due at 0:25 p. m.

The storm is still racing on the Shasta
route and the Oregon Express, due here
this morning, willnot arrive here until to-
night. All outgoing freight trains were
tied up last night and willnot be sent out
outil a through passage is insured.

Owing to the fact that many of the wirps

were down last night, information regard-
ing the trains was very meagre.

GOLDEN WEST BALL.
The Grand Event to Take Place This

Evening at tlie State Capitol.

Native Sons and Native Daughters, and
many who are not natives of the Golden
West, willhave a gala time at the State
Capitol building to-night, the occasion be-
ing the grand bali to aid in increasing the
fund for the purchase of the old Sutter
Fort property and its restoration to its
original condition.

The committees representing the two
Orders have labored energetically to make
this the grandest public ball of the season,
as it doubtless will be. The purpose is
