A tramp who was
stealing a r:de was seen by the robbers
while crawlirg out, and mistaking him for
a trainman, tney shot him in the head.
The wounded man wa» brought to this
city. He is DOW unconscious, but may re-
cover. Tue brakeman started forward to
see what was the matter, but ran back
when ordered by the robbeis. There is no
trace yet of the men.

Engineer S. H. Depuesays that the first
Le saw of the men they wpre coming down
over the tender. Both had shotguns fast-
ened to straps over their neckii and shoul-
ders, so they conld be used handily. The
men ordereJ the engineer to stop at the
crossing of the road from VTaalia to Han-
li:il. which be did.

Visalia, January 21st,—Shortly before
daybreak this morning the south-bound
Southern Pacific train wa3 boarded and
robbed between Goshen and Tulare. Ru-
mot says there were ten in the gang. A
few minutes afterward the Sheriff dis-
patched six men from here armed and
mounted.

Goshex, January 21st. —Train 10 was
robbed by two men two miles south of
Goshen at' 4 \. m. One man was fatally
wounded. One of the robbers is about six
feet high and will weigh about ISO pounds.
He wore a dark slouch hat, a brown duck
coat and very dirty overalls and shoes.
The overalls were old and brown. The
hair of thi3 robber wes dark. The other
robber is I feet 7 inches in bight,
weighed about 150 pounds, wore a dark
slouch hat and very dirty blue overalls and
shoes. His hands were not tanned. The
two were armed with one shotgun and
rubber-handled revolvers.

They fatally wounded one man in the
head with bn.eksb.ot.

GENERAL VALLEJO BURIED._____
Impressive Ceremonies at the Sonoma

Cemetery Yesterday.

Sonoma, January 21st.— At the little
mountain, cemetery here to-day were laid

I the remains of California's vener-
able and well-beloved warrior, statesman,

native son and citizen, Mariano Gandalupe
Vallejo. Since Sunday prominent people
from far and near have been gathering
here, and the little town is filled with
mourning relations and friends. The citi-
zens and business men showed their respect
by a pretty general' cessation of business,
and flag? were displayed at half-mast. The
Santa Ilosa and Carqaintz trains carried
flips at half-mast draped. The weather
which, in the early morning portended a
cheerless day. towards noon cleared some-
what, and admitted of a large attendance
from the surrounding valley.

The fimeritl coriege from the honse to
the church wa3 formed at 11 o'clock, and
consisted cf the Presidio band (services
donated), Companies E, A, G, and C, of
Sa::ta Rosa, delegates from the San Fran-
cisco Society of Pioneers, delegates from
ike Stale Board of Horticulture, Sonoma
BwiMSociety, Sonoma Lodge, A.0. V. D.,
acd Santa Rosa Parlor. N. 8. G. W.

At the church a solemn requiem high
m me was sung, with the followingclergy-
men as celebrants, and Professor Elmer
and four voices from St Mary's Cethedrai,

J. F. McGinty ; Sub-Deacon, Rev. W. D.

After mass the procession was re-formed
and the body conveyed to a vault in the
cemetery, where it willremain for the pres-
ent.

Captain Jim. a famous chief, died and was
cremated a few days ago, since which time
they ara dying at the rate of about one a
toy.
