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STREET COVERINGS.

RELATIVE MERITS OF VARIOUS SUB-
STANCES CONSIDERED.

Bituminous Rock Claimed to be Far Pre-
ferable to Gravel—Coal-Tar Not a
Good Substitute for Cement,

Eps. Recorp-Uston: Concerning the
suggestion in last Sunday’s issue, for using
coal-tar and gravel as a concrete base for
streets, nothing is said of the manner of
preparing it, and perhaps a few words in
that direction may be acceptable. Cosl-tar,
as it comes from the gas works, is not ad-
hesive to any great extent. It is some-
what penetrating, but even that property
disappears rapidly under evaporation, like
coal oil applied to wood; it has no Jasting
properties if left exposed to the atmos
phere,

By cooking or boiling its penetrating
properties become less, but its adhesiveness
is greatly increased. Without the neces-
sary amount of coocking, you cannot make
it harden by the addition of any amount of

sand, ashes or other matter. There must
be an evaporation of the oils and volatile
properties before it will harden.

These properties are got rid of quickest
by cocking. When cooked or boiled suffi-
ciently it is not necessary to add sand or
ashes to make it harden, no more than itis
to put something into maple syrup to
make it harden into sugar. Coal tar can
be cooked into any degree of crystalliza-
tion. When the oils have thus been ex-
tracted its adhesiveness has greatly in-
creased, and by adding stone or gravel you
can have a concrete which, when cold, is
very hard. In this manner it becomes
useful.

Everyvbody knows that hundreds of miles
of sidewalk have been laid in this State of
this concrete, with one very important ex-
ception in the manner of preparation. As-
pkaltum, which is the residuum of what is
called by some naphtha tar, after the oils
have been extracted, either by distillation
or evaporation, has much more adhesive-
ness than coal tar in any condition ; it is
also a beavier substance, more durable, and
less easily destroyed by water or evepora-
tion. Hence, in all sidewalks of this kind
asphaltum was the principal ingredient,
only a small proportion of coal tar being
used, merely to hasten the process of liqui-
fying the asphaltum, which in its market-
able state is quite hard, the oils having
evaporated during the long period since
its outflow in the form of naphtha tar, or
heavy-grade petroleam. Consequently
these sidewalks were called asphaltum
sidewalks.

“Santa Cruz bituminous rock” is formed
by the overflowing of naphtha-tar springs,
which has saturated large bodies of sand
and gravel, and hardened as the oils
evaporated. Its practicability for pavement
was not generally known until a few years
back. It is a natural concrete, requiring
the addition of neither sand nor bitumen.
It only needs cooking and thoroughly mix-
ing, before laying, and costs on the car at
Santa Cruz $£3 50 to $4 per ton. This con-
crete is not so fine or so firm as the arti-
ficial one of the past, but is cheaper. It
can be laid down in a more flexible state
without being sticky, and is quite as dura-
ble; its decay being caused by the evapora-
tion of the oils it contains, leaving the sur-
face more brittle and more susceptible to
damage by wear. Such a concrete makes a
better covering for a street than cement
and stone, as it is more flexible, less noisy,
and cleaner; though not o good a founda-
tion.

Stone and cement in suitable proportions
make an imperishable concrete, and if four
to six inches thick, is capable of bearing
any weight that can be hauled on a truck,
if the tires of the truck wheels have the
proper width. Whether the adhesiveness
of cement is less or greater than asphaltum
the only way it could be damaged would
be by a greater weight upon it than it could
bear, as water would not affect it after it
was once dry. The economy of road-

. building is in the foundation, as the sur-
“Aface can be more easily and cheaply re-

paiged or renewed.

A rock and cement concrete four to six
inches thick, laid roughly, simply pounded
or rolled down, will cost less than one of
equal strength of asphaltum, and undoubt-
edly i3 more secure and durable.

The suggestion in the article referred to,
of putting a gravel covering over concrete,
would never do in a town where the sym-
metry of & street is ‘a thing of beauty.” It
would do in a country lane where a good
track the width of one wagon is all that is
required, and, being placed on the center or
crown of the street, would soon wear down
hard, and to that extent would be better
than clear mud.

Gravel will not stay where you put it,
unless the surface is level, and the same
may be truthfully said of cobbles. You
cannot roll it down on a curved surface so
it will stay; it will crawl from thecrown
to the gutter. As the result of forty years’
experience in San Francisco and Oakland,
the prevailing public sentiment is in favor
of stone and cement concrete base covered
with Santa Cruz bituminous rock. Oak-
land, however, had the advantage of hard-
worn macadamized streets, which, to a
great extent, took the place of the concrete
base, One might ask why we could not
use the stone here without the cement. If
broken stone alone was used, it would re-
quire & depth of eight to twelve inches and
rolled with heavy roller, and all traffic
kept off until completed with the bitumin-
ous rock. The extra quantity of stone re-
quired and the expense of rolling down
would more than equal the cost of the ce-
ment, and it would not be so good in many
respects. F. B. Browx.

GOOD SUGGESTION.

A C(Citizen Who Thinks the Cgain-Gang
Might be Utilized.

Eps. Recorp-Uxiox: Having read an
article in the Recorp-Usron by L. L.
Lewis, giving his idea in regaid to building
a roadbed, I take the liberty to send you a
rough sketch of the manner in which roads
are built in a great many Eastern cities,
especially the town where I was born,
which has a population of only about three
thousand. Said roads were built with a
very small cost to the taxpayers, for the
reason that most of the work was done by
the chain-gang.

After giving a gentle curve to the street
by sioping from the center to the curbing,
the next plan was laying large pieces of
limestone rock quite close to each other
over the entire street; then fillingin with
hard river gravel; tben another layer of
smaller limestone, and then more gravel,
The finish was given by covering the
entire street with pulverized limestore,
which, in the cour:e of a few months, be-
came as smcoth and hard as the rock itzelf.

In this connection I will state that the
rock for building our streets wasall broken
by the chain-gang inside the jail-yard.

I have lived in this city for several years,
and it seems to me to be more than well
supplied with the class of men who consti-
tuted the chain-gang in my native town.
We have the railrcadsand plenty of granite
in the mountains. H. H. Love.

THE PALMER CASE.

A Motion for the Discharge of the De-
fendant Denied.

The Palmer embezzlement case was re-
sumed before Justice Devine yesterday. J.
A. Angus, who had examined the books of
the Reed ranch for Senator Fair, was
placed on the stand and testified concern-
ing his examination of the accounts and
the failure to find any entry therein of the
sale of the thirteen horses and mules sold

in October, 1888. Entries of cash items
were found for that month amounting to
upward of $1,500, but their nature was not
explained.

George A. Bigelow, who was ona of the
bookkeepers under the Palmer regime,
testified that Palmer had never reported to
him any such sale of horses, and that
therefore he had made no entry thereof on
the books.

Some further testimony was put in by
the prosecution, and when it closed its case
Mr. Johnson formally moved for the dis-
charge of Palmer.

The motion was argued by Mr. Sprague,
who held that the prosecution had made
out no e;se against Palmer. They simply
showed: #hich was not denied) that thir-
teen old horses and mules had been sold
and that Palmer received the money there-
for in October, 1888 amounting to $385.
The books showed that in that month
Palmer had accounted for various cash re-
ceipts amounting to $1,500. The prosecu-
tion had msde no sttempt to show that the
bo>ks were not correct, or that they did not
bal:nce. In fact, it was not claimed that
Pa'merowed Senatar Fair a dollar—simply
that the becks did not specify the horse

transaction, altbough the money may
bave been included in the $1.500 turned in
by Palmer for the month in question.

City Attorney Church, for the prosecu-
tion, opposed the motion to discharge the
prisoner, and was followed by Charles T.
Jones, also in opposition.

Grove L. Johnson closed the argument
in behalf of his motion, which the Court
denied, and the defense will therefore pro-
ceed with 1ts side of the case to-day.

STOLEN BOOKS.

HOW THE STATE AND CITY LIBRARIES
WERE RAIDED.

Books Purloined and Shipped to Michi-
gan, but Recovered—Some Neat
Detective Work,

State Librarian Wallis has been doing &
very neat bit of detective work. For some
two months past he had been missing
books from the State Library, but was for
a long time unable to get any clue upon
which to base suspicion upon any one in
particular. Among the regular visitors to
the library was a young man named Elmer
Hagenbaugh. He seemed to be about the
last person who would be guilty of stealing
books, and was always seen to leave the
library empty-handed. After a while,
however, Mr. Wallis was forced to the be-
lief that he must be the guilty person, and
resolved to investigate.

He engaged the young man in conversa-
tion one day, and learned from him some
facts about himself. He discovered that
Hagenbaugh's relatives had departed for
Michigan about the time the books began
to disappear, and some other things that
he learned rather served to strengthen his
suspicion of the young man. One was
that he had been a book agent at one period
of his life.

In pursuing his investigation Mr. Wallis
ascertained that quite recently Hagenbaugh
had shipped two boxes, addressed to his
father, in Michigan, and further ascertained
that the car in which they had been shipped
had not yet left the city, owing to the snow
blockade on the mountains. Accordingly,
he procured a search warrant and had the
car opened, and sure enough there were
the boxes. They were found to contain
about $150 worth of State Library books,
some $25 worth of City Free Library books
and a number of volumes belonging to the
(Qdd Fellows’ Library in San Francisco.

Among the State Library books found
was a complete set of Chambers’ Encyclo-
pedia. A few of the books had their title
pages cut out, and all had been relieved of
their labels. But in cataloguing the books
in the State Library each had been given a
certain private mark, and by these marks
Mr. Wallis was able to identify the vol-
umes without difficulty.

The City Library folks had not yet dis-
covered the Icss of their books until in-
formed by Mr. Wallis.

The next thing to do was to find Hagen-
baugh himself, but 1t was discovered day
before yesterday that the book operator
had fled the city. Librarian Wallis did
not, however, give up the hunt, and
learned during the day that letters ad-
dressed to him had been mailed for Los
Gatos, Santa Clara county. Mr. Wallis
then sought the services of Chief of Police
Lee, who telegraphed to the officers there
to ascertain whether or not Hagenbaugh
was in that locality. Receiving an affirm-
ative reply, a warrant for his arrest was
telegraphed, and yesterday Mr. Wallis was
informed that the youth was in the Santa
Clara County Jail. An officer will be sent
after him to-day.

Among other facts discovered by Mr.
Wallis was one that showed how Hagen-
baugh had managed to conduct his opera-
tions so smoothly as to avoid detection.
He wore a loose-fitting overcoat provided
with capacious inside pockets, like the
game-bag of a hunter's coat, into which,
Mr. Wallis says, the books were slipped
one at a time.

VERDICT OF SUICIDE.
Inquest in the Matter of the Death of
William ¥, Huntoon,

Coroner Clark held an inquest last even-
ing in the case of William F. Hunioon,
who committed suicide Wednesday even-
ing by shooting himself through the heart.

Only three witnesses were examined: J.
L. Huntoon, the deceased’s father; Wm.
Zoller and George B. Dean.

Mr. Huntoon, Sr., was called upon sim-
ply to formally 1dentify the remains of his

son.

William Zoller testified that he was with
the deceased Wednesday, between 4 and 5
o'clock, in Bellmer's store, on the north-
east corner of Eighth and M streets. ‘“‘He
came in about 4 o’clock,” said the witness.
“Mr. Dean and myself had jost finished a
conversation when the deceased came in
from the back room of the grocery store.
He had his hands in his pants pockets.
He was looking at Mr. Bellmer. He
pulled his hands from his pockets and
brought them together. I thought he had
a knife and wes going to open it. Then
the first I knew I heard him cock a pistol,
and without saying a word he put the

istol to his left breast and fired. This

Eappened in the front part of the store,
and he was facing M street. After firing
the shot he staggered forward, and if it had
not been tor Mr. Dean he would have fallen
against the glass in the M-street door. I
left immediately, but saw them carrying
him on a stretcher to his home.”

George B. Dean testified: “I knew Mr.
Huntoon by sight only. I saw him Wed-
nesday at Bellmer's store, about 4:20 p. M.
Isaw nothing wrong about him. Mr.
Bellmer, Mr. Fuller, Bellmer’s clerk, and
myself were in the grocery when thede-
ceased came in from the back room. He
did not speak to any one, and was in the
store at least ten minutes, He stooed for at
least five minutes near the door to the sa-
loon, lecking at Mr. Bellmer. He then
came forward to the front of the store,
nearly to the southeast corner. He then
stood looking again at Mr. Bellmer, who
was standing at his desk writicg, his back
being to the deceased. After standing
there he took both hands out of bis pock-
ets, brought them forward in front of his
body, and then threw his right hand over
against his left breast and shot himself.
I was standing about four feet from him.
I did not see the pistol until after he shot

himseif. His hands dropped to his
sides, and the pistol fell to the
floor. He then stepped back and said:

‘’'m gone, boys.” Perhaps at this time
be was ten feet from the M-sireet door.
He then stepped forward about four feet
and backed up again. He then rushed for-
ward sas though he was going out doors.
I caught him and turned him around. He
carried me up against the door, and then
sank to the floor. He was alive when we
put him on the stretcher to carry him
home. He lived about fifteen or twenty
minutes, I think. Ido not think he was
intoxicated when I saw him.,”

The jury found “that William Frederick
Huntoon, a native of Sacramento Cal,
aged 33 years, 10 months and 4 days, came
to his death from a pistol-shot wound in
the left breast, inflicted by himself with
suicidal intent, while laboring under a tem-
porary attack of mental aberration.”

The jury was compesed of the following-
named gentlemen: Jacob Kahl, Clarence
Nelson, Thomas Kirkpatrick, Joseph Hop-
ly, W. G. Scott, Joseph Hahn, Albert Kunz,
F. M. Egan and A. M. Smith.

CRACK SEHOTS.

The Coming Visit of Several Celebrated
Trap-Shooters.

T. H. Keller, advance representative of
the world’s champion trap-shots, composed
of an Eastern and Western team of six
men each, was in the city yesterday ar-
ranging for an exhibition to be given at
Agricultural Park on the 24th of next
month. These teams have just started on
a tour of the country, and gave an exhibi-

tion at St. Louis yesterday. To-day they
appear in Memphis, Tenn., and from there
will travel southward to New Orleans, and
come to this coast by the Sanset route,
shooting at all the larger cities on the way.
They are composed of gentlemen selected
by the United States Cartridge Company—
under whose auspices they will make the
journey—not only because they are first-
class experts with the shotgun, but because
they are 2!l well-to-do business gentlemen
and representative sportsman of the East
and West, respectively. They are travel-
ing in a special Pullman car, and sports-
men in various cities have arranged to give
them receptions. Trophies amounting in
value to several thousand dollars have been
given for competitive matches in certain
cities.

UNREASONING CRITICISM.

The Stockton ¢“Mail” States the Case
Forcibly.
[From the Stockton Mail.]

It is unjust and childish to blame the
railroad for the great snow blockade and
the consequent hardship entailed upon the
beleagured passengers. As well charge
the newspapers with 1esponsibility for the
floods in the valleys. These extraordinary
processes of nature cannot be foreseen. The
San Francisco Clhronicle, wise in retrospec-
tion, accuses the railroad people of send-
ing trains forward into the snow region
when they should have known what
the result would be to the innocent passen-
gers destined to be imprisoned for a week
or more. Anybody can see now that it
would have been better to hold the trains
back, but who was gifted with the power
of prophecy to foretell atthe time what
was going to happen? Did the Chronicle
warn intending passengers not to buy tick-
ets over the snow route? It was its duty
as a news(imper to do so if it could see dan-

er ahead. Buat it saw no danger. It

nows about it now, just as we of Stockton
know now that there was danger of a
freshet in this city last Saturday night.
But whe knew a2 week ago that it was com-
ing? “Itold you so" wisdom is not the
best thing is going, but the Chronicle
cannot even lay claim to that. If Mr. De
Young had intended going East a fort-
night ago he would have started across the
Sierra Nevada mountains fally confdent
of reaching his destination without
any delay other than such as is
usual during the winter season. He
never would have paused and turmn-
ing his eyes heavenward observed
to his wondering servant: “I can seein
the elements the pertents of the greatest
snowfall in the mountains and rains in the
valleys that our State has witnessed for a
quarier of a century. I will, therefore, de-
ter my departure and hasten to the Chroni-
cle office to tell the people everywhere to
beware.” On the coutrary he would have
purchased his ticket and got aboard of tke
cars just the same as the other passengers
did who were subsequently held in the
snow banks that piled up with unprece-
dented rapidity. Mr. De Young did not
know that the Sierras were going to witness
the greatest snowfall that any white man
had ever seen.
