One of His Legs.

LATEST FKOM SIMS.

Immense Land .Slides on the Oregon Di-
vision.

Sims, February 2d.
—

Ithas been raining
steadily here all day long. A gang ofmen
are still at work on the big slide at Tunnel
9, a few miles below this place. The
steady downpour for the last thirty-six
hours has caused a stream of water to came
running down hill through the slide, loos-
ening rocks and dirt and fine gravel that
have not already been carried down.

The shoveling in these slides is vastly
different and more laborious than ifit was
snow that had to be handled, and only
those that have had experience know what
a large amount of work has to be done to
clear away an ordinary rock and dirt
slide.

Itmay not look large at first, but even
afier the shovelers have worked ut it for
hours itseemingly grows but little smaller.
This is accounted for from the fact that
more rock and slate keeps continually
rolling and sliding down the hill to the
side of the track, and sometimes itis a
difficult task for the men to remove it,as
the water falls all day.

To-day the men have been working at
Tunnel 9in a drenching rain. Most of the
gang are a crew of the north-bound outfit
train, who are all provided with rubber
coats, hats aud boots. The south-bound
outfit train and many who are also at the
tunnel, were not able to do any work to-
day, as the men, with the exception of five
or six, did not have rubber clothes, and
would have been drenched with rain in a
short time had they ventured out of the
cars. A Hying rock struck one of the
laborers this morning and almost severed
his little finger from his hand. A man is
employed constantly to stand ont beyond
the workmen and notify them when rocks
are coming down. Many have been struck
and one man was knocked down this morn-
ing, though not severely injured.
It is expected that the track will be

cleared of this slide some time tomorrow,
when the work-trains will be enabled to
move.

The Record Ukiok's correspondent
started on foot for Sims' from the work-
train this afternoon, and the latter place
was reached after a walk of a couple of
hours. The snow at Sims is about four
feet deep and it has been raining here as at
Delta.

The river is rising rapidly and i3a
muddy stream. The water has changed
it3color from a bluish green to a muddy
red. There are no bad flidps between
Tunnel No. 9 and this place, acd the snow
has been removed from the track up to
and beyond here.

People who are not acquainted with the
manner in which a railroad outfit crew
subsists while on the road naturally
believe that the men are halt starved and
have to rustle for their own food as best
they can, but this is indeed not the case.
The Recokd-I'xion reporter has been with
t.:e outfit train working north for two or
three days and during that time he had an
excellent opportunity of seeing how men
are cared for.

Besides several carloads offreight in the
train here there are five sleeping coaches,
two dining-cars, a cook-car and a caboose,
which s.e used to accommodate the gang
of 100 workmen, besides the train crew.
Three meals a day are furnished and the
bill of fare consists of fried steak, stew,
potatoes, hot biscuits, tomatoes, corn, cold
roast beef and mutton, coffee and ail other
side issues. Two dining cars are able to
accommodate nearly the whole number of
men on the train, but as a general rule the
brakemen, engineers, conductors and fire-
men wait until the second table.

The lamps aie litin the dining cars for
breakfast and supper, the former rueai
being partaken of very early and the latter
about dark. There are about a dcz^n or
so of waiter? who make it their business to
see that every one is served promptly. All
the victuals are well cooked, aud not a
person in the outiit hes been heard to
growl at the billof fare.

Thomas Williams, who has charge of the
train is an energetic man and attends to
business in an able manner. The sleeping
cars are warm aud comfortable, and any-
one as tired as men are after this kind of
work can enjoy an excellent night's rest.
The trainmen skep in bunks in the ca-
boose.

Meal time is hailed by the men with de-
light, and when the foreman gives the sig-
nal to stop work, they all make a rush for
the tables.

There are cars of coal and wood in the
train and from these the engines are sup-
plied with fuel. When not near water
tanks, the engineers take water from the
streams w hich are found every place flow-
ing down the banks on either side of the
track.

HEAVY RAINFALL.

ilylast night and most of the day. Other-
wise the weather is not disagreeable. Jack
ALSty took his special train to Delta and
returned. There are continued slides be-
tween there and Dunsmuir, and very little
hope of reaching Dunsmuir for several
days is entertained.

shows no indication ofceasing. The tem-
perature is 44°. The snow is melting rap-
idly and the river rising. The situation on
the road shows some improvement, but the
heavy rain is n»winp so many new land
elides that a clear track is as far in the fu-
ture as ever. The Superintendent and all
are doing all possible to clear the road.

OPEN TO HORSBROOK.
Sissok, February 2d.

There has been a

heavy rain for the past twenty-four hours,
cutting the snow down fast. The Edge-
wood plow, with five engines pushing her,
arrived at 11 this morning, and made a
connection with the Dunsmuir plow at
McCloud, two miles south. Both plows
are here to-night. Work will be now re-
sumed in the Siskiyou mountains from
Hornbrook to Ashland, which has been
totally abandoned for over two weeks. The
road is nowpractically open from Redding
to Hornbrook, excepting some slides near
Delta.

CHURCH RIOT.

Pol'sh Womeß and Girl* Endeavor to
Mob a Priest.

Buffalo (N. V), February 21.—A riot
occurred to-day in the vicinity of 8L Adel-
bert's Church, Buffalo, which required the
full force of 200 policemen to quell. None
were killed, but several policemen were
more or less injured by bricks and other
missiles, and the leader of Ihe rioters, a
Polish woman, name unknown, is badly
hart.

The riot was the continuance of the
demonstration of disfavor with which Paw-
ler, the Dunkirk priest, who was appointed
to this parish lately by Bishop Ryan, had
been received.

By order ofBishop Ryan Father Pawler
tried to hold services this morning. The
priest notified the police that he would
obey the orders and asked for protection.

Over two hundred policemen were there-
fore sent to his aid. The priest wa3
escorted in his buggy to the church by a
cordon of armed detectives. On his
arrival at the church they found, drawn up
around the gate, a barricade which had
been erected around the church, and fully
2,500 Polish women aud girls. The men
stood aloof on the other side of the street
and looked on.

The policemen were instructed not to
strike the women with their fists or batons,
so an unequal warfare began. The Polish
women fought like enraged tigers and
pushed the policemen away from the gate
by sheer force cf numbers.

"

Finally the policemen beat down the
barricade and surronnded the women.
Then from their aprons the women pro-
duced salt and pepper, which they tiling
in the blue-coat*' eyes. They scratched,
bit, struck, kicked, and yelled likeso many
cats.

The arrival of the priest was the signal
for the climax of the riot. The women
hurled themselves en masse upon the car-
riage, sprang upon his back, and one
woman, who acted as Ihe leader, actually
caught the prieit by the throat and would
have strangled him. It took four police-
men to pull her off. The Polish men now
added a shower of stones, bricks and other
missiles to the fray. This was soon sub-
dued by batons, and not a few went home
with broken heads a!id bloody noses. Nine
were arrested.

Specinl policeman Lyons had his shoul-
der-blade broken nnd half a dozen other
officers were more or less iujured.

The woman riugleader was thrown down
and trampled on and badly hurt. The
priest was rescued badly scared, and with
his vestments bespattmd and torn. After
his departure the crowd was dispersed, and
the policemen are now guarding the priest
in an abode known only to them.

DESPERATE SOLDIER.
He Kills a Colored Barmaid :tnd a

Deputy SheriS.
Silver City (Mont.), February 2d.

—
A

serious shooting affray occurred at Central
City, a small town tight miles from this
place, Friday night. Deputy Sheriff Dalton
and a colored woman named Carrie Drugg
were killed and a man known as Henry
was seriously wounded.

The colored woman kept a saloon at Cen-
tral City, which was patronized by the
colored soldiers at Fort Bayard, which is
about a mile dis'ani. Last evening Henry
Brooks, one of the soldiers, becoming jeal-
ous of another ma::, went to the fort, got p.

cavalry carbine, buckled two cartridge
belts around him and came back to Central
City tokill them both. He shot the woman
killingher instantly. The Sheriff started
to arrest Brooks, but received two bullets
from the carbine. Another man who at-
tempted to pickup the Sheriff was wounded
in the jaw.

After a number of shots had been fired
Brooks was wounded in the leg, and ar-
rested. He is now hi the County jailhere.

THE POPE'S APPROVAL.

A Letter to Cardinal Gibbons From the
Vat icau.

Baltimore. February 21.

bons wrote a letter to Cardinal Rampola at
Rome on December loth, advising him in
detail of the proceedings of the Catholic
congress held in this city in November and
the celebration of the centennial annivers-
ary of the establishment of the Catholic
hierarchy in the United States. The Cath-
olic Mirror is inpossession of the following
reply to Cardinal Gibbons, dated Rome,
January 13th :

"Having made known to the Holy Father
the contents of your esteemed favor of the
loth of last December, Inow discharge the
agreeable duty of informing you that his
Holiness experienced the liveliest satisfac-
tion at everything done in connection with
the Catholic congress heid late]; in your
city with a grandeur thut rendered it
worthy ofa people universally admired for
their energy and civilprogress.

"His Holintss also spoke of yourself in
terms of the highest praise for all you did
or; that occasion, and said at the same time
thit he approves most fullyof the prudent
line of conduct yon pursue in your man-
agement of every work undertaken to pro-
mote the greater development of your
young acd illustrious church.
"Imust also add that the Holy Father

ha3shown himself most truly grateful for
the exceedingly cordial welcome extended
by yon to his envoy, MonsignorSatalli, acd
for the delicate attention shown him dur-
ing his entire stay."

JAKE KILRAIST.

He Knocka the Wonderful Vacquelin Out
in the Third Round.

Xi:w Orleans, February 21.—Notwith-
standing all that has been said about the
death ot prize-righting inNew Orleans, Jake
Kilrain appeared in the role of a gladiator
to-day at West End in the full liirht ofday,
with the police force keeping guard over the
crowd, and in front of as fine an assem-
lage as ever gathered on such an occasion.

His opponent was Felix Vacquelin, a tall
strapping youngster of French ancestry,
quick on his feet, strong as a liou and
bauds like battering-rams, both as to size
and driving power.

An Englishman, named Allen, picked
him up for an easy target some time ago
and Vacquelin knocked him ont in one
round. AMississippi giant from Bay St.
Louis was matched against him and was
whipped in two rounds.

Then Professor Dennis Butler played a
seeming joke on the Frenchman, aud
matched him against Lem McGregor, the
St. Joe Kid. They fought in December,
and Yacquelin knocked him helpless in
the thirteenth round. Vacquelin wasted
half his blows in that battle, but when he
did hit, he nillike Sullivan, and stood his
punishment with the samp scornful in-
difference. "The town," that is the sport-
iug part of it, went wild with enthusiasm,
and Vacquelin was put upon a champion-
ship pedestal and worshiped as the com-
ingking, so when Kilrain came there was
a mutch waiting for him.

Vacqup'.in is a good-natured, lion-hearted
sort of a fellow, who would light anybody,
and his friends were anxious for him to
meet the Ballimorean, because he is prob-
ably the most scientific man in the world,
and VaoqaeU&'s measure could best be
taken by such a staudard.

Then there was the certainty of a large
attendance and besides the local mau's
friends had a secret feeling he might acci-
dentally knock out S-iilivan's late antag-
oviist and jump into prominence at once.

Kilrain was as willing as the home man.
Kilrain wanted a four-round go, thiuking
it would be long enough for the purposes,
but Vacqnelin's men wanted ten or twenty.
but they compromised upon sis rounds
withsoft gloves.

Apurse of $2,000 was raised and put up
insufe hands, and January 10:h fixed as
the date, and Vacquelin went iDto training
earnestly, while Kilrain wentback toRich-
burg, hunted and lived regularly, keeping
well and strong without reducing himself
to starvation weight. The date was later
changed to to day.

The theater at West Fnd was the scene of
the contest, and both men were cut a.
Lakeside early ready for the rneetiug.

Kilrain came fiom Itichburg on Friday,
and looked as brown as a berry. He
weighed 207 pounds and was a better man
than the day he fought Sullivan. Thtre
was good color in his face. His skin W9S
pink with the glow of health, aud his
muscles were splendidly developed with-
out being stiff.

Vacquelin was also tit physically in a
general way, but compHined of a pain in
the groin, which caused a swelling in his
lett leg and made him a little lame. He
never thought of backing ou!, however.

By S:.'!o o'clock there wa3 a gatheriug of
nearly 1,600 people, and some of the "old-
est aud best' were out. There were prom-
inent educators, members of the Exchanges
and bon ton clubs, Federal, State and city
oliicers, militiamen and athletes. The
racehorse men were out in full force. Pur-
vis and other country people also came to
the city especially for the all'air, and alto-
gether it was a great gathering.

About 3:30 Kilrain stalked in bareheaded
and with a blanket wrapped around his
shoulders. His hair was not close cropped,
his mustache was allowed to remain, as
was his beard, unshaven, and only his
carefully trained apppearance, and his bare
chest and white tighfn, black seeks and
canvas shoes showed he was on deck for
the argument at hand. Doc Adler, Kil-
rain's Baltimore friend, was by his side as
his second. That was expected, but it was
something of a surprit? to see the wrestler
William Muidoon, Sullivan's trainer, act-
imrin the same capacity.

In two minutes Vacquelin marched in
accompanied by his retinue and was given
an ovation. He was ace mpanied by Alike
Cleary and James Sweeney as seconds, and
Mike Oliver as bottle-holder.

Vacquelin met the peopla and Kilrain
smilingly. He threw off his overcoat and
displayed a naked bosom. He wore brovrn
tigbls, and a red sash tied with a lover s
knot at his side, and leather fightingshoes.

Although Yacqnelin measures 6 feet 2
inches, he did not looklarger than Kilrain.
who is only 5 leet 105 inches. Vacquelin
is as clean built as a greyhound, with a
sturdy neck, well-set chest asd shoulders,
and arms and leg1! that do not seem to be
as well-muscled as they arc, on account of
their length.

Kilrain on the contrary looked broad
and heavily muscled, and loomed up like
Sullivan did when he faced the Balti-
ruorian at Richburg. There wa3 not much
trouble in selecting a referee. Pat Kin-
drick was suggested and was urged to ac-
cept and did so, and John O'Neill and
John L. DufTy were named as time-keep-
ers. Gloves were chosen and donned.
They were called four-ounce cloves, but
looked less than three. The crowd
showed sonic enthusiasm when Vacqurlin
went over and shook hands with Kilrain
in the latter's corner to show that it was a
friendly meeting. Later on the principals
and seconds met in the center and clasped
hands, and then the decks were e'eartd
for action.

Muidoon made a little speech, ssyiogil
was a gathering on Sunday afterm;

witness a glove contest, and he hoped the
crowd would not forget it and think it
had coire to a prize light in the country.
It was a contest for a display of skill,
strength and endurance, and not a right.
Both sidea had agreed to abide by the
referee's decisioD, and the crowd should
do the same.

Then Muidoon stepped back into bis
comer and at 3:4!) o'clock the referee
called time, and the men sprang lightly
forward and the tight commenced.

Kilrainmade the fight scientifically and
showed all the generalship for which he is
noted. Inthe first round he tried to draw
Vacquelin on. but the latter was wary and
never assumed the offensive. Then he
feinted, lea lightly with his left when he
siepped in quick and landed on the face
and rs Vaoiuelin's attention was attracted,
delivered a naif arm swiuc with the right on
the neck a:id clinched. Vacquelin fought
en piucki'y acd got insome faint short-arm
returns on the sides.

After that he could not touch Kilrain.
In the second round Kilrain repeated

the half arm blow and sqneetad Vacquclin
in a clinch so when he let him go Vac-
quelin dropped to one knee.

When K'.irain found his rival was weak-
ening he ru-hed in and clinched again, at
the same time swinging a right in on the
neck. It was a good chance to end up
matters then, but the police and referee in-
terfered.

Kilrain continued the rushes and landed
on the r.eck, jaw and stomoch with bolb
bands, clinched and crowded Vacquelin to
the ropes. When the round ended Vac-
queiin a jaw was swelling up and his ribs
were rosy.

In the third round Vacqnelin was more
confident and swung out his right,but re-
lapsed to the defensive when he failed to
reach. Kilrain landed a left-hander on
the stomach at very long range and slipped
after the blow. Itwas Vacquelin's chance,
bat Kilrain got away like a cat. Then he
smashed fan right hand on the j»w,on the
body, feinted again with his left and
clinched wirb it. leaving the right hand
free for work.

His right swung around and struck with
terrificforce on Vacquelin's jaw and side

linrapid succession. He go) away with a
a few light returns. He repeated this per-
formauce, landing his right thiee times
more on the jaw before the round c] i

Cleary urged Vacqnelin to cootiDU
the big fellow's sore leg dad swollen from
the exercise, and he said he would
on. He was far from bdug knocked ont,
although his lip wa^ cut and his j•

sides were sore. He said he bed no
ness to fiihtat all.

Under the circumstances Cleary threw up
the sp.inge, and Kilrais w:ts decUred the
winner. Vncrjuelin cried, a:.i! wanted an-
other go. Kilrainsaid his opponent is a
good man, but green.

THREATENING LETTER.

A Wheat Speculator Wantx to Boom the
Chicago Market.

Chicago, February 2d.—Edwin Pard-
ridije, the well-knrwn 1! ard of Trade
speculator, was in anything but an easy
frame of mind las; night. He did not
know whether he was the dupe of a prac-
tical joke or the destined victim of pre-
meditated murder. The cause of Mr.Pard-
ridge's disquietude was the reception of an
anonymous letter ofrather startling import
yesterday. InMay wheat he basT of late
been very fortunate in his adventures on
the Board, and, being one of the heaviest
dealers, he has apparently created the im-
pression among certain outside speculators
that he is running the market.

Mr. Pardridge has sympathetically kept
short onMay wheat, and, owing to the de-
cline in prices, owns to have cleared a
modest fortune by bu 'rir.sactions. Others
—and among then: B P. Hutchinson —

by
keeping long of the market have been
badly nipped. The "shor!s' : have had no
trnii'iie in covering themselves, but the
"longs'1have had !ounload at a great loss.

The disturbing letter, which was written
in a cramped and evidently disguised band,
conns from somebody who got caught in
his transactions. Ifwas as follows:

Mr. Panlrhlge :You can put wheat up 5 cent!a bushel. Ifyou do uot pat it yp 2 cents before
Saturday or Monday at 1 o'clock Iwill killyou.
Now. Iam not a crunk, i>v.t a despe:ate mun.
You are ruining me and others. So help me
God, ifyou do not pot up the market 2 ceuts I
will shoot you detid In your tiacks Monday
night,atd anyone who defends you next. 1 am
desperate, and think no more of killingmyself
thinIdo of killingyou speculators.

Mr. Pardridge was ca led upon and asked
what be thought ot the missive. "Idonot
know,' : said he, "what to think. Ienn
scarcely believe the letter to be a mere
jjke. Still, nobody but a fool or a crank
would write snch a letter. Ithink 9 ime
inexperienced oui'idor wim hfs been dab-
biing in May wheat has taken that course
to save himself from loss. Whether or not
he is desperate enough to carry out his
threat is a mere matter of conjecture. Our
President, you know, was shot by a crack.
The man is a fool, at any rate, or he would
know that it is impossible for me to raise
the maifcet as he wishes.'
