The Secretary was taken to the residence
of Historian Davis, and about 10 o'clock he
recovered consciousness. At noon he was
reoorted out of danger.

Tne President and Secretary Hslford ar-
rived shortly after the alarm was struck
and rendered all the assistance possible.
The President desired to have the Secre-
tary taken at once to the White House, bat
the pbysiciars forbid it.

Tijelire was caused by defective fines.
It is the intention to take the bodie3 of

Mrs. ar...l Mi-s Tracy to the White House,

where they will lay in state in the East
room until time for the funeral.

This catastrophe, added to Mrs. Coppin-
ger's deal \ yesterday, causes universal sor-
sow here. The President will probably

pone his intended trip to New York
ibis afternoon, where he exacted to at-
tend the Judiciary Centennial, in company
with the Cabinet and the Supreme Court.

HOW JJES. TRACT MED.
Washington. February 31— Secretary

and Mrs. Tracy occupied the back room on
the second story. Mrs. Tracy, itis be-
lieved, was first awakened by the suffocat-
ing smoke. Secretary Tracy was at the
time unconscious, and Mrs. Tracy, with
heroic devotion, attempted to drag the in-
animate body of the Secre ary to the win-
dow. Inthis she partially succeeded, but
half dazed and blinded by smoke, she
opened the window, and just as the firemen
were putting up the ladder to rescue her
she leaped to the sidewalk. Her body was
picked up with severe internal injuries and
a broken leg. She was taken to a neigh-
boricg houee, and without recovering coa-
Eciousness died within an hour.

IS AS ATriTCDE OF PRAYER.

Wajhihgtos, February 3d.—Miss Tracy,
the .Secretary's unmarried daughter, occu-
pied '.he third story front room, and met a
terrible late. The young lady could be
seen at the window in the light that flick-
ered in between the blindiog smoke
and the tlames. She was clad in white
robes. Her hands were in an attitude of
praj er and her face was uplifted to heaven.
The iiauies gradually hemmed her in, and
she finally sank to the floor only to be
recognized a^ainby her charred remains.

The French maid, Josephine, met a sim-
ilar filein an adjoining room, where her
charred and blackened remains were found.

WHAT THE BUTLEE SAYS.
James Welch, the Secretary's butlep

said :"Isleep in the basement, and this
morning Igot up about (i.'oO. There wa>
no smtil of fire and no appearance of any-
thing wrong. About 7o'clock Istarted to
ciean my dining-room, when there was a
riiigat the door-bell, and when Ianswered
ita colored man said, 'Your house is on
tire.' Ator.cc Irushed up stairs to arouse
the family ; acd although the smoke was

thick, Isneceeded inknocking at ev-
oor, and from each one in the rooms
ared a response,
hen Istarted to go down stairs and
nearly choked with smoke. Ifell

three times, but finally got to the front
door. Iwent around to the rear and tried
to get a ladder so as to reach the Secretary
and Mrs. Tracy's bedroom. Mrs. Tracy
was at the window, while the few of us
who were there appealed to her to keep
stillfor a minute more. She climbed out on
the sill and lowered herself until she hnng
by her haDds on the narrow stone projec-
tion. Everybody who -jw her yelled to
her to hold on for a moment, and we
looked around for something on which to
catch her so as to break the fall which had
to come.

"How long did Mrs. Tracy hang there?
Not more than a few seconds. She told me
afterwards she slipped. She fell into a
rearway. almost touching me in her swift
descent, (Iwas on the ground levei), and
struck on her left side. No sound save a
littlemurmur came from herhpa. Ipicked
her up and carried her into Khiem's
house.''

To those who were admitted to view the
destruction of the property, the bed-room
whichhad been occupied by the Secretary
and Mis Tracy was the principal point of
interest. Itis the rear room on the second
Moor and mus; have been a beautiful apart-
ment. Everything is black and soaked
with water. The room is a huge cinder.

On the third floor on the central front
was the room occupied last night by Miss
Tracy. This wa3 a ruin of the most thor-
ough description. Itwas charred in every
corner. The ceiliDg is gone, the doors
burned out, and cinders ankle deep cov-
eied the floor, and what the flames had
spared was destroyed by water.

The fire originated in the parlor near the
open fire-place. Whether it originated
from the crate or the heating-pipe is not
known. The furnace is in the basement,
directly beneath where the fire started, and
the pipes lead to the upper stories in the
rear of the wood work.

The firemen, generally, think that the
wood work caught fire from the heated

BRSAXnra THE NEWS.
Shortly after noon the President broke

the news to the Secretary of the death of
i.is wife aud daughter. Although great
caution was observed, the effect of the blow
was terrible and the Secretary almost suc-
cumbfd. He rallied, however, and soon
composed himself.

At4 o'clocK Secretary Tracy was reported
as continuing to improve, and had assented
13 h'.s removal to the White House.

The .j(ar tc-night has the following ac-
count of the scene when the President
broke the news of his wile and daughter 'a
death to the Secretary : Upon the Presi-
dent was placed the painful duty of break
ing to his friend the saddest of new?, and
very nicely, with a depth of sympathy al-
most unsuspected heretofore, did the Chief
Executive tell the Secretary that his wife

i>n!y a slight moan came from the Secrr-
\u25a0.vhen the calamity was made known

;ohim. Very eager was he to hear all the
particulars of the fire and to a limited ex-
tent his curiosity was gratified. No witness
ever underwent 3 more rigid rross-examin-

n than did the President, and it vrvc
withdifficulty that many of the questions
were answered.

Frequently the President's emotion was
too much for him. At last the additional
and dreadful nsws of Miss Mary's death
was aiso given to Mr.Tracy. He exhibited
wcraderfnl fortitude, although his anguish
is evident. It was 2 o'clock when the
President left the Secretary's bedjide, end

The bodies ofMrs. aud Miss Tracy are at
the residence of Attorney- General Miller.

Mrs and Miss Wilnierding are at Dr.
Barter's, but will,during the day. be taken
to the residence of Senator Hale. All
around these residences great crowds con-
gregated as soon as the sad news SDread,
and have remained there during all the
morning.

RESPECT SHOWK.

When the Senate convened Senator Cam-
eron arose and referred to the recent sor-
row in the family of the Secretary of State
and the fearful calamity to Secretary
Tracy's family this morning, and moved
that the Senate adjourn in respect, which
was done immediately.

Itwaa believed t'uat he was very well of},
but. was a miser. The driver hunted
around a little, and his search was rewarded
by Brich find; for on overturning an old
irun pot tbere rolled out a number of $20
gold pifcpj enisomesmallercuins, amount-
ing to $435. TIK-y were all thickly covered
with mold. In the old man's pocke'.9 were
several deeds and mortgages, which indi-
cated that he was worth $20,000. Bisides
this re owns the house he lives in and Eev-
erai;othfr pieces of property.

He will hardly live another week, and
the ambulance driver said he was afraid
the old man would die before he sot to the
hospital.

FRANCE AND GERMANY.

What a lierlin Pawer Says oJ the Present
Relations.

Berlin, February 3d.—The National
Zatuag Rives a g^od deal of attention to
the pamphlet of Colonel Stoffel upon the
relations of France and Germany, and in
the course of its comments says: Ger-
many's relation to Austria after the buttle
of Sadowa was entirely different from her
relation to France after the battle of Sedan.

Forbearance with Austria was passible
and wise, for the victory had settled defin-
itely the issue long in dispute, and Austria
showed herself inclined to accept the re-
sult.

Forbearance with France would, on the
contrary, have been useless, for France
did not peiceive and would not recognize
the difference that the union of Germany
had made in Europe. For cen'.urits Ger-
many was parcelled into small states aud
had been the victimofthe reckless attacks
of her Gallic neighbors, and was accus-
tomed ro an easy victory over her feeble
enemies

France regarded the results of the great
change oniy as an accident of the cam-
paign. Itis probable that in coming cen-
turies also the only remedy against the
Gallic assaults willbe for Germany to keep
her military force at Mich a point that that
alone will always guarantee the safety of
the country. The question of' the protec-
tion of Berlin is not so important as that of
guarding southern Germany against inva-
sion.

£5,000 DAMAGES.

Ilie London "Times" Settles With Par-
nt I! for £SOOO.

London, February 3d.—The trial of the
suit for libel brought by Parnell against
the Time* was to have begun to-day, but
when the case was called counsel an-
nounced that the suit had been compro-
mised, the Tones paying Parnell £.3,000
damages.

The withdrawal was also announced of
the action brought by Harry Campbell,
Parnell's private secretary, against the
Times for damages for statements affecting
Carupbell made by Attorney General Mil-
ler, counst-1 for the Times, in his opening
speech iv the case of O'Donnell agaius;
Walter, proprietor of the THmes, and for
chorees made against plaintiff in an edi-
torial published by the Timts in 1638.

A YOUNG NIHILIST WOMAN.
She Kills a Government Officer anil Then

Commits Suicide. \u25a0\u25a0'

>.'fa' York, February 3d.—A letter to the
Tribune from St. Petersburg gives the fol-

lowing details of the recent murder of
Colonel Solotouchine, Chief o( the Secret
Police Department of Moscow :

Haviug received notification that a sum
her of Nihilists were in the habit of hold-
ing meetings at the hou?e of M. AudriefJ,
the Cnlonol determined to ascertain
whether the information was correct. Ac-
cordingly, toward 8 o'clock in the evening,
he concealed himself ia the neighborhood
and carefully scanned the faces of all who
either entered or left M. AndriefFs resi-
dence.

Several of them he recognized as indi-
viduals already under surveillance as dis-
satisfied characters, and at langth he de-
termined to arrest the next person who
rang the door- bell. This proved to be a
young woman.

He touched her on the arm and she in-
Staotly re-cognized him. Quick as light-
ning she drew from her pocket a small re-
volver and fired. The bullet entered his
right eye, and, penetrating the brain, killed
him on the spot. Then the murderess
shot herself through the head. Her dead
body was found lyingacross that ofColonel
Solotonchine.

An examination of the papers found on
the young girl proved that she was Olga
Gontcharenko, 19 years of age, and the
only daughter of the Director of the Gov-
ernment telegraphs at Moscow.

Within a couple of hours afterward M.
Andrieffs house was raided by the author-
ities, but no one was fonnd there.
