
EDWARD SNOOK'S DEATH.

TESTIMONY E£GABDING THE TKAGEDY:
TAKEN AT THE INQUEST.

Mlsg Wheelan Denies That Tliere Was
'

Any Arrangement to Have Chul-

man Whipped.

Coroner Clark held an inquest last even-
in the case of EJward Snook, who was
shot and killeJ Monday eveDine by Peter
Chalnian, a mailer in the Saddle Rock res-

taurant.
An immense throng gathered in the

vicinity of the Morgue, which with difli-
cnlty conld be kept from crowding into
the examination room.

Chalman was not summoned for exam-
ination, itbeing his desire not to testify at
the inquest. As the law gives him this
privilege, no attempt was made to compel
his attendance.

The first witness called wa9 police officer
Ash. He testified as follows: "Iam a police

officer. Monday night shortlyafter 8 o'clock
officer Harvey and myself were standing in
the vicinity of the Plaza, when we neard
two pistol shots coming from the direction
of Istreet. We ran up and found a dead
man lyingne*r the sidewalk. Mr. Brissell
was there, too. holding a man whom he
said did the shooting. Officer Harvey took
charge of the body, and Iarrested the man
whom Mr.Brisseli had. On our way to the
pri3on my prisoner said he shot in self-de-
fenße, and that he would not have had it
happen for$1,00(1. We passed two women on
our way, acd <>:ie of them asked me if'Ed,
was dead.' Iiiiinot know them at the
time but have since learned that they were
Miss Wheelan and Mrs. Orr. Isearched
the man who did the shooting and found a
kcife upon him. The pistol with which
the shooting was done was found about
twenty-five feet from where the dead man
lay. Idid not know who the dead man
was at the time.''

Inanswer to a question from a juror Mr.
Ash said that his prisoner had a badly
bruised eye when he arrested him, as
though he had been struck by sonu one
The prisoner sai J he had been" struck from
behind.

Officer Harvey gave testimony substan-
tially the same as that given by Mr. Ash.

John P. Brissell was the next witness.
He testified tfcat he was standing on the
northeast cornel ofNinth andIstreets Mon-
day evening, when he was suddenly startled
by two pij-tol shots. "Iturned around
quickly," he said, and saw a man fall,
across the street, and heard him groan. I
also saw another man, who had apparently
done the shootii:?, starting to co away. I
ran over and cauiht hold of him. Iasked
him where h's pistol was, and he said he
had none. Officer Ash then came up, aud
Iturued the prisoner over to nim. We
found th« pistol in the street. Iac-
companied officer Ash and the prisoner to
the police station, and on the way down
asked the prisoner several questions. He
said he had been struck from behind by
some unknown man, aad had shot him in
self-defense. He told me, also ,about hav-
ing mnde an appointment with a young
lady, but e jspeeted that she would have
some one there to assault him, so he went
prepared. Itold him that he was in a
pretty bad fix,aad he replied that he would
just as soon banj; vow as any time. Right
after the shots were firedIsaw two women
run away from the sceue, and one of them
hid behind a tree. The prisoner told me
his name was Peter Chalman."

Alfred Heinrich, an engineer, employed
at the fire-houae near Tenth and Istreets,
testified that he was standing in front of
the engine-house, when he heard two
shots coming from the vicinity ofNinth
and Istreets. He ran to the scene as
quickly as he conld and on the way passed
a lady win was screjiniag, "Oh, my God,
Ed.i3shot!"

Annie Wheelan was then sworn. She
looked very pale and nervous, and gave
her testimony in a scarcely audible voice.
She made the following statement :"For
the past two years Ihave been employed as
cashier at the Saddle Rock Restaurant.
Last evening Iwas in ihe vicinity of the
Plaza with Peter Chalman. Ihad asked
him to meet me there. We walked up I
street and he was talking angrity to me.
He was waikicg on the inside of the side-
walk. When he had got about in the mid-
dle of the block he stopped and raised
his hand as ifto strike me. A gentleman
at that moment stepped up, and, putting
his hand on Peter's shoulder, said: 'See
here, '; that was allIheard him say. I
heard them scofHine. and saw the gentle-
man's hat go ctf. Idon't know whether
he was struck or not. Then Iheard two
Ehots and the gentleman fell. Iwas terri-
bly excited, and when Irecovered my
senses Isaw Mrs. Orr holding the gentle-
man's head in her hands. She said: 'It's
Ed. Snook; he's dead. 1 Isaid: 'My God,
let's go home' We then left."

"Did you expect to see Mr. Snook or
Mrs. Orr there?" asked Coroner Clark.

"Idid not,1
' replied the witness. "After

leaving the scene Iwent to the telegraph
olh'ce, intend! Eg to sond for my brother. I
changed my mind, thougb."

In answer to further questions Miss
Wheelan said that when Mr.Snook took
hold of Chain. an lie seized him by the two
arms, and teemed to be running him back-
ward. Chalman was trying to get at his
pockets in front and kept saying, "Wait a
minute ! Wait a minute !"

Mra. Mary Orr was Hie next witness. She
said that shear.. lMr.Sn<ok were walkingin
the vicinityoftbelMaza Monday night when
she saw a lady walking ahead of them on
Istreet, whese tkure resembled that of
Miss Wheelan. "Isaid to Mr.Snook." she
continued, "that the lady looked like my
friend. Miss \Yheelan. He said, 'Yes, it
does.' We agreed that we would catch up
with her, ar.d were walkirg fast, when we
saw a man join ber. We said we would
walk by ami if we knew the gentleman
would stop ai.d speak with them. Pres-
ently we saw the man acting strangely and
talking lordly. Isaid to Mr.Snook :'They
appear to be having trouble.' He replied,
'Yes ;let's hurry up.' We had reached
very near them, when we saw the man
raise his hand as if to strike her. Mr.
Snook immediately stepped forward quick-
ly, and, putting his hand on his left
shoulder, said, 'What are you doing?' or
something like that. The man then struck
Mr. Bnook, knocking his het off. Mr.
Snook then caught hold of the man's arms,
and ran him backwards. The man said,
'Wait, a man,' then Ibeard a shot. Isaw
Mr. Snook's arm go b;ck and then forward,
as if striking the man, and saw the latter's
hat go off. Then Iheard the second shot
and Mr.Snook fell to the ground dead.''

Mrs. Orr denied positively that she had
any previous arrangement with Miss
Wheelan to briny Mr. Snook to the Plaza.
Itwas a purely accidental meeting. Just
prior to seeing Miss Wheelan she said Mr.
Snook asked her if he could smoke. She
gave her consent, aad volunteered to carry
his overcoat tor him while he was lighting
his cigar. She wss still carrying it when
they came upon Miss Wheelan and Chal-
man. "About S o'clock last evening,

'
she

said, "Mr. Snook and Iwere engaged in
conversation on the back porch of my
house on Istreet, when Miss Wheelan
came in and asked me for her purse. She
always lets me keep her money for her.
We talked for a few minutes and' then she
started to leave. Isaid, 'What s your
harry?' She replied that she had an en-
gagement. We did not ask her where nor
with whom she had the engagement. We
did not know w!::;:idirfction she took, and
were surprised to meet her afterward when
we went out for a walk."

The statement cf Dr. Nichols, who per-
formed the autopsy on the remains, was
read to the j'.iry, after which the case was
submitted.

THE VEEPICT.

After a short deliberation the jury rend-
ered the followingverdict :

"We. the jury, find that the deceased.
Edward Bnook. a native of New York, 33
years ofage, came to his death from a gun-
shot wound iirt'cted by one Peter Chal-
man.

Receiving Clerk Cuippeiie of the railroad

freight department testified toreceiving the
boxes [of books] from Hagenbaugh, ad-
dressed to Sherwood, Micb.

After some further corroborative testi-
mony had been taken, Judge Buckley held
Eagenbauah to answer before the Superior
Court, with bail fixedat $1,500.

The books recovered belonging to the
City Free Library are yet in the hands of
the Sheriff. Hagenbaugh shipped a couple
of boxes of books on the 29.h ofNovember
last to his father in Michigan, and yester-
day he wrote a letter to the latter asking
him to return all the volumes in his posses-
sion sent from here. These include rive
volumes of "Wit and Humor," belonging
to the City Library, and valued at $17 50.

District Attorney Bruner willalso file an
information for burglary against Hagen-
baugh. The young man takes the situation
philosophically, and acts as if indifferent as
to the outcome of his difficulty. Either
that, or he lacks the ability to realize the
seriousness of his situation.

wants known to the bureau, and thus as- j
sist the cause of deserving labor. The of- .
fice will be kept open from Ba.m. to 4 ;
o'clock p. m ,between which hours the i

wants ofboth employers and employes will :
be carefully attended to. Impositions upon j
laboring men by employment agencies in ,
this city in the past have shown the need |
of an institution of this character, and if
properly conducted great good can be done

A SIERRACASE.

The Supreme Court Files a Decision in
'

the Deidesheituer Case.

A decision on the application for settle-
'

ment of the biil of exceptions, on which an
appeal was taken from a decision rendered
by the Superior ludge of Sierra county, in i

the case of Frankel Deidesheimer et. al., i
was yesterday filed in the Sacramento office
by the Supreme Court, as follows:

"The petitioner corned too late fo this
Court withhisapplication for relief. Hewas
charged withnotice that the Judge might
strike out the matter, which was in tact
stricken out, and, of course, had notice of
the fact when the statement was settled
and filed, that the exception which he now

'

asks to prove had not been allowed by the
Judge. It dops not appear that any re-
quest was made of the Judge below to
delay the settlement of the bill, or a ruling
on the motion for a new trial, until an ap-
plication could be made by this Court to
prove the exception desired. By submit-
ting the settlement of the statement and
his motion for a new trial in the manner
stated above, we think he lost his rizht to
apply to this Court for redress of the griev-
ance complained of. The motion is de-
nied."

THE WEATHER.

AWarm Wave KollingOver the Entire
Continent.

The Signal Service barometer was nearly
or quite at a standstill all day yesterday,
reading 30.24, both at sa. m. and 5 i\m.,
with gentle southerly winds and a sky
partly clouded.

The temperature at 5 a. m. and 5 p. m
was 51° ana Gu°, and dew-point 49° and
55°. The highest and lowest temperatnre
was 05° and 4S°.

The highest and lowest temperatnre one
year ago yesterday was 70° and 4U°; and
one year ago to-day OJ0 and 37°.

The temperature yesterday morning as
far east as Chicago was as warm, and some
places warmer than in this portion of the
Sacramento valley, showing a phenomenal
winter all over the Northern hemisphere.

ItSacramento is the capital ot the State, p. grow-
city, and entitled to a better public building
than could possibly be constructed with thesum of SIoO.OUO. A short time before leaving
lor Washington, in company withCongressman
Clunie and citizeus of Sacramento, 1went on a
tour of inspection up the Sacramento river. I
had seen the river as far back as Ink),kuew its
condition then and taw its condition during
our trip. Isaid in an interview, published inI
the Reookd-U.nion, that Ibelieved the only
safe way to secure the navigation of the Sacra-
mento riverand protect the surrounding country
was arelief canal, relieving the riverat a point
somewhere in the vicinityof Knight's Land-
ing and conducting the water through the
Montezuma Hills to Suisun Bay. Ideeply re-
gretted to hear of the misfortune of the people
oi the Sacramento valley through the floods
that have occurred tbere this winter. We suc-
ceeded in gettingihe Secretary to order the bal-
ance of the money appropriated immediately
and expended inconnection with the river. We I
hope this winter to be able to get large addi- I
tioual appropriations to the end that the navi-
gation of the Sacramento may be preserved. I
By hard work we succeeded in getting Mr.I
Clunie placed upon the Committee on Public
Buildings and Grounds. Senator Stanford is
also Chairman ot that committee in the tenate, I
therefore we have reasonable expectations for j
getting feveral public buildings to which our
State is justly entitled.

Mr.Ciuuie is taking an active part inall leg-
islation that atT«cts Sacramento city and valley.
He is active and energetic and will make him-
Eelf felt inthe present Congress.

The delegation are united upon all matters of
interest to onr State, and we confidently expect
good results in the Fllty-firttCongress.

There has been some suggestion inreference
to a change ofthe I'ostoiliee site The Postoftlee
to be erected should be in a location that will
accommodate the people twenty years from
now as well as the present time.

Upon each visit to your beautiful cityInotice
its rapid growth eastward, aud am (irmlycon
vinced that seventh stieet is as near the river
\u25a0s the Postoilice should be built. Iwould,
therefore, oppose any change Irom the one
already selected by the Commissioners for that

ary lath reached most iliisplace to day, hav-
ing been delayed in the blockade. Speaking
for the Board of Trade, an.i ihe cilizens of Sac-
ramento. Ican asMire you that we appreciate
the kindlyinterest you are taking in the matter
of our public building, and note with very
much inte/est what you say as to location and
other matters connected therewith. \

Thinkingyour letter of public interest, Ihave
taken the liberty of banding it to one of our
newspapers at Sacramento, requesting its pub-
lication.

Touching the matter of the Sacramento river
improvement, you have already been advised of
the action of the Convention, which was called
by our Board of Trade, aud which met in Sac-
ramento, January 17th. It wns unanimously
resolved that an appropriation of not less than
S3,"00,000 should, ifpossible, be secured for the
general Improvement of the Sacramento aud
Sau Joaquin rivers and their tributaries. An
Executive Committee, of which Dr.G. M.Dixon,
of Sacramento, was Chairman, was appointed,
and that committee has prepared and sent for-
ward to you and the other representatives, a
memorial setting forth many facts of import-
ance inconnection wita the preposed work. I
may say in addition that it w«s the general
opinion of the Convention that the bill to be
introduced iv Congress shouM not specify meth-
ods or plans ofwork, but that a commission, com-
posed mainly of men from California, should
be appointed, and the appropriation and plan
of work leftwith the commission entirely.

Trusting the views of the Convention, as ex-
pressed through the Executive Committee, may
meet with your entire approval, acd secure
your hearty suj-port—and Ihave no doubt it
will—lhave the honor. to remain, very re-
spectfully yours.
