Bis Death in Paris.

New Yorg, February 9th —A Jowrnal
cable specizi fr Paris gives the following
details of the Gouffe murder, which is now
the sensation of Paris and for which Gab-
rielle Bompard is held as an accomplice,
she baving made a confeszion to the police
that Eyraud, her lover, committed the
crime.

Gouffe made an appointment to meet the
girl in her room at 8 o'clock in the even-
ing. While the young woman wss enticing
the huissier to his dcom Eyraud went to a
hardware store and purchased two pulleys
and a clothesline, At 5 o'clock he called
at the house and completed his prepara-
tions. Eyraud first planted astrong nail in
the wall ¢f an alcove, which he carefully
screened by mesns of a portiere, and, sfter
bending the nail, be bung the pullev on it,
making a ruoning noose with the clothes-
line. His next move was to suspend a
second pulley from the ceilingin the center
of the room.
~The rope was soaped andslipped through
ithe pulley. An armchair—the only piece
of furnitare in theroom—was placed under
the noose. Then Eyraud concealed him-
self behind the portiere and awaited the
coming of his victim. Soon Gouffe rang
the bell. He was admitted by Gabrielle
Bompard. He remarked that it was strange
that there should be only one chair in the
apartment.

circled his Then Eyraud pulled at
the rope, bu uck in the second pulley
and would work. [Fearing that his

vietim would pe, Eyraud rushed from
behind the iere calling, “Ob, youn
wretch, wou! ob me of my sweet-
heart?” and zicg the huissier by the

neck he str d him to death.

The girl, terrified at this brutal assassina-
tion, attempted to interfere, but Eyraud
produced a dagger and threatened to kill
her. Then Gouffe’'s body was searched.
They found 150 irancs and some papers,
but they did Dot hesitate to withdraw a
diamond ring from the dead man’s little
finger. They then undressed their victim
and placed him in a lined sack, made by
Gabrielle Bompard, after which the corpse
was bundled into the trunk.

The next day Eyraud and Gabrielle took
the trunk, in which they had concealed
the corpse, and drove to Millerv. Here
they dumped the body into a ravine, while
Eyraud smashed the trunk to atoms with a
sledge hammer. Three hours later the
murderer and his sweetheart took the train
to Marseilles, where they remained in con-
cealment until August 29th, when they
suddenly left for London. From there
they went to Liverpool and took passage
to San Francisco where Gabrielle Bom-
pard, repenting the part she had taken in
the murder, made a confession to Guer-
anger, and was by him induced to return
to France and make a confession.

BUFFALO BILL'S SHOW.

It Has Taken In 8720,000 and Is Still a
Drawing Card.

Loxpox, February 8th.—An agent of a
syndicate of American capitalists, which
furnished the money to bring Buffalo Bill's
Wild West Show to Europe, says the show
took in 3,600 000 francs, or about $720.000.
According to the coniract between Brffalo
Bill and the syndicate the latter was en-
titled to 30 per cent of the gross receipts,
which would make their share exceed
$200,000.

The American amusemecnt syndicate,
which reised the money to send the show
to Paris, was orgauized under the laws of
the State of New Jersey, with a capital of

$150,000. One of the subscribers was John
P. Jones, 8 tor from the Sagebrush
State, who i znown to all Californi-
ans. He wa for $10,000.

Each of the purchasers of a $5,000 share

was to receive 1 per cent. of the grossre-
ceipis during the six months’ performance
at Paris. The Wild West has been doinga
geod busicess in the tour in the South of
France sud in Italy. Next week it will be
in Rome.

Nate Saulsi , wbo is here trying to
arrange 8 London season, has persistently
refused to be interviewed about the charges
of some of the members of the syndicate
against the management of the show, be-
cause he did not believe they came from
any responsible man in the syndicate.

Saulsbury thougit that the syndicate did
not actually raise $150 000 cash, nor even
$10.000, and that the expenses of & site and
buildings in Paris were less than the latter
sum. Itis vers likely that when all the
facts are known, it will be found that the
ghares allotted to some of the members of
the syndicate by no means represent the
cash paid in, but were given for purely pro-
fessional coosiderations,
