Murderons Deed of a Disezputable,
Blackmailing Crank.

ANOTHER SLIDE ON THE OREGON.

The President of the Mormon Church
Says the Salt Lake Election
‘Was Carried by Fraund.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

OREGON DIVISION.
A Passenger Train Btill Delayed by the
Blockade,
[From RECORD-UNION’S Special Correspondent.]

AsHraxp (Or.), February 11th.—On ac-
count of the snow-plow running off the
track near Siskiyou, and also a new slide
at the same place, the train which was
to have left here this morning received or-
ders from Dunsmuir not to move.

The passengers who wanted to go south
were somewhat disappointed, but news
came at noon to-day that the train would
leave here for Mott to-morrow morning at
7:30 o’clock, and all agaln cheered up.

It is probable that Mott will not be
reached before 2 or 3 o’clock to-morrow
afternoon. As theroad is not in the best of
condition the train will have to run slow,
in order to avoid accident.

The track between Mott and Dunsmuir 1s
not yet cleared of slides, and it is not
known how long the thorough passengers
will have to remain before the road is
opened.

Tunnel 9, near Gibson's, will probably
be the next stopping place after Dunsmuir
ig passed, the slide there being the largest
on the division. Although a couple of hun-
dred men are at work on it the bank of
earth that has rolled down on to the track
is so enormous in gize that it may take a
week to shovel it away.

However, the passengers can be trans-
ferred at this point, and Mr. Pratt stated to
the Recorp-UNION correspondent that this
would be done if the slide was not re-
moved by the time the passenger trains
arrive there.

The news that several hundred men
were coming from San Francieco to-night
to work as shovelers and carpenters was
received here to-day, and this force will no
doubt do effective work on their way up.
The principal wish of the passengers here
seems to be thatthey movesouth, no matter
how far, towards their destinations.

Mr. Pratt with his outfit train and gang
of workmen was this evening about five
miles this side of Glendale station, seventy
miles north of Ashland. He bas already
shoveled out and passed by a big number
of slides and is pushing on in an endeavor
to repair the track in Cow Creek Canyon as
rapidly as possible. This is the worst place
on the Oregon and California line, and to
the Recorp-UNI0N reporter Mr. Pratt stated
that he expected his train would have to
remain in some places at a standstill for a
week, or it may be a fortnight, while the
carpenters are repairing the bridges and
trestles which have been wrecked by the
high waters.

By to-morrow the outfit will undoubtedly
reach Glendale, though the trestle which
has slid down the hill out of place will
have to be righted and braced before a train
can pass over.

The weather here and along the line has
been pleasant for the past couple of days,
thus giving the men on the road an oppor-
tunity to do good work.

PRESIDENT WOODRUFF,

Interesting Interview With the Head of
the Mormon Church.

Sarr Lake Ciry, February 11th. —
President Woodrnff, the head of the Mor-
mon Church, to-day gave the Associated
Press the only statement he has ever made
upcn the political fight which has juet
ended here. His interview was as follows,
and can be understood as the feeling of
every Mormon in the Territory:

‘‘President Woodruff, I would like to get

your views as to the political campaign
here and the questions at issue?”

“Well, sir, I consider this something
more than a mere question of what shall
compose the city government, and what
party they belong to. There is a deep-laid
scheme to deprive the Mormon people of
all political rights and privileges, so that
the minority here shall control the Terri-
tory. They cannot do this by fair means,
so they resort to foul. By misrepresenta-
tion and taking advantage of a popular
prejudice against the Mormons, founded
chiefly in ignoraunce, they succeeded in
securing the disfranchisement of the older
gettlers who had made the country, and
then of all the women. These not giving
these schemers a majority they have sought
other means. The Edmunds-Tucker Act
has helped them somewhat, but the test
oath provides that it can be taken by
the majority at least as well as by their
opponents. Now they want every Mormon
deprived of his right to vote and hold of-
fice, no matter how good and law-abiding
a citizen he may be,

‘At the Ogden election a year ago a
large number of the names of resident
voters were stricken from the registration
lists and hundreds of non-residents were
imported, and the election was carried by
the Liberals by open fraud. Since then,
by fictitious valuations, the assessments of
property have been raised from three to
five times the former amounts of taxes.
Vice has flourished, officials’ salaries have
been raised, public improvements have not
advanced, and the change is deplored by
the best people of both parties.

“Boasts were made after the Ogden elec-
tion that Salt Lake would be thenext point
of attack, and that it would be carried by
similar means. The resuit proves that the
boast was not made in vain. I consider
that the election has been gained here by
striking from the registration lists hun-
dreds of legally qualified citizens, and by
the votes of hordes of newcomers not law-
fal citizens.

“In regard to theaction ot the Registrars,
their sitting as a court to judge of their
own acts and the whole course pursued, is
a part of the scheme to capture the city at
all hazards.

“I view it with profound regret, asa
prostitution of law and official power that
should sadden every lover of fair play and
the welfare of his country.”

*“What effect will this change have upon
the Cburch and the People’s party ?”’

“Oh! as to that, I cannot see that the
Church will be in any wav affected. Asan
organization it is entirely separate and
apart from political matters. The members
of the Church belong to the People’s party,
and they will natarally feel that they have
been robbed of their rights at the polls.
Baut I presume that will not effect their po-
litical views or status. The Church was
not in the campaign, and the result will
kave no bearing upon it at all, that I can

”

see.

“What will be the fatare policy of the
Church?”

“So far as I know, it will be to preach
the gospel to all the world, instruct its
members in their religious duties, and
move forward to its divinely ordained des-
tination, as the actual, living Church of
Christ.”

“Is there any probability of the Mormon
Church or its ?eople removing to Mexico
or elsewhere?’

“None that I know of. I do not see any
necessity of such a removal. Inaividnal
members may go where they choose, to
better their condition, bui there is not, nor

has there been, any contemplation of any
such exodus as you ask about.”

*“What is the Mormon idea of its rule as
to the Kirgdom of God?”’

*‘It is this: We hold that this Church was
set up and organized by the command of
the Almighty, and that it has the right to
formalate and maintain ruales of Church
discipline applying only to its own mem-
bers, and that the extent of its putative
powers is the excommnunication of the
transgressor. That it has no power to
punish anyone by deprivation of life,
liberty or property, or personal injury in
any form. That the Government should
not regulate the Church, nor the Church

seek to control the State. That
all men should be politically free
and equal, free to vote as they

please, and to sustain what politics they
pleage, so that they do not infringe upon
the rights of others. We believe this
Church will prepare the way for the com-
ing of Christ to reign as King, and that
this Church will then develop into the
kingdom of God, which all Christians pray
will come, that the will of God may be
done on earth as it isin heaven. We be-
lieve in the full and free agency of mean,
and that when that kingdom is established
there will be perfect liberty on earth, civii,
political and religious.”

“Then you don’t teel so gloomy as to the
ultimate result of this election ?”

“No. I believe taxes will be raised; that
there will be such a looseness of restraint
imposed upon immorality and such a
striking contrast formed between Liberal
and People’s rule that, as in Ogden, the more
respectable people of all classes will soon
desire 8 return to former methods. The
plotters against the majority will probably
be emboldened to pursue their plans for
the destruction of republican government
in the Territory, but I should be sorry to
believe that Congress or the country will
proceed to such unconstitutional and in-
famous extremities as those that will be
proposed. In any event, there is a power
superior who will overrule things that hap-
pen for the good of those who serve him.”

President Woodruff appeared to be in
good health and not in the least worried
over the result of the election. He is now
in his 83d year, and apparently as strong
a?%owell preserved as the ordinary man
of 50.

GOODBYE MORMONISM,

The Gentiles Have Completely Routed
the Latter Day Saints.

Sarr LAkE, February 11th.—Everything
in Salt Lake is quiet to-day. Business has
resumed it3 normal condition, and were it
not for the decorations upon the houses of
the Gentile citizens, there would be no in-
dications of the great political battle which
closed last night. The official returns of
yesterday’s election, received this morning,
give George M. Scott (Gentile), for Mayor,
a msjority of 809; Louis Hyams (Gentile),
Recorder, 529; J. B. Walden (Gentile),
Treasurer, 659; E. R. Clute (Gentile), As-
sessor, 466; J. M. Young (Gentile), Mar-
shal, 773. The remainder of the Gentile
ticket, including fifteen Councilmen, was
elected by a msjority ranging from 300 to
400. This gives them control ¢f the Muni-
cipal Council for the first time in the his-
tory of the city.

Discussing yesterday's contest the Herald,
the organ of the People’s party and the
Mormon Church, says:

*The votes have been cest and counted
and the result announced. We are heartily
glad that election day is gone and with the
people generally hope never to see another
such campaign. Most sincerely do we hope
that another such an election will never be
held in this city or any other Territory. On
their face the returns show a majority for
the Liberal ticket and a mejority that will
astonish all who are not fawiliar with the
methods practiced by that organization.
We don’t believe there is an intelligent,
honest man on the committee who thinks
for a moment that the Liberals have any
such number of legal voters as cast ballots
for the ticket Monday. We do not believe
there rarely, if ever, was a more crooked
election; certainly nothing like it ever oc-
curred hereabouts. We do believe that the
People’s party have the most lawful voters,
and that a fair and square showing would
demonstrate this to the satisfaction of
everybody. Fraud, illegal registration,
disfranchisement of legal Mormon voters
and flim flaming were practiced by the
Liberals openly and without opposition,
and by these means only have they carried
the day. It was unquestionably a crooked
election. To what extent the crookedness
was carried we do not pretend to say, and
the whole truth will never be known. The
Liberals got a majority of votes, as they set
out to do last summer, but now that the
campaign is ended and the election over,
unsatisfactory as the result to the People’s
party, no member of the party must forget
that the citizens of Salt Lake, more than
ever, are interested in the welfare of their
loved city, and harder than ever must we
pull for the general good of the grand
municipality. Yesterday’s work may be
annoying, but it is not discouraging, and is
in no sense disheartening. We must see
to it that Salt Lake does not suffer from it,
and also to it that there shall be put upon
the city nothing to check her growth or re-
tard her progress.”

THE CHINESE MUST GO.

The Proposed Order for Their Removal
Said to be Valid.

Sax Francisco, February 11th.—City and
County Attorney Flournoy has rendered
the following opinion as to the vower of
the Board of Supervisors to pass an order
removing the Chinese from Chinatown to
South San Francisco:

Hom. ii. Bingham, Supervisor of First Ward, efc.
—DEAR SIR: To your communication of Febru-
ary 5, 1890, asking my opinion as to the power
of the Board of Supervisors to pass such an ordi-
nance as is contained 1n the draft of p:oposed
resolutions inclosed, I answer by referring you
to the following laws delegating powers to the
Board to make police and sanitary regulations
and laws of the character proposed in the papers
submitted to me, viz: Article i9,8ection 9, of the
Constitution of 1878:

“The presence of foreigners ineligible to be-
come citizens of the United States is declared to
be dangerous to the well being of the State, and
the Legislature shall discourage their immigra-
tion by all the means within its power. Asiatic
coolieism is a form of human slavery, and is for-
ever prohibited in this ttate, and all contracts
for coolie labor shall be void. All companies cr
corporations, whether formed in this country,
or anf foreign country, for the importation of
such labor, shall be subject to such penalties as
the Legislature may prescribe. The Legislature
shall delegate all necessary power to the incor-
porated cities and towns of this ttate for the
removal of Chioese without the limits of such
cities and towns or for their location within
prescribed portions of those )imits; and it shall
also provide the necessary legislation to pro-
hibit the introduction into this State of Chinese
after the adoption of this Constitution. This
?ec‘tiou shall be enforced by appropriate legis-

ation.”

An Act of the Legislature of this State, en-
titled; “"An Act to provide for the removal of
Chinese, whose presence is dangerous to the
well-being of communities, outside the limits of
cities and towns in the State of California,” ap-
proved April 3d, 1880. page 22:

“Section 1. The Board of Trustees or other leg-
islative authority of any incor!:’mted city or
town, and the Board of Supervisors of any in-
corporated city and county, are hereby granted
the power, and it is hereby made their duty to
pass and enforce any and all Aects, and ordi-
nances, or resoluiions necessary to cause the
removal without the limits of such cities and
towns, or city and county, of any Chinese now
within or hereinafter to come within such Jim-
its; provided, that they may set apart certain
prescribed portions of the limits of such cities.
or towns, or city and couuty, tor the location
therein of such Chinese.

“Sec. 2. This Act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage.”

Article 1X, Section 11, of the Constitution of

79:

“Any, county, eity, town or township may
make and enforce within its limits all such
loeal, police, sanitary and other jegulations as
are not in confiict with general laws.” :

The ordinaunce you propose, prohibitiog Chi-
nese from locating, or residing, or conducting
business in any part of the city except that
designated by the order is, in my opinion, au-
thorized by the foregoing laws. Ifthose laws
do not delegate power to the Board of Super-
visors to take such action as contemplated by
the proposed order, then it is difficult to under-
stand what language or law woald be sufficient
to delegste such power. Respectfuily,

BLACEKEMAIL AND MURDER.

A Young Woman Shot Down Without
Cause or Provecation.

PLacERVILLE, February 11th. — Last
Saturday’s dispatches gave an account of
the killing at Eureka, Humboldt county,
of Mrs.J. A. Price, formerly Miss Lillie
Wilcox, of Garden Valley, this county.
[The particalars of the tragedy sppeared in
last Sunday’'s Uxiox ]

Bowden, the murderer, is well known in
this county. He first became acquriinted
with Misa Wilcox while employed ina

mine in which her father worked in Gar-

den Valley. Later he worked at Grizzly
Flat, where Miss Wilcox was then teaching
music. Here the couple became engaged.
A few days before the date set for the wed-
ding the engagement wes broken cfl’ for
some reason not known to ountsiders. Bow-
den then did all possible to blacken the
character of the young lady, talking freely,
and even going so far as to write defama-
tory letters to each of the papers here.

These were refused publication, &s the
young lady was held in high esteem and
above reproach. It seems from the sad
sequel that Bowden was not satisfied with
his nefarious efforts to ruin the young la-
dy’s reputation, and with a discarded and
jealous lover’s infuriation finally resolved
on the deed committed so wantonly last
Friday. The young lady’'s friends are
shocked at her sad and sadden death, and
universally eondemn Bowden as a red-
handed murderer, without eause or justifi-
cation for his deed. If ever a man was
hung, he should be.

The men are working three
shifts of eight hours each.

The position of foreman of the ear-house
at the Folsom Prison was created, at a sal-
ary of $100 per month.

The guards at San Quentin wantto work
only eight hours now, as they are required
to be on duty from ten to thirteen hours.

WATERMAN’S WATERBURY.

The Governor of California Has Lost His
Turnip.

With Her Hushand.

SeartLE (Wash.), February 11th.—This
morning Mrs. Arthur Dow, of Littleton,
N. H., rejoined her husband after a separa-
tion of five months. Dow, who is said to
be worth $100,000,mysteriously left his home
on August 30th last, and was not heard
from until three weeks ago. Daring all
that period he had known nothing of him-
self, not even his name. His mind partly
returned, and he wrote anincoherent letter
to his wife, which immediately brought
her here.

Murderer Captured.

Yuma, February 11th.—Juan Pina and
his son Angel, the murderers of Innocente
Luijo,were surprised and captured at Ethen-
berg, February 9th, by Deputy Sheriffs
Arbois and Holcomb, of San Bernardino.

The murder took place on the night of
January 3lst, in Yich canyon, near San
Bernardino. Luijo owned a ranch, and
forbade Pina cutting wood on it, and who,
while passing Pipa’s cabin in the evening,
was shot six times by the murderer.

Latest From Susanville,

SvsansviLLE, February 10th (via Reno,
February 11th.)—The first Eastern or
Western mail for three weeks arrived here
last night. Fourteen feet of snow fell dur-
ing the winter. A number of buildings
were crushed by the snow. Many cattle
and horses have died. The snow is nearly
gone from the low hills and in the valley.
The weather is quite warm.

“THE PROMISED LAND.”

The Boomers are Having Hard Tinrss
Evading Officials.

St. Paun, February 11th.—A Pioneer
Press syecial from Pierre, 8. D , says: The
sitnation here to-day over the opening of
the S8ioux Reservation is nearly the same
as on last night.

Last night attempts to cross over the
river into the “promised land”’ were kept
up. It seems the boomers never sleep. The
soldiers were taxed to their utmost in their
attempts to keep the excited crowd at bay.

Another attempt to cross was made by
the Scuth Pierre boomers last night at 11
o'clock. They had over thirty-five teams
with wagons loaded with lumbar and sup-
plies, and managed, by closest secrecy, to
cross on the ice about one mile below the
city and just above Parm Island.

They were diseovered by asentry. He
attempted to raise an alarm, but was seized
from behind by a party that had been lay-
ing in ambush, and bound hand and foot
and laid in the bushes. The boomers then
proceeded over the hill abeout 500 strong,
and had almost succeeded in getting be-
vond the lines when they were discovered
by a skirmishing party,

¥mmediately a compapy of mounted in-
fantry was dispatched ' from Fort Pierre
and were soon in het pursunit. The boom-
ers scattered in all direetions, but nearly
all were captured.

V. E. Prentice, a town-site boomer and
a partner of United States Senator Petti-
grew, was shot in the leg. He was taken
to the guard-house at Fort Pierre, and the
military authorities refuse to give him up
to his friends in this city. The boomers
who returned to this side of the river were
all worn out and somewhat discouraged
over the loss of ten teams and wagons
loaded with supplies.

About the same time the South Pierre
boomers were making this attempt an-
oither ecrowd, though somewhat smaller,
made a desperate effort about a half mile
north at the boat landing. This crowd
numbered about 200. They succeeded in
making the other bank, but were then dis-
covered. They made a grand rush, and
scattered. The wagons escaped into the
interior of the reservation, and some of the
boomers are scattered over the lands.

Half of them were caught and returned
to this city. West of a mile square there
are a large number of houses built by In-
dians and half-breeds, who will claim all
the land adjacent to the mile sauare.

Last night several boomers buill houses
on the quiet in that neighborhood, and all
were burned by the soldiers this morning.
All night long the boomers were sneak-
ing over in ones and twos, and many es-
caped the guards. This morning the In-
dian police found a colony of boomers ten
miles west of here, whose houses and
effects they burned, and carried the boom-
ers to Fort Sully.

The boomers are becoming anxious, but
it is expected that to-morrow the order to
allow them on the reservation will be re-
ceived.

WESTERN BOOMERS,

They Are Joyously Singing “Uncle Sam
Has a Farm For Us AlL,”

St. Pavn, February 11th.—A Pioneer
Press Chamberiain special says: Every in-
coming train is heavily loaded with settlers
bound for the Reservation, and the stream
of humanity crossing the river is aimost
continuous.

Several thousand have already began the
erection of homes. The new arrivals are
being forced to go further into the interior.
The agent at Anderson has ceased the at-
tempt of the removal of settlers, having
received instructions from Washington, but
he is determined to guard the interests of
the Indians intrusted to his care, and he
says if all the buildings erected by the set-
tlers on lands filed upon by the Indians
prior to issning the proclamation are not
removed he will burn every one of them to
the ground.

Reports are received from innumerable
localities of the forming of colonies to start
at once for the Reservation. The rush a
week hence promises to be greater that at
present.

The Indians at Lower Brule, which
agency contains about 3,000 red men, are
in the best of humor, and enjoy the hugely
incessant strife between the white men for
the possession of lands ceded by them. The
tough element, so common on the border,
has not yet put in its appearance, but this
crowd undoubtedly will drift in as the
opening of the Reservation becomes gener-
ally known.

Every effort is being exerted by United
States Marshal Fry and his deputies to pre-
serve order, and thus far the excited settlers
bave been held in check. A large party
left this morning with a large stock of lum-
ber and provisions for a point on the survey
of the Milwaukee road, about sixty miles
in the interior, where they expect a town
of respectable proportions will be built dar-
ing the next few weeks.

A party of old timers, persons thoroughly
acquainted with the Reservation, and are
positive that they know of the existence of
coal, started out this afternoon for the pur-
pose of prospecting and locating claims on
Whate river.

The rush is on the increase to-night and
interest is unabated. At the present rate
of settlement it would not take more than
three months to settle the entire 10,000,000
acres acquired by the Government,

MONTANA LEGISLATURE.

Democratic Senators Having a Goud
Time at Olymwpia.
HEeLexa (Mont.), February 11th.—The
legislative situation ts unchanged. Both
Houses will remain in session until the
time expires, but legislation is impossible.
Eight Democratic Senators are now at
Olyvmpia, Washington, and sent formal
word that they will not come within the
State until after the dates set for the Senate
adjournment. The ten bills passed Sun-
day morning are said to be illegal, because
the President must sign them in the pres-
ence of the Governor, and he did not sign
until after Becker escaped.
The object of bringing Becker back and
passing the bills was to furnish evidence
of the legality of the Republican Legisla-
ture, with the ultimate end that Sanders
and Power would be seated in the United
States Senate,
O. C. Binker, an old-time mining man,
disappeared two weeks ago and no trace
has been found of him. Itis believed that
he has been murdered, as he sold a mining
claim for $2,000 in cash the day before his
disappearance.

. GROVER CLEVELAND.

It is Difficult to Elect Him a Member of
an Obscure Society.

NEw Yorxk, February 11th.—An attewopt
was made at to-night’s meeting of the So-
ciety of Medical Jurisprudence to defeat
the election of Grover Cleveland to honor-
ary membership. For a little while it
looked as if a real coniest was imminent,
but open hostilities were averted throogh
the taet of some of the members. Cleve-
land was finally elected with two dissenting
votes.

Cleveland was nominated, and then
Lawyer John J. Delaney took the floor and
lannched forth into a tirade against him,
and argned against his selection on the
ground that he was uniit to belong to the
society.

Delaney said that wken Grover Cleve-
land wes President of the United States
he had appealed to him in behslf
of a citizen of the Union who was
imprisoned urjustly in a British dungeon,
and, Mr. Cleveland bad neglected to pay
the slightest attention to the appeal.

The case referred to by Delzaey was that
{ of Dr. Thomas Gallagher, formerly & resi-
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dent of Brooklyn. who a few vears ago vis-
ited Europe and was arrested ten days ﬂ}-
ter his arrival in London, charged with be-
ing employed in a dynamite plot against
the British Government. 5
_ Delaney said that the proofs went to show
that thedynamite explosion oceurred either
before Dr. Gallegher left this country or
while he was on the ocean. Dr. Gallagher
had been betrayed by a false solicitor. and
tlge proofs of his innocence had been far-
nished to President Cleveland in docu-
mentary form. Nothwithstanding this the
President had totally ignored the case.
After more argument a vote was taken
and Cleveland was elected. A motion was
made to have the election declared unani-
mous, but in order to prevent further argu-
ment or entanglement it was abandoned.

The Iowa Deadlock,

Des Moises (Ia), February 11th.—The
political “see-saw’” at the capital was con-
tinned to-day. The Democrats refased to
aceept the Republiean’s proposition for a
compromise, and sent in another one in re-
tarn, which provided that the Democrats
shonld have the Spealter and First Assist-
;ant Clerk, and the Republicans the rest of
the mimor officers, the committees to be
tdivided evenly betwewt the parties.

{ The Repnblicans weat into caucus on
that question and decided to refuse it, as
they are not willing o surrender the
Speakership. There was along and lively
debate over the proposal that they reverse
the-terms of the proposition and send it
bagkto the Democrats, but no definite con-
clusion was reached.

They deserve
the unstinted praise of the thousands who
have daily perused their reports and be-
come wiser tarough their privations and
self-sacrifice.

“Such a storm has never been experi-
enced ; the pioneers go back to the ‘forties,”
but in their recollection no equal to it is
found.
