
THE GENTILE VICTORY.

It is gratifying to know that in the hot
battle at the polls in Suit L:ike City on
Monday there were no violent outbreaks,
and that despite the bitter contention
Ihere was no violence, nor any breaches of
the peace. The Anti-Mormons won a pro-
nounced victory, and will control the mu-
nicipality of Salt Lake City. It is a tri-
umph that means a great deal for Utah
ami the whole country. It is a victory for
free institutions, and is a suggestion to the
churches, no matter what their creed or
position, that the American will not
tolerate any interference by ecclesiastical
authorities with the government of his
State. The election inaugurated a new
era for Utah. It presages there the de-
cline of the power of the Church in civic
administration ; it speaks the sentiment of
iii American people that no toleration o'
polygamy shall be known in our civil sys-
tem, and that the infamy shall not prevail
behind the cloak of religion. We can un-

derstand why the Gentile population of
Salt Lake celebrated with noisy demon-
stration as they did on Monday night. It
has been for them a long, and at times an
a!n;ut hopeless struggle. They have had
to contend with more than outsiders are

likely to realize. The adherence to their
antagonism to the domination of the Mor-
mon priesthood has been accompanied by
punishment in business; by misrepresenta-
tion, calumny, and even threats against
lifeand property. In short, the monoga-
mists have in no small way been heroes.

As was to have been expected, the Mor-
mon papers charge that the election was
carried on in fraud, and that the Gentiles
voted more men than their real numbers
willshow on a proper census of the popu-
lation. The intimation tliat the defeated
willcontest the election of their opponents
is thrown out, but there is littlereason to
expect from them any such fully. We are
assured by Gentile leaders that no fraud

\u25a0was prattieei!, that the victory of decency
and free government was honestly
achieved, and that whatever illegal voting

attempted is chargeable to the polyg-
anii>t.-, who 8»W defeat staring them in the
face, :md resorted in more than one in-
stance to deceit, in securing votes for their
ticket.

There is one feature a!»>;it the late
I that is worthy of especial

notice —the anti-Mormons did not prose-

cute their campaign against a relig-
ion. Their leaders were especially care-

ful that at no time should it assume that
phase. The Mormons were opposed purely
apon politico] grounds. The;- were antag-

onized, not as members of any church, but
as a class practicing vices; as a group seek-
ing t<> mbstitote for the willof tbe]>eople
the decrees of priests ami religious coun-

cils. What the contest really meant on

the Gentile side was religious liberty, not
persecution. In the end the Mormons will

be the greater beneficiaries by the social
revolution now goin? on in the territory,

for at this time they are, as they have
been for nearly half a century, slaves of

the Twelve, of the Bishops, teachers and
other "rulers' 1 over <:Zion " The triumph

of the Gentiles, when it shall be fully ac-

complished in Utah, will therefore mean
the omanciiiation of tbe Mormons from a

tyrrunotis rule, and their advancement
into the free and tolerant atmosphere of
the American policy, under which every

man may worship and believe as he pleases,

within the bounds of those monlities that
civilization recognizes as incumbent upon

the State to enforce. The Arnerir.ui-
izins; of Utah theu means the removal of
the shackles from M<>rnms who arc not
permitted 1O assume tlie attitude of free
rm.Tal a =-ei.t?. The time willcome when
tbo;e still adhering to the faith of the

tically wasted. Aside from the value of I
forest culture to the State, the morale of'
the Arbor Day exercises is of the best, and I
the whole tendency of such dealing with
nature, is to refine the tastes and cultivate ,
the better part. But because ofour diverse I
climates it will not be practicable for a
uniform day to be cho3en for California.
While late in the fall will be well enough
for coast districts, in the hot valleys Arbor
Day should come in February, not earlier.
The first work in this movement, as Mr.
Hoitt suggests, should be directed to the
beautifying of school grounds. It is a
lamentable fact that in the majority of the
school districts of the interior of the State,
the school-houses are placed upon spots
where neither tree, grass or other verdure
appears. In fact the country school-houses
in the valleys, as a rule, are the most
desolate and cheerless of all buildings, and
their grounds the least inviting. It is
probable that in every district there are

public-spirited citizens who willcontribute
the young trees necessary. Let the chil-
dren, with appropriate ceremonial, plant
them, and thereafter care for them under
instruction of their tutors, until strong
growth is attained. A generous spirit of
emulation can well be encouraged among
the youth of the State in this matter, and
the result cannot be other than beneficial.

The friends of the hot-headed Prince of
the house of Orleans', who moved the re-
peal of the edict of banishment of French
princes and pretenders, made a woeful mis-
take. The motion was crushed with a
speed so swift, and by a majority so large,
that all who claim by divine right to rule
over men without consent of the governed
may well take warning. If there were

any who have doubted tke loyalty of
France to her new system they must now
be satisfied that there was no reason for
their small faith in republican institutions
iv Europe. The great nation has simply
smiled when a royalist commanded the
people to acknowledge him their King;
they actually laugh when the news is
published that the daring son of Orleans
is to be sentenced as any other criminal
might be, and then in mercy to his downy
cheek is to be conducted to the frontier,

and told to go and search elsewhere for a
people willingto permit some one else to
select ruiers for them. The truth is, and
the recent escapade of young Orleans
proves it, that France is redeemed from
imperiiilism, is rescued from monarchy,
and that the people have no lenger any
fear of the vain ellbrU of the four or five
ambitions men who attempt to wield a
scepter over them. The day for fearing
monarchical schemes in France has passed
forever.

Gladstone Says the London "Times"

Mast Apologize.

MORE ABOUT THOSE FORGE HIES.

Balfoar is Very Severe on the En-
glish Press, and tbe London

"Times" in Particular.

THE "THUNDERER."

It is Likely to be Punished by the Got-
ernuieut.

London, February 11th.—In the House
of Commons to-day Baltour announced
that on Monday next he would introduce
tbe Irish Land Purchase bill.

Sir Wm. Vernon Harcourt brought up
the Pigott forgeries on a question of privi-
lege. He contended that a breach of privi-
lege, Euch as committed by the London
7V»im, committed during one session, could
be punished during another session. He
said:

'Since the suit for libel has been decided
in favor of Parnell, and since it has been
admitted that the letters used as a cover to
the assault on him were forgeries, the
House is afforded absolutely a sure basis
whereupon to act. It is now obvious that
the object of the publication ofthe forgeries
on the day when the coercion bill had its
second reading was to influence a division
in Parliament.

"Itwas across and palpable outrage upon
the House. A more flagrant breach of
privilege could not be conceived. Some
reparation should be made for this use of
poisoned weapons."

The Undersecretary of the Government
for India eaid such a discussion would be
inopportune while the report of the Parnell
Commission is pending.

Gladstone, who was loudly cheered as he
arose, spoke in support of the motion. He
said he could not consider the Times' of-
fense against the House had been purged
by the apologies which bad been made be-
fore the Parnell Commission through Sir
Richard Webster, which apologies grossly
exaggerated the original offense. If the
conspiracy against Parnell had been suc-
cessful the result to him would have been
absolute political death, and the mortal
blow struck at him would have been felt
throughout the Irish nation. The 77»i«
had aimed to affect tbe jndgnient of the
House, and it had really had in that direc-
tion temporary success.

He did not wish to dwell upon the hori-
ble and loathesome character of the whole
aflair. He trusted the House would vin-
dicate its right to deal with the offense.
The Government owed it to itself to deal
fairly toward Parnell and the Irish people
for the injustice done both through these
forgeries.

PERTINENT OUESTIONS.

Karl of GranviHe Criticises the Tone of
the Queen's Message.

London, February 11th.—In the House
of Lords the address in reply to the speech
from the throne waa moved by Baron de
Ramsey and seconded by the Earl of Strad-
brake.

Ear! Granville criticised the tone of ihe
di3patches to Portugal as unnecessarily
harsh, and aa having gone out of the
way to provoke irritation in a small and
feeble nation that had a great colonial his-
tory, and was justly proud of it. He also
hoped the Government would tell the
House why, in the speech from the throne,
no mention whatever was made of the
Parnell Commission.

Salisbury said the Government shared
with the country the pain arising from the
dispute with Portugal, but when the House
had read the papers it would rind Portugal
had been warned again and again, and that
it was impossible for England to accept or
assent to her claims to the ownership of
the territory of tribes that were under
British protection, or her settlements in
the Shire and Nyassa countries. Decisive
diplomatic pressure presented the best
course for the interest of Portugal and the
interests of humanity.

Earl Granville asked if the convention
for the suppression of the sngar bounties
would be ratified.

Salisbury responded that its ratification
would depend upon the amount of co-op-
eration we should have from the principal
users of sugar. He thought the prospects
for an ultimate agreement unfavorable.
The French Government had expressed its
distinct dissent from some of the provis-
ions of the Convention, and the spirit of
protection in America increased the diffi-
culty, and Brazil was also against the con-
vention.

After dilating upon the notable decrease
of crime in Ireland, he concluded with a
prediction that if a just and firm govern-
ment were continued, harmony, love and
good will would grow fast-rooted among
the people of that country, even after a
lapse of generations that had known only
discord.

IMH MAN TREATMENT.

No Wonder the Czar Fears Deitth at the
Bands of Big Subjects.

New York, February lltb.—An evening
paper publishes a dispatch from Paris
which statfs that a cipher letter just re-
ceived by a Russian refugee in that city,
dated December 28th, gives the details of a
horrible tragedy in a political prison at
Kara, Eastern Siberia.

Mine. Nadyda Sibida, of noble birth, a
teacher in the high school at Moscow, was
found last year with revolutionary papers
in her possession and sentenced to penal
servitude. On her arrival at Kara, the
hamlsume and rtfined woman scon at-
tracted the attention ofthe Directors of the
prison, who took an early opportunity to
insult her. Mme. Sihida boxed the ears of
a director, who, in revenge, had her
stripped and flogged in the presence of all
the men in the prison. Through &hame
and fear she suicided wilh poison. The
sime day several other female political
prisoners, fearful of similar treatment, fol-
lowed her example.

A few mile? from the women's political
prison at Kara is that occupied by the male
political convicts, who, on hearing oi the
tragedies, revolted en masse. The troops
were called out and awful scenes followed,
shooting, flogging and torturing going on
by wholesale. The Russian authorities
suppressed the facts.

STREET INTERSECTIONS.
The Trustees Asked to Have Them Re-

lnored at Public Expense.
While the City Trustees were in Bpecial

session yesterday—holding an ante-mortem
inquest on theperson ofthe Poundmaater—
Messrs. O. W. Erlewine and W. D. Corn-
stock appeared on behalf of the Improve-
ment Association to urge upon the Board j
the advisability of the city encouraging
street improvement by having all intersec-
tiors graded at pubic expense.

Mr. Erlewine was the spokesman. He
said that the chief objections to street im-
provement came from the owners of corner
lots, whose expense for giading the inter-
section ofstreets had been enormous in the
past, and would, under the moat favorable
circumstances, be so burdensome that many
weuld not consent to having necessary
work done. He understood that, under the
provisions of the Vrooman Act, tbe city
could not do such work at public expense,
but there was an amendment to that law
which authorized the Trustees or Council-
men of cities to improve any parts of
streets.

'It would be a stimulus to property-
owners." contioued Mr. Erlewine, "to
favor improving the streets along their
property if the city could and would as-
sume the expense of intersection work.
There are hundreds of storekeepers, ex-
pressmen, truckmen and others who use
the streets more than any other classes of
citizens, and yet the residents along these
streets—many of whom never use them—
have to pay all the expense of improve-
ment and repairs and maintain good streets
for the benefit of those who pay not a cent
toward it. There is a movement now on
foot to have the streets improved at an ex-
pense ofabout $1 per front foot, or $2 for
intersections. A tax of about seven cents
on the $14,000,000 of city property would
provide a fond of say $10,000, which it is
believed would be ample for the purpose
named, the property-owners paying the rest
of the expense of raising and grading the
streets. Ifyou gentlemen can levy an in-
tersection tax, there willbe littleopposition
to improving the streets."

Mr. Comatock also addressed the Board
briefly to the same effect.

Mayor Gregory said tbe Trustees were
moretban anxious to have all the streets
of the city improved. If it could be so that
the city might pay for all such improve-
ments it would suit him all the better.

After some further remarks. Trustee Mc-
Laughlin moved that the City Attorney be
requested to advise the Board as to the
legality of the proposition advanced by Mr.
Erlewine oa behalf of the Improvement
Association, and it was so ordered.

The conference then ended.
