A SECOND JOHNSTOWN.

Details of the Terrible Catastrophe in
Arizona.

Phcenix (A. T.), February 24th.—The
Walnut Grove storage dam, located seventy
miles north of here, was washed entirely
away at 2 o'clock Saturday morning.
Thirty-four lives were lost and fiftypeoole
rendered destitute. The dam was 250 feet
long, 110 feet high and 135 feet wide at the
foundation, and it cost $750,000. The
depth of water in tbe reservoir was 100 feet.
Tbe water poured down the narrow canyon
for five miles, where the greatest loss of
lifeoccurred. The loss willreach $600,000.

ADDITIONALPAETICCLARS.
Phienix, February 24th—Saturday morn-

ing at 2 o'clock the men living near the
main dam of the Walnut Grove Company,
situated in northern Arizona, seventy miles
north of Phoenix, were awakened by a
roar resembling an angry ocean, aud jump-
ing out of bed they |were confronted with
the appalling fact that the large dam was
being lifted from its mooring by the tor-
rents that came leaping down from the ad-
jacent mountains, and they hastened to
the rescue of the people in the canyon be-
low.

The men were horrified to be followed
by the flood which burst through tbe dam.
and which swept everything in its way.
Tbe main and lesser dams are twsnty miles
apart, connected by a deep canyon, and
down this narrow dvfile the torrents rushed
with lightning speed, carrying workshop!,
dwellings and many human beings in its
remorseless grasp.

The loss oflifeand property is appalling.
Some fifty souls are known to have per-
ished, and of the numberless Mexican min-
ers and ranchero living along the Hassa-
yampa for thirty miles who have been
drowned no account can be ever obtained.

The main dam was tbe largest piece of
masonry in the United States, it being 400
feet long on top, ISI on the bottom and 130
thick at the base, 10 feet on top and 110
feet high. Itwas of solid masonry at the
front and back and loose, stones laid in the
middle for weight.

The dam leaked 3,000 miners' inches
daily since its construction. It was con-
structed eighteen months ago at a cost of
nearly a million dollirs, and was mort-
gaged for $350,000 and stocked for $12,-
--000.000.

It had one large waste gate and one sur-
face waste built around the dam. and both
were insufficient for the terrible rush of
waters which swept it out of existence.
The dam drains the watershed offour hun-
dred square miles. This immense territory
accounts for the more rapid destruction.

About fifty people are known to have
been drowned, but the following names art
all that can be ascertained : J. Haines,
wife and four children ; H. Boone and
daughter, John Lilly, Mrs. McCarthy, T.
McMillan and George, the scout, at Walnut
Grove.

At Wickenberg, thirty miles west from
the scene of the disaster, the bodies ofthree
women, four men and one child were dis-
covered, but could not be recognized. The
torrent traveled this distance in two hours.
All the houses in that vicinity were de-
stroyed. One or two bodies were found at
Seymour, twelve miles south of Wicken-
berg.

At Smith's mill, five miles south, a
teamster and eight horses were drowned.

At the Vulture mine five miles of piping
was destroyed, involving the loss of$20,000.

The President and Chief Engine* r of the
company are in Phcenix, and say that
everything that human skill could dev'se
to make a perfect dam was exhausted by
them in the structure.

There are a large nnmber of destitute
people in the neighborhood, and the
weather is extremely cold. Large relief
parties went out from here to-day. Gov-
ernor Murphy will issue a proclamation to-
morrow calling for aid for the sufferers,
pledgiDg the credit of the Territory there-
for. One thousand dollars was forwarded
from Phcenix to-night.

CHAPTER OF ACCIDENTS.

A Photographer Suicides—Greeting to the
Irish Patriots.

San Francisco. February 24th.—This
eveniDg W. F. Shattuck, while arranging
some part ofa grinding mill in his place of
business, bad one of his tinkers so badly
crushed tbat it bad to be amputated.

N. C. Hawks, his partner, boarded a car
to go to Mrs. Shattnck to notify her, when
a boy threw an orange, which smashed the
glass of the car, and fragments of tbe glass
struck Hawks in the face, badly cutting bis
nose.

The Supervisors this evening passed to
print tbe order granting the conduit com-
pany the right to lay and maintain tele-
graph and electric wires under ground.

Nathaniel Wfston, a photographer of
Oakland, committed suicide this afternoon
by shooting.

Tbe committee met this evening and
concluded their arrangements for a meet-
ing of welcome to Dillon and Esmonde at
the Grand Opera House. Mr. Gorman, of
Sacramento, expressed his sorrow that the
visitors could not visit that city, and said
Sacramento Irishmen would do all in their
powsr for the cause and would Bend a dele-
gation to tbe meeting.

SANTA KOS4.

Saloon-Keepers are not Plethoric With
Coin—Two Robberies.

Sakta Rosa, February 24th. —Last night
two saloons and the Eagle Hotel were en-
tered by robbers. One saloon lost $8 in
coin and another $3 Liquors and cigars
were taken from both. The Eagle Hotel
lost $1 in coin and minor articles.

The two saloons were entered from the
rear with the assistance of a crow bar. A
panel was sawn out of the door ofthe hotel
and the door unbolted. There is no clue.

A young man named Cole, who was em-
ployed by Nelson, a stationery dealer, to
conduct his business for him while absent,
absconded yesterday with a week's pro-
ceeds. The proprietor also gave him $5 for
till money when he took change. Tnis
morning he lound the store closed. Cole is
a stranger here. It is thought he lost most
of the money playing cards.

A drizzling rain fell to-day. It is cloudy
to-night and liable to rain before morning.

HUNGRY FOR MAIL.

Fifteen Thousand People With Nothing
bat the Bible to Kead.

Mzdfobd (Or.), February 24th.—We
bave been blockaded here for forty days
without through trains or mail, except two
days' mail twice from San Francisco. No
Eastern mail or papers have been received
from San Franci?cu or other places since
January 13th. The trains have been run-
ning tbroni»h from San Francisco for the
past ten days, except at one short transfer,
bringing Wells, Fargo & Co.'s express, but
not tbe back mail. Subscribers to San
Francisco and Sacramento papers are be-
coming impatient for their mail.

Fifteen thousand people in tbe Rogue
River valley are without mail and will be
for six weeks yet. We are told that tons
of it are lying at the transfer near Dans-
muir, and will be forwarded as soon as
trains can get through.

HEAVY FIXES.

One Way to Rid the Metropolis of the
Offensive Chinese.

Saw Fbakcisco, February 24th.—This
morning Ah You and Ah Fook, who had
been previously convicted in Judge Law-
It-r's Court ot having Chinese lottery
tickets in their possession, were fined $200
apiece. The Judga, in making out the
order, said La was determined to do his
share and help the Chief of Police to stop
unlawful acts among the Chinese.

Wong Gow : wb.o was up f:r sentence for

visiting a bouse of ill fame, was fined $150.
The news of the heavy penalties meted
out by Juice Lawler soon spread over the
old City Hall to the other Courts. On
Judge Joachimsen's calendar there were
the names of two Chinamen charged with
visiting a house of ill-fame. Their attor-
neys heard of the big fines and advised
their clients te forfeit their bail, amounting
to $100 each. This was done, and by it the
defendants saved at least $50 apiece, as
Judge .Toachimsen has shown himself to be
as active as Judge Lawler in fining Chi-
nese malefactors.

Chief Crowley and detectives Cox and
Glennon are greatly pleased at Judge Law-
ler's action. They claim it willbave a
belter effect in Chinatown than if three or
four extra policemen were stationed there.

DESPERATE EX-CONVICT.

The Murderer of Captain Duncan Logan
is Captured.

San Fbabcisco, February 24th. — The
mystery surrounding the murder of Captain
Duncan Logan, who waa shot on the night
of September 10th last in Jean Labat's
saloon, on tbe corner of Broadway and
Powell streets, has at last been solved,
thanks to the untiring efforts of Chief Crow-
ley and Captain Lees. Logan was sitting
in a room oil'the saloon when a robber en-
tered and, believing Labat to be alone,
placed a revolver to his head and ordered
him to turn over the money iv the till.
Logan tii«l to capture the desperado, aud
iv the senffle which followed received a
bullet through his heart.

Charles Clark, alias O'Brien, a notorious
ex-convict, is now locked up in the City
Prison tanks', charged with the murder,
and Louis L. Oscanyon, another ex-con-
vict, who lemained on the opposite side of
tbe street to give the alarm if any one ap-
peared while Clark was robbing Labat, is
also in custody. The police claim to have
ample proof thst Clark is the murderer,
although the most of the evidence against
him is of a circumstantial character.

SAN I.l'l-i OBISPO.

The Episcopal Minister and His Family
etarved Out.

San Luis Obispo, February 24th.—Rev.
Dr. Morgan yesterday tendered his resig-
nation as rector of the Episcopal Church in
this city. He had been pastor for three
years. The reason was so little concert of
action among the members and th» failure
to support and the inditlereDce and lack of
kindly feeliog and attention.

Tbe minister, to snpport his family, has
praccised medicine, his former profession.
This has been given as his excuse forwith-
drawal. Dr. Morgan has great ability and
is highly esteemed. He is the fourth min-
ister who bas tried to keep up the Episco-
pal Church here, all meeting the same dif-
ficulty.

A severe hail-storm passed over the city
from the nonh about 5 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, making tbe grouud white and
starting vigorous snowballing. Some oftbe
hailstones were half an inch in diameter.
The raiufall for tbe season is about thirty-
five inches, and it has prevented much
plowing.

SEATTLE.

A Police Officer Shot by a Tramp—The
Se»l Fisheries.

Beattle, February 24th. — Early ibis
morning police officer George Sbeehan wes
shut and wounded in the lower portion of
the body by a man named Paul. Sheehan
was patrolling bis beat in tbe lower portion
of the town, when he saw Paul endeavor-
ing to force an entrance into a disreputable
bouse. Paul ran from tbe officer, and
when be saw the latter was gaining on
him be turntd and fired three shots, one
taking effect. The officer returned lire un-
tilwounded, but missed bis man. Subse-
quently Paul was captured. Sheehan
willrecover.

Interviews obtained to-day with several
men largely interested in the sealing in-
dustry, reveals the fact that though strongly
opposed to the Alaska Company, they
think it will get the re-lease.

MARYSVILLE.

Store Burglarized—A Minister Resigns—
An Overdose of Morphine.

Marysvillk. February 24th.—The jew-
elry store of W. D. Mehl was entered by
burglars last night and goods stolen to the
amount of several hundred dollars. The
safe was untouched. A. W. Moore was ar-
rts'ed at Wheatland to-day on suspicion of
being the burglar, and the articles missing
from Mehl's store were fonnd on him. He
is no doubt the man wanted.

The vestry of St. John's Episcopal
Church bas accepted the resignation prof-
fered by Rev. E. A. B. Spaight as Rector,
and passed resolutions highly compliment-
ary to that gentleman, and expressive of
the friendly feelings entertained for him by
the community.

Mrs. Mary Finnemore died at Dobbin's
ranch yesterday from an overdose of mor-
phine. An inquest is to be held.

Another Tolo Snicide.
Woodland, February 24th.—A. G. Pen"

nington, a laboring man, committed sui"
cide at Bieber's Hotel last Saturday by tak-
ing a dose of morphine. It is supposed
tbat he made an attempt to kill himself
and did not succeed and again took a sec-
ond doss. No cause was given for the
deed.

Areuraenls in the Reid murder case were
made to day and the case was given to the
jury this evening, tbe Court instructing
that only n verdict of manslaughter could
be arrived at under tbe evidence.

School-House Burned.
Elleksburg (Wash). February 24th.—

At 8 o'clock this morningla fire broke out
in the public school building while a
strong wind was blowing, and the building
was entirely destroyed. The loss is about
$3,000; insurance. $2 ")Qo—$1,000 in the
Oakland Home and $1,500 in the North
Pacific at Tacoma. The scholars lost
about $1,000 worth of^books. The cause
of the fire is supposed to be a defective flue.

Fred Myers Suicides.
San Diego, February 24th.—Fred My-

ers, 27 years old, the son of Mattison
Myers, committed suicide last night at
grief over his mother's death four lnontus
ago on tbe same date. Tbe- body waa
found in the basement ofbis residence at 1
a. M. by his father. A note in the suicide's
pocket, addressed to the Coroner, said no
one was to blame for his act. The family
used to live at Vallejo.

Work of a Barkeeper.
Napa, February 24th.—Samuel Rilston,

aged 57, a native of Scotland, died in the
CoantT Hospital Bunday afternoon, Febru-
ary 12rh. Ralston was thrown out of a
bar-rcom of the Farmers' Hotel in this
city, and picked up insensible and para-
lyzed. Tbe bar tender, M. J. Pettie, -. uo
eject«d him, bas been arrested. The Coro-
ner's jury is examining into tbe matter.

Rough on Cuttle.
Dayton (Wash.), February 24th.—A

steady, wet snow fell last night to the
depth of six inches, on top of three inches
of a week ago. Once only in thirty years
has there been a similar occurrence so late
in the seas >n. The danger of high water
is again great, and great loss of stock is
feared if the snow remains a week. Feed
is exhausted and the stock is poor.

Clash or Authority,

Los Angeles, February 24th.—An order
was received from General Orton Saturday
mustering out Company C, of tbe Beventh
Regiment, National Guard, of this city.
To-day a di»patch was received from Gov-
ernor Waterman saying that the order was
is«ued without his knowledge or approval,
and suspending tbe same for thirty days.

Dropped Dead on the Street.

Eugem City (0r..), February 24th—J-
C. Claflin, who arrived hare from Melvin,
Osage county, Kansas, last Wednesday,
dropped dead"on the street this afternoon.
Apoplexy or heart di3ea3e was the cause.
His mother came with him and is here.
His age is about 40 years.

Fire at Centcrrille.
Centebville, February 24th.—A hay and

box warehousj belonging to the Lowrie es-
tate was burned this morniDg. Fifty-five
tons of hay and 1 SCO fruit-boxes were de-
stroyed. The loss is about $2,000, partly
insured. The cause is attributed to incend-
arism.

Still Blockaded.
Grass Valley, February 24'h.—It has

been snowing since 3 o'clock this afternoon
with a low temperature. The narrow-
gauge railroad remains blockaded.

MISDEEDS OF A RICH MAYS SON.

A Fox Hunter Thrown from His

I'RK-S EXPRESSIONS.

The Chicago Morning Papers are Given
to Boasting.

Chicago, February 24th.—The Herald to-
morrow will say concerning the World's
Fair: "Chicago's triumph was expected
aud deserved. It came in the natural order
of tbiDgs. Henceforth let no mean-spirited
citizen of this republic question the mani-
fest destiny, or rail at accomplished facts.
Chicago's supremacy will presently be ac-
knowledged by her most bitter foes. St.
Louis and Washington were no more to be
compared to Cbicago than other small
towns would bave been. Her only contest
was with New York, and that Chicago
should have laid out New York cold and
flat is something that will attract tbe atten-
tion of the civilized world. Itwill be in-
teresting to learn bow New York will ac-
count for her defeat, after her boastful
claims, but for all this she sank like lie-
Ginty to the bottom of the sea, arrayed in
her best suit of political and financial
clothes."

The A'ewi will say: "First of all, the
Xeivs desires to thank those 157 members of
Congress. As a question as between the
East and West, the latter bad much tbe
beet of the fight. The West has won mag-
nificently in the popular branch of Con-
gress, aud tbe Senate will indorse the
action. A glance backward over the lines
of tbe Chicago campaign shows it to have
been faultlessly conducted. Cbicago does
not know the meaning of defeat. To New
York, St. Louis and Washington, Cbicago
sends greetings. They bave made the best
poEsible showing in the face of adverse cir-
cumstances. Ifit bad been impossible for
Chicago to have won, St. Louis was tbe
next best place, and she stood a better
chance thau New York."

The Globe editorially will say: "Chicago
willhold the World's Fair in 1892. The
award was made by tbe House of Repre-
sentatives yesterday after a stubborn con-
test which only ended after eight ballots
bad been taken. Our friends nobly heid
the lead from the start, but at times of
voting showing such gains for New York
that fears of the result began to be enter-
tained. These were happily dispelled
when tbe eighth ballot was announced and
the wire flashed the glad news throughout
the land. There is not much doubt that
the Senate willratify the decision of the
House. The jealousy of the defeated cities
bas threatened to prevent tbe final passage
ofthe enabling Act if they should not be
chosen, but a more generous and manly
council will prevail now, and ',he prelimi-
naries of the legislation ought to be com-

\u25a0 pleted within a month. Cbicago will have
to stir herself. Capital enough bas been sub-
scribed to justify the epeeditst possible
commencement of the practical work ot
preparation, but much more will have to
be secured, and now. while the enthusiasm
is at a fever heat, is the time to push the
subscriptions. Under this many wealthy
men who bave hitherto given nothing will
doubtless come to the front with handsome
subscriptions. It remains for the whole
people to fulfillthe utmost pledges that
have been made in their name to carry for-
ward to a glorious success the grand work
assigned them by the generous confidence
ofCongress."

Tbe Inter-Ocean willsay: "Thelongagony
is over. The people of Chicago watched
with interest yesterday's bulletins announc-
ing the result of the ballot. From thefirst it
was Chicago against the field, with New
York the point of danger. Thanks is due
to Colonel Davis and A. E. Stevenson, who
managed the fight for Chicago. The end
of the strife is only tbe beginning of tbe
work. Chicago will have to use that push
and enthusiasm tbat won this victory to
make the fair the success of the century.
Chicago must show to the world tbat
America has made no mistake in yester-
day's work."

CHICAGO CONGRATULATED.

Her tister Cities ot the West will Stand
By Her.

St. Paul (Minn.), February 24th.—The
Globe will say: Columbus did not dis-
cover America a day too soon to please the
Chicago people. They have a right to be
jubilant over their victory, won by pluck.
Tbe bill has got to run the gantlet of the
Senate, but the House represents the popu-
lar will, and the Senate should gracefully
adopt the House resolution without a di-
vision. New York could bave thrown
victory to either St. Louis or Washington,
but preferred to die in the last ditch, and
when that fact became known Chicago's
triumph was assured.

Popular opinion has been that the Co-
lumbus Exposition should be located in the
bead oftbe great Mississippi Valley, and of
all the Western cities it is now coasidered
tbat Chicago is the most eligible.

In congratulating Chicago upon her
achievement we likewise congratulate tbe
whole country. The West's pride will be
aroused, and tbe exposition will not only
be a national affair, but grandly so. Chi-
cago does not handle great enterprises with
miserly hands. Sbe willmake the exposi-
tion the greatest show on earth and count
the cost afterwards. Her sister cities ofthe
West will stand by her.

THE GOTHAM PRESS.

What they Have to Say Regarding the
Location.

New York, February 24th.—The Sun
editorially says : "Good for Chicago. She
has won in a fair, square fight and she de-
serves credit for her pluck. If tbe Senate,
to which the bill now goes, also names her
as its choice, all food citizens will aceppt
the result and willhelp make the exhibi-
tion successful."

The Herald editorially says: '"We ex-
tend to the city ofChicago our heartiest
congratulations with the thorny point in
them. She has won the World's Fair and
it only remains for us to hope it will be a
success and to offer the earnest co-opera-
tion of New York to make it so. Our
worst with for Chicago is that since she has
been honored with the World's Fair sbe
may do herself honor in its successful con-
duct."

Tbe Times editorial sayt: "The vote of
tbe National House of Representatives in
favor of Chicago as the place for the
World's Fair in 1892, does not decide that
tbe World's Fair will be held there, but
may aa well be taken as decisive that it
willnot be held in New York. The politi-
cal bosses of the Republican party, aided
and abetted by the boss-ridden Administra-
tion at Washington, so decreed. Nobody
can study tbe votes on tbe several ballot-
ings, without plainly discerning tbe effect
of political pressure.'

sent him to the cattle rancb of a wealthy
man in New Mexico. General Lc^an and
ex-Senator Dorsey owned cattle lancbes
In tbe country in which young Mallory
fjund himself, and be Eet to work to mate
a big slake.

He gained the confidence of a wealthy
cattle-owner, who hired him as a clerk.
Mallory studied the haudwriting of hi 3
employer aud soon after left with several
forged checks. Knowing several towns in
which the cattle-king had bank dnrjosits.
the forger succeeded in getting $20,000 on
this bogus paper from banks in Denver and
Trinidad, Col., and Albuquerque. X. M.
Mallory then went to New Orleans and
boarded a steamer forBuenos Ayres. When
he arrived at tbe capital of the Argentine
Republic he engaged tbe most expensive
suite ofrooms in the leading hotel in the
city. He bDught the finest pair of horses
and the best carriage in the place, hired a
valet and uniformed two good-looking na-
tives as coachman and footman and posed
as an English lord. He secured the friend-
ship of tbe son and heir of one of the
wealthiest families in the city. He waa in-
vited to the house, and there met one ot
the loveliest young ladies in the country.
Itwas a case of love at first sight, and tbe
pair were engaged to be married.

About this time tbe young adventurer
learned tbat be was being pursued by de-
tectives and he fled from the city just as
bis funds were getting exhausted. He was
arrested. His father paid his forgeries, but
be is now likely to go to prison.

CHEATING A CITY.
How the Street Railroads of New York

City Perpetrate Frauds.
New Yobk, February 24th.—An investi-

gation has been begun as to the extent the
city bas beeu defrauded in tbe payment of
percentages on tbe receipts of various rail
road companies and how the frauds were
perpetrated. Suspicion had been excited
by the payments of Manhattan Elevated
Road, which for twelve consecutive quar-
ters have been exactly 15,471.

Eich company is supposed to pay the
city five per cent, on the net receipts. Fig-
uring on this basis it would make the com-
pany's annual receipts $433,000 only from
the Third, Sixth and Ninth-avenue lines,
the receipts of which are popularly sup-
posed to reach millions, as they bave the
monopoly of the elevated travel in the city.

The authorities to-day presented a bill
for $24,000 against the Dry Docks Surface
line by reason of alleged discrepancy. A
long struggle is probable. Tbe law does
not distinctly stipulate that tbe city shall
have tbe right to inspect the company's
books, and the fight may begin over a de-
mand to inspect tbe books.

CHICAGO REJOICES.
Little Tin Horns and Great Big Cannon

Make Lots of N»i*e.
Chicaoo, February 24tb. — The street

scenes in Chicago this afternoon and even-
ing told of tbe enthusiasm modest and un-
mistakable. In the crowds surrounding
the newspaper offices and other places of
business where bulletins are displayed were
representatives ofall classes of society, and
such a cordial effusiveness of warm hand-
shaking, gratified smiles and genuine
shouts of joy is not often witnessed any-
where.

The unanimity of tbe display was the
feature of tbe occasion. Usually upon
news of this sort, or rather news from polit-
ical Conventions and tbe like, there is to
be seen a losing side. But here all were
winners, and to-night the toots of horns
mingled with the booming of cannon, and
at the clubs, hotels and other resorts the
coming of the Word's Fair to Chicago is
being celebrated with a vim.

HIS SKULL CRUSHED.
A Fox Hunter Thrown from His Horse

and Instantly Killed.

AMERICAN SHIP-BUILDING.

Snccessful Trial Trip of the New Steam-
ship Orizaba.

New Yobk, February 24th.—The steamer
Orizaba reached here yesterday, after a
most successful trial trip from Roach's ship-
yard, where she was built. She left Ches-
ter Saturday morning. She is the tinest
product of American ship-building, and
from stem to stern there is nothing in her
but of American manufacture. She is 346
feet lorg 43 feet wide and 24 feet deep, and
is of 2,332 tons burden. Her engines are
2 SOO horse-power, and she has a speed of
eighteen miles an hour. Sbe was built for
the New York, Cuba and Mexican Mail
Steamship Company, aud now takes her
place on tbat line.

There were subsidy and anti-subsidy
men among the guests, but all united in
praise ofthis example of the skill ofAmer-
ican ship-building.

Mormon Mis.-ionarir- -Are Beoted At in
the Streets of liondon.

London, February 23d.—The Herald cor-
respondent cables:

The party cf Mormon missionaries who
are at present engaged irv a proselyting
campaign in London and other parts of
Great Britain had a lively time of it in
London to-day.

The missionaries, three in number, began
a meeting or service, and in a-short time a
large crowd bad collected. The mitsion-
aries were listened to with attention for a
time, bat presently irreverent remarks be-
gan to be heard from persons in the crowd
who were particularly anxioa* to know
how many wives were possessed by nne of
the elders.

These interrogations disconcerted the
Mormons and excited much InHehter and
jeering among the crowd. Presently a mem-
ber of the Anti-Mormon League appeared
on the scene to offer opposition to the Lat-
ter l>ay Saints.

He reminded the crowd that not very
long ago a young weman, one of their
number, who bad been induced to emi-
grate by the Mormon missionaries; had re-
turned to her mother's home, shoeless and
starving, with two little children, having
traiuped the whole distance from Liver-
pool.

He concluded by producing the^yooDg
woman in question and asking if they
wanted more of ibeir sisters to be served as
she bad been. This excited the crowd,
which groaned and hooted. Mud and
other refuse was thrown at the unlucky
Mormons, who were now prepared to make
a hasty exit from the scene.

They were chased by the mob, however.
TheiT clothing was torn, their hats knocked
in and they were otherwise maltreated.
Finally they sought refuge in a four-wheel
cab and were driven rapidly away, still
followed lor some distance by a number of
people, who, however, soon gave up the
chase.

This is the second experience of the kind
that Mormon missionaries have had in the
East End within the last six months.

AM ACCOMMODATING SWAIN.

A Toons; Man who Gave Up His Attinnoetl
fur Her Sister.

Ottawa, February 24;h.—GeorgeSparks,
a young man from Kitty township, became
engaged to the youDgest daughter of
Charles Smith of Wbiiehurston, after a
brief courtship. The day was set and the
clothes were bonght, likewise the ring,
when it suddenly occurred to the trusting
couple that it might be as well to tell the
young lady's family.

The lovesick swain did. His consterna-
tion and chagrin were excessive when the
father declared that the ceremony could
not take place in the way it bad been ar-
ranged. He said his eldest daughter must
be wed first, his second next, and so on,
and that if the young man was anxious- to
join bis family circle be could marry his
eldest daughter, but under no considera-
tion would be allow his third daughter to
go while the two older ones remained.

The young man, after some thought, sig-
nified bis willingness to the change of
brides; the bride expectant handed over
her trousseau to the elder sister, and in
three days the wedding took place.

ELOQUENT PRAYER.

A London Preacher Praya for the Recov-
cry of Young Lincoln.

Lobdon, February 24th.—Rev. Dr. Joseph
Parker, in the course of his prayer in the
morning service at the City Temple yester-
day, referred to the illness of tbe son of
the American Minister, in the following
terms: '"We now commend unto thee the
son of tbe American Minister resident
within our shorts. He is sick, we trust not
nigh unto death, but thou knowest the
pain of the lather's heart, and the trouble
of the whole hou=ehald. Thus we gather
round the stranger friend and call him
brother, and nsk thee. the healer, to pity
those who look on, and raise up him who
lies under the rod of chastisement. Yet
we bltss thee for such visitations. They
sweeten us, and make us tenderer; they
plow up the bard ground of the heart that
it may receive the rains of heaven and do
better productively. God blesa the house-
hold we have now in view, aud this day,
almost the beginning cf spring, may some
brave promise or sweet crocus arise to say
that summer is coming."

Wrecking Building* With Dynamite —Brigands at Work.
