THE CASE OF THE UNEMPLOYED.

A great clamor was raised inSan Fran-
cisco a i*evv days ago in behalf of the unem-
ployed, who claimed that they were starv-
ing, and must be given immediate relief
or they would perish from the face of the
earth. One of the remedies they asked
for w.is the expenditure of a half million
or so of dollars by the city in public
works, upon which they could be employed
until the building season opens well and
the hard stress of the winter season passes.
The c-ity had no legal right to expend the
tax-payers' money in that way or to order
work done simply to give employment.

At die time we expressed our sympathy
for the unemployed, but also a doubt
about the need for distress being nearly so

great or pressing as was set out. However,
the hope was expressed that the people of
Sun Francisco would act promptly and in
;i manner to temporarily relieve the unem-
ployed, for the cessation of work is but
temporary, and already in manufacturing,
agriculture, building and trading business
is reviving and assuming its normal con-

dition. The citizens did act; they pro-

vided means to employ several thousand
men, if so many should present. The
unused part of the Johnstown fund was
added to the guarantee of the citizens
meeting, and upon that fund and guar-
antee a call was made for men to go to
work in Golden Gate Park in grading new

roadways through the sand dunes, and in
preparing the soil for tree-planting. The
committee decided that the temporary

relief ought to be extended to the largest
possible number, and therefore fixed the
rate to be paid out in what certainly is
pure charity, ?1 '2o a day per capita.
Wednesday a group of the "unemployed"
appeared before the committee and de-
clared that they could not afford to work
for that figuie; that they must have $2 a

day, and work but eight hours at that.
Tnat if they worked for les«, or for longer
ko irs, they would do a wrong to other work-
ers. They therefore struck for the two
dollars, and the committee, supremely dis-
puted, adjourned sine die, and now the
unemployed, if they are in such distress
a.- !> claimed by their loud-voiced loaders,
bare the satisfaction of remaining idle.

The moil appear to have 10.-t siclit of
the fact that the employment was but
temporary and purely charitable; that the
figure agreed upon did not establish a rate
of wages that could be considered a pre-
cedent; that to have oflered the rate paid
to the regular employes of the park, who

arc skilled in some degree, and who work
under knowledge of the system of park
improvement, would have been a bid for
influx of «U the tramps ofthe interior who
want a few days' work and many days of
idleness tad drunkenness. In short, to
Lave given two dollars a day would have
gpeedily exhausted the fund, have crowded
out the really needy, and have defeated
the very end aimed at.

All huiuau experiences teaches, the tes-
timony ofall M.ivingexperienoed the admin-
istration of relief funds, U to the effect that
they must be placed upon a temporary
basis, \u25a0 low wage scale, and th.-it the work
must be of a character that willtend to

lead the men to abandon it for something
better as soon as possible. That is genuine

ami wise relief. All the leading and
thooghtfbl men among wage-earners who
have written or spoken upon the subject
agree in the sentiment, that in the use of

relief funds, the employment must not be
placed upon the level of that which is

permanent, uor must the inducements be
su !i M to invite the recipient to remain

Lpt of the wage.

Several of the Committee of Citizens,

long known as leaders inrelief movements,

are reported to have said that they would

not :igain lift their hands to give ten cents'
worth of work to the unemployed, if the
group that called upon the committee was

sustained l>y the OHM of the worker?.
They probably reflect the sentiment of

nine-tenths of the community. One of

the local papers adds:

PROFESSOR ELIOT AND REPORTERS.

President Eliot, ofHarvard, is reported

to have made a bitter, almost a vicious

attack upon the press. The reporters ap-

pear to have come in for the lar^-r share

of his bitterness. Those on the Boston

papers he classed in the main as thieves,

bomlneia, drunkards and dead-beats, and

am are fair types of all reporters. Col-

lege men should not aim at reportorial

i work, they should be given something ;

f higher, and so on, he spoke, to the end of j
the chapter. Professor Eliot, who claims j
to have been misreported, though his
claim is challenged, is a distinguished j
scholar and an eminent educator and a j

[ foremost citizen, It is no reply to him,
. therefore, to say that Harvard men have

been hanged, and that some of them have
been the disgrace of their families and of
society. That is mere recrimination, and
in that there is no strength. The true re-
ply to Professor Eliot is this, that in a fit
of indigestion probably he lost sight of
the great truth that no work ofsuch mag-

'• nitude as that of journalism and the issu-
ance of daily a newspaper is to be judged

i by its defects in a single department.
Ifwe quote from another eminent man

and brilliant scholar, Emilio Castelar,
who lias more of worldly wisdom than has

i Professor Eliot with all his profundity,

' and who is esteemed one of the best ob-
I servers in all the world, we shall call the
I attention of the distinguished bilious doc-
tor of laws to these troths, so eloquently

uttered by the famous Spanish scholar.
j Referring to the honors that the Chinese,
"who have lived in perpetual infancy,"

I shower upon their priests and historians,
( '.elarsays:

I wink that modern peoples ought in a simi-
lar manner to hOLor their journalists. For

xceptio^a! witnesses know what rays of
lightcross each other on our horizon: these
public judges yre.-cribe rules which form the
judgment of Hie human conscience upon all ac-
tions. The passion ofparties is of small Im-
portance; wittout itperhaps we should not be
able to comprehend this prodigious work,
which, like all human works, necessitates the
steam ofa great passi n to set it in motion. The
studied silence upon some subjects matters lit-
tle, uor the partiality shown on others, nor the
injustice, even to falsehood, so often manifested;
for from this battle of spiritual forces results
the total Ufe, as from the shadows we perceive
the harmony ofa picture. Itwould be better if
we had not these evils, so we should be happier
if we bad uot either physical infirmities or
mural misfortunes, but it is ns difficult to rec-
tifysociety as nature, and its laws are as com-
plicated rs the mechanical laws of the universe,

and at times as fatal. And it is a fatality of the
social organism that progress encounters obsta-
cles in the creat efforts designed to advance• the past, with its errors, risei against

kiudsof advancement, and makes the |i:t-
)9t efforts to destroy it. But from the cloudy
d intricate world offalsehood arises a lumin-

ous ether, which forms the world of truth.
However, if all the different institutions of
which people are co proud were one day called
to judgment, aud ifeach ofthem showed both
the good and the evil they have done, perhaps
not one of them could retire from the trial as
pure as the press, and none would more justly
merit a blessing lrom humanity.

So true is it that there are here and
there in the vast multitude related to the
press, men whose habits of life honor
neither it nor society that no newspaper
man undertakes for a moment to deny it.
The esprit dv corps in journalism demands
no concealment of that fact, and calls for
no mere complimentary eulogiums upon
the workers of the press to cloak the truth.
Isut as all other institutions of man's
creation are marred by his error 3of heart
and head, are specked by his weaknesses
and shadowed by the vices of his passions,
so, too, does the press partake of some
humiliation because of humanity's weak-
ness. But if standing at the critical dis-
tance of impartial justice we view the
whole work of the reporters for the press,
then we must conclude with Castelar that

these minor ills are insignificant, and that
the men of the press can come to judg-
ment with as fair records of the accom-
plishments of their agency of progress as

any other class. With him we can say:
Laborers of the press, modest and obscure

writers! You have never been able to measure
the great importance ot your occupation, be-
cause you live in the midst of it, and consider
it almost as a portion ofyour being. But, alas.'
without you the most illustrious personages
would be lest, tte most glorious works would
be as bells soundiDg in space. You bear to
each individual the sorrows of all others; you
bring to the arllirted the hores of all humanity.
Your pens are lite the electric wires, which
miite the moat distant regions of our plauet.
Your ideas resemble the atom! of air in which
our souls respire; they are the moral atmos-
phere of the globe. It is necassary to weigh
well all the grarity of such a ministry in order
to exercise it with becoming grandeur and disr-
uity. It is one oi the most sublime works of
waich the human heart is <apable.

So far as the judgment of Professor Eliot
goes upon the character of the average re-
porter, it is evident that he is ill-advised-
The truth is, and thir, all the world except
Professor Eliot knows, this class of work
engages some of the best working human
forces. There is no class of men upon

whom devolves such weighty obligations,
such grave responsibilities. Their office
is one calling for the best there is in ruan,
and for work that is second to no other
upon the press. The reporter.* are the
outer guards, the pickets of the line, the
chosen skirmishers thrown into direct and
advance contact with the world, the pio-
neers ofeach day's life of the newspaper;
the forerunners of that wonderful vehicle
ii|>on which the history ofevery day's hour
is borne into the recorded annals of time.
They are the men of whom is demanded
more of sympathy, humanity, charity and
pure justice, than any others upon the
daily newspaper. Often misjudged by an

unthinking world, except within the lines
of their calling, they receive littlecredit
and ask for none for their constant mer-

cies and their every-day charities to weak
humanity. Measured by the hard rule
that makes them historians, they are silent
in the face of misconception concerning
their motive.-, and the apparent coldness of
the juJicial attitude they are called upon to
constantly assume. The world knows
them by what they write; it knows little
of the countless columns that are in mercy
and human pity buried in their hearts.
Whatever Professor Eliotmay think of the
office of the reporter, judged by those who
have dishonored it, it will remain one of
high trust and honor. Abused it may be
and disgraced, and its members humili-
ated often by the corruption and excesses

of some, but it has suffered as has pulpit,
bar and faculty from like causes, and it yet
remains that the office of the reporter 13

that ofa gentleman, and is one not be-
neath the calling of any other worker who
toils for his wage.

TRISTAM CUMMINGS.

INA BOADSIDE DITCH.
HE MEETS HIS DEATH BY DBOWNING

Unfortunate Accident to the Driver of a

Delivery Wafton—Drowned in

Two Feet of Water.

Yesterday forenoon the Coroner wa3

notified that a man bad been drowned in
a pool ofwater by the side of the road in a
lane near the County Hospital, and (he
body was brought to the Morgue. It
proved to be that of Trisiam Cunimings, an
employe of Barclay Muir, proprietor of a
pickle factory in the southern portion of
the city.

Curnmings was employed as a traveling
salesman by Muir, and left the factory on

Wednesday morning, with a double-team
and wagoH, with instructions to return
early in the evening. Bnt it appears he
got to drinking at wayside inns, and while
returning to town drove into the ditch, or
gulley, by the roadside, where his team be-
came unmanageable aud were thrown in
the water and drowned, Cummings meet-
ing with a like fate.

An inquest was held on the body by the
Coroner !ast evening. The first witness
examined was Barclay Muir, a manu-
facturer ofpickles at Ninth and 8 streets.
He recognized the deceased as a man who
had been in his employ. His name was
Tristam Cummings, and be was a native ot
Illinois, aged about 43 years. He was em-
ployed by witness to sell goods about the
country, and left the factory about 10 o'clock
on Wednesday morning. He was perfectly
sober at the time, bnt was in the habit of
drinking occasionally.

John H. Judge, an employe at the hos-
pital, testified that on Wednesday evening
he saw deceased on the upper Stockton
road. He was standing in the road near
his wagon, and witness noticed a cut over
his left eye. Witness asked him who had
hit him in the eye, and he replied that be
was not hit, but had fallen from his
wegon. He was very much intoxicated.

John Fical, who resides at the County
Hospital, testified that yesterday morning
a carpenter told him that he thought a man
had been drowned in a lane near the hos-
pital. Witness went down to the place
with his informant, and the latter found a
hat near where the wagon stood. The
horses lay with their heads under water.
Witness poked around in the water some
time with a pole, and about forty feet from
the wagon the body of deceased was found.
The wagon was on the side of the road and
ahead of where deceased was found. The
water where deceased lay was about two
feet deep, and in the deepest part was only
about two and a half feet deep. Mr. Ficai
said he did not know the deceased, but had
seen him frequently at Florin.

The jury bronght in a verdict to the ef-
fect that deceased came to his death from
drowning.

APPEALED CASES.

More Supreme Court Decisions—Responsi-
bilityfor Injury l>y Awnings.

The following Supreme Court decisions
were yesterday filed in the office of the
Clerk of the Sacramento District:

Burgess (respondent) vs. Fairbanks et als.
This is a Trinity county case, and an action
to enforce a vendor's lien for a balance of
unpaid purchase money. Judgment was
for plaintiff, and defendant's appeal on the
judgement-roll alone. The Supreme Court
affirms the judgment, and says it sees no
material insufficiency in the findings.

DAMAGES FOB IKJUBY BY AN AWKING.

Riley (respondent) vs. Simpson et al.
This is a San Joaquin county case, in
which action is brought to recover dam-
ages caused by the falling of an awning
and a portion of a brick wall upon the
plaintiff while passing along upon a side-
walk under said awning. The case was
tried by a jury, which rendered a verdict
in favor of the plaintiff for $5,000.

The defendants moved for a new trial on
several grounds, one ofthem being "insuf-
ficiency of the evidence to justify the ver-
dict."

The motion for a new trial was over-
ruled, and from the order overruling it and
the judgment this appeal is taken.

The Supreme Court affirms the judgment,
and says that the evidence is abundantly
sufficient to justify a finding that it was
carelessness to hang such an awning to a
wall in the condition that this wall is
proven to have been.

Catts (respondent) vs. Simpson et al.—
The only difference, fays the Court, be-
tween this cisc and that of Riley vs. Simp-
son is that the plaintiffs are not the same,
and the judgment is for a larger sum thau
in that. In all other respects the caws are
similar, and for the reasons given in the
other case, the judgment and order in this
are affirmed.

FOR LIFE.

William Travers, the Nevada County Mur-
derer, En Route to Folsoin.

William Travers, a large and strapping
fellow, in the prime of life, was lodged in
the City Prison last night by Sheriff Dnn-
ster, ofNevada county, en route toFolsom,
where Travers is to pass the remainder of
his natural life.

On the 12th of last December Travers
killed James Daley, an aged and harmless
man, at Lake City, Nevada county. The
two had been friends and had mined to-
gether, and, being unmarried, visited each
other's cabin 3often. On the afternoon of
that day Travera went to Daley's place, and
accusing him ot a theft, drove him away.
The old man returned to his cabin after
dark. A little later Travers went
there aid beat and kicked him,
caving in his side and breast and head.
He then dragged the half-dead man
along the road through the mud, tearing
most of his clothing from him, and left
him lying a hundred yards from his cabin.
Citizens heard the noise and went to the
scene. Travers went along, and admitted
the killing. Daley died about midnight.
Travers was arrested and taken to North
Bloomiield for examination. The senti-
ment of the community was very bitter
against him at the time, and talks of lynch-
ing were rife. On his trial Travers pleaded
insanity. The jury, however, found a ver-
dict ol murder in the first degree, but
recommended that he be imprisoned for
life instead of suffering capital punishment.

AMUSEMENTS.

Mr. Warde was greeted by a very large
and a highly intelligent audience last even-
ing at the Metropolitan Theater. There
was not a seat nnsold and standing-room
was at a premium. The audience was a
deserved tribute of respect to the talent ot
a foremost actor of America, and one who
in "Virginius" has not a superior upon any

delivery and feeling, of the author's con-
ception of the Roman hero and martyr, it
is difficult to conceive what was the con-
ception of the character on the part of the
playwright It is unnecessary to dwell
upon Mr. Warde's fine method in this
tracedy. On a former occasion this jour-
nal fully txpressed itself regarding it, and
there is nothing to be added, nnless it is
said, as may we.! be done, that Mr. Warde
improves, riper.* and fills out the character
of Virginius with each year witn that art
which accomplishes great ends by infinitely
small details. Miss Wade presented an
ideal Virginia; that of a young innocent
girl, frank and free, yet modest in ;the
flush of a great love for the idol of her
fai:cy. realized in the lover for whom she
was "prepared to sacrifice so much. As
Icilins. Mr. Sntton was classic to the
minutest detail ; nothing in his make-
up, his bearing or bis reading
was lacking to realize the figure ofthe ar-
dent, manly and courageous youth. Pos-
sibly the support was not superior to that
given Mr. Warde when hire last year, but
it certa'nly was not inferior. The play
was handsomely staged and costumed, and

iin that respect was a notable improvement
upon the presentation of last year. The

Ireception given the troupe by the audience
w»s one that exceeded cordiality in its en-
thusiasm, but *as tempered by intelligent
criticism. The entertainment was, as a
whole, a splendid exhibition of the high-
est order cf the drama, and such as tends
to more elevate the stage the more fre-
quently it is presented. To night, in 'The
Mountebank." Mr. Warde will be seen in
a character wholly modern ; of a sharply
different order from that of the Roman
General and high-minded citizen of the izn-
p r.ons classic nation. A? Belphegor, he

- c\ times the comedian and the tragedian,
and by rapid transitions passes from grave

\u25a0.from pathos to humor. Bat, under

it all is an underlying manliness and no-
bilityin the character that is developed in
a masterly manner. "The Mountebank"
has been reduced from four to three acts,
and without loss of any feature of the
deeply emotional play. On the contrary,
Mr. Warde's management claims for the
change that the play is strengthened, the
interest quickened and the action made
more spirited and rapid.

Monday and Tuesday evenings next,
at the Metropolitan Theater, the "Post-
age Stamp Company" appears in an

jeccentric musical farce comedy entitled
i"A Social Session." Nothing is known
jof the troupe except by repute. Ac-

• companying the troupe is a full band
i and orchestra, of which very strong
complimentary mention is made by the
presa of cities where the troupe has ap-
peared. In this orchestral combination are
four soloists, for whom very strong claims
are made—Posselt, the violinist; Nicker-
son, the cornetist; Roche, piccolo and Mute,
and Willett, xylophone and bell soloist.
The Kansas Cily Journal last November
pronounctd the troupe very amusing, the
play as plotless, but the eccentric character
acting, Ihe dancing and the musical features
very entertaining. The Seattle Press in
December said that the title of the play is
a mere thread on which to string specialties
that are bright and sparkling, while the
humor keeps an audience merry, and the
vocal and instrumental music are features
of exceeding strength, especially the band
and orchestra, which is pronounced to be
of a high order. The box office opens
Saturday morning.

LONGFELLOW'S DAY.

ADinner and Literary Kxercises in Mem

One of the observances of the anni-
versary of the prince of American poets,
Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, was a din-
ner given by Professor E. C. Atkinson, at
his residence to nine guests, two of whom
were from abroad. The dinner was served
last evening at the residence of the host.
It was an elegant ailair and was served
with fine taste. Themennwas: Oysters on
half shell; soup; mountain trout, limes
and fisu sauce; roast veal with gravy, pota-
toes, green peas, spiced currants; caviar
sandwiches, Hartz Mountain mineral
water; shrimp salad and cheese; hedge hog
pudding; ice cream, mixed cakes; fruit,
blanched almonds; black coffee; cigars.

The table was beautifully dressed with a
central plaque of camellias and several
smaller Moral pieces, with button-hole bou-
quets for each guest. The programme con-
sisted of three handsome cards, bound to-
gether with gold cord. The first bore in
pen script the name ot the guest; the sec-
ond, a faithful portrait of Longfellow, the
third the title of the occasion and tue senti-
ments chosen from the works of the poet
and the names ofthose who were appointed
to respond in this order:

"The Poet's Mission,' Professor W. W.
Anderson of Oakland ; "Voices of the
Night," Rev. C. P. Massey; "The Goblet of
Lite," Professor J. W. Anderson of San
Francisco; "APsalm of Life," State Super-
intendent of Public Instruction Ira G.
Hoiti; "The Children's Hour," J. A. Wood-
son; "The Building of the Ship," Professor
W. H. V. Raymond; "The Bridge," E. B.
Willis; "The Bell of Atn," 8. Prentiss
Smith; "Palingenesis," Albert Hart. The
host, Mr. Atkinson, made the introductory
and closing addresses.

The occasion was one of the most cordial
social character, and the exercises were of
such as to please, if not to satisfy, the most
ardent lover of the gentle poet and great
preacher of love for humanity. The essays
were by the six first named, the recitations
with comments were by Messrs. Willis,
Smith, Hart and Atkinson. The guests sat

down to the dinner at 6:20 and the covers
were removed at 8, the literary exercises
then consuming the time until 10:35, when
the host arose and the good nights were
said.

The guests were sincerely warm in their
thanks to their host for the occasion af-
forded to pay a tribu'e to the memory of
Longfellow, and the expression was unani-
mous that snch occasion commemorative
of the work of distinguished scholarp,
statesmen, patriots and humanitarians of
America should be made more frequent,
and the love of country and esteem for its
great lights be thus more and more culti-
vated.
